Ottawa, July 9—Canads is paying the
penalty of the war in the shape of
a very rapid increase in the public debt.
During J: there was an increase of no
less than $17,970,090. The increase for
the past twelve months has been $180,-
906,086. The total net debt at the end
of last month stood at $450,287,721 or
nearly $60 per head.
The government’s temporary loans on
June 80 totalled $100,540,850, nearly
of course, being in the London market.

The total ‘revenue for June was $11,-
188,970, a decrease of $654,258, as com-
pared with June of last year, despite the
increased tariff and the stamp taxes.
Customs revenue ‘again showed a fall-
ing off, the total for tie month being
ss,sas,'m, a decrease of $144,961 as com-
pared with June of last year, which was,
in turn, much lower than for the pre-
ceding year.

Postoffice revenue, with the help of the
additional stamp tax, shows a small in-
crease but not up to expectations. The
total postoffice revenue for last month
was $1,250,000, anincrease of 825,000 over
June of last.year.

For the past three months ‘customs
revenue has shown a decrease of $487,-
128 and postoffice revenue an increase of
$725,000, as compared with the corre-
sponding three months of last year.

Expenditures are remaining about the|
same as last year. For June, there was
a decrease of $498,44T in consolidated
fund expenditure and an increase of
$626,784 in capital expenditure, gs com-
pared with June -of last year. i

The necessity of either imposing new
taxes or comsiderably reducing expendi-
tures will have to be faced by the gOv-
ernment when the budget proposals are
brought down next eession.

“What the numbers requited.ate likely to be, it is clearly haxpodimt to

“It has often been urged that #f more information were given as to the
work and whereabouts of the various units, recruiting would be strongly
stimulated, but this is the precise information which would be of the greatest
value to the enemy, and it is agreeable to note that a German Prince in high
command ruefully recorded recently nis complete ignorance of our new army.
“But one set of figures is available for everybody. This is supplied by
the casualty lists. With regard to these lists, however serious and sad, as
“they necessarily are, let two points be borne in mind, First, that a very
large percentage of the ‘casualties-ceptesents comparatively slight hurts, the
sufferers from which, in time, return to the front; and second, that if the fig-
| ures seem to run very high the magniture of the operations is thereby sug-
gested, ' Indeed, these casualty lists, whose great léngth may now and again
induce an undue impression, are an instructive indication of the huge extent
of the operations undertaken and now ‘geached by the British forces in the feld.

TWO CLASSES APPEALED TO.

“There are two chues of men to whom my appul must be  addressed.
Those for whom it 'is ¢laimed they are indispensable, whether for work di-
rectly associated” with our military forces or for other purposes, public or pri-
vate; and second, those to whom has been applied the ugly name of shirkers.

'to the soldier at the front is undoubtedly
(that when the mail from home is due
to. arrive. The soldier in the field ap-~
preciates his letters more than anything
else—far more than his rations.

The postal organization’ at the front
is so detailed and so skilfully planned
that seldom, if ever, does any letter or
parcel go astray through the fault of the
post office. Under the control of Colonel
Warren, who held a similar position in
the Boer War and who has a staff rof
over 1,000 assistants, mostly trained
postal servants from offices in the British
Isles, the whole service works smooth-
1y and without hitch. Nearly half a
million . letters and about 60,000 parcels
are received daily for distribution . at
the front, while the record was reached
last week, when over 7,000 bagsofmalls
came over in one .day. In some special
cases - letters are delivered " at ' wvarious

| points in our. lines twelve hours after

leaving London, special bags and lurries
serving the various headquarters.

By the system at present in force all
mails for the front are sorted at the
general post office in London, bags: be-
ing made up for each: unit i l:; the field.

If the
unit in gquestion happens to .be in the
trenches on that day, the letters are
‘taken up by the communication trenches
and handed over to the officers com-
manding the different companies. If the
men are in billets, then:each company
attends to it. Sudden moves of units
and all similar contingencies are covered
by a system of special lurries.

The Undeliverable Letters.

