Cornish, N*. H„ July 12—President , 
Wilson today received from the state de­
partment the official text of the latest 
German note on submarine warfare, and 
immediately began consideration of his 
reply. He instructed Secretary Lansing 
to prepare a memorandum on the diplo­
matic problems involved, and will not 
send a rejoinder until he has conferred 
with the secretary of state.

It became known after the president 
had read the note that he does not look 
upon the situation as critical, but at the 
same time he is not inclined to under­
estimate the possibilities of the problem 
presented to him, and is determined 
firmly to uphold, the dignity of the 
United States.

It was said here tonight that there is 
no present plan for Mr. jLansing to come 
to Cornish to confer with the president, 
and that the president will not hurry 
back to Washington. His present plans 
are to return to the capital the end of 
this week, or' the first of next week. 
Probably he will not have an opportun­
ity to take up the situation with his 
entire cabinet before next Tuesday.

That the president will continue his 
German policy along the lines already 
mapped out in the previous notes is gen­
erally accepted here.

‘For the Fourth of 
July. A sermon for the times, by Dr. 
G. C. Berkemeieri—such is the heading.

NAVAL POWER.
WHAT ABOUT RUSSIA?The lighting strength of the German 

fleet after eleven months of War is the 
subject of considerable speculation. 
While at the present time it'Can dhly be 
a matter of conjecture, there is no rea­
son to fear that its power of" expansion 
lias been greater than naval experts sup­
posed. It is to be expected that some 
large and powerful warships have been 
added to the fleet since the outbreak of 
hostilities, but it is not likely that their 
guns ore heavier or more effective than 
those that have been placed on the new­
est ships of the British navy.

“The Liverpool Journal of 
points out that to her battle 
Germany undoubtedly has a 
Kronprinz, which was laid down at Kiel 
in the summer of 1912, while the battle 
cruisers Luitaow, launched at Dantzlc in 
1913, and the Ersatz Hertha, laid down' 
in the same year, have joined the bat­
tle cruiser squadron by this time. In 
addition to these, the Ersatz Worth and 
the “T”, both commenced early in 1914, 
probably are being rushed to completion. 
The two latter ships are large and 
powerful, each being of 28JI00 tons dis­
placement and mounting eight 16-inch 
guns, but they are not so fast as the 
British ships of the Queen Elizabeth 
type, and their guns, although more 
efficiently protected, have no longer 
range.

ANOTHER POSTPONEMENT.
One of the Kaiser’s mouthpieces has 

been good enough to make it known that 
the British Empire Is not to be destroyed 
in this war, but that others will be neces­
sary for that purpose. The author of 
this statement is Herr Professor Edward 
Meyer, of the University of Berlin, who 
“has frankly advised his countrymen that 
they must not hope at present to be able 
to bring the British Empire crashing to 
the earth. That task Germany has only 
begun. Its completion will have to be 
reserved for the future. The present war 
is only the first of a series of modern 
“Punic Wars.’ The others, to round out 
the job of destroying Carthage—that is, 
England—will have to be waged later.”

Here, then, we have another postpone­
ment. The German excursion to Paris 
in 1914 resulted in a broken engagement, 
as did the Kaiser’s proposed visit to 
Warsaw. It is to be inferréd that Pro­
fessor Meyer has heard on what he con­
siders very high authority that while the 
original plan was to bring all of Ger­
many’s foes to their knees this year or 
next, extensive changes in the schedule 
have been Imposed by Germany’s eleven 
months’ test of the quality of the Allies.

BOTHA WINS FOR THE EMPIRE.
Time brings strange twists of fortune 

indeed, It seems but yesterday that 
Louis Botha was merely a Boer who 
was a resourceful and therefore ^rouble- 
some fighter, and who many good 
Britons were hoping would soon stop a 
British bullet. Yesterday the most pop­
ular name in London was that of Gen­
eral Botha, commander of the forces of the 
Union of South Africa, who had Just ac­
cepted the surrender of all the German 
military forces in German South West 
Africa. 'So fresh are the facts in public" 
memory that it" is unnecessary now to 
recall the dire prophecies made in so 
many quarters when Great Britain con­
ferred self-government upon the defeat­
ed Boer republics. Then came the, or­
ganization of the Union and the emer­
gence of Botha as the man of power. 
The dire prophecies were repeated again 
when DeWet and other Boer leaders, 
fired by hate and ambition, started a 
rebellion shortly after the beginning of 
the conflagration in Europe. Not only 
did Botha and the gréât mass Of thé 
population stand true to our flag, but 
the same military ability whiéh Botha 
displayed in the war against Britain 
flashed out again in his campaign against 
the Germans. Military men knew that 
the operations against German South­
west Africa were of the most difficult 
character, as the troops of the Union 
must cross a waterless desert and with 
their transport would encounter extraor­
dinary obstacles.

