The means of 
transport to Manitoba have been material­
ly improved of late, to such an extent, in­
deed,that we are officially assured that far­
mers will be able in future to take tbeir 
horses aod heavy implements overthe Red 
River route without difficulty or any great 
delay. This announcement must prove 
highly satisfactory to agriculturalists and 
others purposing to take up their residence 
in the prairie province,and with cheap and 
rapid transport, the magnificent lands oi 
our northwest territories will speedily be 
occupied by an energetic and prosperous 
population.—[Montreal Gazette.

The j uir specially retained 
to decide the difficult question as to whom to 
award the palm of excellency unanimously de 
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. BadolletrA Co. 
This firm having carried off the sole prize by 
exhibiting a chronometer which fulfilled in the 
highest degree every condition required, crown­
ed their first success by gaining honorable men­
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion 
to this triple honor was received with enthu­
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi­
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet­
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up­
on subjects connected with this department.
