The chymist can supply many compounds,
haviog these properties in diff -rest degrees.

But the laboratory can furnish agents sti'l
wore destructive. There are compounds
in 0 which the gas called cyanogen esters in
c-mbinstion withar-enic. A shell charged
with such a ermpcund upoo explodinz wou'd
produce ter ific effects. Th: humidity
with which the surrounding air is always
more or iess charged wou'd be decomposed ;
its oxygen, combining with the sr-enic,
would form the vaior of arsenious acid, wli b
is the +ubstance ommouly ca'led r rsenic, and
known as a deadly poisgn, wiile the hydro-
gen, the other onstituent of the decomposed
wois'ure combining with the cy nogrn,
wou'd fo:m the still more fearfu' poison-celied
by chymists bydroey=ric acid, Lut more
tomi'iarly knowa to the public as pru-sic acid.
‘Thus, by the explosion of such a sbe!l, the
surr undiog airwould be instantly impregnat-
ed with the rapors of two of th: most fearful
poisons known 10 medic'ne.
1t is easy to perceise what formidab'e mis-
siles might be p-oduced by such :bel's thiown
into towns, or smong crowded bodies of men,
from distance of sx or eight mil's, by the
artillery receutly 1nsected. Before such
agents gurpowder would “pale its melfzctual
fices.”

Sir,—The pub'ic stten’ion haviug been
receotly invited to various expedients, chiefly
mechanical, by which the destructire power
of projectiles used 10 war csn be augmeoted,
it will pot be considered inopportune to
suggest 1o the autbori‘ies the advantages that
way be derived from many chymicai agents
which, thovgh sufficiently familiar 1 the
'aboratory, would, so faras I knw, be 2zl-
together novel w the fi-1d or onthe water.
As the destructive powers of such agent do
not déepend 00 any secret proprieties of their
matenals, and hare therefore no specrlarive
or theoretical character, they may be deem-
ed themore deserving of the attention of prac-
tical m-n,

Hitherto the offepsive Engires of war des-
troy the enemy by more mechanical eff-c's,
cuttipg or piereipg vital parts, tearing off
m+mbers, and destroved life either instent.
apeopsly, or dissbling the enemy by maim-
ing and maog'ing bis body. The class of
destructive sgents to which I would pow de-
maod attention would produce totzlly differ-
ent and much more destruc'ive eflfects,. If
ap objection to what I suggest be raiced on
1be score of humanity, it may be answered
by the fact, that i proportionss the des-

ATROCIOUS AT I'EMPT AT
MURDER.-
A ROMAN CATHOLIC PRIEST STABBED IN MIS
HUUSE AT M(DNIGHT.
[From the L nd.m Free Press. ]

One of the most diabolical attcmp's at as-
sarsation which bas come wnd<r our potice
for sowe tiwe, occurr-d at St. Thoma. on i1he
pight of Friday, the 15th iosta0t. The house
of the Rev. Clewest Frachon, Rcman Ca-
tho'ic priest, was entered at widvight by two
bloodthirsty villans, and the obj-ct of their
search —ibe pr e-t himself—stabbed near the
beart, and left for dead. A previous at-
tempt at the life of the same gen''em:n was
made on the p1_ht of the 1s' instun', when be
was seized near bis bome asd atempied to
be strangled. - Oo tke nights of the 1st, the
2nd, and the 4th of this mentb, the windows
o/ the house in «hich be dwells were broken
by s'oses, 2nd on sume of the comgr-gatign
k- epiog watch to protect the life znd projer-
ty of their pattor, a gu: was fi-ed at them
on the pight of the 2nd instant. It is evi-
deot from ‘hs series of outrages, that a Ce-
termwation 10 take the life of the Rev. gen-
tleman exists, and thar this resolve is not
merely the per:onal decision of ope ivdividual
but that a combination existe for the purpose.
The +tate of the congregation of the Caho-
lic Church iz pow one of continued alarm
and excitement, It is not deemed advisable
to leave their prie:t usattended by a body-
guard day or mght ; for now when two at-
tempts base been wade on bis life who shall
say when the next may not occur?  Such a
state of things 15 the more unaccoustable
when we meption that the Revd. Clement
Frachon (a Frenchwan)is a gentleman ot
mild and eonesliatory disposi‘ion, of gentle-
manly deportment, aod so far as we can
learo of the most unblemished character. Io-
deed, we have taken particular pains to as-
certa'n how be 15 esteemed at St. Thomas,
and the apiversal sestiment i one of the
highest towards him. It is exceedingly dif-
ficult, then, to know where to look for the
cau-e that wou'd lead to 1the blood thirsty
attempt recordcd below. Surely it canwet
anse from the religiovs bate of the members
ot avother cieed—such a suspicion would be
an insult to the Protestanusm of Upper Ca-
nada. One conclusion at which some persons
arrive is, that the Rev. gestleman is the
chject of attack in consequence of bis usion
with other ministersand influential laymean
of St. Thom:s to put dows the saloons. We
uoderstand be has worked with covsiderable
zeal to suppress the 1 quor tr-ffic, and ot is
just possible tbat «n enmity mght, on’ this
account, have arisen. But 'his reasonis al-
most too superficia: acd absurd, and we are
with many outers, still lelt in doubt 25 to the
impelhog wove. :

