MARCUS DALY

How Montana’s Mihing King 6ot
His Wealth.

His First Job in America Was Digging
Potatoes on a Califoernia Ranch.

New York, Nov. 13.—Marcus Daly,

l

of Montana, who died yesterday at the |

Hotel Netheriand, was born in ireland

and came to the United States at the !

age of 13. He landed at San Francis-

co, and secured a job digging potatoes

on & nelgaboring ranch.
the mines before he was 15, grew up
surrzunded by gold and silver, was en-
gaged by Mackay, Flood and O’'Brien

as foreman cf the Comstock mine, and
later removed to Montana, where he
took the famous Anaconda copper de-
posit and Decame a mmmna,re He
cwned immense farm lands, blooded
horses and property which in kurope
would be reckoned among principali-
ties. He was worth about $20,000,000
at the time of his death.

Montana’s recent history has been
largely the history of the Clark-Daly
feud. The scars left by the strife are
to we found in the state from Fort
Assiniboine clear across to Fort Mis-
gonla. Yet these two giants of finance
were at one time close personal friends
and business associates.

It was in 1880 that Marcus Daly sold
his interests In the Alice mine, and,
nwith Clark, purchased a large tract of
land on which is now located the Ana-
conda copper properties. Clark was
even then a wealthy man, and while
Daly stayed at home to plan great im-
provements and to manage the prop-
erty, Clark went to Paris on pleasure
bent.

He returned to Montana to find that
Daly had gone far ahead with the work
of improvement without consulting
him. Clark was dissatisfied, and de-
manded that Daly either buy or sell.
Daly was embarrassed somewhat fin-
ancially, but having confidence in the
Anaconda, he succeeded in raising the
sum demanded by Clark and took over
his interest. Since then he has taken
£20,000,0600 out of the Anaconda mine—a
¢ which kas not made his old-time
srociate happy.

Ou: of this transaction has grown a

feud which has ettracted more than
natioral 1ptorest After his unsuccess-
ful attempt to crush Daly, Clark found
that no matter what he turned his
hand to, he had a resourceful enemy
1o encounter. If Clark was in favor
of a thing Daly was against it. Clark
started a daily paper in Butte City;
Daly put in a plant in Anaconda, and
published a paper that would do credit
to a metropolis.

When Montana became a state, a
duel legisiature was organized. Clark
and Martin Maginnis were sent to the
United States 8enate by the Demo-
cratic branch; T. C. Powers and W. F.
€anders by the loans. Daly
tad a part In having the latter two |
seated. i

of Clark, the relentless figure of Mar- |
cus Daly loomed up, and the prize was

It was supposed
that Helena and Butte would fight it
out.

When
the votes were eounted Helena led and
Anaconda wes second. Then Clark ob-
tained revenge by throwing his strength
to Helena, which finally won

Then came the third fight for the
senatorship. ~ Clark ‘wén, but it was an
empty victory. Daly carried the con-
test to Washington, and <Clark was
unseated after 2 sensational hearineg.

1s said, Clark elected enough leg islators
to win the coveted senatorship—and
now Daly is dead.

Many people have as-
semiled at Rockville, near where the
first body came ashore, and numerous
relatives of members of the crew, who
nearly all belonged to points on this
coast, have arrived to ddentify the
dead.

The bodies were arranged in a room
in the public hall and Coroner Fuller,
who held an inqucst, gave an qplmon
of accidental drowning. All whe bodies
are terribly battered.

f cessarily true. When two men have a

factory bargaining if it was not pos-
sible to have mutual- advantages.
{ The quesiion for us in a matter of

ests of Buftain, and does it make for
peace? We do not believe in peace at
any price. Veny dfaw sane men do.
But peace is such a fundamental need,
such a great blessing, that we believe
in peace at any {air price.
pleased, then, to find English journais
of the Radlical, anti-jingo type recog-
nizing that in this matter Lord Salis-
bury seems to have made the best
of the sitmation.

Our
casualties in these skirmishes were
two killed and seven wounded.

“Douglas arrived at Ventersdorp on
Nov. i1, from Zeirust, capturing dur-
ing the march 21 prisoners and a quan- |
tity of cattle and sheep. Ventersdorp,
which has been a depot of supplies for |
the Boers, will now be cleared out.”

COWBOYS' COMPLAINT.

Belgian Traveler Tells of the
Terrible Scenes

That Came Under His Own Observation in
the Amur River.

London, Nov. 13.—The Globe this af-
ternoon publishes a letter from a Bel-
gian gentleman, who has been travel-
ing to Pekin via the Trans-Siberian
Railroad. He describes, under date of
Sept. 3, what he saw in the Amur River.
His account surpasses dn horror those
previously published.

“The scenes I have witnessed during
the three days since the steamer left
Blagovetchensk,” he says, “are horrible
beyond the powers of description. It
is the closing tableaux of a fearful
buman tragedy.

‘“T'wo thousand were deliberately
drowned at Moro, 2,000 at Raba, and
8,000 around Blagovetchensk, a total of
12,000 corpses encumbering the river,
among which were bodies of women
and children. Navigation was all but
imnossible,

“Last week a boat had to plow her
way through a tAneled and inangled
mass of cownpses, tasned together by
their long hair. The banks were liter-
ally covered with corpses. In the
curves of the stream were dark, putrid,
smelling masses of human flesh Bnd
bone, surging and swaying in the
steamer’'s wake and wash. The cap-
tain vainly ordered full speed ahead.
