Virginia, Minn., Oct. 31.—Mr. and 
Mrs. Frank Wirtanen are dead, vic­
tims of a double murder yesterday, 
and Toibo Aho, 22, son of Mrs. Wirt­
anen by a former marriage, is held 
by the police without a charge.

Answering a call, police entered the 
house and stumbled over the dead 
bodies of the couple, who were mar­
ried Sept. 16 last. The body of Wirt­
anen was lying across that of his 
wife.

When questioned by the police, Aho 
stated that a man, who ran away 
immediately after firing the fatal 
shots, committed the double shooting. 
Police refused to believe tills explana­
tion, and Aho was taken to police

NEW YORK, Oct. 30.—One 
person is reported dead, fifteen 
missing, and eighteen seriously 
injured in a fire which tonight 
swept through a Brooklyn fac­
tory. Several persons, trapped 
by the flames, which were fan­
ned by high winds, jumped from 
the windows.

The missing persons, who are 1 
employees of a shellac factory 
in a Thirteenth street, Brooklyn| 
plant, are believed to have been 
cut from the exits because of the| 
rapid spread of the fire.

A series of fire alarms called 
engines from all parts of the 
greater city to fight the blaze. 
Nearby hospitals immediately 
recruited emergency forces, and 
the injured were rushed there by 
the police and firemen.

The burned building is occupied 
by Kasbier Chatfield Company, shel­
lac manufacturers, in the heart of a 
manufacturing district of South 
Brooklyn. The structure is hemmed 
in by several large shirt factories 
employing scores of women.

A sewing shop of the Fraidman 
Shirt Company is on the fourth floor 
of the building. H. P. Nicholsburg, 
an employee of this company, has 
reported to the police that fifteen 
girls were working in the shop. Sev­
eral of them, said to have leaped 
from a rear window of the shop, 
have not been found.

Three firemen were injured when 
the fire escapes on the fifth floor of 
the building collapsed. They went 
up to the roof of the building on 
scaling ladders, and were making an i 
attempt to reach the girls reported 
to be trapped in the shirt shop when 
the fire escapes fell. All three of 
the men were left dangling in the 
air, holding onto the coping of the 
building, with smoke and flames 
pouring out around them. They 
were finally rescued by their com­
rades with extension ladders.

Lillian Glrsky, a stenographer, was 
descending the stairs in the building 
when she was driven back to the 
fourth floor by flames. She finally| 
made her way to the front of the 
building, and leaped from a window 
before the arrival of the firemen. She 
was picked up unconscious.

Fireboats were included in the ap­
paratus sent to the scene by way of 
a canal a block away. A stiff wind 
handicapped the work of the fire­
men.

MONTREAL, Oct. 3L— Me- 
IVE Gill University has been 
presented with a pre-historic 
egg, laid probably a million 
years ago by a phaethon 
Flavirostris.

the disaster, nor who inflicted it; but 
somewhere about 1400 B.C. Cnossos 
was sacked and burnt, and though the 
Cretan life struggled on there rather 
lamely for another four centuries, 
there came at last a final blow about 
1000 B.C. (that is to say, in the days 
of the Assyrian ascendancy in the 
East). The palace at Cnossos was de­
stroyed. and never rebuilt nor re- 
inhabited.

Possibly this was done by the 
ships of those newcomers into the 
Mediterranean, the barbarie Greeks, 
a group of Aryan-speaking tribes 
from the north, who may have wiped 
out Cnossos as they wiped out the 
city of Troy. The legend of Theseus 
tells of such a raid. He entered the 
Labyrinth (which may have been the 
Cnossos Palace) by the aid of Ari­
adne, the daughter of Minos, and 
slew the Minotaur.

The Iliad makes it clear that de­
struction came upon Troy because 
the Trojans stole Greek women. 
Modern writers, with modern ideas 
in their heads, have tried to make 
out that the Greeks assailed Troy 
in order to secure a trade route or 
some such fine-spun commercial ad­
vantage. If so, the authors of the 
“Iliad" hid the motives of their char-, 
acters very skillfully. It would be 
about as reasonable to say that the 
Homeric Greeks went to war with the 
Trojans in order to be well ahead 
with a station on the Berlin to Bag­
dad Railway.

The Vengeance of the Greeks.
The Homeric Greeks were a healthy, 

barbaric Aryan people, with very 
poor ideas about trade and “trade 
routes"; they went to war with the
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British Liberal Party.

True, it may be urged that the 
coalitionist government was elected 
on a sort of Liberal program, but 
when that much is admitted the old- 
time Liberal will hasten to qualify 
the admission by adding that it was 
a. Liberalism that would have made 
GLADSTONE hold up his hands in 
dumb surprise, and that would have 
brought forth snorts of indignation 
from JOHN BRIGHT.

