Ox Monday the first November next, the Winter Session will be
commenced and continued, with but the usual Christmas vacation,
till the end of April ensuing,

On referring to the various subjects taught, it will be perceived
that the Curriculum is an extensive one—complete indeed, with
the excef..on of the Chair of Botany. It embraces all the de-
partments of medicine which modern improvement has intro-
duced into the European Schools, on the model of which, indeed
it has been formed. The Ler- ires are delivered for five days in
the week, and in the discharge of their respective duties, the
Members of the Faculty are influenced not only by the admitted
importance of the subjects which they teach, but by the convie~
tion that punctuality in attendance on their classes, and regularity
in the delivery of their lessons, materially tend to the final success
of their efforts. And that these labors have not been izeffectual,
is fully established by the fact that for five and twenty years the
Faculty have, in spite of every description of discouraging obsta-
cles, maintained their position ; and keeping in mind the rapid pro-
gress of the science, have steadily increased their facilities, &od
enlarged tieir Curriculum, a conduct evidently approciated by
the Public and the Profeasion, as shewn in the regular increase of
students,

Bearing in view the difficulties which bave been surmounted,
and those w' ich may be anticipated, it is with no ordinary satis-
faction that the Faculty notice the recent important alterations in'
the charter of the University, whereby greater eficiency must be
given to all its departments, and it is not tithout valid reesens
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that they entertain the hope of receiving from fae remodeled In-
stitution the support necessary to the carrying out of their earnest
wish to elevate the character of the Medical Department to a yet
higher degree.

It will be remembered that the circular of last year spoke of a
building being in course of erestion for the Faculty, It was
tnighed in time for the Session, and was found to fully answer
-It purposes: well ventilated, commodiously fitted up and laid,
out, supplied with water and gas ; situated in a retired, yet central,
steeet, within a few minutes walk of the Hospital and bmrdmg
houses,-—it has entirely met the expectations of the Faculty, and
e wan's of the students.

Since last yeag very considerable additions have been made
to the Museum, Library, and the appliances of. the class of Insii-
tutes of Medicine, and that of Chemistry; sv that independer’ly
of the ordinary requisites, such as the plates of Carswell, Quain,
Cravelhier, Willis; Anatomica] and Pathological preparations,
wetand dry, the Mlcroscope, Cabinet. of Materia Medica, Ob-
sietrical Appamtus,‘ &c., &e., the Lecturers are in possession
of ample means to explam and illustrate their special. subjects.

The lerary contains upwards of L860 volumes, among which
are, the best, authoars, either for reference, or the study, of the
elementary. parts.of tae Profession—the whole accessible to the
student under. the usual. regulations.

In the Museum will be. found, preparations.of varicd interest,
as to abnormal formations, diseased structure, and heterologous
tissues ;. to. these as to the. Library, the student has, free access,

. To dissections every attention will be paid; the rooms appro-
priated to the purpose are ag well lighted by night as by day,
well sugghed with. water ané other necessaries, ventlated,
-&6.,, & The Demonstrator daily attends to supesintend and
assigt the students,

The Lying-in Hospital is in an efficient state, and affords to
the advanced, Midwifery. stedent the opportunity for practically
obtpining.a-knowledge of this important branch.

The General, Hospital is visited daily at noonj in it Clinical
instruction,, both on. Surgery. and Medicine. ig-given, and lectures
on these important subjects given twice a week,
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To the students of the United States, many of whom resort to
Paris, for the. object of there completing their education,. the
passing of a Session or two in Montreal offers the inducetbent of
having the opportunity of studying the French language concur-
rently with their Profession. To these itis;quite possible- that
both the Sessions and entire Cuxriculum may appear long—the
Session it is true is by one month longer than the longest of their
own, but by so much itis thought to be the more cemplete ; the
rapidity of production not being so:much. considered-as the: regu-
latity and proficiency of the stages and: attainments of Giaduates.
Distrbutedi over a period of four years, the studies.can scarcely be
felt a8 requising the extraordinavy: application which, were: thew
somprecsed into a narrower period, would unduly taslk the in-
tellect, overburden the memory, and render almost nugatory. the
very best meaus:of instruction.

The tickets of this University are received by the British- Col-
leges, and: by those of the United: States, whose. tickets under
simila~ regulations, are likewise received by M‘Gilk: College.

ExrtracTs oF STATUTES, X0., of Medical Faculty, M:Gilt Col-
lege, as revised and sanctioned by her Majesty, 1849. ¢

CHAPTER 1.

2nd. Each Teacher shall deliver at least five Ligcturcs during
the week, except in the Class:oi Clinical Medicine and: Surgery.

3d, Each: Lecture shall be of one hour’s duration. )

41, Each Teacher shall give to the pupils attending his cless .
an examination, at least, once a week, and cach examination.
ghall be considered & Lecture,

7th, The fee for each class shall be three pounds, Halifax
currency ; except for-the Anatomical and Chemical classes, for
each of which the fee shall be three pounds fifteen shillings, of
the same currency ; and for the classes of Clinical Medicine and
Surgery, of Forensic Medicines, and of Botany, for each, of which
the fee sholl be two pounds ten shiilings.

* Nor.—Students who have commenced their atudies before this date
will be governed by tha praviously existicg Statutes.
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‘8th. Any Student, after having paid the fees and atiended two
courses of any branch, shall be entitled to a perpetual ticket for
that class.

9th. The courses shall be of six months® duration, except that
of Forensic Medicine.

CHAPTER IL

1st. The Medical Degree granted by this University shall be
that of Doctor of Medicine and Surgery.

4th. No one shall Le admitted to the degree of Doctor of Me-
dicine and Surgery who shall not have studied Medicine and
Surgery for the period of at least four® years, either in this Uni-
versity, or some other University, College, or School of Medicine,
approved of by this University.

5th. No one shall be admitted to the examination for the de-
gres who shall not have furnished testimonials of attendance on
the following branches of Medical Education, and in the manner
following, viz.:

Theory and Practice of Medicine,
Midwifery and Diseases of Women _
and Children, | Of each of whichtwo courses will
Principles and Practic of Surgery, be required.

6th. The person presenting himself must also give proof by
ticket, of having attended during one year, the practice of the
Montreal General Hospital, or some other Hospitl having beds
for at leact forty patients. :
7th. Moreover, no one shall receive the Medical degree con-
ferred by this University, who shall not have pursued his studies
in-it during at least one =ession,
8th. Every candidate for the degree must, before his examina-
fion be entered into, give proof of competent classical attcinments,

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12th. The fee for the degree of Doctor in Medicine and Sur-
gery shall be five pounds, Halifax currency, to be paid by the
successful candidate, Eefore the day of graduation, to the Regis-
trar, together with a fee of five shillings, for entering the same
into a register kept by him for that purpose,
