CHURCH UNION.
The Toronto Globe of the 23rd
inst., gives an account. of what 1t
terms the duplication of spiritual
machinery. It seems that at a place
called Hanley a movement towards
experimental church union was tried.
«The Presbyterians,” says the daily,
«were the firston 'the ground and the
people rallied around the missionary.
A church was built which speedily
became a centre of influence and help-
ful activity.” All went smoothly
till the Anglicans, Methodists and
Lutherans wamted to have a finger
in ‘the pie and to hold religious ser-
The whole atmosphere was
No longer the canny Scot
all.

Synopsis of Canadian North-West
HOMESTEAD REGULATIUNS

NY even numbered section of
Dominion Lands in Manitoba,
Saskatchewan and Alberta, except-
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be
homesteaded by any person who is
the sole head of a family, or any
male over 18 years of age, to  the
extent of one-quarter section of 160
acres, more or less.
Entry must be made persomally at
the local land office for the district

in which the land is situate.

Entry by proxy may, however, be
made on certain conditions by the
father, mother, somn, daughter, bro-
ther or sister of an intending homes-
teader,

The ho der is required to per-
form ti ditions commected there-
with un one of the following
plans:

(1) At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years. :

(2) If the father (or mother, if
the father is deceased) of the home-
steader resides upon a farm in the
vicinity of the land entered for, the
requirements as to residence may be
satisfied by such person residing
with the father or mother.

(8) If the settler has his perma-
nent sid upon farming land

Gives Lecture Recital Before Appreciative
and Cultured Audience in Toronto.

It was before a large and cultured
audience that the Rev. Gerald Mc-
Shane delivered a lecture on Monday
evening in Temple Building, Toron-
to, upon the ‘‘Poet of the Habitant’’
given under the joint auspices of tke
Canadian Catholic  Union and the
|Loretta Alummae Association. Seve-
iral musical numbers were also upon
the programme, contributed 'by Mrs.
Woods, Miss George, Mr. James Mal-
lon and Mr. Leutienser. The chair-
man, Mr. J. D. Ward, introduced the
lecturer as a worker in the interests
of the young men of Montreal, par-
ticularly those of the Columbian
Club, the object of which is to see
after the social and religious inter-
ests of the Catholic' students of Me-
Gill, and as a lecturer whose work
