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A PAGE OF OUR HISTORY.
The Jesuits in Canada Under English
Rules

I. The cspitulation of Quebec was
signed on the 13th Beptember, 1759, The
act stipulates: %

Article 2 —*“That the inbabitants shall
be preserved in the possession of their
houser, goods, eftects and privileges,
Granted vpon their laying doun their arms,

Article 6 —That the exercise of the
Catholic, Apostolic and Roman religion
thall be mamtained and tbat safeguards
shall be given to ecclesiastioal houses, to
male and female religious, particularly to
HisLordship the Bishep of Quebeo. (Gran-
ted the free exercise of the Roman religion, like
wise safequards to all religious persons, as well
as to M1s Lordship the Bishop. )

No trace here of any clause whatever
excluding the Jesuits from the guaran-
tees of this capitulation,

1I. The capitulation of Montreal was
signed on the 8th September, 1760 Upon
the point in question it stipulates as
follows:

Article 27,—The free exercise of the
Catholic Apostolic and Roman religion
shall subsist entire, . . . These people
sball be obliged by the English govern.
ment to pay their priests the tithes
they were ueed to pay, (Granted, as to the
free exerciee of their religion, the obl;gaﬁon of
paying the tathes to the priests wnll depend on
the king's pleasure )

Article 28,—The chapter, priewcs,
pastors and missionaries, shall continue
with entire liberty in their ex:rcise and
functions of cures, . . . . (Granted).

Article 32 —The ocommunities . of
nuns shall be preserved in their consti-
tutions and privileges, . ., . . . They
may continue to follow their rules, , . . .
(Granted.)

Article 33 —The preceding article
shail likewise be executed with regard
to the communities of Jesuits and
Recollets and of the house of the priests
of St, Sulpiceat Montreal; these last and
the Jesuits shall preserve their right
to nominate to certain curacies and
missions as heretofore, (Refused until
the Kings pleasure be known.)

Article 34 —All the communities and
all the priests shall preserve their mov-
ables, the property and revenues of the
seignories and other eatates. . . . of
what nature soever they be, and the
same estates shall be preserved in their
privileges, rights, honors and exemp-
tions, (Granted.

Firstly, then, the Jesuits as well as
the Sulpicians, the Recollets and the
secular priests were to retain their pos-
seesion with all the privileges thereto
pertaining, for the 34th article,
in saying all the communities, evidently
excludes the restriction contained in the
preceding article.

Secondly. By the refusal of article
33 the Jesuits were not placed in a
woree position than were the Sulpicians
and the secular clergy by the refusal of
the second part of the 27th article; nor
one might even eay, than was the tishop
by the refusal of articles 29, 30, 31 and
40. The episcopal see was at the time
vacant, for Mouseigneur de Pout.
brand had just died in Mon:
treal, but we thall soon see
unveiled tendencies as hoslile to the
episcopal dignity, as are those that we
find here against the religious orders ;
already, even, in refusing articles 29, 30,
31 and 40, articles concerning the nomi
nation and the preiogatives of a bishop,
General Amherst showed clearly what he
wanted to come to,

But, it is well to remark here, that
this conditional refusal of the 33rd
article does not prove that in reality
the religious were molested,

The article, though refused, remained
in vigour, and the unfavorable measures
that we have pointed out remained a
dead letter, and were implicitly revoked
by the Treaty of Paris

We may even be permitted to think
taat this refusal concerned, if not solely,
at least principally, the final clause,
which treats of the nomination to certain
cures by the Sulpicians and the Jesuits. *

The treaty of Paris was signed on the
10th February, 1763. The fourth article
contains, amongst dthers, the following

te:—

“His Britanunic Majesty, on his side,

to grant the liberty of the Catho-
lic religion to the inhabitants of Canada.
He will consequently give the most
effectual orders, that his new Rowan
Catholic subjects may profess the
worship of their relj acoording to
the rites of the Romis C‘mroh. as far as
the laws of Great Britain permit.”

That 15 absolutely all that the treaty
contains on the subject, There is no
explicit question of the Jesuits, any
more than of any body else; it speaks of
the inkabitants of Canada, among whom
the Jesuits were included.

To pretend that in virtue of the final
italicized clause, the penal laws of

*According to a letter sent to Rome om
the 16th Fe rnu? 1762, by Father de Lau-
nay, procurator ol 'tho American missions at
Parls, the Fathers re-entered their college (at
Quebec) with the ar’pnbation of the geneval
(Murray) in June, 1761, Many repairs were
necessary. but scarcely were they finished,
when to the great Joy of the oitizens, ser-
vices were restimed in the chapel, and the
classes reopened. . . . Fatoer P or,
who had gone with otber Fathers to the
1llinots, in order to be &t & distance from the

tiers of Canada, returned after & year
10 his mission at Detroit, and was received
with enthusiasm hy his parialioners, and
with kindness by Eoglish offioers.

Eogland were promulgated for Can.
ads, {s to oppose the evidence of facts,
snd the interpretation given to thisclaunse
by all competent authorittes.

(a) In fact, the penal laws of Eogland
bhave never been enforced in Canads;
there bave been variovs partial attempts
to enforce them quite as much sgainst
the secular clergy and the citizens as
sgainst the Jeenite, but these attempts
bave always almost entirely falled.

According to these laws, among other
things, every Jesuit, Seminarian, or other
priest, ordsiued by sn authority derived
from the See of Rome, ought to leave the
kingdom, Where h:'lun a trace of such
a Jaw baving been put iato execution
sgainst” the Jesults, any more than
sgainst the Seminariane or secular priests?

It would be useless to cite other points
of theee laws, sufficient is it to eay that
in England, in virtue of these laws there
was no shadow of religious liberty, but
everybody knows that here, on the con
trary, this liberty exists without restric-
tion,

(b) Competent authorities are unani-
mous in saying that the meaning of this
clause was not an enforcement of the penal
laus of England. We shall coutent our-
selves with some quotations,

In 1765, the Lords of Trade wished to
make it appear that the penal laws
applied to Canads, Lord Fletcher Nor
ton and Lord William de Gray, then
respectively Attorney-general and Solici-
tor-general, declared positively that they
did not apply to Canada, and the hign
advocate, the attorney-general and the
solicitor general confirmed this decision
the 18th January, 1768.

Lord North, during the debates on the
Quebec Act of 1774, said:—“Our penal
laws do mnot apply to the colonies; and
Lord Thurlow added: (at the time of
the cession) “it was stipulated that the
Canadians should have the free erjoy-
ment of their property, more particularly
the religious orders, and that the full
exercis® of the Catholic religion should
be continued, and the final treaty of peace
was made in favour of the rights of property,
n favor of religion, in favour of the religious

ers,

This explanation has since then been
invariably adopted in the decisions of
the Privy Council; it has been confirmed
by the declaration of our Legislature snd
by all our Provincial laws.

The restriction mentioned above,
according to the usual interpretation,
.il?e:ti:" nothing more nor tlh:“ I;hln.
] , but not privileges, for oman
Church, in other :;:b:chhc/ Catholic religion
shall no longer be what it was under French
rule, the religion of the Statc, As toexcep-
tional conditions made against the
Jesuits in the Treaty of Paris, we can-
vot find the smallest trace of them.

CONFEDERATION.

By the Rev. Eneas M'Donell Dawson, LL,
D., F. R. 8., etc., read at the anuual meet-
ipg of 1he Royal Boclety, held at Ottawa,
May, 1888
We experlence too many benefits

under our union with the mother coun.

try not to understand and desire that
this union should be of long continuance.

