So
wrote a young man, two years after the famous
Bramwell’s death, while preaching, and strug-
gling for entire purity of heart, on Bradford
Circuit, England ; he was to he a second Bram-
well during a brief ministerial career. Two
weeks later he writes: “ Glory be to God! My
soul is happy in his love. I feel that Christ
has my heart. Whether this be sanctification
or not, I have not the clear assurance; but my
soul is full of love and joy.” He obtained the
¢ clear assurance,” and the name of David Ston-
er has ever since been precious throughout the
Methodist world. The history of his Christian
life has stimulated his ministerial brethren at
home, has kindled the ardor of itinerants in the
frontier wilds of America, and nerved the mis-
sionaries of Fiji and New Zealand to wrestle
with the principalities and powers of darkness
amid the horrors of cannibal barbarism.

He was born at Barwick-in-Elmet, near Leeds,
in 1794, of Methodist parents, who trained him
early to a religious life. He was converted when
about twelve years old. By diligence in study
he qualified himself for the office of a teacher,
which he creditably sustained during some years.
As his youth advanced, his sensitive mind was
troubled with the impression that it was his duty
to preach the Gospel. Ahout his eighteenth
year, rising from a dangerous illness, he yielded
to his conscience, und began to labor in the local
linistry. In 1814 he was sent out to aid the
“'“avelling preachers on the Leeda circuit, and the

Y Conference of that year reccived him on proba-
tion, uppointing him to Holmfirth, near Hudders-
field. Kntirely devoted to his work, and seeking
the perfect consecration of his soul to God, he
could not fail of immediate usefulness. The
reckless were smitten under his word, and the
Church was kept alive with zeal. From the
beginning to the end of his ministerial course
he was an evangelist in the fullest sense of the
title, and “ revivals” could hardly be called ex-
traordinary, but rather ordinary results of his
labors. Holiness, sanctification, was his thente,
and from the time at which we have introduced
him, when it became o distinet subject of his
experience, he went through his course as a
“flame of fire.” Iven before this period his
usefulness was remarkable. His second circuit

| feets of Stoner’s fervent ministry. * Since 1
Y began to travel,” he writes, *“ 1 have not known
| one man under whose preaching so many souls
{ have been converted as under Mr. Stoner'’s;” a
significant testimony from a veteran who had
been a colleague of Bramwell, and had known
most of the ministerial giants of Wesley's last
years. ‘“He gives himself continually to prayer
and to the ministry of the word ; he minds no-
thing else, and his profitting appears unto all.”’
When Entwisle left the circuit in 1823 he could
look back upon extraordinary successes.” More
than a thousand persons had been converted, and
the piety of the Church had been everywhere
deepened. It had been *a time of refreshing
from the Lord, which could not soon he forgot-
ten.”

The labois of the devoted David Stoner have
been narrated down to the year 1825, The obitu-
ary of 1827 records his death. In 1826 he was
appointed to the Liverpool circuit, where, in a few
weeks, he closed his useful career, but not till he
had made a dee) impression on the circuit.—
Twenty-six times he preached in Liverpool and

its vicinity, and visible good was accomplished,
it is said, by every discourse. He encouraged
band-meetings, promoted preaching in private
houses, and enforced everywhere the importance
of direct labours for the salvation of souls. All
who had familiar intercourse with him at this
time observed a remarkable elevation of his
spirit, a sublime earnestness and spiritual power.
They could not, says his biographer, refrain
from thinking that he was preparing for some
great event, though they little supposed it would
be his translation to heaven. His last sermon
was, perhaps, the most powerful he ever deliver-
ed; outlines of it remain ; they are overwhelm-
ing in their solemn persuasiveness. His sick-
ness was painful ; but his faith triumphed in the
consuming fire. * Jesus, thou art my_ hope and
confidence for ever and ever!” he exclaimed a
few hours before his departure. His last words
were characteristic of his whole ministry : ¢ Lord,
Save them by thousands!

A evat
of white éopal varnish, applied when the cloth is
first laid, and remewed every Spring, will add
many years to the wear.

It is not necessary to take up the cloth when
carpets are put on for the Winter. Spread three
or four thicknesses of paper, lapping the edges, to
keep dust from working through, lay the carpet
ou these, and the oil-cloth, after a good wash-
ing in Bpring, will come out as bright as ever.

sion being made for keeping m’mn..c\ from
passing through the walls from the outside and
up through the earthern floors inside during
rainy weather. The cellar of a house should be
dry %0 as to render it comfortable and healthy,
as moisture in the lower part of a dwelling gen-
erally makes the upper stories damp and ohilly,
and causes mildew in clothes, books, and all
household articles made of cloth and leather.

Cellars can be easily built so as to have dry walls,
and bard dry floors ; and the latter are invalu-
able to prevent rats from burrowing, as well as
dampuess from coming up from the soil beneath.
To render the cellar wall dry they whould be
coated on the outside with hydraulic cement,
mixed with sand. Houses in our cities have
their cellar walls thus treated in many instances,
but their floors are neglected. To make s ce-
ment floor, the surface should first be rammed
down and leveiled ; then hydraulic cement, mix-
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mortar, should be laid on to about ofié inch in

thickness, and its surface levelledl with & scraper
made of a thick plank. In laying down such 2
floor, sections of eight feet square should be
marked off, and finished one after another. A
coat of clean sand or gravel, one inch thick,
should be laid on the top of the cement; and
after it has stood about half an hour, the whole
should be rammed down smooth with a pounder,
when the work is completed, after- the surplus
sand has been swept off. In a few days sucha
floor becomes hard as a stone, and guite imper-
vious to water.— Scientific American.

-Government tanj to the abolition
of Slavery !

The whole civilized world watches with intense
amazement and grief the progress of the frati-
cidal struggle in the neighbouring Republic.
Known only to God are the issues of the strife.
Meanwhile, the odds against the seceded States
are tremendoualy great. In men and money, in
credit and ships of wur the superiority is vastly
in favour of the United States. Yet the race is
not always to the swift nor the battle to the
strong. Many and precious are the interests
involved. Would it be best for the well-being

otherwise. For the very comstitution, to uphold
which the North is sending its numesons legions
to shed the blood of their countrymen, sacredly
guards that slave property against all Federal
interference.

engirdle the Slave Empire, and prevent its ex-
pansion. Mexico and the States of Central
America would be guaranteed from Slaveholding
encroachment by Fngland, France and the Uni
ted States. The Slave trade would be piracy.
Thousands of fugitive Slaves would escape North
and West from Southern bondage never to re-
turn. To us, surveying the question without
passion and without prejudice, among all con-
tingencies possible, it appears greatly probable
i that the final severance of the Slave-stricken
| territory from the rule of the Federal Govern
ment would be the result least detrimental 1o
| human liberty, and least injurious to the free
people of the United States.
