FOUGHT NURSE
AND ESCAPED

Suit in Montreal Over The
Death of Typhoid Fever
Patient

[Canadian Pross Despatch]

MONTREAL, March 18—An ac-
count of a terrific fight which took
place between Horace~Chartier, while
suffering from a typhoid delirium, in
the Hotel - Dieu, and the nuns and
attendants of that institution, “was
given to Judge Beaudin yesterday in
the course of the hearing of. the argu-
ments submitted by the lawyers of
Chartier’s widow, who asked the
judge for a ruling as to the responsi-
bility of the hospital for mortal and
sclf-infiicted injuries sustained by a
patient.

The evidence submitted - showed
that recently Chartier, who was a
man of enormous strength, was
brought to the hospital suffering
from typhoid. He became violently
deiirious, and, in order to prevent any
untoward incidents; e was tied to his
| bed, leather straps being fastened to
{ his arms and feet. Somehow or other
he managed to toosét kisghands, and,
gaining the flovg, e

raggiaegelis, béd alter him, and in
this way reached & eupboard six or
| seven fect away ‘fronr the bed. In

[ clothes. Smashing in one.of the pan-
{els of thet'door with his fist, he se-

|the scene, in answer to calls from
| the terrified Sisters, he was brandish-

for the window, and smashing
through the frame and blinds, he
,jumped to the ground, almost drag-
| ging the orderly with him.

Remove from the
fire, and when almost cold beat with
an egg beéater, Then fold in a large
cupfil of flaked preserved pineapple
(drained), and half a pint of cream,
beaten solid. Pour into a ring mould
and set' in the icebox to chill and
harden. Serve unmoulded on a glass
platter and pour over a whipped
creanr sauce,

add- half a cupful of sugar, a pinch
of salt, a saltspoonful of grated nut-

INDUSTRIAL DISPUTES.

A continued improvement was re-
ported to the Department of Labor
during February in regard to condi-
tions from the standpoint of indus-
trial disputes. The number of em-
ployees involved in strikes and* lock-
outs during February was over three
hundred less than the number simi-
larly affected during the ‘preceding
month, while the number of work-
ing days lost was less than the
number lost during Jannary by over
16,000. Eleven disputes actually com-
menced during February, only one
of which affected more than one hun-
dred employees. The only serious
disputes of the month were those of
coal miners on  Vancoitver Island,
which continued from last month
without a settlement being reached,
and metalliferous mjmers %t Britan-
nia Beach, B. C. The latter jnvolv-
ed upwards of 300 employees and
was not terminated at the end of the
month.A dispute between the Inter-
national Marine Signal Company
and their employees, at Ottawa, was
settled after conferences arranged
between the parties by the Depart-
ment of Labor.

The Department of Labor’s index

numher of wholesale prices stood at
135.4 for Rebruary as compared with
136.2 in January and 134.7 in Feb-
ruary, I19I2. These index numbers
are percentages of the average prices
of 260 commodities during the de-
cade 1890-99.
During the month of February, 485
indusctrial accidents were recorded
by the Department of Labor; of
these 85 were fatal and 400 non-
fatal. This is 15 fewer fatal and nine
more fatal than were recorded in
January. The record for February,
1912, was 66 fatal and 391 non-tatal
accidents. The greatest number of
fatal accidents occurred in Steam
kailway service, and in the Mining
and Lumbering industries, the figures
respectively being 17, 12 and 11. The
greatest number of non-fatal acci-
dents occurred in the metal trades,
there being 140 workmen injured,
followed by steam railway
with 83 injured.

WILFRID,

No man in public life posesses a
more unenviable record as “Mr. Fac-
ing-both-Ways” than Sir Wilfrid
Laurier.

For a counterpart we have to go
as far back as the “Vicar of Bray.”

2—In Canada in 1801—“I hold
out to my fellow countrymen the
idea of independence. “f we are
true to our own record we will ex-
hibit to the world, the unique, the
unprecedented example of a nation
achieving its independence by slow
degrees and as naturally as the
severing of the ripe fruit from the
parent tree.”

I—At Edinburgh (Scotland) —
“The time will come when the
present relations will not be satis-
factory and when that time comes
the relations must become one of
two things—either they must break
altogether or become closer.”

2—In the present naval debate,
Feb. 27, 1013:

“Again I repeat what I have had
occasion to say so many times,
that if we are to have a voice in
the question of peace and war—
and the day will come certainly
when we shall have that voice—
the only voice we can have must
be under the control of the Can-
adian Parliament, the Canadian
government, and the Canadian
people.” ;

AN INDEPENDENT VIEW.

Even the British
House of Commons, where free
speech is so highly prized, found
the closure necessary as an instru-
ment with which to stop debate
which was carried on for purposes
of obstruction only, and it has been
in use in “the mother of parlia-
ments” for a generation. Probably
we shall see a closure measure ad-
ooted at Ottawa by the end of this
week.” :
