“Great Britain, as the third1 mem­
ber of the entente finds herself in the 
position -of Prussia in 1805 when she 
permitted Napoleon to strike down 
Austria unaided and was herself 
struck down the following year at 
Jena. Or of that of France in 1866, 
when she stood by while Prussia 
crushed Austria and was herself over­
whelmed in 1870.

“Germany’s procedure is to over­
whelm at once by concentrated pre­
paration and impetuous momentum. 
If she fail in this she is less able to 
sustain prolonged aggression as was 
indicated in the Franco-Prussian war 
during and after the siiege of Paris.

“The British fleet, which is superior 
to that of Germany, has the power to 
prevent all commerce under the Ger­
man flag, and by blockade to close 
against neutrals all the rivers property 
German except those emptying into 
the Baltic. The British fleet is niot 
strong enough to divide for blockade 
5n both Baltic and North seas. The 
Rhine, emptying through 
Holland cannot be blockaded.

"If the first German rush proves in­
decisive or prolonged the financial 
pressure thus in the power of Great 
Britain may determine the issue, or 
may farce the German fleet to fight, 
in which case the issues will be de­
termined by battle.

"If Germany succeeds in downing 
both France and Russia, she gains a 
respite by land, which may enable her 
to build up her sea force equal or su­
perior to that of Great Britain.

“In that case the world will hr 
confronted by the naval power of a 
state not like Great Britain, salted 
with territory, but one eager and am­
bitious for expansion, eager also for 
influence This consideration may well 
affect American sympathies.

“In my judgment a right apprecia­
tion of the situation rightly determined 
Great Britain to declare war at once. 
Otherwise her entente ■engagements 
whatever the letter would be, in spirit, 
violated, and she would earn the entire 
distrust of all probable future allies.

“Italy likewise owes it to herself 
to declare war against her recent allies. 
In co-operation with France and with 
Greece, reinforced by the two Am­
erican battleships just purchased, she 
can doubtless maintain the balance 
of maritime power in the Mediter­
ranean, prevent the Turks giving 
their expected support to Germany, 
keep quiet the Bulgarians, if these 
are so ill-advised as to purpose a di­
version in favor of Austria and in 
brief, consolidate the opposition of 
the Balkan states to Austrial-Hungary 
whose ambitions are notoriously in­
consistent with those of Italy?”

But for 200 years she had to 
surrender most of her historic pri­
vileges and later on succumbed to an 
insidious process of Germanization.

“This Germanization process was 
hastened enormously by the Jesuits. 
The German language was placed on 
the same footing "as the Czech in 
1627. And German emigrants who 
poured into ohemia after the Thirty 
Years’ War hastened the process of 
Germanization.

“With the beginning of the eigh­
teenth century Austria and. Bohemia, 
long bound by common ties, began 
the process of fusion, which was com­
pleted before the end of the century.

The Magyar Wedge.
The Magyar population forms a 

wedge between North and South Sla- 
via. The latter group comprises the 
Croats Serbs, Bulgars and Slovenes. 
The southern Slavs are allied by a
commpn tongue, though they are di­
vided ih tlleir tfllegiancq between the 
Catholic and orthodox churches.

“The Slovenes had almost ceased 
to exist as Clavs. so rapid and con­
tinuous had been the process of Ger­
manization. But in 1908 there were 
Slovene riots at Libacb against the 
Germans. They succeeded in their 
demand for a high school in their 
mother tongue, and are now demand­
ing a university. The Croats are the 
last Slavs that need be considered in 
the review.

“Croatia — that long arm that 
stretches across the southern end of 
Hungary—is said to hold the key to 
the reqonstruction which is believed 
will take place sooner or later in- the 
dual monarchy.

“Bohemian hostility to Germany 

has been called a passion. It was 
not so very long ago that the lang­
uage of the Hungarian Parliament 
was Latin. Magyar was held fit only 
for peasant talk. To-day the bitter­
ness between Magyar and Slav is as 
strong as between German -and Pole.

“A few years ago there was no 
consciousness in Galicia of linguis­
tic distinction between Poles and Ru­
thenians; Ruthenian peasants were 
contene to remain serfs of Polish no­
bility.
