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ACTIVE OPPOSITION KEEPS
GOVERNMENT ON DEFENSIVE

Caustic Comment Stings But Laurier and His Colleagues Quibble

Over Explanations Demande

d—Block Investigation into Pub-

lic Accounts.—Algoma Member’s Effective Speech.—Hot Shot
For Pugsley—The Vannutelli Affair.

Ottawa, Dec. 5—Room for Sir Wil-
frid Laurier! Behold the Great Ex-
plainer step to the front and do his

explaining.

Do you remember the matter of the
“homage” telegfam sent by the Ad-
ministrator of Canada to Cardinal
Vannutelli last August? Well, as the
late John Henry Pope said on "a fam-
ous occasion, there’s nothing to it. We
have no official proof that there was
a telegram. Mr. Justice Girouard
wasn’t Administrator just then. Noth-
ing to it. ®

For it seems first, that Sir Wilfrid
Laurier wrote to Mr. Justice Gir-
ouard and asked him about it. Mr.
Justice Girouard wouldn’t tell.
Naughty Mr. Justice Girouard!

And then it further seems that Mr.
Justice Girouard wasn’t sworn as Ad-
ministrator until September 5; and the
telegram was sent during August, and
tnat therefore the Justice was not the
Administrator. True, His Excellency
had appointed Judge Girouard -Deputy
Governor (which means the same
thing) on August 1. True, His Excel-
lency left Norway House on August 7
for the shores of Hudson Bay and-was
from that time completely out of reach
of Ottawa. But these things count for
nothing. The Dominion had no Admin-
istrator at all during August.

It was Dr. Sproule who asked the
question. He asked:

1. By what authority or ufhder what
commission was Mr. Justice Girouard
appointed to act as Deputy Governor,
or administrator of the Government,
during the absence of His Excellency
the Governor General, last summer and
fall?

2. What powers were conferred up-
on him by any such commission?

-~ 3. Did he as such administrator send

a telegram or message to Cardinal
vVannutelli, the Papal Legate, on the
latter’s arrival in Canada? It  so,
what were the contents of such mes-
sage or telegram?

4. In sending such message or tele-
gram did he act upon the advice of
his Constitutional Adviser?

Sir Wilfrid Laurier first explained
that the Letters Patent constituting
the office of Governor General provide
for the appointment of His Excel-
lency™s absence of an Administrator,
usually the Chief Justice of Canada,
pbut in his absence the next senior
judge of the Supreme Court. He ans-
wered questions 3 and 4 as follows:

“When the present question of the
honorable member for East Grey (Dr.
Sproule) appeared in the Votes and
Proceedings of the 21st November
last, Mr. Justice Girouard’s attention
was called to it with the view of ob:
taining from him the information ask-
ed for. Hé has failed to do so.

“The facts appear to be as follows:
On the Tth September, the following
marconigram was published in the
Montreal newspapers as having .been
sent to Cardinal Vannutelli by Mr.
Justice Girouard: -

Tadousac, Aout, 1910.

A “son excellence le Legat Papal,
Administratour gouvernemeut do
Canada presente ses homages 2 son
sur le bateau.
Excellence et lui souchaite le bien-

companied by, the Mace, which is the
emblem of his office. The Government
is not aware of any precedents in the
matter, although there may have been
occasions when Speakers of Canadian
legislatures have under _similar cir-
cumstances in the past attended such
celebrations. On such occasions, it is
customary in the Province of Quebec
for judges of the higher courts to
appear in their official costumes and
His Honour the Speaker, holding rank
as a magistrate, informs the govern-
ment that on the occasion above re-
terred to he appeared similarly attired
as a mark of respect for the solemn-
ity of the occasion.”

