The ordinance passed yesterday for
the protection of the life and the
safety of miners employed in the
Yukon territory is presented here-
with~in full as it now stands-a law
of the territory. .The gist of the or-!
dinance was presented in these col-
umns a month ago at the time- . the-
bill received its first reading, but
since then and prior to its final pass-;
dge there . have been a number “of
changes and alterations in several of:
its sections. It will be observed that
some of the provisions seem scarcely
applicable to the placer mines of the
country, and these are intended 1nore
for the governing of quarta and coal
mines. -Councilman Wilson is the|
father of the bill and at the session
when it was being considered by the
committee on the whole he occupied!
the chair. The ordinance
stands as follows :

This berth, sntuntcd 7 mmles
betow Stewart river, was at that
time considered a very valuable piese
of property ‘and the*owners fully ex-'
pected to realize-a - large sum -of
money from it.

In obtaining the grant Mrs. Cool-
idge considered that she had done her
full share towards ~the piyment for
the grant which amounted to S6Z5,
Richards advancing that amount. 1he
decline in the price of wood last
spring made ‘a corresponding fall in
the valuation—of the property, ~o that
instead of realizing the large am-_
ount anticipated it only brought at
sals $2000.

This amount was paid in gold dust
by the purchaser, but after the papers
had been signed Richards refused to
accept the dust in payment of his
share and-demanded currency.

Education must
be spread over the islands, and the
people brought to a knowledge of
their_rights, privileges 'and responsi-
bilities under modern systems of gov-
ernment.

establishment of public schools, A
large number ' of American teachers
have already been sent to the isiands
and-more will follow as they are e
quired,

From this beginning it is expected

Transact-d During Scason Bu
Recently Closed.

Seattle, Oct. 12.—The departure of
the steamship Queen, Thursday after-
noon; closed the Nome season, so fai
as this year's movement toward -the
district is concerned, and enables the
Post-Intelligencer to give approxi-
mately accurate figures showing the
volume of business Seattle has dom,
with the richest gold fields of Alaskd
—the-richest placer-producing sectior
within the confines of the Unitec
States—since the opening of Bering
sea navigation last April.

Between April 29 and  October 10
eighty vessels, steam and sail, wert
dispatched - to Nome from Seattle.
They  carried an aggregate nf 5,600
passengers and 55,000 tons of general
merchandise freight. For transport-
ing these passengers and freight the
operating companies received a grant
total, gross, of $1,874,000. These
results were obtained upon the basis
of $65 per passenger, northbound, anu
$50 southbound, and $20 per tom f[os
ireight- handling. During the season
the passenger rates to Nome rangeu
all the way from $30, second-class, to
$150 first cabin. Indeed one or twe
of the earlier - sailing vessels. solu
urst~class cabin accommodations as
high as $300. However, a majorit)
of the June departure vessels wrotw
tueir first-class accommodations au
$10v per passenger. Freight ran ah
vhe way Ifrom $8 per ton, ships tacki
o $5, including lighterage.

Se the
merchants and- transportation com-
panies of Seattle gathered in during
the season from the Nome fortune-
seeking public $5,500,000 for goods
and §$1,5:4,000 for transportation, oi
a grand total of $7,374,000.

Meanwhile the gold dust receipts to
date this season from Nome bhave
been $3,500,000, with approximately
$1,000,000 now on returning treasure
ships. ' Besides this, from $500,000 w0
$700,000 worth of Nome gold has
been consigned direct to San Fran-
cisco, swelling the total season’s out-
put to $5,000,000 and better.

The return’ passenger estimate of
8,200 includes about 4,000 now en
route, or to come on hoats soon to
Jeave Nome for this port, leaving a
total of perhaps 3,800 to winter m
Nome and the tributary districts. It
was estimated that 5,000 passed the
winter in that region. Frobably
1,000 have returned on vessels sailing
direct to San Francisco, and as mangg
more found their way to the Kion-
dike and other Yukor districts by
river steamers from St. Michael.
