NORTH WILLIAMSBURG
The following are a few extracts
taken from a letter from Mr. A. H.
Wilson, North Williamsburg, anent
the fire that occurred there on the 80th
ult, Space forbids a more extended
account :
A terrible fire on Thursday last has
nearly swept our village clean, thirty-
five buildings, principally dwelling
houses, having been burned. The fire
was discovered at 6 o'clock p.m., on
the west side of Main ‘street, opposite
the post office, on the roof of Mr. Ira
Casselman’s  blacksmith shop, and
spreading rapidly, caught his house
and barns which were in close prox-
imity, A high wind from the west
drove the flames across the street and
burning four more houses belonging to
Mr., Casseltoan, they licked up the
residence, boot and shoe store and
barn of Mr. Abney Empy, which being
principally frame, caused the flames to
mount very high and . carry live
cinders further on, totally destroying
everything in its path. The residence
and tin shop of Mr. Simon Barkly, on
the south side and Mr. Wm, Shaver’s
on the north, being a little isolated,
were saved by the heroic efforts of the
volunteers who, armed with pails of
water, kept the buildings Wet until the
other buildings had burned down, and
the progress of the fire stopped. Ifit
had once gotten past that point there
is no doubt but that the whole eastern
part of the village would have been
destroyed. In that section are two
fine Presbyterian churches, and some
residences which for beauty cannot be
surpassed in Eastern Ontario. There
is not over $3Q00 insurince on the
whole, and the loss cannot at present
\be estimated. The scene at night was
terrible, but the homeless unfortunates
were kindly sheltered by those who
escapedgthe fire.  This,terrible calas-
trophe might have been averted if our
citizens had proper fire protection. In
Athens, for instance, they have to
have some gort of fire protection, but
here we had none, and- the -result of
euch earelessness has been the destruc-
tion of thousands of ‘dollars worth of
