Montreal Markets,
Montreal despatch: Li rain—A

the scarcity of bran, and buyers in some 
oases find it impossible to fill their 
wants. Demand for other lines of food 
is good, and prices generally are firm. 
Manitoba bran, $22 to $23; aborts, $25; 
Ontario bran, $21 to $22; middlings, $24 
to $25; shorts, $26 per ton inducing 
bags; pure grain meuillie, $30 to $35, 
and1 milled grades, $25> to $B8 per ton.

TORONTO MARKETS. Three hundred and seven farmers 
throughout Ontario conducted experi­
ment» with autumn sown crops dur­
ing the past year. Reports have been 
received from twenty-six of the coun­
ties of the Province. These counties 
which furnished the greatest number 
of good reports of successfully eon- 
ducted expérimenta were Bruce. Nor­
folk, Middleeex, Grey and Hatton. 
The experimenters deserve much 
credit for the good work they have 
done for themselves and for the far­
mers generally. average results of 
the carefully conducted co-operative 
experiments with autumn, sown crop* 
are here presented in a very concise 
form.

Winter WheaA—Three varieties ot 
winter wheat were distributed last 
autumn to those farmers who wished, 
to test some of the leading: varieties 
on their own farms. The following, 
are the averages in yield of straw 
and of grain per acre: Imperial Am­
ber, 1.4 tons and 28.9 bush..;, Abun­
dance, 1.2 tons and. 23.3 bush., and 
No. 6. red, 1.2 tons and 22.2 bush.

Not only did the Imperial. Amber 
give the greatest yield per acre in the 
co-operative experiments throughout 
Ontario in 1908 and in 1907, but it also 

me first in popularity with the ext 
oerimenters in each, of these years. 
The Imperial Amber will again be dis­
tributed through Ontario this autumn 
as one of the three varieties for co-op­
erative experiments. The Dawson’s 
Golden Chaff, which we distributed 
for co-operative experiments through­
out Ontario in each ef twelve years 
previous to the autumn of 1906, and 
which is probably ' grown more exten­
sively in Ontario at the present time 
than all other varieties of winter 
wheat combined, has not been in­
cluded in the co-operative tests sines 
1906.

Winter Rye—Of the two varieties 
bf winter rye distributed in the 
autumn of 1907, the Mammoth White 
stood first in average yield of grain 
with 34 bushels, and the Common, 
second with 28.6 bushels per acre, 
last year the Mammoth White surpas­
sed the Common rye by an average of 
6 bushels per acre throughout Ontario.

Fertilizers for Winter Wheat.—In.the 
co-operative experiments with different 
manures applied in the spring of the 
year, the average yields of grain per acre 
for the past five years are as follows: 
Mixed fertilizer, 27.6 bushels; nitrate of 
soda, 25.8 bushels; muriate of potash, 
25.7 bushels, and superphosphate, 25.3 
bushels. The unfertilized land gave an 
average of 22.4 bushels per acre. The 
superphosphate was applied at the rate 
of 230 pounds and the muriate of potash 
and the nitrate of soda each 160 pounds 
per acre. The mixed fertilizer consisted 
of one-third the quantity of 
other three fertilizers here mentioned. 
The usual cost of the fertilizers, as used 
in these experiments, is between four 
and five dollars per acre.

Fodder Crops.—In each of five acres 
the seed of hairy vetches and of winter 
rye has been distributed throughout On­
tario for co-operative experiments- in 
testing these crops for fodder purposes. 
In the average of the five years’ experi­
ments, the hairy vetches produced slight­
ly the largest yield of green fodder per 
acre, but in 1908 the largest yield was 
produced by the winter rye.

Distribution of Material for Experi­
ments in 1908.—As long as the supply 
lasts, material will be distributed free of 
charge in the order in which the applica­
tions are received from Ontario farmers 
wishing to experiment and to report the 
results of any one of the following, 
tests : 1. Three varieties of winter
wheat. 2. Two varieties - of winter rye.
3. Five fertilizers with winter wheat.
4. Autumn and spring applications ot 
nitrate of soda and common salt with, 
winter wheat. 6. winter emmer with, 
winter wheat or winter barley. 6. Hairy 
vetches and winter rye as. fodder crops. 
The size of each plot is- to be one rod: 
wide by two rods long. Material for 
Nos. 3 and 4 will be sent by express and!

