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RECIPROOITY.

Orrawa, March 24—Eight days bave
been taken np already in discussing the
Liberal fad of unrestricted reciproeity, or
commereial unioh (ycu may choose either
name you wish), with a fair prospect of
the debate’s not coming. to a conelusion
until after the Easter holidays. The
whips on either side are overwhelmed with
applications from members who are desir-
ous of speaking, so there appears little
chance of its terminating for some days
yet. Not but that the question hoth
pro and con has been thoroughly dis-
cussed, but that members want to bave
a say and be reported in the hausard
0 that their brilliaut efforts may be sent
to their coustituencies for their own edi.
fication. I pity some of the voters who
will read the speeches of their represent.
atives, for to tell the plain truth, the
pith of their remaks is principally
made of bunkum, Poor deluded voters !
Of the Nova Scotia members who have
spoken on the question;-Ighay allude to
Mr Mills of Annapolis, who spoke on the
Government side and Foster’s amend-
ment, and to our genial member for
King’s, Dr Borden, who of course took a
directly oprosite view from the first-
named gentlemen and decided that Sir
Richard Cartwright’s resolution was good
enough for bim to uphold and when the
division comes on to vote for. As Mr
Mills* speech is of as much interest to

Last season he raised
from an acre of ground about 250
bushels of tomatces from plants started
in a greenhouse and tianeplanted about
the first of June., From this he man-
ufactured equsl to 1,000 dozen bottles
of chow-chow, It ix made up as the
tomatoes become fit for use, cay from
August 1st to QOct. 15th. The fruit
fs not allowed to ripeu, as when ripe
the «kin is too tough to make a good
artiele. The tomatocs are sliced and

The
bottloe are then corked, sea'ed, tin-
foiled, labelled, wrapped in paper, and
packed in boxes holding two dosen
bottlcs each, and are ready for market.
Tt is shipped to all parts of the Pro
vince and we believe has found its way
to the peighboring Provinces and else-
where. The quality is first-class and
we have no doubt but that the demand
will be much increated durivg the
coming year. Nextseason Mr Vaughan
intends putting up all kinds of pickles
more largely than before and will re-
quire large quantities of cucumbers,
beans, oniovs, caulifiower, cabbages,
&o, in addition to what he will raise
himself. Here is an opening for our
gerdeners, and there is 0o doubt
mwoney to be made in the ruising of
these vegetabler, We wish Mr Vanghan
increased success in this undertaking.
With our pickle and vinegar-making,
who will say that Woifville may not
yet send goods to distant parts of the
globe !

He read from
the speech of the Lieutenant-Governor of
Nova Scotia, delivered in 1886, showing
the growth of the coal trade. All honor-
able gentlemen would have to agree with
him that the N. P, wns the cause of this,
After thoroughly considering the ques-
tion he was forced to cast his vote in
favor of the amendment of the honorable
the Minister of Marine, (Loud cheers.)
Dr Borden in reply to Mr Mills said
that farming lands in Nova Scotia had
decreased in value since the old reci-
procity treaty. There were thovsands of
acres of land deserted which in 1866 were
supporting industrious communities.
The adoption of a reciprocity treaty
would make the land increase immedi-
ately 25 per cent, The Netional Poliey
which had been put forth as the means
to an end was now put forth to prevent
the desired end. Conervatives bad
abandoned reciprocity, just as soon as
there was a possibili'y of Canada’s ob-
taining it. If foreign trade was desira.
ble it would be advantageous to obtain
commercjal intercourse with the United
States. Alluding to his own property
at Canning 1o prove ont his line of argu-
ment that real estate had declined in
value, he said : “That property” (Dr
Borden’s) “was purchased in 1866, by the
man who sold it to me, the Jast year of
the reciprocity treaty and one year be-
fore Confederation for theyum of $4,000.

This does not indicate an abandonment
of reciprocity by the present Govern-
ment, It takes two parties to make an
agreement, and when one of them dis-
tinetly refuses, as the United States
Government did, to cousider this sub-
ject it is illogical for opponents to affirm
that the party who pressed the matter
abanduned it of their own free will,
TEMPERANCE MATTERS,

On the third reading of Mr Jamieson’s

bill to amend the Canada Temperance
Act, Mr Haggart will move the following
amendments :
" Provided also that nothing in this Aet
shall be held to interfere with the pur-
chase or sale by legally-qualified phyei-
cians, chemists or druggists, of the follow-
ing articles :

1. The official preparations of the
authorized pharmacopceas, when made
of full medicinal strength and sold only
for medicinal purposes or physicians’ |
prescriplivns, containing spirituous li- |
quors, if sold in quantities of not more |
than ten ounces at any one time.

