Cure Announced for Tuber~
culosis,

Dr. Genzabaro Koga, of the Imper-
ial Hospital, Kyoto, announces that
he has discovered a cure for tubercu-
losis, according to an article appear-
ing in the Japanese Times of:May 2nd,
It is said he has experimented on
hundreds of cases and has been suc-
cessful in every ome. The composi
tion of the remedy was suggested by
the use of the jujce of peach leaves
for p ine poisoning.
‘At the International Medical Con-
ference of 1890 Dr. Koch esuggested
that one part of potasstum durbcyan-
ide diluted in two million parts of
water conld destroy tubercular bac.
teria in a test tube, and that, how
ever, it did not at all affect the bac-
teria in an animal bydy, Dr, Koga,
working oo the theory th it hydrocy-
anic acid could destroy bacteria in a
tube because it aftects them directly,
while in the animal body it is soon
d ssolved in'0 ure: and discharged, so
that there was no chance of 1t coming
into contact with the bacteria,
‘The doctor employed potassium
cuprocyanide instead of Dr. Koch's
yanide and experi, for a
long time. At last he has been re.
warded with the discovery of a safe
and satistactory medicine, which acts
ooly on the seat of tuberculosis,
When it is iojected into.an elbow
vein of a dermal tubercular case the
diseased part of the skin is in two
hours congested and swells up, turn-
ing purple, while the healthy parts
are not affected.
