That is why you sometimes hear that warn­
ing: " Stay away from that town. It's a 
dead one/’ The town which has the 
reputation of being a dead one suffers 
as if from a pestilence. Business men seek­
ing new locations will have none of it|The 

travelling salesman, even, will give 
it a wide berth. Those who live in it will 
get away if they can.

When a town is live and prosperous, 
local busness is good, real esttate values 
are high and stable, labor is in demand, 
and wages are good; the streets are well 
lighted, the residents and their property 

irotected from robbery and fire, and 
schools are maintained for the educa- 
of the children.

When a town is dead, there is little mon­
ey in circulation, store buildings stand 
empty with “For Sale” signs hanging on 
the front door; there is little employment 
for the laboring man, the streets are dark, 
the schools are crippled.

What sort of town do you want to live 
in? There is only one answer to that ques­
tion. You want to live in a live town and 
enjoy all the good things that come to the 
residents of such a community.

The only question then is as to how 
these prosperous conditions can be creat­
ed or maintained and it is the easiest thing

To offset the catalogue houses today, 
the merchant must tell the people what

If the people of a community will keep 
their money at home and keep it in circula­
tion among ‘themselves, they need have 
no fear of ever being compelled to live in 
a dead town. If the people will patronize 
their own business men instead of send­
ing their dollars to the mail order houses, 
the prosperity of the community will take 
care of itself.

The.local stores, to a very large extent, 
make every town. The taxes paid by the 
business men of the community are the 
principal support of the schools and pub- 

. tic institutions.
It is the taxes paid by the storekeepers, 

to a large.extent, that make possible the 
public improvements, the fire protection, 
the-street lighting and the many other 
things which make a town worth living in. 
The mail order house does not pay any 
taxes in the town from which it gets its 
money.

It does not help to support the schools 
or the churches. It does not help light 
the streets or maintain the fire department. 
It is the aim of the mail order houses to 
drive small town merchants out of busi­
ness, so that the people will be compelled 
to send to the cities for their merchandise, 
and they are spending thousands of dollars 
every month to accomplish this purpose.

If they should succeed, who would pay 
the taxes that are now paid by the local 
merchants? It’s a certainty that the mail 
order house would not pay them.

Every dollar spent at home helps to 
make the town a live one.

Every dollar spent away from home to 
the mail order house helps to make the 
town a dead one.

The issue is a cut one and is squarely 
up to every resident of the town itself or 
of the country surrounding it.

The man who does not care whether 
he lives in a live or a dead town, if there 
is such a man, need waste no thought on 
the subject, but the man who wants to 
live in a live town cannot get away from 
it. It is up to him to make his town a live 
one or a dead one.

SEVENTY YEARS OF LIFE

A German mathematician has employed 
a little figuring to demonstrate what the 
Biblical span of life of thee score and ten 
really means, and his results are very inter­
esting.

Seventy years of life means 840 months 
of 25, SSVdays, equal to 613,200 hours or 
36,792,000 minutes or 2,207,530,000 sec­
onds. It shows that a man reaching that 
age has gone to bed 25,350 times ana exce- 
cepting childhood he has breakfasted 2£L- 
000 -times, as well as dined and supped. 
Supposing that he has taken three cup of 
coffee or of tea a day, one at each meal, 

75,000 cups of either 
beverage. If he smoked three cigars a day 
he would have consumed the enormous 
quantity of 54,570, which, at 5 cents apiece 
would mean that $2,737.50 went up in 
smoke. AT the rate of a pound of meat 
a day he has eaten 25,000 pounds or as 
much as twelve oxen. If he walked a mile 
a day, omitting, of course, his childhood, 
he has covered 25,000 miles.

He has taken 735,840,000 breaths, being 
1,200 in an hour, 28,000 in a day and 10.- 
152,(XX) in a year. The number of heart 
beats is still greater. Let us suppose that 
there were seventy-five heart beats in a

