This year it is here and sold
by the yard, but the shops can hardly
keep up with the demand for it.

Not only in plain crepon does it come,
but in embroidered effects, and in col-
ors—lovely soft pinks, lavenders, blues
and yellows—for it is a material which
dyes beautifully.
