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WHAT CANADIAN FARMERS
LOSE ON BUTTER.

Ix an article lately on this subject,
we showed that when Protection should
transfer to Canada the industries we
now support abroad Canadian farmers
might reasonably expect to obtain sixty
dollars more per annum to the hundred
cleared acres on the article of butter
alone, or twelve million of dollars per
year on the area cropped in 1870—the
gain to be expected now being, of course,
much greater. We showed that the
European demand had slackened—that
stocks were accumulating here, and far-
mers losing heavily by the resultant low
sales, or no sales—and that, unfortun-
ately, as the causes of European in-
ability to purchase appeared to be of a
permanent rather than a temporary
nature, little orno improvement could
be hoped for so long as we depended on
the European market. ~ We explained
that a much better market might be ob-
tained at home for it all, and for much
more—that had we (as we easily might),
our own workmen employed in town
and city, hamlet and village, over all
the land, our farmers would sell them
the butter fresh which they now sell
them salt, and would obtain from them
the price which the fresher ' and
better article the world over commands.
It was a simple and plain - statement

of solid facts, but it was wonderful to
see into what a rage it threw the Globe.

—our farmers!” Why, one would

Do their best, pank as they will,
our farmers cannot in future expect a
paying price in the Liverpool market.
Let them, then, support a policy that
will bring here a population able to pa
well for all their g:tter while it is
and valuable. ° It willl double thsir
profits on butter, and far more than
double them on other things.

THE HEAT.

8t, Louis, July 16.—Yesterday’s heat
was intense. At 8 a.m. the thermometer
ked 90in theshade. About10a.m. the ven-
erable Dr. McCanonely, editor of the Chris-
tian Advocate, fell prostrate while at work in
his office. He revived, though he isin a
critical condition. At eleven o’clock, Jos.
Tieman,a grox,ninent real estate dealer, while
talking tohispartner, R. H. Lancaster,awell-
known politician and capitalist, fell to the
flocr insensible.  Lancaster rushed out for
ice, and on his return fell prostrate him-
self, and, though both revived, they are
yet in a dangerous condition. Immense
carg:):cu of grain were on boats waiting to
be discharged, but the stevedores, in most
cases, refused to put their men to work.
At the mills and factories large numbers
refused to work, and in several large
establishments work was almost suspended.
On ’Change several prominent millers dis-
cussed the situation, and, it is stated,
to suspend work and not resume
till there is a change. At noon there were
fifteen corpses in the morgne. Tweo horses
belonging to und er Coffee fell
ead on the streets while conveying
the bodies of two victims to the
cemetery.

HOOPING-COUGH.

. -gming-eongh is chiefly a disease of

e—.-is infectious, often Prevails a5
an e ¢, rarely occurs more than once
in life, and is frequently complicated wit},
other diseases, rendering it, in many caseq
very dangerous. ‘
SYMPTOMS,
We cannot give these in detail. Nor i
this necessary, as  the peculiar hoop is
sufficient of itself to distinguish the dis
from all others. We will only say,
that the symptoms are those of a co "
cold ; with more or less fever, and the dic.
tinguishing or characteristic 8pas
hoop superadded.

NATURE AND DURATION,
Hooping-cough seems to originate |
some peculiar impression made on 1
nerves of respiration, which caus
spasmodic cough and hoop. But it
not always , by any means, remain a simple
nervous affection ; for, as above intimateq,
it is often complicated with inflammation
of the lungs and bronchial tubes, con
sions, congestion of the brain, and disorder
of the stomach and bowels, ‘manifested by
vomiting, diarrheea, ete.

Hoopimg-cough is, in itself, a self-limited
disease ; running on for a period of two or
three weeks, and terminating erally,
fovourably. But on account of the com-

its course in two or three weeks ; or 1t may
continue as many months, ending finally in
aslow restoration to health ; in some chronje
disorder which may continue for years o
in speedy death.

TREATMENT.
The domestkic treatment is very simple,
The disorder cannot be cut short.”

On the contrary, the proper office of
medicine is that of an hunble handmaig
and assistant of nature; and the hig
achievements of the healing art areex
hibited not so much in curing disease a
conducting it to a happy termination, when
an attempt to cure wounld result inthe
death of the patient. Medicine cures 3
very few ; relieves more ; and carries many
safely through attacks which would prove
fatal without its interposition. And this
last is the crowning glory of the science,
The domestic treatment of hooping.
cough consists mainly in warm bathing,
and the occasional administration of hive
i , or antimonial wine, together

mpsmﬁmﬁon to certain hygienic
measures, which will be noticed in due
time.. The general warm bath shouldbe
ased at least once a day, and the hive
syrap should be given very much inthe
manner directed in croup. But the doses
need not be so large or frequent. Still,
when there is much stuffing up, and
difficulty of breathing, the medicine should
be given until the patient vomits, and then
in smaller doses so as to keep the cough
loose and easy. The antimonial wine may
be given in the same doses and in the same
manner as the hive syrug Ipecac is less
irritating to the stomach and the bowels
than the hive syrup and antimonial wine,
and is therefore preferable in some cases.

It may be given in doses of from one to
five grains, T;s prescn;fbed for the other
medicines. e wine ipecac is a very

‘ tion. It may be admimsterad in

m from one to three teaspoonfuls.

In conjunction with the above remedies
the wet jacket will be found to be a most
valuable means of keeping upa flow of
blood to the skin of the chest, thus rﬁliev-
ing and guarding the lungs. The jacket is
mgde by ta.kinggtwo or three thicknesses of
linen or cotton cloth, cutting armholesin it,
and fitting it close $o the body next the
skin. The jacket should be large enough
to cover the whole chest ; it should be wet
in water cold or tepid according to the
heat of the skin ; wrung out so it will not
drip, and then applied. It should bere-wet
whenever it becomes dry or disagreeably
warm. In cold weather it should be well
covered with dry external coverings soas
to prevent chilliness. 'When properly
applied, the wet-jacket is a safe and most
effectual remedy in hooping-cough and
lung affections generally. This with spong-
ing and rubbing the chest, and the daily
warm bath, offers greater - security against
the dangerous cemplication of hooping-
cough than any plan of treatmentever
