We know God first, by reason, 
from the things that are seen. The 
great laws of morality which have 
their basis on the virtues called the 
Natural Virtues, point Him out dis 
tinolly. These virtues which com­
mand Prudence, Temperance, Joet- 
tice and Fortitude, tell us plainly 
that there is a Grod who has gifted 
man with them, and that they a:e 
the woik of His band.

But we also know God in another 
way—this is called Revelation, or 
the speaking of Ged to man. It ig 
a historical fisc; that Ged bee done ! 
this in. many times, places and 
ways, and only a man who deliber­
ately shale hie eyes to evidence can 
make any attempt at a denial of 
this fact.

Men have said “ we can know all 
about God without any Revelation,”
If we can, then we must be equal to 
Rim, which is absurd. They have 
said, “ God is hr off and takes no in- 
tereat in us, and so does not reveal 
Himself.” If this be so, it oontia- 
diots the whole testimony of the 
order and ocurse of nature, whioh 
shows the hand of God at everv turn 
and step we take in its domain. 
We are ready to believe the latter 
rather than an individual philoso­
pher. Men say again, " we need 
no Revelation ; we can get #|gng 
weli enough without it.” But the 
facts belie the words. The history 
of Revealed religion is the history 
of Christian civilization. For the 
men who get along so well without 
Revelation, they jqay lake their 
choice of any of the barbaric dr 
semi-barbaric races in the world.

As to the history of Revelation, it 
began of course with the first 
parents, and continued with Noe, 
Abraham, Moses, the Prophets, and 
finally it was completed and dosed 
by the appearanoe of the Son ef 
God in human flesh in the person of 
Jesus Christ.

It will be interesting to know how 
these various Revelations have been 
made known to the world at large, 
in each case God has left on earth 
accredited persons who held the de­
posit of truth, and had the authority

Under the first dispensations, 
there were the men whom we call 
the Patriarchs, and who had from 
the Father of the human race the 
first Revelation, In the time of 
Moses God appointed the Hgh 
Priest of the Jews in regular eno- 
oesnicn to the duty of teaching with 
His authority. Today we have the 
successor of the chief of the Apostles, 
whom Christ appoin ed to this same 
supreme office of holding and teach­
ing and declaring and defining with­
out error, exactly what He taught 
when He was on earth nineteen 
hundred years ago.

Then again God Himself has at­
tested the truth of His Revelation 
by miracles whioh are beyond the 
power of man. So he appeared to 
Abraham and Moses, and so He ap­
peared in Jesus Christ. He proved 
Himself to be the Creator of nature 
by showing that He had the power 
of making it do His will.

The matter ' of Revelation itself, 
being as it is* so consonant with all 
that is beet in human nature ; and 
showing man an eternal life of hap­
piness in a world to oome,depending 
largely on man's own personal exer­
tions to attain it And the assist­
ance which God also promises to 
give to man to help him arrive at 
that life beyond the grave, These 
things all show conclusively to the 
unprejudiced mind, that God has 
made a Revelation, and that every 
wotd of it is true, And unlees we 
believe it, we oaunot be saved, for 
the denial of it is to make God the 
author of falsehood. X

The American flag now now waves 
over Porte Rico, and that means 
that American rule Is sovereign in 
tbmt island. War changes many 
things—even people*, minds. We 
set out on wav with the sclemn as­
severation that we wanted no new 
territory as compensation, and onr 
61st act ig to wipe the first territory 
that offered itself, to be kept in per 
oetnity. . We shall be judged in the 
future by our acts ae well as bur dec­
larations. We knew little of Porto 
Rico before the war ; we kno w a 
good deal ribw, What we did know 
was of much the same character ae 
our general knowledge of the Span 
i»h colonial empire. A place of 
dreadful misgovern ment, we were 
told ; a place of eavggpry, ignorance, 
degraded tuperatition and chronic 
rebellion. Our going to Porto Rico 
and annexing if, without aeking a 
word ae to the wishes of tbp natives, 
was based upon the existence of in 
su rraction. Whether any such
insurrection ever existed, save in 
the editorial rooms of the “ yello 
journals,” is now more than doubt­
ful. Now that our flag has gone up

over Porto Rico and the Spanish 
officials and army have quitted it for 
good, it is proper for us, in order 
that we may put ourselves right be­
fore our owp consciences, if we can, 
for the forcible annexation of this 
rooratl of rich territory, in the teeth 
of our own voluntary engagement 
to the cent 1 ary, to take a glance at 
the actual facts as we are laarning 
them now for the first time. For 
the past couple of weeks there have 
appealed in the Philadelphia Record 
letters deseribing Porto Rico signed 
Fannie B. Ward. The animus of 
this writer may he judged-of from 
one trivial circumstance. VY 
speaking of EAÜgkiaa fcmilriingr 
the capital, she speaks of them as 
“ Romieb,” and a Protestant church 
she refers to as “ Episcopal.” A 
stiaw shows how the wind blows, 
and.the use of a deliberately offen­
sive term to the people of Porto Rico, 
who are about ninety-nine per cent. 
Catholic, reveals the sort of manners 
and charily Porto Ricans may ex 
p«oi if the letters ofFannie B. Ward 
have the effect of attracting many 
of the tribe to whioh she belongs to 
the island. Bat, in truth, it is 
doubtful whether such a hegira will 
set in—it least for a very considér­
able time. There does not appear 
to b i very much opening for boei- 
nesa for American speculators, either 
in spiritual or material things, in 
Porto Rico. Portions of this lady's 
letters may be quoted, in order to 
let the facts as she finds them speak 
for themselves. For instance, here 
ie what the urban situation is like :