Letters and parcels intended for men
who have Leen killed or wounded (the
latter are often very hard. to trace) are
all returned to London, each letter or
parcel being marked killed, wounded, or
missing ‘as the case may be. In London
they are held over at the' general post
office until the official casualty lists have
been issued.  The - authorities = fully
Ralise the terrible shock a parent would
feel on receiving the first intimation' of
the loss of a son by having his own let-
ter returned unopened with the single
word “killed” written across it.

Bad addresses: arc the main' cduse of
non-delivery of letters. ' Regimental
numbers or the particular battalion to
which’ the addressee s attached' are fre-
quently. left ‘out, rendering delivery a
matter of great and often insurmount-
able difficulty, -while the spelling fre-
quently leaves much to be desired. In
one bag no fewer than forty different
ways of spelling’ the word “Expedition-
ary” were ‘counted, . At the beginning
of the war, when the printed field post-
card marks (“AF.A. 2042-114—Gen.
52481”) that appear on'the top left
hand corner of each card to be the ad-
dress of the soldiers at the front. The
result was that some thousands of cards
bearing this singulér address, which was
no_doubt imagined to be in some won-
derful code adopted by the war office,
were received at post ‘offices all over the

First Battalion
Lost 500 Out of 800
Men, and 21 Officers

The Quebec Chronicle, whose proprietor, Lieut.-Col, Watson, is in command
of the Second Battalion, First Canadian Contingent, prints a letter giving the
first detaifed account to reach Canada of the fighting around Givenchy, about
the middle of June, ‘when the First Brigade of the Canadians, commanded by
Brigadier Mercer, underwent a severe gruelling, especially the First Battalion, ;
western Ontario unit, which lost in killed, wounded and missing about 500 out
of 800 men, including 21 out of 23 officers, Lieut.-Col. Betcher among them,
The First Brigade consists of the First, Second, Third and Fourth Battalions,

The letter reads:

Seven Day Battle.

Northern :France—The Canadiaus in
the First Brigade of the First Canadian
Division have had another very severe
gruelling, in a seven day and night bat-
tle, opposite La Bassee and near the now
famous site of Givenchy.

This battle, which was as severe as the
Ypres fa.mous jengagement, was in a way
of a more deadly nature in the shape of
machine and artillery.

The position of the opposing armies s
an extremely interesting one.. The right
flank of the Canadians was the famous
La Bassee Canal, and from there run-
ning practically due north, their trenches
faced the German lines.at varied dis-
tances from 250 yards down to 50 yards,
in front of the famous “Duck’s Bill” on
the Givenchy-La Bassee Read, for a
frontage of nearly a mile. These frenches
had been beautifully constructed by the
Guards Brigade, and the communicating
trenches streteched back through vill
and orchards, for some considerable
tance, so that communication with thé
front and rear was quite practicable dur-
ing all hours of day and night. It was,
however, in_ front of 'this position that
the oposing artillery brigades appear to
have concentrated . their forces with a
view of one getting a superiority of ﬁrl:
over the other.

It is just as well, in this’ article, that
these positions: and conditions should be}’
understood. ‘The Third Brigade of' the
Canadian Division had held the line for
five days, up to the 10th, when they were
relieved by the First Bngadc The Third
Brigade, it may be mentioned, had only
ﬂve casualties during their tour of five

s holding this line.
n the:10th the First Brigade moved

rows from a bow did the men of the
First Battalion spring across at the (er-
mans in their front trench, and wit)
very little resistance, this was captured.
Then down the trench went the bom! bers,
_thrusting back the enemy and finally
consolidating the line. Then on to the
second line went the Canadians, and here
was the difficult  fight. But nothing
could stop these men, and in a short
time ‘this trench was also taken. Some
of the men got on as far as the thirl
trench, but this could not be confirmed.

But ‘things were not progressing so
well on the left with the Seventh Divis-
ion. " Machine-guns, concentrated at dif-
ferent points, appear to have held up
their ‘advance, and so, for nearly three
hours, they had to remain out in the
long grass, and could not reach even the
enemy’s first trench. Repeated attempts
were made during the night by the Sec-
ond Division on the left but no advance
evidently could be made, and so the Ca-

right from the Canal, about 500 yards
to the north, and the Second Battalion
from the left of the right down to Gi-
venchy, with the Scots Guards on their
left.