The area of German Southwest Africa 
is 322,848 square miles. The area Of 
Texas is 265,896 square miles. The area 
of Ontario is 260,862 square miles, and 
of Quebec 861,873 square miles. In 
other words German Southwest Africa, 
which will be German no longer, is much 
larger than Ontario and only a little 
smaller than Quebec. The population 
of this German colony in 1912 was 130,- 
000, of which about 13,000 were Ger­
mans, but the number of Germans has 
increased largely since that year, and 
many of the natives had been armed.

The fighting in German East Africa, 
op the other side of the continent, is 
still going on. The area of German 
East Africa is- 884,079 square 
miles, and the population 10,- 
000,000. This colony is flanked 
on the north by British East Africp and 
Uganda, on the west by the Conço Free 
State, and on the south by Rhodesia, 
the British Central African Protectorate 
and Portuguese East Africa. Its con­
quest is only a matter of time. Mean­
time, although General Botha will still 
have some lighting to do in the outlying 
districts of German Southwest Africa, 
the future of that country is today prac­
tically settled. No doubt It will be add­
ed to -the Union of South Africa. With 
the conclusion of General Botha’s opera­
tion in this quarter troops will be re­
leased for service elsewhere, and it is 
expected that an expeditionary force 
will be sent to the Dardanelles or to 
German East Africa.

This news is of the kind that tends 
to restore one’s sense of proportion in 
looking at the war. While our eyes are 
fastened upon the western front, or up­
on the changing line which marks the 
struggle between Russia and their foe,

The heroic commander of the steamer 
Anglo-Californian, discussing the sub-, 
marine danger just before he sailed ton 
bis last, voyage, said: “Merchant ships 
are a necessary link in the chain by 
which the British government maintains 
her part in the war.

London, July 9, 10.10 p. tm—Field Marshal Earl Kitchener, whose conduct 
of the war office has been criticised by certain sections of the British press, 
received a very remarkable* ovation from the public today on his visit to the 
London Guild Hall to make ap appeal for recruits, and particularly loi re­
serves, for the great army which he has raised since the outbreak of the war. 
From the War Office to Guild Hall great crowds assembled to welcome the 
secretary of war, and as he drove through troop-lined streets cries of welcome 
and confidence were shouted at him, while a meeting of business men fat the 
Guild HaU unanimously voted confidence in his administration.

The great need of the moment, said Bari Kitchener, was men, material 
and money. Money, being railed by loan, was a success, he said, and he as­
sured the meeting that the question of material was being dealt with In a 
highly satisfactory manner by the new minister of munitions. But there still 
remains the vital need of men he would requite, he declared, “MEN, AND 
MORE MEN,” he said, “UNTIL THE ENEMY WAS CRUSHED.”

The country is in a "better position than it was when the war broke out 
and he made his first, appeal fqr recruits, Bari Kitchener declared, but, be 
added, the position was still serious and he made an urgent call tot men to 
fill up the gaps which had been made in the ranks of the army.

While at the commencement of the war, the British were short of equip­
ment, Earl Kitchener made the statement that now the war office WAS ABLE 
TO EQUIP ALL MEN ENLISTING.

Great crowds assembled In and around the Guild Hall to hear Field 
Marshal Earl Kitchener address the meeting to inaugurate a special recruiting 
campaign. His subject was: “On the need of further recruiting 'lot the 
army.” The enthusiasm of the meeting and the crowds which appeared were 
attributed to the public’s spontaneous desire to demonstrate its confidence in 
the field-marshal in face of attacks upon him in a certain section of the press.