Qg Satuday we were introdoced 1o rhe
RBev. Mr. Frachon, by oue of his congrega-
tion; when he was kind enongh 10 supply us
with the 1ollowing marrative of thie attack.
We subjoin the 'statement directly from our
notes taken at the intérsiew :

The Rev. C. Frachon retired for the
night, keepiog his lamp, bowever, burning.
He 'uuoz shautpohdn o’cleck by a

Mr. Frochon’s candle was kuocked from his
band, an! Lis arms were doviantly ceized by
‘he two meo, and, in a Momen', a kufe was
plunged nt> hus breasty immediately below
n's be:rt! The force t‘lb«' blow was such
that 1t kn-cked Lim dowll; bu', providential-
ly, the tirust was not f@lal. The blade bad
pene'r:ted the coat, hatily put 6n up stars,
through a thck fanvel $udershirt, and was
stopped by the fourth 8%, 2gairst which it
struck. DMr. Frachon #iine iately fell, and
sup; 0 ing that their deell was accompl shed
the ass:ssins fl d by theé{ ojen kitch-n door,
through the adjoinmg sted, then off' by
the rear ot the premisesdnhence they made
grod their ercapes wo-d.was uttered
on eiteer side! The d2ed tock place in the
dark, ond in as wmstaat. DMr. Frachoa feel-
ing hims- if woundeld cried out. and endeavor-
ed to sccure the door le:t the villians should
r turn, aod then swooped. The young men
alluced to qu-ckly came down and found 'heir
peceptor b'eedng. Anal-rm was instenidy
made, theneigbborhcod rous«d, but the search
was futi'e. Not a trace of the assassins
was to be found! The friends of the Rev.
gentlenian stayed with him tie remainder of
the night.

On «xamining the wornd & was found bap-
pily net to beof a sericus character. The
meapon u-ed had taven a slinting direction;
bad the blow been struck straight, no bing
cou'd b:ve saved Mr. Fraclon from a mor-
tal wousd. Probably the dakpes: prevented .
tie miscreants from fu ly accimplishicg therr
intent, =znd yet 1t was meee-ary 1o i sure
their mmc guio. The men ebtaived au en-
trance 1o tbe house by the fitchen window,
first uzdoing the fastening.it is supposed,
with a Loife. No positive cu» bas ye' b-en
cbizined to the men who made the murder-
ous attack, but sespicion is aroused as 10
severa! pariies, Dr. Goiog,  f London, at-
tended Mr. Frachon.

Io sucha ctate of thirgs th- complet- |
g, and equipyirg, and moving, and suvs'a2im- |
og 2n arm< of five or six huovdred *boasand |
men is a Very serious matter ; and the sus— |
pense in v hich the Governm rt has beew kept |
for some moutks,fs war upon thte resources |
of the Zmpire, winch if cntinu-d must be- |
come ruinous.

Canada in its last Session.

1st. Adheres 10 the proposition contamed
in that address and desire respecifully tourge
th-m upon the censideration of Her Majes-
ty’s Governmest.

2nd. That Canada ovght not to be called
upon ta Jitigate the question of the valid'ty of
the Charter claimed by the Company inas-
moch as such portica of Territory as the
Charter covers, is not part of Canada, but
of the Empire, and is,if the Charter be not
wvahd, subject to Iperial and not Provia-
cial cootrol; and that ia the opinion of this
house the que-tion of the fu'ure of that Ter-
ritory, sh-uld oot be mzde to depend oo the
mere lega! view, which may be taken by a
Court of Law, cn the validity or esteat of
the Charter, but that there are considerg=
tions iovalved higher than those of stner
legal rights and which cam be dealt mith by
the lmperial Government alone.