And yet it must be admitted that 
the LLOYD GEORGE government in 
Britain did things that were typi- 
cally Liberal in their conception and 
spirit. FISHER’S education act was a 
Liberal idea. When LLOYD GEORGE 
cast about to find his group of ex­
perts to manage the affairs of the 
country he hit upon H. A. L. FISHER, 
vice-chancellor of Sheffield Univer- 
sity. It may have been considered 
odd that an expert called in by a 
government should have known what 
he was talking about, but such was 
the case.

Then the manner in which the

It is the custom nowadays to make 
a sort of wonder of these achieve­
ments of the Cretans, as though 
they were a people of incredible abil­
ity living in the dawn of civilization, 
but their great time was long past that 
dawn: as late as 2000 B.C. It took 
them many centuries to reach their 
best in art and skill, and their art 
and luxury are by no means so great 
a wonder if we reflect that for 3,000 
years they were immune from inva­
sion, that for a thousand years they 
were at peace.

Was It Legend or Fact?
Century after century their arti­

sans could perfect their skill, and 
their men and women refine upon 
refinement. Wherever men of al-

THESE early Cretans were of a race 
.akin to the Iberians of Spain and 

Western Europe and the dark whites 
of Asia Minor and North Africa, 
and their language is unknown. This 
race lived not only in Crete, but in 
Cyprus, Greece, Asia Minor, Sicily 
and South Italy. It was a civilized 
people for long ages before the fair 
Nordic Greeks spread southward 
through Macedonia.

At Cnossos, in Crete, there have 
been found the most astonishing 
ruins and remains, and Cnossos, 
therefore, is apt to overshadow the 
rest of these settlements in people’s 
imaginations, but it is well to bear 
in mind that though Cnossos was no 
doubt a chief city of this Aegean 
civilization, these “Aegeans” had in 
the fullness of their time many 
cities and a wide range.

Possibly, all that we know of 
them now are but the vestiges of 
the far more extensive heliolithic • 
Neolithic civilization which is now 
submerged under the waters of the 
Mediterranean.

was notRuins Older Than Egypt.
At Cnossos there are Neolithic 

remains as old or older than any 
of the pre-dynastic remains of 
Egypt. The Bronze Age began in 
Crete as soon as it did in Egypt, 
and there have been vases found 
by Flinders Petrie in Egypt and 
referred by him to the 1st Dynasty, 
which he declared to be importa­
tions from Crete.

Stone vessels have been found in 
Crete of forms characteristic of the 
IVth (pyramid-building Dynasty, 
and there can be no doubht that 
there was a vigorous trade between 
Crete and Egypt in the time of the 
XIIth Dynasty. This continued 
until about 1000 B.C. It is clear 
that this island civilization arising 
upon the soil of Crete is at least as 
old as the Egyptian, and that it 
was already launched upon the sea 
as early as 4000 B.C.

The great days of Crete were not 
so early as this . It was only about 
2500 B.C. that the island appears 
to have been unified under one 
ruler. Then began an age of peace 
and prosperity unexampled in the 
history of the ancient world*

Secure from invasion, living in a

king and his people. It 
even fortified.

The kings, it would seem, were 
called Minos always, as the kings of 
Egypt were all called Pharaoh; the 
king of Cnossos figures in the early 
legends of the Greeks as King 
Minos, who lived in the Labyrinth 
and kept there a horrible monster, 
half man, half bull, the Minotaur, 
to feed which he levied a tribute of 
youths and maidens from the 
Athenians. Those stories are a part 
of Greek literature, and have al­
ways been known, but it is only in 
the last few decades that the ex­
cavations at Cnossos leave revealed 
how close these legends were to 
the reality.

All Modern Conveniences.
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Trojans because they were thoroughly 
annoyed about this stealing of wo­
men.

It is fairly clear from the Minos 
legend and from the evidence of the 
Cnossos remains, that the Cretans 
kidnapped or stole youths and maid­
ens to be slaves, bull-fighters, ath­
letes, and perhaps sacrifices. They 
traded fairly with the Egyptians, but 
it may be they did not realize the 
gathering strength of the Greek bar- 
barians; they "traded" violently with 
them, and so brought sword and 
flame upon themselves.

Among other details we 
find water-pipes, bathrooms, and 
the like conveniences, such as have 
hitherto been regarded as the latest 
refinements of modern life. The 
pottery, the textile manufacturers, 
the sculpture and painting of these 
people, their gem and ivory work, 
their metal and inlaid work, is as 
admirable as any that mankind has 
produced. They were much given 
to’ festivals and shows, and, in par­
ticular, they were addicted to bull- 
fights and gymnastic entertain-

OWN GENERATING PLANT
Special to London Advertiser.

Paisley, Ont.. Oct. 29.—Paisley rate- 
payers, becoming tired of waiting for 
the hydro commission to erect the 
proposed hydro transmission line 
from Chesley to Paisley, which work 
was authorized by an almost unani­
mous vote last summer, are now con- 
sidering the construction of a gener­
ating plant of their own on the Little 
Saugeen River about a mile from the 
village. Engineer James of Walker- 
ton has been engaged by the council 
to take the necessary levels and pre­
pare estimates as to the power avail­
able and the probable cost.