But there is no principle of permanent

coherence in the colonial and depen.

dent state, Colonies are like children
who, when come to man’s estate, how-
ever loving and obedient they may have
been, put away the things of a child,
and aspire to a more free and indepen-
dent condition. One of three things
must happen, They will either become
partners with the parent, set up for
themselves, or seek some new alliance,
So it is with colonies, When they have
grown to importance, wealth and power,
they put away the things of colonies
and must either be incorporated with
the parent State, assume independent
nationality, or seek new alliances in
which their importance will be recog.
nised. Or, if it;pleases us more, we may

liken Colonies to-the faithtul clerk of a

great commercial firm. Without losing

his faithfulness, or his love to the firm
in which he has grown important, he
longs far a position whare there wil! be
greater play for his individuality. Then
one of three things; he will either be
advanced to the state of a partner, start
business on bis own account, or seek
gutnenhi elsewhere, So, Colonies,

owever faithful and aftectionate, be.
come tired of depexdence on the parent
firm, They must become partners in it,
set up business for themselves, or go
into fellowship with some other estab-
lished concern. The parent State
would fain retain them, But the
time has come when they ocan

be no longer held as Colonies, A

new relation must be established, and

what better oould be devised than that
they should be taken into partnership ?

Their sense of duty and affection makes

separation distasteful. They might or

might not be able to stand by them.
selves united with a foreign power, they
would feel like exiles in a strange land,

Would it not, therefore, be more promo.

tive of their advantage and happiness to

seek closer union with their mother
state ! This could surely be dons with.
out sacrificing the interest or dignity of
either party, Nay, 1t would exalt the
colony without lowering the parent land.

A permanent bond would come into

play ‘which would do away with the

ephemeral nature of the colony together

with ite name, and the strength ot the

hitherto reigning power would be

goulbled because secured upon a lasting
asis.

The mere colonial and dependent re.
lation cannot endure beyond a genera.
tion or two, Sentiment is a fine thing,
no doubt, and a bond of union whilat it
exists. But it passes away with new
impressions. The love of liberty never
dies. It is transmitted from age to age,
and will bear its essential fruit, Is it
consistent then with this undying prin-

ciple of liberty that the mother country
and the colonies should be confederated ?
We are persuaded that it is so; and,
more, that it ia the only meaus by which
the liberty and independence of all con.-
cerned can be maintained. The colonies
would retain their self.government as at
present constituted, Not a single right
or privilege would be interfered
with, The mother country would
rejoice in her new strength, having so
many powerful partners added to her
t firm,

The central power would necessarily
be in one or other of the confederated
lands; and, no doubt, it would be at
Westminster, as at present, But this
would not lessen the dignity or the
importance of the countries that are, at
this moment, colonies, It would not be
unreasonable to expect of them some
sacrifice in lieu of s0 much advan.
tage, if indeed sacrifice were required,
Sacrifice would cnefly be on the part of
the Mother Land, It would be sovereign
no longer ; but, would be governed as
regards general interests, by the power
emanating from all the sections of the
confederation, united as an undivided
whole. It would retain its internal rule
with which no other branch would inter-
fere, Eogland in union with Scotland
has always acted in perfect harmony ;
and why ? because all undue meddliog
of the one country with the affairs of the
other was guarded against, The Parlia.
ments were united ; but, it was well
understood that the business of Scotland
should be left to the Scotch members, a
hight ofticial having charge to attend to
it and forward it on behalf of his country.
The States and Nations of Germany are
powerful under confederation, each Stete
managing its own sftairs, whilst the gen.
eral interests are provided for by the
federal Emperor and Parliament,

In no country, however, is the prac:
ticability of Federal government better
illustrated than in this land of Canada
to which we are proud to belong. Our
system of rule is too well known to
require many words, Suffice it to say
that for the many years it has been in
operation, no difficulty has occurred that
has not been satisfactorily settled without
infringing on the rights or privileges of
any branch or portion of the whole,
But was there not rebellion and conse-
quently something wrongl Whence
came the rebellion, and who were the re.
bels? From a territory, where there
were, as yet, fow settlers from civilized
lands, and the rebels were no other than
a portion of the untamed Indians, and
their scarcely less barbarous cousins,
the half-breeds, Such were the hostile
elements against which the confedera
tion bhad to contend, The vigor and
resolution with which it fought and
the success which so speedily attended
its efforts, shewed triumphantly that it
was far from wanting in military spirit,
and fully determined to maintain the
ground which, as a confederation, it had
acquired,

t will, no doubt, be objected by some
that the colonies, if confederated with
the Mother Country, would be obliged
to aid in any war the general Govern:
ment might be engaged in, Are they
not, in their present state, under such
obligation? And would it not be their
delight to fulfil it? Whence came the
one hundreth Regiment? Was it not
raised by the Canadians? And sent to
aid the imperial Government in its wars?
What of Egypt and Tel-il Keber? Were
there no willing Canadians there? And,
when there was question of rescuing
General Gordon from his perilous posi-
tion at Kartoom, with what alacrity did
not our hardy voyageurs undertake to
asocend the dangerous Nile?

It cannot be said that the Mother
Country would hesitate to give milita
assistance to the colonies, as readily as it
employs diplomatic ability in sup.
port of their rights, All this would be
done, and more powerfully done,
under Oonfederation. Diplomacy, it
may be oonfidently said, would
replace the sword, and, at least,
within the borders of our far-extending
confederation, war would be no more,
Bold, indeed, would that nation bs and
strong in a, sive power, that would
dare to strike the firat hlow,

Would not the British imperial conted.
eration be a menace or challenge to other
nations? It they so interpreted it, the
fault would be their own, Do we
threaten, other powers when we build
some new iron-clads? Or did Germany
challenge other peoples when she in-
creased her army and insisted that her
Parliament should vote the necessary
supplies! On the contrary, she only
ldo&md a wise measure for averting war
by being prepared to meet it, and for
securing peace by rendering herself able
to command it, If Confederation is ever
destined to become a fact of history, now
is the time whilst there yet exists, ln all
British settlements, a warm aftection to
the mother land, snd whilst there yet
lingers, among the French Canadians, the
patriotic spirit which prompted their
most representative man, Sir Etienne
Tache, to say : “The last shot on this
continent in su t of British connec.
tion will be fired by a Frenoh Canadian,”

It will be for some eminent and exper-
ienced statesman to point out the plan
by which the grand scheme of Imperial
Confederation may become s reality,

CONFORMINTS,

United Ireland.
London Wednesday.

This afternoon & crowded meoting was
beld at the Farringdon street Memorial
Hall, London, at which Mr, Giladstone was
presented with an address from nearly
4,000 Nonconformiste ministers. The
Rev. Dr, Clifford took the chalr, eup.
garted by Me. J, J, Coleman, M, P.,, Mr,

. Rowlands, M, P., Rev. Dr. Newth, Rev,
J. DeWitt Millar, Mr., W. Crossfield, Me,
Schnadhorst, Mr. J, D. Peddie, Rev. G, 5,
Tugram, Rev, Hugh Price Hughes, Rev.
Dr. Patker, the Countess of Aberdeen, Mer.
Priestly, M, P.,, Me, P, MacLiver, and
others, Mr. Gladetone sccompanied by
Mre. Gladstone, arrived early with Dr,
Qiifford, and received an ovation, “Auld
Lang Syne” being sung,

Mr, Guoiness Rogers said they were
amembled to make & demonstration of
honour, respect, and reverence for the
most illumrous statesuan who had for
many a day wielded the power of this
great nation (cheers), Me. Rogers then
vead the address which expressed the in-
temse sympathy of the Nonconformist
ministers in the work to which Mr. Glad-
stone has devoted the latter years of his
fllustrious career—the reconciliation of
the peopies of Eoglaud and Ireland by
the removal of differences which for cen-
turles had separated them from each
other,