““A question by Dr. Sproule as to
guards of honor elicited the informa-
tion from Sir Frederick Borden that
such marks of distinction are author-
ized, in addition to the customary oc-
casions “if deemed expedient to re-
ceive distinguished personages.” He
added: “The 65th Regiment did par-
ade at the Eucharistic Congress dur-
ing the carrying of the Host and were
equipped with rifles and bayonets.
They paraded voluntarily under the
suthority of the commanding officer
of the regiment, Lt-Col. A. E. D.
Labelle. In this connection it might
be stated that it has been customary
for many years past in Montreal, Que-
bec and elsewhere for French-Canad-
ian regiments of the militia to attend
the feast of Corpus Christi and par-
ade with arms.” ;

Yet another question on the sub-
ject. In September an order was is-
sued from the office of the District
Officer Commanding in Montreal giv-
ing instructions as to the uniform to
be worn by officers at the eivic recep-
tion to Cardinal Vannutelli. Sir Fred-
erick Borden replied that the order
had been issued under the following
circumstances:

1. An inyitation for the officers of
the Montreal Garrison to attend the
Civic Reception at the City Hall,~on
gth  September had been received
from the civic authorities, and it was
publicly announced that His Worship
the Mayor desired all citizens _ at-
tending to appear in evening dress.

2. Under para. 1305, K. R. & 0., 1910
and para. 1710, table A. (h) K. R. &
0. for the Army, 1908, it is provided
that officers attending public ceremon-
jes and receptions should appear in
full dress.

3. It has been customary. for many
years past, for the officers of the
militia at Montreal, to attend in uni-
form at all important civic funcijons
and public receptions, such as the in-
auguration of a new City Council.
public charity balls, St. Andrew’s An-
nual Ball, etc., ete., for which similar
instructions as to the dress of those
desiring to attend, now the subject of
enquiry, have been issued.

4. The officers were not ordered to
attend the reception, but simply in-
formed of the proper dress for such
an occasion, should. they desire to be
present and appear in uniform.

blic = Accounts . Com-
mittee is a sort of Audit Board, which
looks into ‘the details of public expen-
diture. In practice it is a bear-garden
dominated by E. M. Macdonald, Mr.
F. B. Carvell and the others of the
Blocker’s Brigade, egged on by the
Minister who wishes to protect his
department from scrutiny. Of late that
minister usually has been Mr. Pugsley.
There are 82 members ertitled to sit
on it. The number of those who at-
tend it regularly is far smaller; but
when those who are conversant with
the matter under discussion push their
differences to a vote the non-attend-
ing members rush in and give a party
vote. Any man who wishes to des-
pise the Canadian Parliament should
visit the Public Accounts committee.

One of the techniecalities which is of
great value to the blockers is this;
that the House refers to the Commit-
tee the accounts of the year last past;
and of that year alone. Few transac-
tions are completed in the Accounts in
one year; to make the investigations
complete the developments of earlier
years often must be scrutinized; and
the moment that is attempted the
everready blocker objects that the
transactions of the earlier year are
beyond the scope of the work of the
committee.

Today Mr. Lennox moved that the
accounts for the two years last past
be referred to the Committee. The
Government objected, and after a de-
bate which Iasted all afternoon voted
down Mr. Lennox’ motion. The Lib-
erals did not seem to like the subject
much. It was noticeable that Mr. E.
M. Macdonald quitted the House soon
after the discussion began; he return-
ed, however, in time to vote and when
the division bells rang there was a
small attendance of Liberals and a
full one of Conservatives. Sir. Wilfrid
Laurier seemed very much annoyed.

In moving his motion Mr. Lennox
called attention to the way in which
the British Parliament does this
pbranch of its work. It appoints a
small committee and a member of the
Opposition always acts as Chairman;
its investigations are untramelied and
there is no blocking. Dealing by anti-
cipation with the reply that the pre-
sent system prevailed before 1896 Mr.
Lennox observed, first, that a system
which sufficed for an expenditure of
forty millions will not do for an expen-
diture of one humdred and forty mil-
lions: secondly, that the spirit in
which the committee is worked is dif-
ferent, as prior to 1896 there was no
blocking and facilities were granted
for investigations. He depicted the
system of premeditated and organized
opposition to investigation which has
characterized the last 10 years.