Milkers and Springers—Liberal offer­
ings of milkers and springers sold at 
atout the same prices, from $30 to $60, 
with one choice quality cow at $70.

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Said Alarming Statement Made by Mr. 
Hemphill, Who is in Winnipeg to 
Seek Premier Roblln*» Support in 
Struggle for a White Canada.

Winnipeg, Aug. 31— R. Hejtephill, 
Secretory of the Asiatic Ejfcluaian 
League, is here interviewing Premier 
Robtin to enlist hi» sympathy in the 
struggle for a white Canada. “We are 
not asking for money,” he says, “but 
for the moral support oi the Canadian 
people. Everyone is with us at the 
coast, except the mill men and railway 
companies. There are 95 Orientals to 
every five white men employed m the 
lumber and shingle mills on the coast. 
The Orientals have practically driven 
the white men out of the canning in­
dustry. They just come to this countiy 
to get money, and then sent or take it 
home again. They are no good to thé 
country. If they would bring their wivèS 
and families with them and! adopt our 
manner of living and spend their money 
here we would welcome 'them with out­
stretched arms.

“You’ve got them right here in Win­
nipeg. In one dive on Alexandder ave­
nue there are 79 Chinamen sleeping 
every night in a pl&ce that isn't fit for 
a dog to live in. There are 200 
Orientals in Winnipeg. They are driv­
ing the white peoplte out of British 
Columbia, and if they are not stopped 
will soon drive them out of Alberta, 
Saskatchewan and 
while population of British Columbia 
is about 200,000, with 60,000 adult males. 
There are 40,000 adult Orientals, 16,000 
Japs, 16,000 Chinese and 8,000 Hindoos 
in the province, and not more than 5 per 
cent, of the number are females. Hin­
doos start work at 80 cents a day and 
Japs at 90 cents, and they work up to 
$1.50. Mill men will discharge a good 
white man getting $3.50 a day, and pnt 
three Japs in his place. It costs these 
Orientals 20 cents a day to live, and a 
white man can’t live *on less than $800 a 
year, according to the Royal Commis­
sion.”

Cement Sewer Pipe.
Portland cement pipes were made In 

England probably as early as 182o, be­
fore the period when earthenware sewer 
pipes were beginning to be manufac­
tured. Cement pipe of large size, with 
socket joints, are now extensively ustd 
in Germany, and they withstand not 
only the effects of a severe climate but 
the chemical action of sewage. More- 

they show an extraordinary endur­
ance and remain perfect after a severe 
frost when brickwork often fails. It 
is a material that can be worked and 
moulded in any form and maintains its 
form when made. It is also capable of 
repair, which Is a point of no small im­
portance. These pipes improve mater­
ially by age, and at the end of a year 
or two they ring when struck with a 
clear-metallic sound. The modern sewers 
of Paris are constructed of concrete. As 
early as 1869 thirty miles of concrete 
branch and main sewers had been laid 
in that city, and to-day throughout Eu­
rope both pipe and large sewers are, to 
a great extent, made of this material. 
In America the use of concrete sewers is 
now beginning to assume magnitude. 
Since engineers have become mo* con­
versant with the properties of concrete 
their hesitancy in establishing cowncrete 
U rapidly disappearing.—Cement Age.

One of the largest private drains in New 

* York has recently been cqppleted for the 
New York Central Railroad to drain the 
suburban and express yards of the new 
terminal Station at Forty-second street. 
The yard for the suburban trains covers 
twenty-four acres and is about forty feet 
below the surface of the street, while 
that for the express trains is twenty 
feet above the suburban, and has an 
area of forty-two acres. The drain has 
an eliptica! section forty-eight inches 
high bv thirty-two inches wide, as it 
crosses'the yards to the Lexington ave­
nue wall at Forty-sixth street. «There it 
changes to a circular section six feet in 
diameter This runs to the bulkhead 
line on the East River, where it divides 
into two branches, each three feet in 
diameter. The entire drain is built ol 
concrete with a minimum thickness of 
twelve inches, reinforced by steel rods, 
and the invert lined with a single course 
of hard-burned red brick.—-Cement Age.