2. Any patent medicines, unless snch
patent medicine is known to the vendor
to be capable of being used as a bever-
age, the sale of which is a violaticn of the
Canada Temperance Act of 1878,

3. Eau de Uologne; bay rum, or other
articles of perfumery, lotions, extracts,
varuishes, tinctures or other pharma.
ceutical preparations, but not intended
as beverages,

4. Alcohol or methylated spirits for
pharmaceutical, chemical or mechanical
uses.

A prohibition petition comes from
Assiniboia, asking that there may be no
relaxation of the prohibitory clauses of
the Northwest Territories Act, such as
the granting of licences for the manu-
facture and sale of beer or any other in-
toxicant in the Ferritories, without first
taking a direct vote of the people upon
the question, The petition states that in
the belief of the. petitioners, who are
numerous, the action of the Northwest
council in praying at its last session for
the expunging of the prohibitory clauses
from the Act was contrary to the wishes
of the people.

undone. At an early stage of the meet.
ing letters were read from the Rev’s R
Alder Temple and W.d. Lane, repre-
senting the Grand Division snd Grand
Lodge of Good Templars, respectively,
strongly advising those connected with
either of these bodies to have nothiug to
do with a third party in politics as such a
conrse is in direct oypositian to their re-
spective constitutions, These letters,
however, counted for very little with this
clique 8o anxious to gain a little cheap
notoriety, It, however, may be more
expensive than they at present antici-
pate, as was that of the Third Party can-
didate in Cumberland in a recent po-
litical contest. It is a deplorable state
of affairs when men, calling themselves
temperance men,' are so ready to make
a breach in the ranks of temperance
workers. It is werse to do so without
giving every one interested a chanee to
present his viewson the subject. But the
breach bas been made which will doubt-
less widen with time.

Prohibition 18 what all temperance men
are looking for, but the electors of om
country must be educated np to it; and
whenever the majority of the electors of
the Dominion of Cu‘%g say, “We want
prohibition,” they .get 1t. Neither

olitical party will then refuse it. Again
‘ew constituencies care to be represent-
ed by men whose only recommendation
is that they are prohibitiouists.

At the feeting in Truro a comittee
was appointed to_frafme a plntform'for
this new party. The committee retired
for a short time “and returned with their
platform, one plank of which was that
“Prohibition and probibition only be the
issue.” Just fancy & man going to
Ottawa pledged to support nothing but
srohibition. There might many other

ills affecting lis constituents come up,
but he could not support any of them at
all, Supposing & majority of such men
should be sent to Parliament (a thing
highly impropable), what kind of legisla
lation would we have ? /Our railways,
canale, public works; mining and manu-
facturing industries would be left to look
after themselves as best they could, and
these represantatives would be powerless
to say or do anything either for or against
them, becavse they can support nothing
but prohibition. This plavk iteelf should
be sufficient to show the statesmanshi) of
Third Party agitators,

The Critic Criticised.

The Oritic is one of the best edited
journals of Halifax. Mr C. F. Fraser,
superintendent of the Halifax School for
the Blind, and also president of the Mar-
itime Press Association, is its editor.

We very much re-
gret, judging from his occasional utter-
ances, that he is not in sympathy with
the devoted frieuds of temperance. In
the Critic of March 3oth, he writes :—

“Therewure folks who discern eternal
condemnation in the glass of beer ; oth
ers who find dissolutighi of the neruous
system in a dish of tea’; dyspepsia in a
cup of coffee; and numberless other
pseudo-hygienic idiocies run the rounds
of the press ; but perhaps the supremest
ass yet struck (he ought to be struck with
a good stout club) is an English surgeon
who has discovered blindness and deaf-
ness to be induced by rocking-chairs !’

It is true “there are folks who discern
eternal condemnation in the glass of
beer,” and they are not a few who are
now waking up as never before to sound
the trumpet of alarm and banish the beer
bottle from theland; and they are ot id-
iots. nor jackasses, nor, psendcereformers
but bishope, and preachers and teachers,
and the philanthropie, and' truest and
purest, and wisest men and women in
every land. Wé are pieased to enroll
the editor of the Critic as a true refcrmer
in the departments of commerce and the
mining and mechanical industries, but in
temperance we must set him down with
the “psendo” temperance sentirnents of
sixty years ago, Dr Lyman Beecher was
one of the temperance - pioneers on this|
continent.