a day, 39,420,000 a year aqd 2,- 

,000 for seventy years of life.—

Mr. D. has iust cut his clover,—and they 
see again the field where as boys «they 
Picked berries from the fence comers, 
and the hollow rails where they had many 
a losing fight trying to rob the bumble­
bee. They read that Mr. W. is dead.
" Well,, well, he seemed an old man when 
they were still young. " They remembered 
his rugged, honest and the homely advice 
which from his desk as superintendent 
of the Sunday School he gave them. And 
so he is dead, but his words and influence 
which can never diexome back to them 
and they live over again their Sunday 
School days, but now realizing what they 
did not as boys and girls, how necessary, 
how important, the need of a character 
built upon the ideal of the Holy Word. 
So we could go on. The weekly paper 
with its neighborhood news has brought 
before the people the doings of the home 
folks, their work, their play, their social 
joys, their sorrows,— little unimportant 
happenings to those who live in the neigh­
borhood, but to those absent a link that 
binds them to the best in the past. A 
drink of cold water to a thirsty heart, 
like a drink from the old spring at the 
foot of the hill at home where asboys we 
were wont to refresh ourselves. And in 
the strength of that refreshment they 
can go on to do continually better work— 
and so they are thankful for 
paper and the neighborhood correspon­
dents, who, by much sacrifice constitute 
themselves a link which bind them to all 
the best In the past.

This message always has 
artistic expression, in specific and concrete 
language vivid with imagery and figures 
of speech characteristic of the diction of 
the poet soul that knows and loves nature, 
and in verse the music of which suggests 
Swinburne.

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» W. C. T. U. Notes PROHIBITION IN NOVA %COTIA
The Social 'Service Council of Nova 

bcotia is causing petitions to be circulat­
ed, addressed to the Provincial Govern­
ment asking that certain definite measures 
be adopted for the enforcement of the 
temperance law of the province. Three 
reouests are submitted in these petitions.

One is that the Government of Nova 
Scotia ask the federal authorities to canfcel 
the licenses under which wholesale ware­
houses for the exportation of intoxicating 
liquors are operating in Halifax. These 
licenses, the Dominion Government has 
assured the Social Service - Council, Will 
be rescinded as soon as the government 
at Halifax asks for their cancellation. 
Just why such a pre-requisite to their 
cancellation is necessary is not appar 
Tha Dominion Government should 
issue licenses to private individuals or 
firms for the commercial handling of in­
toxicants in a province where both local 
and federal prohibition laws are supposed 
to be in force. But Ottawa having passed 
the buck to Halifax, prompt action on 
the part of the local government may be 
confidently looked for, if the hands of 
the members are not stilK tied by entangl­
ing alliances with those who are engaged 
in the liquor business.

The second of the requests which the 
Social Service Council is presenting to 
the Government has reference to the 
Provincial Vendorship Commission. What 
is asked in this connection is strict and 
honest supervision of liquor sales through 
its. agency. Under the law, alcoholic 
spirits may only be sold in Nova Scotia 
for medicinal and industrial useà, and 
sales of intoxicants as a beverage are pro­
hibited and penalized. Yet the enormous 
trade carried çn Under the Supervision 
of the Commission, through the various 
vendorships in the province, is conclusive 
proof to all that the law is being violated 
openly and Shamelessly through these 
government agencies.

Such a condition is entirely discredit­
able'to the government, and is an open 
challenge to public decency. Illicit stills, 
bootlegging organizations and outlawed 
rum dives do not reflect anything like 
such a reproach on the province, as a 
state of facts which discloses the constitut­
ed authorities of Nova Scotia as an organ­
ization for the wholesale and methodical 
violation of the laws of the land.

Finally the petitions which are shortly 
to be presented to the government pray 
that stronger measures be adopted for 
the enforcement of the N. S. Temperance 
Act. It is not necessary to enlarge upon 
the need ând appropriateness of such a 
request. In Halifax, Sydney, Glace Bay, 
Yarmouth and other Nova Scotia towns 
prohibition enforcement has become more

The time has come when vegetables 
must be brought in and stored for 
winter. Usually it would be very con­
venient if all these could be bundled 
away into the cellar out of the way: 
the difficulty is that some vegetables 
need coolness and. moisture, while others 
need practicaily opposite conditions. 
Apples, potatoes, carrots, cabbage, 
etc., deteriorate rapidly when stored 
in a dry place or where it is warm. 
I’unykins and squash on the other 
nand, will not suffer from some warmth, 
and must be in a dry atmosphere or 
they will mould and rot very quickly.

A heap of potatoes, put in- warm, 
from the field, is in the worst possible 
condition to develop rot. They should 
be allowed to cool and dry either in 
small heaps out of doors, when there 
is no danger of frost preferably remain­
ing over night, or on a bam floor or 
eome such place. It will be remembered 
that in early fall there is a good deal 
of heat in the ground and on sunny 
days thé vegetables will not get thor­
oughly cooled.