“ Ponce is the largeet city of the 
island, with a population in normal 
times of perhaps 38,000. It is a 
rich old town, exceptionally clean 
for Spanish-America and well built 
Its dwelling houses are mostly of 
wood, with iron balconies, green 
jalousies and windows without glass 
—while the public buildings are of 
brick and stone. Tue latter are 
grouped around a palm-shaded plaza 
and include a Roman Catholic ouhe- 
dral and an Episcopal church, be­
sides the usual ‘ palaoio,’ theatre and 
casino. There are half a dozen 
other churches, of course all Romish ; 
a well kept hoepital, public library 
and reading-room, two colleges, and 
A m:!ttaç£ zehaeL 
paved streets are lighted with gas 
by an Eoglish company. The next 
town in point of population is San 
Germain, which has about 30,000, 
according to the latest oensns. A 
very inteiesting place to visit is 
Mayoguez, on the west coast, with s 
population of 12,000. It is a gar­
rison town, with club, and gas 
works and the best hotel on the is­
land. A fine iron bridge, completed 
some six years ago, connects the 
town with its port; but, unfortun­
ately, the harbor is accessible only 
to vessels drawing not more than 
sixteen feet.”

No doubt, when Ponoe and San 
Germain and Miyagues have bad 
the advantage o' the eyetem of the 
Philadelphia Oity Councils and the, 
Harrisburg Legislature, they will be­
come much more modern and np-to 
date sort of places, and the rigid 
monotony of well-paved streets and 
well-managed gas vforks will be en­
livened by more civilized methods'of 
util zing public money. So muob 
for the civic portion of the island ; 
the state of the rural districts may 
be gathered from the following items 
from the same deep a1 eh :

11 A good many. Americans are al­
ready here to look up the prospectus 
for investment ef oapital and the 
business ohaneee for men of smaller 
means. They represent every ele­
ment of professional, commercial 
manufacturing and industrial life, 
and it ie safe to say th#t they are a 
shrewd lot, who will make search, 
ing and conclusive investigations. 
£ have talked with several of them, 
and in every ease they express dis­
appointment. They did not realize 
at a distance that Porto Rico is not 
in the least like our Western States 
and Territories, with extensive 
trsota of unocçupied and unclaimed 
lands, or even like New England 
and our 8 jutbern States, with their 
abandoned farms and broken down 
plantations, but here every inch is 
oentd by somebcdy and oan only 
be acquired by the payment of s 
good round sum

What Spanish rule has mesnt to 
this place is not only a happy social 
condition, but a system of inland 
communication well calculated to 
develop aod foster Industry. Spain 
had inherited from her ancient Bo 
man rulers the giaid art of making 
toad» and building aqueducts, and 
this art she transmitted to her South 
American posseasions, in ample 
degree. If are ie whst this oorres. 
pondent says ab >ut the roads and 
institutions of Porto Rioo, as the 
Americans found them :

“ Nothing mq.-e delightful oqu be 
imagined than a saddle journey from 
San Juan to Ponoe, the capital—a 
distance of thirty miles as the crew 
fl es, but nearer fifty by the wind­
ings of the old oamino real, or * royal 
rond,* built by the early Spaniards 
almoet four oeninriee ago. The in­

terior of Porto Rieo is extreme'r 
fertile n V-n w I I hit the 
ert: c I od look* iiku - ne con- 
■iou-ue garden. It is rem.rkubly 
»ell en -plied with towns and vil- 

1 gee, there being no fewer than 
seventy-three with upward of a 
thousand population, besides in- 
nuumerable hamlets of graee-eov- 
ored huts surrounding eom : tile- 
rrofed church or bodega. A4 the 
towns are connected by go- d high- 
vayp, with many transverse toads, 

aod the railway begun in 1803, fol- 
I iws the irregular shore line ome 
100 miles aod already e.-n-ls stveral 
bort branches into the interior.

1/ soon to be, under eno g-ttio Am- 
erioan management—Porto Rico’s 
railway system will include five 
'ices, with twelve sections, about 600 
inilee all told—not a bad showing for 
the little ^three-cornered island, 
which is only about one-thirtieth the 
s'ze of the State of Michigan, or 
somewhere about 96 mi'es long by 
36 miles wide in its longest and 
widest part. Before the war there 
were 475 miles of telegraph in opera­
tion in Porto Rico and a deep-sea 
oable connecting it with the United 
States, Europe and the other Antil­
les. It had also a well established 
banking institution, whose head­
quarters were in San Juan, with 
branches extending throughout the 
island, and in 1880 a charter was 
extended for another bank, with the 
exclusive privilege of a note issue, 
the original capital being 1.500,000 
pesos.”