The Second Battalion had the very
responsible position of the “Duck’s Bill,”
a position which juts out and approach=
es to within 50 yards of the German
line. This position, it was pointed out,
was particularly ‘dangerous, as'it con-
tained an important sap hcad, or mine,
that was being constructed in a for-
ward direction right under the German
lines. This -had been in course of con-
struction for ' some  considerable time
back, and the had reported
that it would be ready within a @ few
days. Together with this, four 18-pound !
field-guns had been brought up to the
front lines and placed at advantageous
positions on the German lines. All these
preparations, to the initiated, pointed out
an early and thoroughly organized at-
tack, and these views were very correct,
as orders were shortly issued to the ef-
fect that a determined attack was to be
made by the 7th and 1st Divisions, who
were on the immediate left of the Ca-
nadians, and that the First Brigade of
the Canadians were to form a flank at-
tack to protect and consolidate the rlght
flank as the attack progressed.

The date of the attack was fixed for
the 15th, and ‘as the Second and Fourth
were holding the front line, the First and
Third Battalions were kept in reserve
for the attack. So the five days went
by, the two front battalions standing a
gruelling daily shelling, and at night em-
ployed in fixing and »rebuilding the shat-
tered parapets and refixing the wire en-
tanglements in front of their positions.
The eventful 15th arrived with all prep-
arations made, - At 5.58 p. m. the mine
was. fired, and most satisfactory, with
the exception that the engineers under-
estimated the strength of the explosion,
and besides blowing up  the German
trenches and a full company of 240 Ger-
mans, it had the backward effect of
wounding 50 men of thé First Battalion
who were waiting behind the parapets in
our front line, preparatory to making the
attack. The explosion was a most ter-
rible one, and \quite successful as far as
the demolition of the German obstacles
was concerned. The field guns_ then tore
down the forward German ' parapets,
and amid the most awful artillery bom-
bardment that this war has yet seen, the
infantry advanced to the attack.

Like Arrows From Bow.

We have briefly explained the posi-
tion only fifty yards away from the Ger-
mans, while on the left and right ‘the

battalion was selected, as they had also
been in reserve, and were quite fresh.

Only two platoons got over the parapet
when it was found that the left divisions
had been again held up, so that it was
decided to. hold back until their attack
had progressed. This was a wise pre-
caution and saved hundreds of lives, as
it ‘eventually transpired that the Seventh
division could not advance under the cir-
cumstances,

Now 'to return to tne Second and
Fourth battalions. These two regiments
had stood the brunt of the defence dur-
ing the entire seven davs and nights,
and were in a state of great weariness
and nerves. On the night of the 16th it
was rumored that the Germans were to
make a strong attack, and this assisted
in a'great way in buckmg up the men,
as it ‘was the very thing that they had
been longing for. But though they

double manned the sentries and made
full preparations, the Germans did not
face the music, and nothing developed.
So during the morning of the 17th the
badly cut up and wearied First Brigade
were relieved by the Second Brigade.

Besides the losses incurred by the Ist
battalion, which were by far the greater
of the bngade, the 2nd battalion lost
three ‘officers and ninety-seven men; the
8rd battalion lost about 150 men, and
the .4th battalion lost about fifty wicn,
all dyring this prolonged seven day and
night engagement,

Of the officers in the 2nd battalion,
Lieutenant D. A. Laurie was wounded
in the head ‘and arm by a shrapnel ex-
plosion near his dug out. He acted like
& young hero and immediatelv thought
of others before giving any attention to
his own injuries, Though he and Licu-
tenant Hall had only joined the battalion
a couple of days before, they had made
themselves felt by their soldierly quali-
fications and sterling abilities, and Licu-
tenant Laurie’s temporary loss to the
regiment will be sincerely regretted

The men and officers certainly deserve
great credit for the arduous work that
they performed during those strenuous
days and nights and the rest to which
they were sent is a most deserved onc,
and one that is most needed by every
man in the brigade.