UNPRECEDENTED SINCE BEGINNING OF WAR. -

Earl Kitchener’s motor ride to the Guild HaU untethered British enthus­
iasm and the scene has had no precedent in London since the outbreak of the 
war. Handkerchiefs were waved and hundreds of thousands cheered the sec­
retary of war as he passed through an uninterrupted avenue of yelling men, w 
omen and children.

The text of Lord Kitchener’s speech follows:
“Hitherto the remarks I have found necessary to make on recruiting have 

been mainly addressed to the House of Lords, but I have felt that the time 
now has come when I may with advantage make another and larger demand 
on the resources of English manhood.

“Enjoying aa I do the privilege of a freeman of this great city I am sure 
my words, uttered in the heart of London, will spread broadcast throughout 
the nation.”
TRIBUTE TO BRAVERY OF CANADIANS.'

The secretary of war referred to the bravery of the Indian forces and the 
Canadians, fighting “ALONGSIDE THEIR BRITISH AND FRENCH COM­
RADES IN FLANDERS AND PRESENTING A SOLID AND IMPENE­
TRABLE FRONT.”

“In the Dardanelles,” Lord Kitchener, continued, “the Australian and New 
Zealanders combined already have accomplished a feat of arms most exam- 
lied in brilliancy and are pushing the campaign to a successful conclusion.

First, that a very 
large percentage of the casualties -represents comparatively slight hurts, the 
sufferers from which, in -time, return to the front; and second, that if the fig­
ures seem to run very Mgh the magnlture of the operations is thereby sug­
gested. Indeed, these casualty lists, whose great length may now and again 
induce an undue impression, are an instructive indication of the huge extent 
of tile operations undertaken and now reached by the British forces in the field.

“Rudolf was a man of fine physique 
and very soldierly in bearing. He was 
the best of soldiers and an equally good 
comrade. As a soldier he accepted all 
his talks without complaint. As a com­
rade he was a man of most agreeable 
disposition and pleasing manner. He 
endured all the hardships, and we have 
undergone many, without flinching. The 
end came to him without premonition or 
warning. He fell doing his duty in the 
tame quiet manner in which he had per­
formed it so many days in many weeks. 
His last words were eminently charac­
teristic of the cairn courage with which 
he was indued: *1 am not a dead man 
yet.’ What more need be said?”

Do 
not fail to ’ water him at night after he 
has eaten his hay.

*•—When he comes in after work, 
sponge off the harness marks and sweat, 
his eyes, his nose and mouth, and the 
dock. Wash his feet but not his legs.

5. —If the thermometer is 76 degrees 
: or higher, wipe him all over with a

damp sponge. Use vinegar water if pos­
sible. Do not turn the hose on him.

6. —Saturday bight, give a bran- mash, 
lukewarm; and add a tablespoonful of 
saltpetre,

i 7-—Do not use a horse-hat, unless it 
-j is a canopy-top hat. The ordinary bell- 
1 shaped hat does more harm than good.

8.—A sponge on top of the head, or 
even a cloth, is good if kept wet. If 
dry it is worse than .nothing. ,

9 —If the horse is overcome by heat, 
get him into the shade, remove harness 
and bridle, wash out his mouth, sponge 
him all over, shower his legs, and give 
aim two ounces of aromatic spirits of 
ammonia, or two ounces of sweet spirits 
of nitre, in a pint of water; or give 

‘him a pint of coffee warm, Cool his 
head at once, using cold water, or, if 
necessary, chopped ice, 
doth.

10. —If the horse is off his feed, try 
him with two quarts of oats mixed with 
bran, and a little water; and add a lit­
tle salt or sugar. Or give him oatmeal 
gruel or barley water to drink.

11. —Watch your horse. If he stops 
sweating suddenly, or if he , breathes 
short and quick, or if his ears droop, 
or ft he stands with his legs braced 
sideways, he is in danger of a heat or 
sun stroke, and needs attention at once.

12. —If it is so hot that the horse 
sweats in the stable at night, tie him 
outside, with bedding under him. Un­
less he cools off during the night, he 
cannot well stand the next dav’s heat.

British Headquarters, France—The 
most important hour of the whole day’ 
to the soldier at the front Is undoubtedly 
that when the mail from home is due 
to arrive. The soldier in the field ap­
preciates his letters more than anything 
else—far more than his rations.