3rd. That tbe formation of a British Pro.
vince on the sheres of the Pacific and the
prospect of immediate and extensive settle-
m-nt therein, renders it of imperative geces-

Tbhe snpposed m.rderer
of Duhig escaped sometime during the
night, but the cfficers of justice are, it.is be-
hieved, oa h's track.

Where every one was in
a case of mtoXication, it was rather a difficul’
matter to distinguish between right and
wrong, and ove of the priconcrs aptly ex-
presses the state of thiogs which prevailed
wheu be says “everybody was a prisoner and
everybody wasa coustable.” The suspicions
of the “dancers” were attachedto a man
named Laler, a most reckless fellow, who
immediately after the discharge «f the pistol
complained of his finger beiog buined.

A StoNe BreEaxinG Macmine.—Tle
Chicago Times notices a new inveation just
brought out in that city for the of
bresking stoce. The breaking apparatus
consists of two heavy cast iron cylinders, arm-
ed wi'h teeth somewhat after the manner of
a bark mill, but much larger. These are
driven by heavy cog-wheels. Over the cy-
linder is a booper, also of cast iron, into which
the stoaes to be broken are thrown. The
broken stone cowe cut from a shute at one
side like grain from a threshing machine.
The patent of th's machwe is owoed by the
Chicago Stone, Coal and Minng Company.
The New York Central Park Commissiovers
bave purchased cue. Itis to be wused i
break.ng stove for macadamiziog the s'reets
io that park, for concrete, etc. It weight
is about twelve tops amd cost twelve
hundred dollars, It 1s calculated to bresk
about forty tons of stome in twelve hours.

slept with my mother, little sister and Myrs.
Swclair ; Mrs. Oser slept alove; I was
aw.keped by the bark of tue dogs during the
mddle of the night; Mcore snd Over came
homie late in the vight. Mrs. Sinclar got
up and opened the door for them, aod lighted
the candle. The tmen and Mrs. Swclair sat
down about thestove. The men seid that
they were tired, and that the mail carrier
was killed up o the Paris road, that he was
shot. Ovwer and Mrs. Sioclar weut to bed
first. Moore remamed at the stove, and theo
slept on the floor. In the morniog [ was
the fi-st up. Moore in the morning said thar
he felt troubled, and Over said 1hat he did oot
care. My mother beard them speak of the
kiliag of the man. Moore aod Over went
eway early 10 tue morning before breakfast.
T'hey returped 10 an hour ; my mother was
up when they returoed. Arm<rong came to
to the honse about supper lime. He asked
Moore for $2, whch he got. My mother
was presest. 1 saw a good dea! of money
in Moore’s hands, He tuned the m mey
over op his knee ; Mrs. Siuclair looking at
him at the ime. Over was also looking on ;
Ovser’s wife was there also. Over bad 2
pile of bills also, but Moore bed the largest.
User’s wife lovked at them m his hauds.
V.oore toid me he would whip me «f [ tod
any hiog sbout what I h-ard, and wy motber
toid me vot to soy anythug. Moore said
that be would lude tis money. Mrs S'nclair
aid that it woud be the best he could do.
He gave Mrs. Sin:iair one bill. Over gave
1is wife 2 number of the bil's, which® she put
1’0 ber bos~m ; this was at'er dark on Fri
d-y wigh ; Over avd Moore weut to bed
quite early ; Moore sl-pt in a restiess man-
ser, he went out of do 18 00 Friday mora-
ing, aod said he was g i e uneasy ; Oversaid
that he was ali right; Moore said that he did
pot know who bad klled the man, but that
he bad beard that i* was a white maa who
bhad dove so. On Saturday morping Mary
Dean called at the house, and said that he
had better leave, astbe constabies were after
him. Moore gave my mother some silver
to huy articles for the house. Moore and
Over went af'er the gun on Friday morning ;
they biought the double barrelled gun back
then ; the sngle-barreil-d gun they brought
back in the night ; they said that Arm trorg
was with them ; the knile was bronght b.ck,
and it is white baodled. Ovser had hus shot
a glass vial, and his powder in a boin.