As soon as navigation ceases for 
the year, shipments of coal will be 
more frequent, he said, and should 
the weather remain moderate the 
situation will solve itself.

The difficulties in the way of ob­
taining fuel are gradually diminish­
ing, Mr. Doherty said, and it was not 
thought that any drastic action would 
be necessary.

The price of $15.50 per ton, which 
was being quoted in several other 
cities, was based on a price of $8 at 
the mines. Local dealers had not 
been sufficiently fortunate to ob­
tain coal at the mines, but had to 
depend on independent operators, 
whose figures were higher.

At anyrate no one was being al­
lowed more coal than would last him 
a month, and it was expected that in 
preventing hoarding much would be 
done to improve matters.

Mayor Raven opened the topic with 
a review of the question, and referred 
to the dissatisfaction that had re­
sulted from the high prices here. 
The city had not followed the advice 
given some time ago of buying Welsh 
coal on account of the high price, but 
had instead got in quantities of wood, 
and he believed that this was the 
wiser course, as events proved.

General Williams Will Make

Thinks Impossible For Lloyd

Together.

Majority Report of Concilia­

Justifiable. MOTORCYCLIST HURT AS 
MACHINE STRIKES BUGGY

Special to London Advertiser.
CHATHAM, Oct. 30.—William 

Daniel, driving a high-powered 
motorcycle on the Longood road near 
Louisville on Saturday evening last, 
crashed into a horse and buggy 
driven by William Shaw.

. He sustained bad bruises about the 
head and body, as well as a number 
of flesh wounds. He was removed 
to the Fublic General Hospital and 
treated by Dr. Agar. He was later 
removed to his home.

TORONTO, Oct. 30. — Alleged to 
have been the principals in an in­
cident featured both by drunkenness 
and gun-play, four constables oper­
ating under the supervision of 'Gen­
eral Victor Williams, commissioner 
of the provincial police, were today 
suspended from the force. General 
Williams’ department, while ad­
mitting the details, undertook to 
shield the names of the miscreants.

The circumstances which arc 
charged against the four men are 
that on Saturday night last they en­
tered the township of Scarboro water­
works plant, at Birch Cliff, in a state 
of complete intoxication. They de­
manded, it is said, sleeping accom­
modation from its superintendent, Mr. 
Charles White, and when this was 
refused, they threatened Mr. White 
with guns. Mr. White's daughter, 
however, escaped from the building 
to police station No. 10, from which 
help promptly arrived.

The four men were employed under 
General Williams in the work of en­
forcing the Ontario temperance act. 
Immediately upon the incident being 
reported to him, General Williams 
ordered the men to be suspended and 
a thorough investigation to be made 
of the incident, which is regarded as 
casting a particularly unfortunate 
slur upon the provincial police de­
partment at a time when an effort 
was being made to improve some­
what its standard.

TORONTO, Oct. 30.—Sir William 
MacKenzie and Sir Donald Mann re­

Sir Donald Mann, when inter­

"Northern Ontario will, in my 
opinion, soon become the greatest 
mining region in the world."

today at the Parliament Buildings 
for the conferences to which Premier 
Drury had invited them, provincial 
ministers and deputy ministers of 
education spent their initial session 
in an endeavor to evolve a tangible 
organization which would realize 
certain aims. The body which they 
were seeking to establish was the 
national education bureau, but at the 
end of the day's deliberations, it had 
reached only the stage of being sent 
to a committee for consideration.

This committee is to submit pro­
posals tomorrow. I

The suggested bureau, in order to' 
meet with the Indorsation of the 
gathering, will require to function 
towards a national educational policy 
without in any way interfering with 
each province's local autonomy. In 
fact, the only field which the general 
sentiment of the delegates was willing| 
to accord it, was that of a research 
body, which would collect and die- 
seminate facts regarding the new 
educational movements In all parts 
of the world.

Sir Robert Falconer, president of 
Toronto University, introduced the 
project to the gathering and em­
phasized that the bureau would oper­
ate only in an advisory capacity.

Rev. Dr. H. J. Cody, a former On­
tario minister of education, in an 
address which followed, also conceded 
that the bureau would have no actual 
control of politics, but he was cer­
tain, nevertheless, that a national 
policy of education could be fostered 
by Its work.

The delegates to the conference 
during the day enjoyed the hospi­
tality of the Ontario government of­
ficials. They were entertained at 
luncheon in the speaker’s apartment. 
Speakers at the luncheon stressed 
the necessity for an educational pol­
icy that would be national in Its 
scope and which would thus be a 
factor in the unification of the entire 
country behind common ideals and 
aspirations.

"We muet," Hon. Mr. Latta declared 
in this regard, “have a common de­
nominator which will embody the 
best Interests of our people as a 
whole."

Mussolini hav­
ing been intrusted with the formation 
of a cabinet, from this moment is 
responsible for the safety of the state, 
the ministries and parliament, and 
any action against the government 
institutions is rebellion against Mus- 
solini. Attacks against shops and the 
selling of arms are absolutely pro­
hibited."