Mr. Gladstone, who was loudly cheered
ou rieing, said he was thankful to those
who signed the addrees for the courageous
ner in which they had found it agree-
e to associate their political action and
thelr political intention with the prin.
es and motives of their holy religlon.
(cBeers). There had been an anxious and
t reasonable desire on this side St.
George’s Channel that the seselon of par-
lisment which is now in progrees ehould
be a session fruitful in Beritish leglslation.
They of the Opposition had done their
very best Lo expedite the business of the
government, and to aselst in the falfil-
ment of that reasonable wish. He took
no credit for their so dolng, but he must
“K a word on behalf of the gentlemen
who had seldom been mentioned with
commendation before a British sudience.
He meant those Irish Natlonallets who,
notwithstanding the presslng needs of
thelr country and the grievous oppression
which, as they thought, ehe was undergo-
ing, had refrained from anything like
pensistent effort as to what might bave
been an unseasonble urging of her clalme,
and had theroughly and heartily co-
operated in that purpose which the
Ordinary Opposition entertained of pro-
moting the general business of the coun-
try (cheers). There were many ques-
tlone before Parliament, but he laid it
down with some confilence as a rule,
positiveand almost absolutely inflexible,
that whether or no Ireland was employed
on the diecussion of Irlsh questions at thie
or that given time, yet it was Ireland, and
Ireland alone, which truly held the key
to British leglslation (bear, hear). Touch-
ing the death dutles, he asked why was
not an act of fvjustice prevented? Be-
cause the motion to prelude that injustice
was made by the Opposition and the
success of the motion might have led to
the introduction of a Government pre.
pared to grant Home Rule to Ireland. An
adminlatration should come In prepared to
grant the Home Rule to Ireland (cheers
and laughter.) He thought they might
say that the aggregate evidence of the
elections which bad taken place since the
beginning of last year showed that the
Government did not represent the present
mind of the people of England (cheers).
He would not anticipate their fate at a
general election, which they said was not
to happen for five years, sud which they
could very safely run againet the life of an
old man (shame). They had a perfect
right to say that if they pleaced ; but, in
the firast place, he thought they made a
very great mistake if they supposed that
the life of an old man or the life of a
young man had anything to do
with the progress of this question
(loud cheers). This country was in the
long run self governing; nationsl sent-
ment and conviction would find the means
of asserting {tc!f and gliving itself offect,
and it was not that or this individual who
would determine the issue as to five or
apy number «f years. He had always
stated this, and it was his earnest belief
that this country was so strong that,
humanely speaking, she could, as she had
in meny inetances before, proceed for
many years in the course of wrong-dolng
without belng compelled to amend her
waye, Therefore, he was not going to
say how long this resistance would be con
tinued, It waa not for man to determine
the time and the seasons. They were in
better hands than ours; and he was con.
tent to await the judgment which
would be Ggiven by the Sa-
preme authority upon the issue of
this great question (hear, hesr), Of
the present Government he wculd say
that not only did it appear that the senti-
ment of the country was adverse to their
actual policy, but that they bad abaudoned
and forfeited all the pledges on Irish policy
upon which they were chosen, Local
Government was now being withheld from
Ireland, but the Government were not
satisfied with that, The words of Lord
Hartington (quoted by Lord Spencer)
were that Ireland was to have no local
self-government until she has entirely
cbanged her mind upon the subject of
Home Rule and & Parlisment in Duablin.
Was he (Me. Gladatone) wrong in saying
that thegp had been a flat abandonment
sod total conteradiction of the pledges
which the present majority set up at the
election of 188G ageinst the Liberal
doctrine of Home Rule, and by which
they induced the majority of the
English constituencies to send them back
to power, as it now appeared, on an ua:
sound, empty, and false  pretence |
(Cbeers.) The Government had no more
moral title to represent England at this

moment than they bad moral or legal

title to represent Ireland or Scotland
(cheers). The coercion policy of the Guv
ernment had not been against crime, but
against combination, It glared upon
them from every page of Lrish history.
It was ‘the ouly arm by which the poor
and destitute and jeeble population of
Ireland could make good &Ymt ground
even In the elightest degree agalust
the domineering  power of  the
wealthy, with England at their back,
Referring to the pbrase, “Remember
Mitchelstown,” the speaker maintained
that every member of the constabulary
ought to have been committed for his
offence on that occasion, He was not
blaming the police personally, but the
directive power. Mr. Parnell was not
prepared to vindicate the Plan of Cam.
paign, nor was he prepared to vindicate
it, but he thought it would be found ite
real authors were the present Govern.
ment, The Government bad tampered
with the principles of law and
equity. They could not more effectu-
ally make the law odlous than by
allowing evictions to take place, snd then
by fresh legislation conceding the de
mands and establishing damnatory proof
sgainet themeelves (hear, hear), It seemed
as If the object in view were to exasper.
ate aud degrade the Irish people. In
ainful contrast to what had taken place
n Ireland, there had been substituted in
this country liberal and generous govern.-
ment, and the reward had been order
established upon foundations as firm and
high as ever were lald in any age or coun-
try (cheers).

THE POPE AND IRELAND,

Rome, May 3.

The statement made in the telegram
I sent you last week to the effect that
the Plan of Campaign was, in it prin-
ciple, untouched by the Decree of the
Holy Office, although it might seen rash
at the time, has since acquired confirma
tion, Although the question which the
QOardinals of the Congregation of the
Holy Office, examining the subject, were
called upon to reply to—*Is it permis.
sible in the disputes between land owners
and tenants in Ireland to use the means
known as the Plan of Campaign and
boycotting 1”—was answered by their
Eminences in the negative, yet they
were good enough to add their reasons
for this decision, which, in the vast
majority of caces, have no practical appli-
cation in Ireland. That the document is
a statement of moral duty in certain cases
s at once evident; but that these cases
are numerous or even common in Ireland
is what those who know the country best
unhesitatingly deny. The Congregatipn
of the Holy Office had a particular group
of rare cases before them, and have pro-
nounced judgment upon these; and this
judgment appries only to these Individual
casee and not to oghers, except these
others exactly fulfil the conditions which
bring condemnation.
It is unnecessary here to show' that
contract between land.owner and tenant
in Ireland is not free ; that the courts
are closed to a vast number of tenants,
who for one reason or another are pre.
vented from appealing to them ; or to
insist upon the fact that money has been
extorted by the Plan of Campaign, These
facts are well known in Ireland. In
Rome the Congregation seems to have
considered a possible crse where, in
spite of a free contract, an abatement in
rent was ingisted upon by a tenant who
refused to appeal to a ready and service-
able ocourt appointed to consider his
demands,and who allowed himself to be
coerced Into paying money to a third

reon, having already refused it to the
Fnendlord; in such a case the Decree of
the Oongregation is most applicable.
But such cases are so rarely met with in
Ireland that they may be said to be, for
purposes of a general Decree, non exist
ent.
The Decree issued by the Holy Office is
likely to dissppoint those who looked
forward to it as the death blow of .ue
National agitation. Except as a state-
ment of “morality and justice,” and as a
direct prohibition of boycotting, it atlects
nothing else; for the conditions men.
tioned in it ava non existent, But what
was sought tu be obtained was a prohibi.
tion of the National League, and that
Catholics belonging to it should be re
tused absolution, This attempt has failed
completely, although a telegram has
been widely circulated stating that Car-
dinal Simeoni, Prefect of Propaganda,
forwarded the decree with special in.
structions to Mgr Persico (!) and the
Irish Episcopacy, “when instructing the
clergy to put it in force, to inform them
that they are to refuse absolution to any
one declining to renounce being a mem-
ber of the League.”  This is false,
although it points to what was sought
to be obtained, Cardinal Simeoni for-
warded the Decree to the Irish bishops
and wrote nothing but a very few words
to the eflect that he had been ordered
to send this out to them.