One objection which the govern-
ment might make was that the Oppo-
sition could come to the House when
occasion arose and obtained the addi-
tional powers. This was illusionary,
‘the rules prevented this. The Houes
could not @iscuss the matter unless
the committee reported; and the Lib-
erals on the Committee took care that
no report was made until the matter
was disposed of. Then, as the inves-
tigation had beenclosed, there would
be nothing for the Housé to deal with.
Again, attention seldom’ was drawn
to a questionable transaction until it
was in its second or third year. The
government had built a wall higher
than Haman’s Gallows, thicker and
stronger than those of the Laurier
Tower, and behind that wall cowered
Leopold, Lazerus, the North Atlantic
Trading Company, the Robins Irriga-
tion Company, the Adamsons, the
Burrowses, the Pearsons, the Lodges,
the McAvitys—Mr. Lennox’ list was
longer still.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier said that Mr.
Lennox complained that the Public
Accounts Committee was unable to
serutinize the expenditures of - one
year—and his remedy. was to give it
the expenditures of two years. He
admitted that the Public Acounts
Committee was unsatisfactory and
that in particular its numbers should
be reduced; but he held that the time
to reduce its numbers was after a
general election.

Mr. Borden pointed out that the
thing which Mr. Lennox was contend-
ing for had been done in earlier
years, and las late as three years ago.
The Public Accounts Committee had
little enough time to do its work with-
out being hampered by technicalities.
A consideration was that last year
the committee devoted itself almost
wholly to the Public Works Depart-
ment; it had left that of Marine and
Fisheries alone because of Mr. Brod-
enr's illness, and had hardly touched
the Printing Bureau, which had beep
shown to be in'a very bad condition.
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s amendment
would actually limit the existing pow-
ers of the committee.

Sir Wilrid Laurier admitted . that
the Lymburner case was impressive.

3. Did the Honourable, the Speaker
of this House, appear attired in his
robes of office in any procession or
on any occasion since the prorogation
in May last? If so, in what procession
and on what occasion did he so ap-
pear?

Are there any precedents for his
conduct in wearing his official robes
of office in_such procession, on -such
occasion?

Sir Wilfrid Laurier replied. There
is no rule or practice of the House of
Commons which governs the wearing
of his official robes by the Speaker
during recess; he can, however, be ac-
companied by the Mace only when
Parliament is in session or when spec-
ially authorized to do so by the House
of Commons. Then further:

“The Government is informed by
His Honour the Speaker that he did
take part in a solemn religious pro-

VICTIMS OF CONSUMPTION.

MOTHER AND TWO CHILDREN AT
MUSKOKA FREE HOSPITAL.
. e e
Are Now Under Treatment—Husband,
Too, Had Been a Patient—A Tra=
gedy in Real Life—Heavy Debt on
Institution.

A story from the Muskoka Free Hospital
for Consumptives tells of & mother who,
with her two children, is now under treat-

ment in that institution, - The husband had
been a patient, but the case was an ad-
vanced one when the patient entered, and
he has since passed away. There is little
doubt but that the wife was infected asa
result of caring for her husband, and now
she is in the Muskoka Hospital. Her little
girl, about five years of age, and a boy of
ten are with her, bor:h being afflicted with
this dread disease.

The words of the mother are pathetic.
She-writes: *‘I went to a doctor and got
him to examine my lungs to see whtm
there was anything wrong with them, and
he said that the right lung was affected.
A little rest, he hoped, would build me up.-
1 have a little girl, about five years old, and

up with me it would do her ever so much
good, as she is not very strong. I have
three mare children, and one of these, a
}Jo.y of ten, seems also to be afflicted, and
it mladviasble that he should enter the hos-
pital.” : :

These three are of the 104 patients who
are residents in this deserving institution
and being cared for without money and
without price. The sorry part of it is that
the trustees are ing a debt of some-
thing like $40,000, irfcurred largely through
the additions that have been e within
the t year, and that have more than
doubled the accommodation of the institu-
tion, together with the heavy cost of main-
taining 80 large a number of free patients.