Then he goes agii It 
with gifts, and the father calls in other 
members of the family to view the gifts. 
On the third visit he carries trade gin. a 
sufficiently poisonous compound, gener­
ally from Hamburg, In the old days it 
Was pajm toddy or wine.

On this occasion he pays ovér an in­
stalment of the dowry. On the fourth 
visit he takes his parents with him, ahd 
is permitted to see the girl herself. 
When next he calls Ins prospective 
mother-in-law provides a feast for him­
self and his relatives, the host and hos­
tess eating nothing, but taking a hand 
in the drinking. Finally the man goes 
with gifts and the balance of the dowry 
and takes the woman away. On arrival 
at his village she is welcomed with sing­
ing and a strenuous dance called 
“nkanja.”

For three months the bride is not re­
quired to do any hard work, but after 
that she buckles to with his other wives 
at gardening and carrying burdens. 
Polygamy is general and the number of 
a man’s wives fs limited only by hie re­
sources in the matter of paying dowries. 
The man may divorce his wife whenever 
he chooses and for almost any reason. 
But it is rare for a woman to be able to 
obtain divorce at her own wish. Divorce 
entails the return of the dowry.—Lon­
don Standard.

At 2.30 o’clock yesterday afternoon 
the big dam at the head of the canal 
above Augusta gave way under the 
strain of the flood and a great volume, 
of water rolled unrestrained upon the 
inundated city, adding to the terror 
of those in its pathway.

A Great Flood.
Atlanta, Ga., Aug. 31.—With the 

water rushing through Broad street 
’ breast deep in a current so strong 

that it is impossible for a man to 
wade through, Augusta is being swept 
by a flood that has not been surpass­
ed in its history.

ENGINEERS, CONDUCTORS AND 
FIREMEN WILL NOT STRIKE.McAleeter, Okie., Aug. 81.—More than 

thirty miners were suffocated this morn­
ing in Hailey, Okla., coal mine No. 1, 
near Haileyville, fourteen miles east of 
McAleeter, where fire destroyed the 
hoisting shaft and air shaft, and cut off 
air from the men below.

Twenty-five dead bodies were re­
moved from the mine to-night, following 
a successful three hours’ battle with the 
flames. It is believed that six or eight 
more will be brought out. Twenty-five 
mules were suffocated, and some of their 
bodies were burned.

Explorations in the channels this af­
ternoon revealed that none of the men 
met death by burning, but that all 
suffocated.

It is impossible for the rescuers to 
work far from the base of the mine 
shaft- and it probably will be twenty- 
four hours before a thorough search of 
the entire mine can be made, 
channels were three-quarters of a mile 
long.

After the miners had gone down in 
the cage a fire broke out, occasioned 
by the ignition of a barrel of oil which 
a miner was trying to divide. The flames 
spread at onfce to the hoisting shaft and 
the airshaft, and all communication with 
the top was cut off. The first indica­
tion the people at the surface had of the 
trouble was the flames and smoke com­
ing out of the top of the shaft.

Hundreds of miners rushed to the 
scene and tried to get into the air shaft, 
but this was impossible as flames and 
smoke were coming up that way with 
such force as to drive them back. Then 
an effort was made to operate the cages 
running up and down the hoisting 
shaft, but it was found that the cages, 
the cables and the guides had been 
burned. There was absolutely no help 
for the imprisoned miners. They have 
been there under the fire since 8 o’clock 
his morning, and there is no hope that 
they are alive. The property loss may 
reach $60,000. ^

The house waa a small, 
four-roomed affair, with back kitohen, 
and three of the children slept in the 
rear, while the others were in the front 
with their parents. About 4 o’clock one 
of the children, who slept in the back 
room, was awakened by the fire, which 
had gained a great headway, and the 
roof above the bed where the children 
slept was already blazing. She at once 
awakened the other children, and, going 
to the front of the house, aroused her 
parents. They got up at once, and the 
utmost confusion prevailed. The front 
door was opened, and immediately the 
whole interior of the house was In 
flames. The inmates got out with'the 
utmost difficulty, the night dress of one 
little girl taking fire, and some of the 
younger children having no clothing on 
whatever. Nothing worth saving was 
got out of the house with the exception 
of a sewing machine, and Mr. Robinson 
could not even get out his trousers, 
which contained his pay he got the day 
before. The family are now homeless 
and without their clothing, and the small 
insurance on the place wMl no more than 
cover a mortgage hanging over it.