We might well envy the Porto 
Rioans under their old Spanish 
civilization. If such results have 
arisen from - the '• barbarous ” and 

medreval ” methods of Spain, we 
fancy that we could afford to be re­
garded as barbarous and medieval, 
too, if we could only secure life cess­
ions of living and like happy social 
conditions. When the corrupt Legis­
lature and the fradulent contractor 
and the politioal “ boss ” shall have 
established /heir system' in that 
little oeeair-getfiflhen we shall be 
enabled to draw the contrast be­
tween the methods of the “ people of 
dreams * sad the people of “ brains.” 
A fitting pendent to these refl sciions 

The wide, writ- and extracts is the following preg­
nant note from this week’s Inde­
pendent :

“It is our duty to carry our 
schools to Porto Rioo, much more 
than te bring colored Porto Rican 
or Oubau boys aod girls to our col­
ored schools. Here they will leafn 
that it is proper to forbid them to 
tide in the same oars or to go to ‘he 
same private or public schools with 
white children. They will learn 
the wrung and sin of caste, the one 
ourse we are in danger of carrying 
to our new possessions.”

Mere Lighten the Philippines-

Eight Spanish -priest» of the or­
der of Augustiniaos arrived in San 
Francisco from Manila on Monday 
fOot. 17]. Tbefr pastoral duties 
on the Island of Luzm were inter­
rupted by the uprising of the na­
tives, and they, intend to proceed to 
Sooth America in a few weeks. 
Among the travellers were the fol­
lowing: Rev. A. Cambrian, Bey. 
T. Catalan, Rev. Q. Larrinde, Rev. 
O. Perez and Rev G. Olio. The 
reverend gentlemen wish it under­
stood that they did not flee from 
the Phillipines because of the 
American .invasion. Oa the 00»- 
trary they believe that Church in­
terests will fare very well under 
the laws of the United States. The 
Padres granted an interview to » 
Monitor representative through an 
interpreter, eg Wednesday evening. 
Padre Antonio, who acted as spokes­
man for the party, ie an intelligent, 
kind-mannered gentleman. Hje 
bee been In Manila for eight years 
aod declared himself quite willing 
to tell The Monitor’s readers the 
truth about the Philippines and 
their iehabitantit, “Before any­
thing rise,” .aid he, “ I wish to pro­
test against comparing Manila with
Paris or New York- Thi. la obvi­
ously unfair. You should remem­
ber that the Filipino has not been 
in touch with civilization as 1 mg ae 
the Parisian or the New Yorker. 
It ie contrary to the nature of things 
to transform in a generation a na­
tion ef herb-eaiing savages inti 
drawing-room brilliants. Ym have 
been four hundred years trying to 
civilize the American Indian, and 
only last week the Chippewas— 
Well, that wiR do for a preface," he 
added smilingly. “ What have yoe 
to aek me ?”

“ What is the tme character ol 
the insurgents?”

“The insurgents are an undiscip­
lined mob ef rioters, lei by a dema­
gogue. Tiey aye the riff raff of the 
Wands. Men without priuoiplee 
or property io most instances, and 
some oases poor fools or young boys 
who do not know why they are re­
belling. Aguinaldo has them pre 
ty well in band today, tomorrow 
they may dinintegrate into fifty 
g*oge. "

“ And their leader, Aguio.l -u ?"

“He is a rattle piled iog'ae, 
whom cunning and circumataocts 
have lifted to the position of gener­
alissimo of a ragged band of law­
breakers. Aguinaldo is an ungrate- 
lui renegade who was fed, drihid 
and educated by Calholio priests. 
He was a servant in a pariah resi­
dence at Cavite and the Fa'hers at­
tempted to ednoate him. They 
were not very successful as he later 
tried to obtain a position as teacher 
aod faded. So you can sec that his 
mental make-up is not of the finest.

suppose you are familiar with 
this genius renegade. He seems 
to flourish cn both sides of the eqna- 
tor. Aguinaldo is a mere puppet 
in the hands of the Masons. It is 
0 these worthies, and organized 

anarchy in Europe that wo may 
trace the origin of the trouble in 
the Philippines. To give the de­
vil his due, I will say that Aguin­
aldo occasionally acts as if he were 
a bit appreciative of the kindnesses 
which he owes to the Catholic 
priests. In fact, 1 believe, that if 
it were not for the bypnotio influ­
ence of big bribes, he would not ex­
hibit so much animosity towards 
the Church. I will recite you an 
incident illustrating this brighter 
side to an otherwise dark oheracter. 
On the memorable morning when 
the American fleet destroyed the 
Spanish vessels and captured old 
Cavite, Aguinaldo placed a boat at 
the disposal of his old master, Padre 
De Bias, and had him conveyed to 
Manila."