The postal organization at the front 
is so detailed and so skilfully planned 
that seldom, if ever, does any letter or 
parcel go astray through the fault of the 
post office. Under the control of Colonel 
Warren, who held a similar position in 
the Boer War and who has a staff ’of 
over 1,000 assistants, mostly trained 
postal servants from offices in the British 
Isles, the whole service works smooth­
ly’ and without hitch. Nearly half a 
million letters and about 60,000 parcels 
are received daily for distribution at 
the front, while the record was reached 
last week, when over 7,000 bags of mails 
camé over in one day. In some spécial 
cases letters are delivered at various 
points in our lines twelve hours after 
leaving London, special bags and lurries 
serving the various headquarters.
From London to the Trenches.

The Quebec Chronicle, whose proprietor, Lieut-CoL Watson, is in command 
of the Second Battalion, First Canadian Contingent, prints a letter giving the 
first detailed account to reach Canada of the fighting around Givenchy, about 
the middle of June, when the First Brigade of the Canadians, commanded by 
Brigadier Mercer, underwent a severe gruelling, especially the First Battalion, a 
western Ontario unit, which lost in killed, wounded and missing about 500 
of 800 men, including 21 out of 23 officers, Lieut-CoL Batcher among them. 
The First Brigade consists of the First, Second, Third and Fourth Battalions"

very little resistance, this was captured. 
Then down the trench went the bombers 
thrusting back the enemy and finally 
consolidating the line. Then on to the 
second line went the Canadians, and here 
was the difficult fight. But nothing 
could stop those men, and in a short 
time this trench was also taken. Some 
of the men got on as far as the third 
trench, but this could not be confirmed.

But things were not progressing so 
well on the left with the Seventh Divis­
ion. Machine-guns, concentrated at dif­
ferent points, appear to have held up 
their advance, and so, for nearly three 
hours, they had to remain out'in the 
long grass, and could not reach even the 
enemy’s first trench. Repeated attempts 
were made during the night by the Sec­
ond Division on the left but no advance 
evidently could be made, and so the Ca­
nadians were left out there in the Ger­
man two lines of trenches with their two 
flanks exposed to a terrific rifle and 
bomb fire. About midnight it 
deemed expedient to retire the First Bat­
talion on account of the inability of the 
other Divisions to assist them and pro­
tect their left flank, and only shout 250 
men were able to return out of a splend­
id regiment of a few hours, before of 
over 800 rifles.

throughout the entire night of the 15th 
and all day of the 16th. At 5 p. 
the 16th it was again decided to launch 
another attack and this time the 3rd 
battalion was selected, as they had also 
been in reserve, and were quite fresh. 
Only two platoons got over the parapet 
when it was found that the left divisions 
had been again held up, so that it was 
decided to hold back until their attack 
had progressed. This was a wise pre­
caution and saved hundreds of lives, as 
it eventually transpired that the Seventh 
division could not advance under the cir­
cumstances.

Now to return to lue Second and 
Fourth battalions. These two regiments 
had stood the brunt of the defence dur­
ing the entire seven davs and nights, 
and were in a state of great weariness 
and nerves. On the night of the 16th ii 
was rumored that the Germans were to 
make a strong attack, and this assisted 
in a great way in bucking up the men, 
as it was the very thing that they had 
been longing for. But though they 
double manned the sentries and made 
full preparations, the Germans did not 
face the music, and nothing developed. 
So during the morning of the 17th the 
badly cut up and wearied First Brigade 
were relieved by the Second Brigade.

Besides the losses incurred by the 1st 
battalion, which were by far the greater 
of the brigade, the 2nd battalion lost 
three officers and ninety-seven men ; the 
3rd battalion lost about 150 men, and 
the 4th battalion lost about fifty men, 
all during this prolonged seven day and 
night engagement.

Of the officers in the 2nd battalion, 
Lieutenant D. A. Laurie was wounded 
in the head and arm by a shrapnel ex­
plosion near his dug out. He acted like 
a young hero and immediately thought 
of others before giving any attention to 
his own injuries. Though he and Lieu­
tenant Hall had only joined the battalion 
a couple of days before, they had made 
themselves felt by their soldierly quali­
fications and sterling abilities, and lieu­
tenant Laurie’s temporary loss to the 
regiment will be sincerely regretted.