That the moral dangers arising from
the abuse of means employed for the
sdvantage of Ireland should be pointed
out by the Pope is quite natural, That
is bis high duty, But it would be a gross
mistake to suppose that His Holiness has
the least intention or wish to damp, in
any degree, the ardor of the Irish people
in pursuing, by all legitimate and moral
means, their political advantage. If his
action now succeeds in removing any
possible reproach that may be made
sgainat them of using immoral and unjust
means, he will in a position
to attempt his special means for their
amelioration in the efficiency of which he
strongly believes. Heis quite oonscious
of the disabilities under which they
Iabor, and he has the greatest confidence
in their obedience and submission to the
Holy See.  The new decree has put no
new restraint upon them; any thoololailn
would have pronounced on an individual

case brought before him as the Congre-
gation of *te Holv Office has done, &'ho

FIRST PART.

The Time chosen by our Lord.

Chosen, not accidental. Nothing accl-
dental, or by chance with God, Our Lord
had been forty hours in the tomb., He
would be forty days on earth after His
Resurrection, He fasted for forty days
in the desert, preparing for the work of
our Redemption: He was forty days on
earth, after His Resurrectlon, applying
the fruits of that Redemption. St.
Thomas of Aquinas saye: He was forty
hours In the sepulchere as & proof of His
real death: So He was forty days on
earth aan a proof of His real life, He
chose a Thursday for His Ascenslon, be-
cause He commenced His Pastion on a
Thureday., Jesus ascended at noon-time
because the sun reach~ the summit of fts
course by noon, and ..., the eternal Sun
of justice reaches the summit of His glory
at that time, At noon He was fastened
to the cross and when dead He was laid in
the lap of His blessed Mother: and at
noon He ascends into Heaven, and reste,
liviog on the besom of His eternal Father.
Jesus died in the evening, rose from the
dead in the morning, and ascended into
Heaven at noon, Therefore, as St,
Augustine says, we should eanct!fy these
times by prayer.

SECOND PART,

The Place of the Ascension.

This ceremony
is one of the oldest In use in the Catholic
chureb, dating back as far as the fourth
eentury, 80 lﬁl sald, thou*h who was first
sucoessar of Bt. Peter to introduce it is
not definitely known, It sppears to be
the outcoms, in its present shape, of the
Papal practice of m.lo'““ to frlendly
princes, so that the gift should reach them
on Easter Sunday. Its original form was
not the donation of s zose, other objects
belng sent from Rome, though as far back
ae the fourteenth century Urban the Fifth
is recorded to have b snd sent &
golden rose to Naples. In the middle
ages, when the Poperesided in the Lateran,
it was the custom for him to bless the
rose there and carry it in his band to and
from the church in which he pontificated
on “Lastare” Sunday, and he bestowed it
on some princely person whose duty it
was to await his return to the Lateran
and asist bim to dismount from his horse
on his return home, Nowadays the Pope
bleases the golden rose in the Vatican and
carries it to the chapel wherein he says
maes on “Laetare” Sundlg. During the
mase it is placed on a golden rose branch
on the altar, and the Pope afterwsrds
carries it away with him, for the purg})u
of bestowing it where ke sees fit. The
rose is not necessarily given to an individ-
usl; it fa oftentimes sent to noted
churches and sanctuaries, and even to
states and citiea, Thus

THE REPUBLIC OF LUCCA,

in 1564, nearly 250 years before Napo-
leon robbed that of its dependence, to
erect it into a principality for his sis-
ter, received the ro.2 from the hands of
Pope Pius [V,, while his successor,
Pius V., bestowed it upon the JLateran
Basilica. Among other recipients of the
rose were Henry VIIL. of Eogland, who
got it from three different Popes as ‘‘a
defender of the faith;” Mary Casimir,
Queen of Poland, upon whom Innocent
X[, bestowed it in recognition of her
hasband John Sobeiski’s defeat of the
Turks at Vienna, and Marie Theress,
Queen of France, to whom Clemen 1X
gave it in 1668

Princes nowadays, however, do not
count for as much as they formerly did,
andbence the golden rose,which cnce went
to royal or princely families, has found
its way into demooratic homes. The
present Pope has bestowed it upon
Queen Mercedes, whose uatimely death
caused 80 much sorrow in Spain, it is
true, but he basaleo sent it twice across
the Atlantic to this country, some years
ago 1o Mrs, Sherman, and now, sgain,
to Miss Caldwell, both of whom have
certainly renderoci signal services to the
Catholic Church in the United States,
the former not alone by the warm inter-
est she takes in every Catholic move
ment at the national capital, but also by
the quiet influence she wields there and
knows how to make felt, and the latter
by her bountiful contribution to the
Catholic university fund.

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A NEW COREED,

The Presbyterian Church in Eogland
has been for the last three years engaged
on the work of preparing s new Creed.
The reason for this is avowedly because
the Westminster Oonfession of Faith 1s
too long and too complicated to be
aoceptable to the great mass of Presby-
terians as & deolaration of their indivi.
dual Faith, Hence, not only the Eng-
lish Presbyterians, but the Free Church
of Scotland also, have under consider-
ation the necessity of a new formulary
of Faith; but the Eoglish Presbyterians
are somewhat earlier in the field than
the others, and a Committee appointed
some years ago has brought forth a com.
plete draft of new “Articles of Faith”
which will practically supersede the
Westminster Confession, and which has
been submitted to the General Com.
mittee of the Ohurch for adoption, It
has not been, as yet, formally adopted,
but it is highly probable that after dis.
cuesion and consideration it will be
adopted, substantially, as the test of
Faith in the English Presby lerian Church
at all events. The general desire for
some such formulary is shcwn by the
fact that & committce was appointed to
frame it, and from the representative
character of the men who composed it,
there ig little doubt that it repre.
sents fairly the views of the Presbyterian
body of to day.

We, by no means, deny the authority
of Christ's Caurch on earth to issue for-
mularies of Faith, or Creeds, The
oreeds acknowledged and received by
the Catholic Church are eimply short
forms expressing more or less st length
one unalterable faith. This faitn no
authority on earth can change, but there
is no reeson why the Church may not
approve of several formularies, all of
which contain truths of religion, but
which are more or less lengthy, accord-
ing as they are to be committed to
memory, or used as a standard of refer.
ence by means of which the orthodoxy
of certain dooctrines may be readily
tested, Henoce we have in use in the
Catholic Church, beside the Apostles’
Creed, the Nicene Creed, the Creed of
Oonstantinople, and the Creeds of St.
Athanasius and Pope Pius VL,