GAVE BIRTH BY ROADSIDE.

»So far as known three persons have 
been drowned, their identity having not 
been learned this morning.

Reports of capsizing boats in the 
swift current have been received, but 
have not been verified, because of the 
utter chaos the city was thrown into by 
the sudden rise of the water.

There is a great deal of suffering 
among the poorer classes of whites and 
the negroes, who occupied houses nearest 
the low lands.

Thousands of persons went to bed on 
Tuesday night with the thought that 
they would wake in time to escape from 
the flood, but, greatly to their surprise, 
they awoke to find themselves surround­
ed and cut off from escape except by 
boat.

Boat owners were quick to see their op­
portunity, and at once began to charge 
exorbitant prices for moving those un­
fortunate enough to be caught.

Many, in attempting to wade or swim 
from their homes or from places of busi­
ness in the flooded district to points of 
vantage, lost their footing, and only 
saved themselves from the rushing tor­
rent by catching to tree limbs. It is 
reported that boatmen passed a number 
thus caught and refused to go to their 
assistance unless assured of exorbitant 
fees. One man was seen in a tree who 
was pouring forth pitiful appeals for as­
sis tance, and offering $30 to any 
that would rescue him.

The police department early establish­
ed temporary headquarters at the health 
and drainage department office on May 
avenue, out of the high water district, 
and patrolmen were placed on beats up 
to the water line. They xaude few ar­
rests, however, the peupla seeming to 
appreciate the situation, and keeping 
within the law- limits.

At the Western 'Union Telegraph of­
fice, when the water began to rise, many 
of the operators left the building for 
their homes. Five remained, but°were 
composed to abandon the telegraph of­
fice for the Chamber of Comerce build­
ing, where wires were found still intact. 
The operators were in communication 
with the Atlantic offitte about midnight. 
No business was handled, however. At 
daybreak this morning the operators re­
ported that the water had fallen four 
and a half inches since midnight, and 
that if the fall continued telegraph 
munivation with the outside world would 
bé re-established by noon.

At the Postal Telegraph Office 
operating force was compelled to desert 
their office when the water reached the 
top of the operating quarters. However, 
the company was able to make enough 
changes to establish through service east 
and west on a few wires.

New York, Aug. 31.—Fighting desper­

While the men were being 
taken to tho station in a patrol waggon 
George Rouscow threw a brick at the 
police, and he was promptly taken into 
custody. Albert Payette and Albert 
Dondeion, two boys, were also arrested 
for throwing stones at C. P. R. men.

At a meeiing of the executive Com­
mittee of the strikers a resolution was 
passed condemning the attacks made on 
the strike-breakers. Tlieyr throw the 
blame on the sympathizers. At the Au­
gust shops fifty men were set to work 
to-day.

Reports from Winnipeg state that the 
C. P. R. have offered liberal concessions 
to the strikers if they would return to 
work. This is most emphatically denied 
by C. P. R. officials, who claim that the 
western men are clamoring for negotia­
tions to be opened. The company state 
that there is nothing to discuss. The 
men went on strike and were dismissed, 
and the company is now busity engaged 
in filling the places of the strikers, and 
is meeting with satisfactory progress.

TO TAKE BANK’S LAND.

Captain Bernier Has Orders to Push

Ottawa, Aug. 31.—The Canadian Gov­
ernment cruiser Arctic, which sailed from 
Quebec last month, is under instructions 
to push its way through Lancaster Sound 
and Melville Sound, if the ice permits, 
to Bank’s Land, and to take possession 
of that territory and other islands in 
the vicinity.