* Is education general and pro­
gressive in Manila ? It was a fami­
liar slander during the late war that 
the prieste tried to keep the na­
tives ignorant."

“ Welt, I will say that the boyor 
girl who graduates from the higher 
schools in Manila, of whioh there 
are a number, is as well educated 
as an Oxford or a Harvard gradu­
ate* The poor class of natives do 
not, of course, educate their chil­
dren as literateure or musicians. 
Do they in this country ? The na­
tive children are very bright, and, 
if it were not for the unstable condi­
tion of government, thanks to men 
of Aguinaldo stripe, we would make 
astooLbing progress in civilizing 
them. As it is, they will compare 
very favorably with the Anglo-Sax­
on in a corresponding state of evo­
lution."

“ How do the Filipinos regard the 
incursion of American soldiers into 
their country ?"

“ Ae a relief from the insurgent 
disturbance they welcomed their 
coming. Otherwise they were not 
pleased to have their country taken 
from them. What I will call the 
respectable element in the Philip­
pines was well satisfied with Span­
ish government. They understood, 
even hotter than American Protes­
tant newspapers, that Spain’s gov­
ernment Of the ishnda was all that 
could have been expected, consider­
ing the material with which she 
had to deal.”

“ What prompted you to leave the 
islands?"

“ Soon after the destruction of the 
Spanish fleet, the insurgents wrecked 
our schools, robbed and deepoiled 
our missions aod ohurohes and drove 
us into Manila. About fifty priests 
were killed by them in the most 
brutal man ner. As our field of work 
was laid bare, we decided to leave 
the Philippines. It was merely the 
discouragement of seeing the work 
of years destroyed by the men. we 
hid gone to teach and the improba­
bility of being able .ro build up the 
work again immediately.

“Is there any immediate danger 
of thp insurgents rebelling against 
American control ?”

“ Ï do not w'sh to spread con­
sternation in the household of your 
soldiers, but if the American authori­
ties in Manila do not nip in the bud 
the slightest tendency to revolt 
amongst the insurgents there will 
likely be great bloodshed. I cer­
tainly do anticipate serions trouble 
before matters settle down."—San 
Francisco Monitor.

Recent Washington advices 
state that the United States Post 
Office Department has ordered an 
innovation in the postal service 
by the experimental establish" 
ment of a “ post office on 
wheels,” to operate in the vicinity 
of Westminster, Maryland. The 
service is to consist of a postal wag- 

-triytel seer a designated 
route in rural districts. Mail 
boxes may be placed at certain 
points for every farmer living 
within a mile or two of the pro­
posed route, and from these mail 
will be collected. If the experi­
ment is successful it will be ex­
tended generally, and a very im­
portant feature of it is that it 
will have money order and regis­
try matter facilities.

HoN. John Yeo, M. P., for East 
Prince has been appointed to the 
Senate to fill the vacancy caused 
about a year ago, by the death of 

-Senator Arsenault. When the Con­
servatives were in power at Ottawa 
our Grit friends, particularly Sir Rich­
ard Cartwright and Mr. Mulock, both 
members of the present Cabinet, 
never tired of declaring that the ap­
pointment of a member of Parliament 
to en office of emolument uuder the 
crown was a very improper thing 
to do. But since these stalwart 
Grits attained power and place they 
have carried the practice of appoint­
ing members of the Commons to Gov­
ernorship, Judges and Senatorships, 
to such an extent that there are 
now some fourteen or fifteen 
vacancies in the House. Preaching 
our practice with our Grit friends 
are altogether different things. 
Mr. Yeo was elected to serve the 
electors of East Prince in the House 
of Commons ; he now abandons his 
trust to secure for himself an easy 
birth for life. Just like Gritism.

The Earl of Mint», Canada’s 
new Governor-General accom­
panied by his family and suite, 
arrived at Quebec, on board the 
steamship Scotsman, on Saturday 
afternoon last. His Excellency 
was met on the wharf by the Pre­
mier and the other members of 
the Federal Government, a guard 
of honor and the band of the 
Queen’s Own Canadian Hussars. 
The vice regal party were at once 
driven to the Legislative build 
ings where the swearing in cere­
mony took place. They were met 
at the buildings by Lord and Lady 
Aberdeen, who escorted the new 
Governor-General to the Council 
Hall. The commission was read 
and the oath administered by 
Judge Sedgewick of the Exche 
quer Court, in presence of the 
retiring Governor-General, the 
Judges of the Supreme Court of 
Canada, the members of the Fed 
eral cabinet, the Mayor of Quebec 
and others. Lord Minto returned 
to the Scotsman, which proceeded 
on her way to Montreal. In the 
evening Lord and Lady Aberdeen 
sailed for the old country on 
board the Labrador. On Sunday 
afternoon the Scotsman arrived 
at Montreal, where the vice regal 
party were met by the Mayor and 

'a large concourse of citizens. 
Owing to the illness of Viscount 
Melgund, Lord Minto’s eldest son, 
the party did not leave the ship. 
They reached Ottawa yesterday.