Thp men and officers certainly deserve 
great credit for the arduous work that 
they performed during those strenuous 
days and nights and the rest to which 
they were sent is a most deserved one, 
and one that is most needed by even- 
man in the brigade.

The Second Battalion had the very 
responsible position of the “Duck’s Bill,” 
a position which juts out and approach­
es to within 50 yards of the German 
line. This position, it was pointed out, 
was particularly dangerous, as it con­
tained an important sap head, or mine, 
that was being constructed in a for­
ward direction right under the German 
lines. This had been in course of con­
struction for some considerable time 
back, and the engineers had reported 
that it would he ready within a few 
days. Together with this, four 18-pound 
field-guns had been brought up to the 
front lines and placed at advantageous 
positions on the German lines. All these 
preparations, to the initiated, pointed ont 
an early and thoroughly, organized at­
tack, and these views were very correct, 
as orders were shortly issued to the ef­
fect that a determined attack was to be 
made by the 7th and 1st Divisions, who 
were on the immediate left of the Ca­
nadians, and that the First Brigade of 
the Canadians were to form a flank at­
tack to protect and consolidate the right 
flank as the attack progressed.

The date of the attack was fixed for 
the 16th, and as the Second and Fourth 
were holding the front line, the First and 
Third Battalions were kept in reserve 
for the attack. So the five days went 
by, the two front battalions standing a 
gruelling daily shelling, and at night em­
ployed in fixing and rebuilding the shat­
tered parapets and refixmg the wire en­
tanglements in front of their 'positions. 
The eventful 15th arrived with all prep­
arations made. At 5.68 p. m. the mine 
was fired, and most satisfactory, with 
the exception that the engineers under­
estimated the strength of the explosion, 
and besides blowing up the German 
trenches and a full company of 240 Ger­
mans, it had the backward effect of 
wounding 60 men of thé First Battalion 
who were waiting behind the parapets in 
our front line, preparatory to making the 
attack. The explosion was a most ter­
rible one, and -quite successful as far as 
the demolition of the German obstacles 
was concerned. The field guns then tore 
down the forward German parapets, 
and amid the most awful artillery bom­
bardment that this war has yet seen, the 
Infantry advanced to the attack.

The Undelhrerable Letters.

Letters and parcels intended for men 
wbo have keen killed or wounded (the 
latter are often very hard, to trace) are 
all returned to London, each letter or 
parcel being marked killed, wounded, or 
missing as the case may be. In London 
they are held over at the general post 
office until the official casualty lists have 
been issued. The authorities fully 
realise the terrible shock a parent would 
feel on receiving the first intimation of 
the loss of a son by having his own let­
ter returned unopened' with the single 
word “killed” written across it.

Bad addresses arc the main cause of 
non-delivery of letters. Regimental 
numbers or the particular battalion to 
which the addressee is attached are fre­
quently left out, rendering delivery a 
matter of great and often insurmount­
able difficulty, while the spelling fre­
quently leaves much to be desired. In 
one bag no fewer than forty different 
ways of spelling the word “Expedition­
ary” were-counted. At the beginning 
of the war, wlien the printed arid post­
card marks (“A.F.À. 2042—114—Gen. 
No. 52481”) that appear on the top left 
hand comer of each card to be the ad­
dress of the soldiers at the front. The 
result was that some thousands of cards 
bearing this singular address, which was 
no doubt Imagined to be in some 
derful code adopted by the war office, 
were received at post offices all over the 
country. y .

One Tommy who arrived at'a certain 
base on a troopship was put to sleep 
with a number of others In a large shed 
on the wharf, on which was painted the 
number “10.” On the wall of the shed 
was painted in huge letters the common 
inscription, “Defence d’Afficher,” being 
the French equivalent of “Stick no 
hills.” Accordingly when the soldier 
wrote home he notified his parents that 
his address at the front was “10, De­
fense d’Afficher, France.” Similarly the 
French word “Ralentir,” used on road 
signposts as an indication to traffic to 
slow down, has figured largely in letters 
1-ome as an address.

The general excellence of the field post 
office may be gauged by the fact that 
the French authorities recently made a 
request for full information as to the 
postal system in usé in the British 
army.