Of all these creeds it will be remarked
that they are expressions of the same
Faith, though not stated in the
same words, nor in every case naming
esplicitly the same doctrines. They
only profess to be abrndgments
of the Christian dootrine, and
having been compiled at different
times, and for diflerent purposes,
chiefly with the general object of meet.
ing the heresies in vogue at the date of
compilation, it is to be expected that in
each those doctrines should be more
fully explained which wers most persis.
tently denied at the time. But they all
contain Christian dootrines which in all
ages are recognized as truths, Hence
there is no foundation for the assertion
of Batuage and other Protestants that
this diversity of really Cbristian creeds is
& justification of the diversity of creeds
and Confessions o Faith which have been
issued by various Protestant sects, and
even by the same sect at difterent
periods, Thus in the Caurch of Eng-
land it is well known that the forty.two
articles ol King I iward differ materially
from the thirty.nine now in use, and
Bishop Burpett himself declares that in
many instances the definitions of Faith
were purposely left vague and general
so a8 to include in the apparent pro-
fession of one faith those who held the
wmost irreconcilable difterences of belief
on the most important matters. We
cannot imagine a more important ob-
ject of faith than the corporal presence
or absence of our Lord in the Blessed
Eucharist. On the decision of this
point rests the obligation of our adoring
Him there present, or of the merely
reverential participation of the Sacra.
ment in memory of its institution by
Him. Yet Burnett says in regard to the
Elisabetban definitions on this point:

teaching or repudiating the dootrine, 1

have quoted that it was not by chance
or forgetfulness, but by design, that the
Church of England adopted an ambigu.
ous instead of the decisively condemna.-
tory formulary which was promulgated
by the Council of King Edward, Hence
the High Churchmen of to.day have a
perfect right to maintain that their doec-
trine of the Real Pr is not opposed
to the present authoritative teaching of
their Caurch, notwithstanding that Mr,
Burnett endeavors to make his readers
believe that the docirine of the Church
on this subject was left really unchanged
in the new articles of faith,

In the new creed of the Presbyterians
we find a precisely similar course fol
lowed in regard to those dootrines which
constituted hitherto the distinctive doc-
trines of Presbyterianism. It is notorious
that there are doctrinal points in the
Westminster Confession which are not
now agreeable to a large body among
Presbyterians, Let us instance “mar.
ringe with a deceased wife's sister.” Oa
this point the Westminster Confession
is most clear and positive, The twenty-
fourth chapter says : “The man may not
marry any of his wife’s kindred nearer
in blood than he may of his own.” And
in more than one place we are seriously
informed that no earthly power can dis-
solve this impediment, The same sec.
tion from which the above statement is
extracted says: “Marriage ought not
to be within the decrees of consanguinity
or affinity forbidden in the Word ; nor
can such sncestuous marriages EVER be
made lawful by any law of man, or con-
sent of parties, 80 as those persons may
live together as man and wife,”

In the celebrated National Covenant,by
which the Confession of Faith is accepted
by the General Assembly and eolemnly
subscribed to in 1581, 1590, 1638 and
1639, it is declared that “this only is the
true Ohristian faith and religion, pleasing
God, and bringing salvation to man: and
we abhor and detest all contrary religion
and dootrine, but chiefly all kind of
Papistry in general and particular heads,
even as they are now damned and con.
futed by the Word of God and Kirk of
Scotland.” Espeoially is the “Roman
Antichrist” cond d in this precious
document for dispensations granted in
these and other “degrees of marriage
forhidden in the word,”

It is well known that many Presbyter.
ians of the present time could not bear
this doctrine, having made up their
minds that marriage with a deceased
wife's sister should be allowed, Many
prominent clergy endeavored to stem
the torrent of public opinion, by showing
that such marriages are not permitted
by the law of God, but to no purpose;

and now the new creed which is, |

probably, to take the place of the
antiquated doctr'1es of the Westminster
divines, gets over the difticulty in a quiet
way, not by directly contradicting the
Westm!nster Confession, but by a discreet
silence on the subject. We all know how
this will work. The Westmioster Con.
fession will be gradually abandoned as a
Rule of Faith, and will, in time, be laid
away on the shelf. Meantime, the new
creed will be euperseding it until it be
entirsly forgotten, just as are King
Edward’s “Articles of Faith.” Just what
Burnett tells us occurred in the Church
of Eogland, will occur here. The new
Confession being “so contrived that it
miay not exolude” the supporters of
either view, will' be adopted by both
parties, and it will cease to be believed
that such “incestuous marriages” cannot
be made law/ul by any human authority
or law. This ia the way in which Pres-
byterinnism meanufactures divine truth
ot will,

There are other doctrines of the
Weatminster Oonfession whiok are dealt
with by the new oteed in similar fashion,

but our limited space will not permit ua

to refer to them mow, We may.bave
ocoasion to do so at a future time, We
shall only add now tbat the bluster of
the Westminster Contession againat the
Pope has much the flavor of Bir John

complicated by a total onslaught on the
compensation olauses of the County
Government Bill,” Other Conservatives
say that a clause in this Bill, concerning
Local Option, caused the Salvation
Army and the Blue Ribbon men'
to vote for Mr, KEvans, and’
that the Conservative newspaper 'is
worthless, while the Liberals have a
first-class journal for their organ, It is
easy {0 see that these causes could not
contirol so large u vole as to turn a
majority of 668 into a minority of S85;

many constituencies in which bye.elec-
tions have indicated a complete reaction
in favor of the Liberal polioy. It is also
said that the Conservative candidate was
personably unpopular, From this we
might infer stupidity in the party which
brought him out, but even on these
grounds the completeness of the defeat
can scarcely be accounted for.

The Pall Mall Gazette says: *The
defeat of the Oonservative candidate is
the worst shock the Government has
received this session.” The Star says:
“The defeat is the beginning of the end,
and means the triumph of the Home
Rule cause through the break.up of the
Liberal Unionist party.

Mr, Evans, the successful candidate,
was absent in the United States during
the canvass, and the Government being
aware of this brought on the election
hurriedly while he could not be on the
tield of battle. These were the sneak-
ing tactics which proved successful in
defeating Mr, Wilfred Blunt at Deptford.
It is creditable to Southwmpton that
they did not succeed there, Mr, Evaus
conducted the contest by cable, and his
wife represented him at the campaign
msetings, 1t can scarcely be credited
that the disgust which would be en
gendered in some minds by the con.

But, as ii happeis, Wo aié
subjects of Great Britain and Ireland—
and may continue 80 to exist for many &
long day. We ought to coneider, then,
our true interests and aek ourselves,
would Canadians be better off and more
likely to prosper commercialy, trading
duty free with Great Britain or with our
American neighbors, Were England,
for instance, to discriminate in favour of
her colonies, in exacting fiscal imposts
©0a sll imported goods, supposing that
Eogland levied duties, say twenty five
per cent, on all cereals and cattle, eto,
imported from Russia, France, and the
United States, and admitted all Cana
dian produce free of duty—the advant.
age to the Canadian farmer on this sup-
position would be ;very great indeed,
While the Russian or American producer
received seventy five cents per bushel
for his grain, the Canadian or Austra-
lian farmer would obtain one dollar, The
same advantage would accrue to the
Scotch and Irish tiller of the soil. In the
cattle-trade a similar embargo might be
placed on all foreigh importations, and
discrimination made in favour of Canada,
Ireland, snd sll the “colonies. But
would the English pedple consent to
have their bread taxed! The Federa.
tionists meet this difficulty by saying
that when tea, ooflee, rice and other
commodities imported from India were
made free, the compensation would be
sufficiently ample to reconcile the peo-
ple of England to & small rise in the
price of bread-stuffs, The advooates of
imperial Federation farther maintain

that although the American market is at
our doors, the market of the world is at
Liverpool, and that if all our cattle and
grain were taken by the Americans it
would be done merely for transhipment
to Eugland. But while we have the
Port of Halifax and the Gulf ot St. Law.
rence, and in the near future the sea of
Labrador to ship from, we do not need
the help and expense of American mid.
dle men to ship and sell for us in the
Eoglish markets, The alternate ques
tions of Commercial Union and Imperial
Federation are looming up in the politi-
cal horizion, aud some thunder must be
heard and lightnings flash before the
political eky sssumes its old-time seren-
ity.