The Units* StstM Bleotlons.

The returns of the United 
States elections, held on Tuesday 
of last week, indicate that the Re­
publicans will control both houses 
to the next Congress, though with 
very slim majorities, The reports 
show that eighty five Qeptybht 
and one huaawd eockninà Demo­
crats have been ejected to seats in 
the national House ot Represen­
tatives. Two years ago, the same 
districts returned to the House 
one hundred and 8?e Republicans 
and eighty-nine Democrats. This 
shows a gain of twenty for the 
Democrats and a loss of twenty 
for the Republicans, The House 
of Representatives contains 857 
members, and at present these 
members are made up of 202-Re-

fublicans ; 130 Democrats ; 21 
opuUete, and * 9ilveritee and 

Fushionties, The Republican ma­
jority was thus 47 over all, and 
the returns above given indicate 
that this majority has been al­
most wiped out. The present 
Senate has a majority of only 
seven over Democrats and Popu­
lists combined. Thirty new Sen­
ators are to be appointed, and as 
these are appointed by the State 
Legislatures, the State elections 
of the 8th. have an influential 
bearing upon the Upper House of 
Congress. A Joss of three or four 
Republican seats in the Senate 
would mean the loss of Republi­
can control in that body. The 
indications, at this writing, are 
that a sufficient number of States 
have gone Republican to elect Re­
publican Senators enough to re­
tain to that party, if not to in­
crease their present majority. In 
New York State the «flections 
were productive of considerable

excitement The Republican can­
didate for Governor was Colonel 
Roosevelt, who had acquired no 
inconsiderable notoriety in conse­
quence of the part he took in the 
late war. He was opposed by 
Judge Van Wyck, the Democratic 
and Tammany candidate. Van 
Wyck is a brother to the mayor 
of greater New York. The con 
test was hot and in New York 
City, the Democrats had a large 
majority ; but this was offset by 
a larger Republican majority in 
other parts of the State. Roose­
velt was elected by a plurality of 
from 15,000 to 20,000 votes 
In Massachusetts. Wolcott, Re­
publican, was re-elected. Elec­
tions took place in all the States 
except Maine, Vermont and Ore­
gon, in which elections had pre­
viously been held. In ten States 
Congressmen only were choseo , 
thirty-three States elected Legis­
latures ; twenty elected Govern 
ors and State officers, while in 
nine States, elections were held 
only for Treasurer, Auditor and 
minor state officials.

Seme Srit Election Methods-
------ F

Mr. John Lauohrin, elected 
in the Nipissing district of On­
tario as a supporter of Mr. Har­
dy's Government, was unseated 
by the courts the other day for 
corrupt practices. He is the fifth 
Liberal member of the Ontario 
Legislature unseated for corrup­
tion since the last Provincial gen­
eral election. His case illustrates 
very forcibly the manner of poli­
tical purity practised by the On 
tario Grits. So scandalous were 
the revelations that the defence 
brought the proceedings to an 
abrupt close before the inquiry 
had covered one polling district, 
by acknowledging the offence, ac­
cepting the loss of the seat, and 
paying $1,000 cost. Three wit­
nesses called testified to a very 
large consumption of free whis 
key. A Government road com 
missioner, named Murphy, swore 
that he had received two dozen 
flasks of whiskey from a Crown 
lands agent named Gilligan. He 
paid nothing for the liquor and 
gave it away to voters on election 
day. Samuel McMeekin, reeve 
of Cameron, swore that when he 
returned to bis own house on 
election morning, after swearjng 
in the deputy officer, he foum" 
valise two feet long, six inches 
high and about eight inches wide, 
filled with bottles of whiskey! 
He had been previously informed 
by Crown lands agent, Gilligan, 
that the whiskey would be fur­
nished and carrying out instruc­
tions he gave it to voters in the 
interest ot Mr. Laugbrin and the 
party of parity. Finally Mr. 
Gilligan himself was put on the 
stand, when be admitted on oath 
that he purchased and distributed 
the liquor and that he had paid 
out various other spms of money 
to be used for illegal purposes, 
Of course the court lost no time 
in voiding the election and in re 
porting three persons guilty of 
corrupt practices, two of whom 
were the Government road com 
missioner and the Government 
Crown lands agent. One of the 
judges referred to the evidence of 
corrupt practices as “ really very 
startling.” The evidence here 
furnished shows that the officials 
of the Ontario Governqaent take 
a most active part in electioneer­
ing and that they scruple at noth­
ing, no " matter how corrupt, that 
is likely to secure the return of 
Government supporters ; and yet 
we have never seen it stated by 
any of oar Grit newspapers that 
this was “ offensive partisanship," 
It is only when the place of some 
poor “ tory ’’ official is wanted for 
some Grit heeler that we hear 

ything about ‘l offensive parti 
nship, and this regardless of 

how “ inoffensive ” this official 
may have beep. It appears, as a 
matter of fact, that the officiale of 
the Ontario Government are com­
pelled to act as part of the Liber­
al Government's political machin­
ery. At the time of a general 
election each of them in his 
sphere of action is to exert him­
self to secure votes for the Gov­
ernment candidates, and when a 
bye election comes on these offi­
cials ipvade the constituency in 
brigades »n4 engage m such work 
s should cause eyejry elecflqn in 

which they appear to be annulled. 
Nor are these peculiarly pure 
Grit election methods confined to 
the Province of Ontario. They