PERVERSION OF THE LAW.

It is generally supposed that in prosecu-
tions by the Crown, the object is to bring
the guilty to punlbment, and not to
stzain the law s0 es to inflict punishment
on the innocent. In Ireland, however, the
object of the Orown s altogether different.
We know how the Crown stepped in to
shield the Mitchellstown murderers, and
the would-be murderers at Eanls. Now
a cme comes up in Galway where the
Crown Solicitor does all in bis power to
secure & conviction for forelble possession
against & tenant on the estate of & rack-
renter named Lewls, This Lewis had been
engeged for some time in the work of
eviction, but the tenants returned to
poesesslon of thelz holdings. In the case
of one of the tenants who was tried for
taking forcible possession, §* was proved
by & dozen witnesses that a boy had
remained in the house while the process
of eviction had been carried ony so that
the writ was not duly executed. One
Gamble, an emergencyman, swore that
Father Ezan was a perjurer, and Mr,
Blake, Czown Solicitor of Galway, argued
that this evidence should be received in
preference to that of Father Egan and the
cther witnesses for the defence. Even
Balfour’s “Removable Magistrates” could
not agree to this anonstrous attempt to
pervert the lew, and the cace was dis-
missed. The evicted tenants have now
the right of an action against Lewis for
trespass and assanlt.

THE BAPTIST UNION TROUBLE.
The great tempest which was expected
on acoount of Rev. Mr. Spurgeon’s seces*
sion from the Baptist Union, nnd which
threatened to end in dire confusion, has
passed over. The schisms which were
to have arisen in consequence have been
averted, quietly and peacefully, and the
historians of the event state that a satis-
factory settlement has been reached.

It will be remembered that Mr. Spur-
geon’s contention was that the Union is
too lax, admitting to full communion
those who reject belief in the everlasting
pains of hell, and others of exiremely
Latitudinarian views, He masintained,
and thus gave great offence, that Ohris-
tianity has a code of definite doctrines
which men should believe, and that
those who reject these doctrines should
not be admitted to the brotherhood of
Christianity. But the Baptist delegates
from all parts of England held a meeting
on the 28rd of April. To the last moment
up to the time of holding the meeting
Mr, Spurgeon maintained his position,
and his followers seconded him, that
there should be a fixed creed adopted to
which all members of the Baptist
denomination should adhere, When,
however, the meeting assembled no
written creed was insisted on, Those
who hold the *larger hope,” asit is called,
that is, those who believe that all will
ultimately be saved, were not con-
domned. Nevertheless with sdmirable
inconsistency{those who hold purgatory,
and Universalists, are excluded from the
denomination. - Who else are the Uni.
versalists, but those who hold that all
will ultimately be saved ! And of those
who hold this doctrine, which the Con.
vention allows, we believe there are very
few who do not uphold the theory that
there is & probation after death, which is
in reality a purgatory. Thus it would
appear that the Baptists aré permitted
to hold the existence of a middle state
where some souls suffer for a time before
being admitted into heaven, provided
they do not call it purgatory ; and they
are permitted also to hold the distinctive
doctrine of the Universalists provided
they do not call themselves by this name,

Waa not the QOhurch of Christ and its
priesthood, or ministry, by which ever
name they may choose to call it, insti-
tuted, acoording to St. Paul, “‘that hence-
forth we be no more children tossed to
and fro, and carried about with every
wind of dootrine by the wickedness of
men, by cunning craftiness by which
they lie in wait to deceive?” Eph, iv.
14 How then will the Baptists sub.
stantiate their olaim to be this Church,
whereas instead of nourishing their ad-
herents with the doctrines of truth, they
permit every species ot false doctrine to
be openly taught, thus letting believers
be carried about by the wind of false
dootrine against which St, Paul 8o de-
olsively puts us on our guard?

Surely in abandoning the anchdf of

in the Catholic Caurch, they render
themselves liable to that dire anathema
which St. Pdul utters against any one,
even “an angel from heaven,” who
should “preach & gospel berides that
which we have preached to you.” Gal.i,
8,9, The Baptist Union has purchased
a seeming peace, but at the price of
precious truth,

Since the above was written, s letter
has been published by Mr, Spurgeon in
which he expresses regret that the
Union is 60 lax in doctrine, He writes:
“Mourning over the great evil in some of
the churches, I sacrified place, friend.
ship, and reputation to bs clear of it.
My protest was resented, but the dis.
cussions which have taken place since
more than justify my charges. It has
coat me many wounds to be the accuser
of my brethren, it is still more painful
to find that these great errors are not
regarded as serious by the mass of pro-
fessors,”

We admire Mr, Spurgeon’s honesty of
purpose and love for Caristian truth, but
what else could he expect than what has
occurred, from the principle which puts
the individual judgment above the
authority of the Church as instituted by
Corist? If he wishes to find the Chris.
tian doctrine consistently taught, he
should look to the one true fold which
obeys the mandate of Christ, “Teach
all nations all things whatsoever 1 have
commanded you,” He need not expect
to find this obeyed under Protestantism
in any form,

Iy BurcaRIA the Government have
removed Mgr, Olement, ﬁetiopoliun of
the Greek Church at Sofia, on account of
his hostility to Prince Ferdinand. Thus
does time bring about the legitimate
consequence of one’s own doings, The
Greek schism was established originally
through the pride of desiring to be inde.
pendent of the Holy Apostolic See, the
authority which God appointed to rule
His Caurch, but it submitted to be the
slave of the civil power ; and now the
civil power asserts its suprezae authority.

NoTwITHSTANDING the grest improve.
ment which has teken place in Germany
in the condition of the Catholics of the
country, within the last few years, they
are still subject:d to many real grievances,
An instance of this 1s to be found in
Boppard on the Rhine, The Caurch of
the Carmelites wes a few years ago taken
from the Catholics by the Government,
and handed over to the “Old Catholics,” of
whom there are only seventy in the town,
and these hold it yet, though there are
over 4000 Catholics according to the
officlal oensus., The cathollcs have several
times spplied to have the Church restored
to them, but hitherto without success.

Tae Methodist General Conference sit-
ting in New York has declared it to be
desirable to take measures for the conver-
slon of the large nuwbers of Catholic
immigrants who are constantly coming to
Ameriea, snd o justify themeelves in this
decislon, they declare that “Romanism {s
a dapger to the institutions of the coun-
try,” This is rather cool impudence on
the part of Jobn Wealey’s followers,
What could more endsnger the institu.
tions of the country than the principle
maintained by the father of Methodiem,
that *Romanism ought not to be tolerated
by sny Government, whether Protestant,
Mahometan or Pagan.” Intoleranceseems
to be inberent in Methodism, but it is
well that Catholiss are so strong in the
United States, that they need have no
fear of the impotent denunclations of
these would.be persecutors,

At the last competitive examinations
at Manchester, N, H,, for a cadetship
in West Point the three leading com-
petitors were pupils of Catholic schools.
Dartmouth College and Manchester City
schools were among those that sent
candidatee, but John Francis Mahoney,
a pupil of the Cathedral School, won the
cadetship with 79 per cent of the maxi.
mum marks. Two boys of the same
school attained a higher percentage, but
could not get the cadetship because they
did not come up to the pbysical standard
required,  Facte like these speak
volumes in favor of the parochial schools,
which it bas become the custom to de
preciate, 88 compared with the public
godless schools, At the Naval Academy
the results were similiar, Cnarles L.
Hussy, of Rochester, a pupil also of a
Oatholic School, Phillip’s Exeter Acad-
emy, won the cadetship,

In reference to the school dispute
which bas arisen in Doston in conse-
quence of a teacher in one of tje schools
insisting on teaching his pupils that an
indulgence is & license to commit sin,
the Boston Advertiser says: “If Mr,
Travis has taught the pupils of the Eog-
lish High School in Boston, as an histori-
cal fact or a theological argument, that
in the doctrine of the Roman Catholic
Church an ‘indulgence’ is & permission
to commit sin, he is to be severely
blamed. Historically, the statement is
not true; theologically, the topic Is for:
bidden in the public schools.” Not-
withstanding this, the Rev, W, Kellaway,
of Tremont Temple, declares publicly
that he is ready to prove that “in the
sixteenth century as at other periods
an indulgence meant a permission or
license to commit sin,” Mr. Kellaway’s
historical knowledge would be vastly
improved by his taking lessons from any
Oatholic children who are acquairted
with their Catechism.