Mr. Geoff­
rion, i* appears, handed the note 
to his brother Victor, with in­
structions to hçye }p discounted 
and to hand the proceeds to Sen­
ator Dandnrand tor use in the 
campaign. The court found that 
Mr. Victor "Geoffrion and an as­
sociate had made illegal payments 
out of this money. It appears 
that in the original proceedings 
the names of these two party 
managers were not brought into 
the charges, and the court declar­
ed that it they had been brought 
into the case they would have

been fined $600 or imprisoned. 
The evidence furnished in these 
cases shows us that our Grit 
friends still believe in putting 
down bribery and corruption with 
plenty of money and plenty of 
whiskey.

How Spain Lost Onba.
Mi PoU'ica en Cuba, by the Mar­

quis of Polavieja (Madrid: Emilio 
Minuets). If this book has not al­
ready been done into Englieb, no 
doubt it aoon will be, for the history 
of the administration of an ex-Gov 
■emor of Santiago and ex-Oaptain- 
Generaf of Cube, written by himself, 
ehould prove both interesting and 
usefnl reading for those who are 
taking op tbe“work which he had 
laid down. .It is to Blackwood1 
Edinborg Magazine that I am in 
debled for a second-hand acquaint­
ance with the book. General Pole 
vieja bluntly acknowledges that 
Cuba was misgoverned, and does not 
deny that this wae in a great degree 
because of incapable officials coming 
from the mother country ; but he 
insista that it was also to a very great 
extent due to the unfitness of the 
Cubans for the large measure of self- 
government given to them. The 
magistracy of the island, the weakest 
part of .the machinery of the gov­
ernment, has been largely formed 
from Cabans, «who are séparatiste 
at heart, and will never decide in 
favor of a Spaniard or of the Spanish 
Government if they can avoid doing 
no by any device of chicanery. To 
prevent the defiance of the State by 
its own law offloere, it wai constantly 
necessary to have recourse to the 
Captain-General.” The civil service 
was aa corrupt as the magistiaoy, 
the explanation being the same in 
both ca«ee—poor pay and constant 
danger of removal preventing re­
spectable men from taking the 
offices. If brigandage flourished it 
was because it was secretly favored 
by the alcades and other civil officers, 
nearly always Cubans, who placed 
every hindrance in the way of the 
military police. Liberty of the 
press, which Americans probably 
imagine never existed in Cuba; was 
carried to unbridled license. It wae 
impossible to secure a conviction 
against any newspaper, because it 
invariably turned out that the libel- 
one article was written by “ one of 
three or four persons, who, in con­
sideration of a small sum declare 
themselves authors of what has ap­
peared, they having every one of 
them thirty or forty chargee pend­
ing against them for press offenses. 
The reviewer here calls attention to 
how promptly Britain lately put an 
end to such liberty of the prese in 
India, end says that such an editor 
as Dan Agustin Cervantes, of the 
Havana Tribune, unsuccessfully pro- 
eeomed for libel by the Spanish Gov­
ernment, would not have got off so 
easily at Poonah. Besides the 
magistiaoy being honeycombed with 
disaffection, the entire education of 
the island from the primary school 
to the University of Havana wae hi 
the hands of the Separatists. All 
this goes to prove that Spain’s fail- 
are in Cube was not because her 
method was tyrannical, but rather 
because it was not severe end thor­
ough enough to meet the exigencies 
of the cue, or, as the Blackwood 
reviewer puts it ; M If It le * ty 
jraony, it bae a singularly weak graep