THE LATE ARCHBISHOP LYNCH.

A PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND PRIEST'S TRIB-
UTE TO HIS MEMORY,

The deep regret which accompanied
the announcement of the death of Arch.
bishop Lynch is not circumscribed by
the limits of the province over which he
exercised Archiepiscopal jurisdiction,
but extends from ocean {0 ocean, As
the greatness o! any of our citizens cau-
not be exclusively claimed by the parti.
cular province of which he is a resident,
but extends itself, hooors and ennobles
the whole nstion, so, also, the regret
experienced at the death of such a per-
sonage is not local but universal. Here
in Prince Edward Island we mourn with
you in Oatario, and indeed with the
whole Dominion, the loss of a great man,
a true and gifted bishop and the friend
of our suftering race wherever found,
Perhaps outside his own province, and
possibly Quebec, Archbishop Lynch
wae nowhere in this Dominion better
known and more generally beloved than
in this Island province. True we only
epjoyed his personal scquaintance
within the last three or four years; but
that was long enough to learn to love,
honor and esteem him, to feel for him
in his trials, to rejoice with him in his
successes, and now to mourn for him
with a grief all the more poignant be
cause the grief which comes of a love
unsatisfied,

Mgr, Lynch passed three vacations on
the Island. He came here first to assist
at the Silver Jubilee celebration of our
bishop, and was there eech succeeding
year after, the guest of the late regretted
Owen Connolly, Esquire, Every recur:
ring summer we welcomed the venerable
prelate to our shores and bude him
adieu again after a vieit of about six
weeks, pl d in the i of
his having improved much in health, if
sorry that the work of his vast diocese
called him hence so early, How he
enjoyed his holiday here 1 need not say.
In the speech he delivered at the ban-
quet in St. Dunstan's College, on the
occasion of his first arrival here, (the
Jubilee celebration above mentioned) he
spoke of the delight he experienced on
beholding this beautiful island, and in the
course of his remarks, he said he could
not refrain from designating it “An Ire
land of an island,” as outeide the Emerald
Isle iteelf he had never seen in all the
wide world such richness of verdure,
such a scene of quiet beauty and sbund
ant comfort, It is notstrange then that
he endeavored to tind time yearly to pay
us & short visit ; and that in a small pro.
vinoe like thie, he should become gener-
ally known and beloved.

Ot His Grace’s scholarly qualities we
were often the enthusiastic witnesses.
His efforts in the cause of religion in his
native province made themselves felt on
religion the Dominion over. We watohed
with keen interest his defence of our
Holy Faith against false aspersions and
from our hearts thanked God that on
every occasion the strength to success.
fully repel each fierce attack was not
withheld from His worthy minister,
Mgr. Lynoh, like St, Paul, fought unre.
mittingly for truth, Although derided,
calumoiated, aye, even persecuted, he
fought on valiantly agsinst error in all
its speciousnees, keeping always in mind
the words of the (Fospel, “the servant is
not better than the Master,” Like the
Apostle of the Gentiles, he was satisfied
to know that “If we suffer we shall also
reign with Him,” (Il Tim. ii); and,
therefore, did he obey to the letier the
apostolic injunction—*Be inetant in sea-
son and ouv of Beason : reprove, entreat,
rebuke in all patience and doctrine.”
(Ib). How closely he conformed to
this command is known to us all
While others talked of expediency and
held up their hands in holy horror of
offending “our separated brethren,”
the good archbishop, than whom no pre-
late in America loved those very breth:
ren more, believed that love could not
be better proved than dinirning their
errors, in vindicating Catholic doctrine,
in repudiating such silly, stupid acousa-
tions as are every day leveled againat
the Church of Christ Some might think
him aggressive, but that very aggressive-
ness sprang from an ardent love for his
fellowman and the salvation of souls, a
love which ever included the erring it it
gave no quatter to the error itself,

To the saintly life of the deceased pre-
late we bear a willing tesiimony, Kven
whilst here on s short holiusy he never
sllowed bis religious exercisea to be in.
terrupted. Many a time we bave found
bim, when ocalling at Mr. Con.
nolly’s splendid residence, where he was

always & most weloome visitor, not in
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the spacious salon reclining in a luxuri-
ous arm chair, but down in the quiet
little summer house, in the lower part of
the grounds, where, uninterrupted by
aught else save the gentle waves which
cnme and went at his feet, he buried
himself in maditation, recited the holy
oftice, said his beads or listered 10 the
reading of sowe spiritual work by his
secretary. These daily cifices of piety
were never overlooked woatever tran.
spired, The writer remembers wall
being one of a party of priests and relig.
ious who enjoyed a pleasant excursion
with him up one of our beautiful rivers.
Welanded to take luncheor at a stop-
ping point, and embarked again when the
steamer returned from the other places
at  which  she touched  further
on, 'Twes evenfall a8 we ap-
proached the harbor, and the Arcn.
bishop reminded us that it was now time
to recite the rosary. The boat being a
public one, and many of the passengers
pon-Catholic, some thought any such
exercise of devotion out of place; but
His Grace wae not to be put ofl in that
fashion, He would hear no excuses, but,
on the other hand, reproved us for our
timidity, asking us by way of settling
the question, how those outside ourselves
were to know anything of our belief and
practices if we were afraid to perform
even 80 small an exercise of devotion in
their presence. We said the beads and
sang the Ave Maris Stella, All tho passen-
ger gathered round; and I remember
distinetly the words of a promineut
Presbyterian minister to his wife as he
stood at my elbow: “I was highly edifiad
indeed.” And thus the saintly prelate
ever acted. He was quite convinced
that anything Catholic could bear the
whole flyod of the light of day,

Each year the Archishop visited us he
delivered a sermon at the cathedral, one
of those leerned but familiar discourses
which recalied the days of St, Ambrose,
delighting the ear, carrying conviction to
the mind, sinking deep into the heart,
With an unlimited command of language
and a knowledge of theo'ogy as profound
a8 it was varied, he was always ready, at a
moments notice, to preach a sermon of
more than ordinary merit, But his
knowledge was not confined to the sacred
gcience; he was at home on any subject
snd singularly happy in its treatment,
His company was always charming, his
conversation brilliant, full of anecdote,
sparkling with wit and clever repartee,
At the banquet of which I spoke above,
although speeches were made by
a8 number of Canada’s greatest
sons, the universal verdiot pronounced
that of Mgr, Lynch the “speaker of the
evening.” Indeed, these were the very
words | heard from the lips of a promin-
ent Protestant, an ex premier, and now
our leading representative at Ottawa, as
we passed out of the banquet hall,

But slthough we knew him for these
qualities which from his high position
were more or less the admiration of the
general public, you Catholics of Toronto
and the whole I’rovince of Ontario revere
“'m on account of a thousand other
claims, and consequently, your grief will
not be easily assuaged, His place in
your hearte cannot soon be filled, his
poeition will not be readily assumed by
another; but on this account you are not
to be disconsolate. The God of all mercy
will comfort His bereaved Church and
most assuredly Mgr. Lynch in Heaven will
not be lees unmindful of her interests
than when he so faithfully served her in
flesh. We, too, have gained an inter-
cessor before the throne of God if we
have lost a friend in this land of our
exile, and this consoling thought should
“gonvert our sadness into joy,” for “Di-
vine wisdom reacheth from end to end
mightily and ordereth all things sweetly.”