of the conditions which make ty­
ranny effective.” Or, aa Geiiet-al 
Polavieja says : " We Spaniards are
entirely impressionable, and we live 
in extremes ; we either commit bar­
barities, whereby we only succeed in 
making ourselves hated, and in allow­
ing them (the Cubans) to think they 
- an deceive os with impunity.” Bat 
theie are other causes, in the review- 
ei’s opinion, besides those mentioned 
by the General, which helped to 
hting about the downfall of Spanish 
colonial rule. “In the eail days 
the Spanish sovereign intrusted 
large powers to the Church, aa pro- 
■ rotor of the Indians, and used it as 
a check on tLe oolouiste. With the 
eighteenth century there came a re­
action . The Crown grew jealooe oi 
the power-it had itself given to the 
priests. The “ Regaliste” Aawyers 
were allowed to vindicate the rights 
of the Crown—and one of the main 
props of Spain in the New Wo'ld 
waa broken." Rather a remarkable 
opinion this, coming from a Protes­
tant writer I But here ia something 
still more remarkable. The good 
folks of New England will hold np 
their hands in holy horror, but south 
of Mason and Dixoq'e line people 
will not be so sborkfcd. “ The Gen­
eral does not observe and perhaps 
does not believe, that the abolition 
of slavery waa another measure of 
the spme kind as the attack on the 
authority of .the Church by the Be- 
galistas. Whatever we may think 
of slavery, (and a scattered remnant 
of ns still in silence respects it, as a 
necessary stage in the discipline of 
humanity and the most wholesome 
relation of white and black when 
they live together—a thing to be 
regulated, not abolished, the fact re­
mains that abolition destroyed one 
qf the props of Spanish rule. It 
broke tjip JjUJt bond uniting the 
white Creole master to Spain, be­
cause it injured hie interests, and 
took away the chief compensation he 
had for the predominance of the 
mother ooBfitry, It did ro ga n the 
affection off the black, b»t only ex­
cited bis desire for a predomitanoe 
which should compensate him for 
the servitude of the past.” Add to 
this “ the fÿtal résolution of Charles 
IIL to help the insurgents in the 
English polonies, and bis inability to 
understand the efftot which the in­
dependence of the United States 
mast have on his own possessions” 
aa one of the things which “go far 
to explain the ultimate lose of the 
Spanish dominions)” and we have a 
list of reasons for the failure of Span­
ish rale in Onba at which liberty- 
loving Americans may well stand 
aghast—-helping Atperioa to yin her 
independence ; restraining the influ­
ence of the Church ; giving native 
Cubans too large a share in the ad­
ministration of the island ; allowing 
too much liberty to the press ; abol­
ishing slavery. And be it retpem 
bertd that this list of rrasons is 
drawn up by a Protestant reviewer 
writing in the ipost weighty of Brit 
ieh monthly magazines. David 
Creedon, in Weetern Watchman.

A Oath.lie Bureau of Inf*1 
•tien.

(From the Messenger of the Sacred Heart.)

The editor of Scribner’s Magazine, 
when forced to admit that one of the 
writers in his monthly has made a 
grave mistake which might injure the 
much-slandered friar* o| the Philip­
pines, expressed bis regret that Scrib­
ner’* has no department for correct­
ing ygçh errors, as if his private let­
ter and apology could mend matters 
or do more than show hé was aware 
of the injury done, but unwilling to 
repair it. . Father Yorke, editor of 
the Monitor, would not bave let the 
matter rest here. Not long age he 
organized a crusade against two of 
the Ban Francisco' daily papers, and 
by inducing Catholics to withdraw 
their subscriptions forced the editor of 
one of them to drop an advertise 
ment as indecent in itsdf as it was 
meant to be damaging to Catholics. 
Lately he has done good service by 
letting Catholics know the true char­
acter of Funk & Wagnali’s trade is­
sue known as the Literary Digest, 
which though published as a literary 
periodical, has a .department .^entit­
led “ The Religious World;'* quite as 
unfair to-the Ohercb as the Indepen- 
dint, which is professedly Protestant. 
We cannot have too many of The 
Standard and Times cr too many 
Monitors, or at least too many editors 
of the ability and zeal of the men 
who edit those thoroughly Catholic 
weeklies. The Century for October 
prints an article from some irrespon­
sible writer who has little to say but 
the mean things that have been al 
ready published in Ainslee’s and in 
the Independant.

IS IT WORTH WHILE?

“ Is it worth while,” some well-in­
formed Catholics ask, “ to try to de­
tect every false or injurious statement 
and to correct the same?" It is very 
difficult, no doubt, far more so than 
to invent or retail the falsehood, since 
truth always requires conscientious 
study. It is also an endless task, 
since so many papers and magazines 
seem to make if a point to misrepre­
sent the Church, while few of their 
editors seem to know when their re­
porters or writers are correct or mis­
taken in their statements about her. 
Then, may it not be that the harm 
done by their errors is pufely imagin­
ary or at least not serious enough to 
notice? Slight as the harm may 
seem to be and difficult as we may 
find it to collect the errors daily

printed by the press, it is worth while 
doing, ahd the Catholic editors who 
devote themselves to this work de­
serve si! praise and support. Since 
the tegrlar press will not *■ impeach 
its own articles,” as one of our promi­
nent editors expressed it lately, and 
since even Catholics, in spite or the 
sad lessons we have bid lately, are 
disposed to give some slight credit to 
whit their daily newspaper reveals to 
them, the Catholic editor at least 
must keep track of their errors, as 
much to instruct bis own as to leave 
no excuse to secular journals for not 
learning the truth, or to non-Catho- 
lies for forming false impressions of 
the Church.