Before Jales Ferry and Psul Bert bad
vented thelr anti-Christian hatred on that
fomily of scholars and spostles, the Com-
mune bad invaded their abode. The
foremost men of the Rule de Sevres com-
munity and of the two splendid schools cf
Rue des Postes and Vaugirard had been
seized and imprisoned as hostsges To-
gether with the then Anlbbllow Parh,
the rector of the Chuich of the eleine,
& choloe band of Dominicans, and magls-
trates of eminence,

¢ HOBTAGES WERE MASSACRED,
some of them with circumstances of ap-
palling atrocity such ss bad not been wit-
nessed in the worst ecenes of the first Rev-
olation.

The Jesuits who fell victims to the fury
of the Communards are buried in one of
the side chapels of the beautiful Church of
the Rule de Sevrzes. Notone of them had
ever, directly or indirectly, taken any
rn in local or general politics, The

renzy of hatred let loose againet them at
the time of their imprisonment, while in
prison, and particularly at their death,
was the outcome of that eame spirit which
le atill ot work in Paris and tbroughout
France, snd which sees in the eelf-sacrific.
ing labors of the holiest priest one lon,
conspiracy sgainst goruln liberty and
elee that the people hold most dear. Never
was the populace of pagan Rome roused
to a more fierce hatred of the early Chrls.
tlan martyre, by the misrepresentations
holding up the latter to public animad.
verslon as the worst foes of the empire,
than were the men and women who tore
away from their escort the genmtle and
sslntly Father Caubert and his superior,
be fearless, energetic and devoted Father
Olivaint, and then hacked them to death
with scoff and insult, and nameless out-
rage, pitching their mangled bodies into
the nearest cesspool.

No wonder that all that is best In Paris
makes of the church, where all five are
now burled, a place of pilgrimage. The
five slabs on the pavement record their
names, their ages and the day of their
beroic death. Orowns of immortelles are
lying all around.

It wes with & heart deeply moved that
1 knelt there. I bad known them so well,
00 well! Ibad left them in the autumn
of 1864 in the full prime of manhood—
two of them, Fathers Ducoudray and
Clercq, having searcely reached their 40th

year.

Father Clercq I bad prepared myself for
the enlobntlonqol his first mats at Laval
in the early autumn of 1858, He bad
been a distinguisbed young officer of the
French navy, distingulshed in every way
for his sclentific attainments, his spotless
conduct, his bravery, his amiability, How
little I thought, as I stood by him at the
altar on that dn{’-lo dear to a prieitly
beart, how near he was to the end of his
career, and to the martyr’s crown!

And Leon Ducoudray bad also been my
loved companion at Laval, He was an
only son, the heir of a wealthy and plous
lady living quite near that city, He
bad gradusted in law, and bad a brilliant
worldly career before bim, when he gave
up everything to embrace a life of poverty,
obedience and perpetual abnegation.
There were some

like him at Laval, all perfecting their
philosophical, scientific and theological
studies, all running joyously together
that rece for intellectual and moral excel.
lence which was only o preparation for
the real work of thelr high calling, Leon
Ducoudrsy was one of those who were
the life of our recreations.

He
had a glorlous voice and I think I oan
hear its notes rising and soaring above all

But the rapscallions who
bad obteined the accendancy during the
brief ul’n of the Commune, no
memory for herolc services, no liking for
heroic devotion and self-sacrifice, They
bad made up their minds to destroy these
nurseries of Christian education, root and
branch,
As Fathers Ducoudray and Clereq with
others of their ameociates were led to
n between files of the National
uazd, the rabble jeered, insuited and
threatened. Ducoudray, with radiant face,
turned towards his beloved companions,
and recalling what is recorded of the
scourged Apostles, “and they departed
from the presence of the Cuncil rejoiciu;;
that they were counted wortby to suffer,”
he called aloud, “And we too rejoice to
suffer for His name, fs it not so{” The
ready snswer came bask in the same
joyous tones.

It was on Leon Decoudray’s strong arm
that the venerable Archbishop Darbols
leaned when one section of the hostages
were taken out and placed against the
wall to be shot to death. The first mur.
derous volley only grievously wounded
the Archblshop. who fell helplesly to the
ground. But Ducoudrsy, comparatively
unharmed, lifted the prelate up in his
arms, an, comforting him with brave
words held him close to bis own heart till
a second volley did the work of murder
thoroughly. Father de Baugy, rector of
the Oollege of Vaugizard, was also there,
young in years, of noble birth and noble
presence, and thirsting only to win the
martyr's crown. He and Father Clercq
never ceased to cheer and exhort their
follow sufferers on that dreadful morning
till their voices were quenched in death,

Fathers Olivaiut and Caubert met thelr
fearful doom in another part of the clty,
The forner, when seized by order of the
Commune, was rector of the Residence,
85 Rue de Sevres, and had the latter for
bis assistant. He was & man of feeble
frame, but great of soul. All who knew
bim, the Cathollc workmen and poor of
his neighborbood especially, revered him
as & saint. They bad no part in his tak.
Ing cff. Father Caubert belonged to a
family of lawyers, megistrates rather.
He bad given up great wealth and an
honored position to become

that be wae, They both had bad timely
warning of the intention of the Commun-
ards to Seize their persons, but they took
Bo steps to avold them, On the contrary,
Father Olivaint was in the interlor court
of the residence, unltln% his broviary
office, when a friend, who bad been on the
lookout, ran In to tell him that the sol-
diers were approsching, “I am waiting
for them,” was bis curt rop:{, a8 he con-
tinued slowly pacing up and down, recit.
ing psalm after psalm,

Their fate, as I bave already hinted,
was & most dreadful one. They were im-
prisoned in a part of the city where thelr
good deeds and benefactlons were un.
known, and where survived the lineal de.
scendants of the Septembriseurs, educated
in the traditional hatred of everything re.
liglour. After the victorlons entrance
into Parls of the Government troops,
search was made for the bodies of the two
noble priests and of their companions in
the alow martyrdom they had been mads
to endure.

When drawn forth from the cesspool
and cleansed from ite foul pollution it
was seen how cruelly these

bad geshed and manyled the unresistin
victlms, It was a tale of unmltlgms
horror and would freeze the Christian
heart did we not know that these martyrs
of the revolutionary furles suffered and
died praying that thelr blood might call
down on Paris, on France, pardon, peace,
and the return to all homes within them
of Christlan truth with all ita charities.

All this I thought of as I knelt on the
cold slabs of these men whom I had loved
in life, whom I envy in their glorlouns
death,

Are we ever to see again in Paris the
renewal of such scenes ! God only knowa,
Thie, however, I can say, that the heroic
uYh-It unsbt from such examples breathes
all around me in the breasts, in the lives
not only of French priests, but of French
laymen of every degree.

Whatever the near futare may bring to
the land of Joan of Arc—commune, or
social republic, or monarchy—there are
millione in it of good men and true, whose
faith In the Goapel will only be deepened
by the battles and parsecations ot the pre-
sent, and by the bitterest trials of the
future,