A PRACTICAL SUGGESTION

In thli connection the Catholics of- 
ten complain that we have no great 
Catholic daily to'which editors gener 
ally and Catholics all might look for 
a true account of religious as well as 
secular news. It takes more than a 
complaint to establish such a news­
paper, and since it would need to be 
something more than an organ for 
advertising, as all our secular j lurnals 
have become, it would have to strug­
gle for money support, even were the 
editor or editors competent to publish 
it to be found. What is needed is a 
Cotholic bureau of reformation to 
which all publicists might app'y for a 
knowledge of Catholic matters, and to 
which we could look for a prompt 
contradiction to' every false statement 
about our faith. There is such a bu 
reau in England uuder tbs auspices of 
the Catholic Truth Society, and 
society of the same name exists in 
San Francisco. Every serious error 
in the newspapers, books or maga­
zines is promptly reported to a com 
mittee appointed for this purpose 
and referred to some competent per­
son, usually a specialist on the topic 
treated, for correction, and every 
means is taken to have the correction 
published if possible in the offending 
paper, or else in other secular journals 
whose editors are glad to call atten­
tion to a rival’s errors. It takes 
more than a suggestion to establish 
such a bureau, but at any rate the 
suggestion is practicable, and that of 
founding a Catholic daily is not 
clearly so.

TtMl WILL TELL.

It took a long time to make the 
editor of Scribner’s Magazine admit 
bit^error referred to above, and it 
would take as long to make the edi 
tor of the Century admit that bis 
knotty problem article in the October 
number contains an ignorant and 
wholly unfouqried' paragraph. It 
took more than six months to show 
that the “ Lottery of Souls” reported 
in the leading Protestant weeklies was 
a pure fiction—and still tLe Catholic 
Champion (Ritualist) repeats it in its 
issue for October—it is taking time 
to spread abroad the letter of Cardi 
nal Vaughn denying that “Jesuits 
in disguise ’’ ate striving to pervert 
the Anglicans ; it will take some time 
to know all thg tfiflh about Catholics 
in the Philippines, though we learn 
enough every day to know how the 
newspapers and the Protestant week­
lies have deceived us ; it would take 
three weeks at least to learn whether 
(general fylerritt fiid accord the inter­
view given in the New York Herald 
lor October 4, and whether he is cor­
rectly reported, though no reasonable 
man believes that a gentleman or one 
of bis official standing could possibly 
utter such foul things in such an in 
sidious way. It takes tinte snd labor 
but every lie nailed injures the credit 
of a deceiving press and puts' us on 
our guard against its impostures.

Pfiests et Hangings.
(From the New World, Chicago,)

Two men were hanged in the city 
jail of this city recently. Both were 
attended in tbejr last moments by 
Catholic priest Hqnce we hear re­
peated the old chargé that the great 
majority of murderers are Catholic?, 
Let us look for » moment into the 
facts of these cases. One of the men 
banged was a weak-minded Catholic, 
but little more than a boy, who, with 
wicked companions, had taken part in 
a holdrup. the vigtim of which was 
killed. . The other wai George jecks, 
a notorious criminal, sentenced to be 
hanger for a well-planned and hein­
ous murder. Father Dore, the regu­
lar attendent at the jail, and Father 
Boarman, the Jesuit missionary, gave 
these men the last rites of the Church 
and assisted them on the scaffold. 
From the time that Christ assisted the 
penitent thief on the cross and pro­
claimed his pardon, no charity appeals 
more loudjy to the true priest than the 
needs of the convicted felon, sen­
tenced to be executed by the law. 
Druggao, who had once tasted the 
consolations of, his religion, and sub­
sequently fallen away, was easily pre­
pared, and not only made his sacra­
mental confession, but received the 
viaticum. Not. so with Jacks, or 
Jacques, his true name. He had 
lived without any belief. He stated 
that bis mother was an Irish Catholic, 
who, being married to a French non- 
Catholic, was not suffered to practice 
her. faith. In consequence of this he 
himself received uo religious training.
A year ago he happened to drift into 
a Catholic. Church irvthis city, where 
be beard some sermons at i mission 
conducted by Fathers Boarman and 
Magevney. He was so impressed by 
what he saw and heard that, like so 
many other infidels, he reached the 
conclusion that if there had indeed 
been any revelation made by God to 
men, that révélation was possessed and 
taught by the Catholic Church. And 
so in the hour of utmost need, 
when be bad given np ell hopes of 
earthly mercy, he asked for the priest 
Whom he had heard at that mission. 
He made a fervent confession, and 
being invested with the scapular, 
praying most earnestly, he gave up his 
soul, crying aloud as the trap fell,
“ Oh, God. be merciful to me, * sin­
ner !” In these cases are exem­
plified reasons why it so often happens 
that criminals are attended by Catho­
lic priests on the scaffold. It is be­
cause, firstly, Catholic priests go after 
these outcas.s of humanity with much 
more zeal and seek much more earn­
estly to reclaim them at the last mo­
ment than do Protestant clergymen ; 
secondly, Catholics who have fallen 
away from the practice of their religion 
are as likely, and perhaps more likely, 
to commit crime than other persons; 
and, lastly, infidels have commonly a 
contempt for Protestantism and a be­
lief that if there be any religious truth, 
it is with the Catholic Church. Mur­
derers most commonly belong to this 
class. if they send for a min­
ister of religion at all when they find 
themselves face to face with death, it 
is most likely to be • Catholic priest
