After matters of routine and
the advancement of a stage in
several bills, the budget debate
was resumed on Tuesday evening
the 17th. After some remarks by
the Commissioner of Public Works.
Mr. A. P. Prowse .spoke on the
opposition side. He reviewed at
considerable length the financial
condition of the Province, .and
showed that the present Govern-
ment had, in everything they pro-
mised the people, not only failed,

people. He showed that the
representation case had been very
badly wismanaged before the
Privy Council. Had it been pro-
perly handied we might have been
successful. Then he pointed out
that the question of winter Com-
munication was in an unsatis-
factory condition. The fishery
award had been dangled before
the people; but from all the evi-
dence before us, nothing will ever
come of this. The matter of in
creased subsidies had already
been discussed during this session,
and the Government refused to
agree to a resolution reasonable
and favorable to this Province;
but for party ends they passed a
resolution that cannot fail to be
detrimental to us. Mr, Prowse
next showed up the debt saddled
upon the Province by the present
Government. From $128,000,
when the Conservatives went out
of power in 1891, the Provincial
debt has been increased to $780,-
369,19 on the 30th of December
last. If to this be added a quar-
ter of teachers salary to Dec, 30,
1905, and a quarter teachers
salary due March 31st, 1906, and
a proportion of average year’s
deficit nearly one third of the year
$14,000. All these items make
the present debt $854,369,16.
whatever more, without taking
any account of unfinished econ-
~ tracts. This mesns $8,54 per head
of the population in 1906 as
against $1,56 per head of the
population in 1891. The wretch-
ed management of the stoek farm
by the present Government was
made manifest a few days ago
when it was discovered that six-
teen head of the cattle there were
affected with tuberculosis. All
these matters show the misman-
agement and deception of the pre-
sent Government.

There were no
voters on the Beach Road, whom
the Government might try to pur-
chase; consequently the road is
neglected. A certain right of way
had been purchased in 1897 ; but
there was gate on the road last
summer. In 1897 also a right of
way was purchased for the road
from the Line Road to the Head
of Souris, The road had been
fairly well opened but never com-
pleted, because the Government
could not induce a certain man to
vote for them. Then there was
the road to Bay Fortune which
should be opened.

The Leader of the Opposition
pressed the Government very
hard about information concern-
ing the hay and other matters.
The Premier was very cross and
said he would give no more in-
formation. Mr. Mathieson per-
severed, however, and in the end
succeeded in wringing from the
Premier and his friends almost
all the information asked for.

THE ONLY WAY IO SAVE IT.

The papera read by Mr. Foster and
Mr. Bennett included letters from Mr.
Bronson and Mr. Ray to Mr. Tyrrell,
méentioning more or less plainly the
character of Mr. Belcourt’s services;
from Mr. Lyrrell to his Ottawa partoers ;
from Mzr. Beleonrt to his law partner at
Dawson, and to Mr. Tyrrell. Mr. Ray,
justifyiog the large transfer of stock to
Belcoutt, wrate to the Dawson member
of the firm ““ If we hold the concession
we can thank our sohditor who is mov-
ing heaven and earth tosave it.” Mr.
Ray was president of the reorganized
company and his letter expresaed the
hope that the deal with Belcourt would
meet Mr Tyrrell’s approval, adding, *‘it
seemed the only thing to do if
we are to save the concession.” Bron-
gon wrote from Oitawa the same time
saying: *‘‘We saw that prompt action
maust be taken if we were tqsave the
concession, and decided to ‘interest
Belcourt and McDoungall with us.” And
Belconrt himgelf writing to McDougall,
his Dawson law partner, said : * Both
Mr. Ray and Mr. Bronson are very
much exercised over the matter and
have asked me to try and straighten
it out with the minister which I am
trying to do.” In farther explanation
to his partner, Mr. Belcourt stated
that $100,000 of stock assigned them
was placed in tke name of another man
who represented them in the company.
Apparently it was hot thought desirable
that the interest of the member of
Parliament should be known. In fact
it might never come out had not the
partnera to the transaction got into
litigation among themselves.

NOT LEGAL SERVICES ONLY,

The only thing to be accompliehed by
the arrangement with Mr. Belcourt waa
the saving of the concession which the
law of the land and the intarests of the
distriet required to be cancelled. This
was not a purely legal service. If it
had been Mr. Belcourt was not the only
suitable person to engage, QOther law-
yers could be found as capable as he.
But these other lawyers were not
members of parliament repcesenting
the capital city and having the ear of
cabipet ministers. It wag not a question
of law bat & matter of favor to retain
this concession. And so Mr. Belcourt
did not confine his attention to the law
department. It was with *‘the Minis-
ter” that he ‘‘straightened it out.”
There are in the record letters from Mr.
Sifton to ‘“ My Dear Speaker.” There
is mention of mestings and iuterviews
with Mr. Congdon. The latter did not
then bold any position which made it
necessary to see him. bat one of the
parties wrote to another that ‘ among
ourselves ’ Uopgdon was to be appoint-
ed chief Yukon comwissioner. The
concessionaires thus had the advantage
of advance information.
'The papers show how the Govern-
ment officer at Dawson had reposted,
that no work has been done on the con-
cession, and no start made at hydraalic-
ing duriog the four years, though the
claim was held on the contract that
hydrauolic machinery would be put in,
and $5,000 a year expended in
operating the plant.
Mr. Belcourt, by ' moving Heaven
and Earth,"” got the privilege, continu-
ed in spite of the law and of indignant
protests of the mining population, Dr.

THE RESULT OF A S8CARE.

A most appaling disaster has over-
taken San Francisco, Califorania, by
which the greater part of the city bas
been destroyed,and a great many lives
have been lost and buadreds of thou
sands left homeless. A terrific
eartbquake occurred there early on
Wednesday mornirg, the 18th, inst.,

signees ascertained and the provisions
distributed to the homeless people.
For a day or two the question.of food
was a very serious problem; but by
this time all danger on that score is
over. Provisions and money are
pouring ia from all quarters as rapidly
as they can be carried. Water
supply and sanitation for these im-
mense concentration camps, were for
a time matters of considerable anxiety;
but all these problems have now been
pretty thoroaighly solved.

No sooner had the magnitude of
the dreadful disaster become known
than the whole world stood ready to
lend assistance. The United States
Congress immediately voted oane mil-
lion dollars for relief of the stricken
city. The Dominion Parliament at
once voted ooe bundred thousand
dollars. New York eity in afew
bours subscribed about a million and
a balf, and Boston and all the other
large cities subscribed hundreds of
thousands. Up to Moaday the
amount of money at the disposal of
the relief committees was upwards of
four million dollars, In addition to
this, provisions and supplies of all
kinds are on the way to Saa Francisco
as fast as steam can convey them.
From this it will be seen that so far
as caring for the living is concerned
the work is well in hand, and there is
no danger in this direction.

Of course, a great many lives were
lost ; no one cau tell how many. Some
place the estimate at a thousand ; but
that is conjecture, Several hundreds
of bodies have been recovered, many
of them uareconsizable, and many
have been recovered and buried with-
out being reported. It will take some
time to arrive at even an approximate
estimate of the lives lost. The offices
and plants of the three great daily
papers were completely destcoyed snd
telegraphic connection  with San
Francisco was cut off, in consequence
of the destruction of all stations, At
first It was necessary to cross the Bay
ty Oakland in order to send tele-
graphic messages.

GoVERNMENT CONCILIATORY IN VIEW
oF THE ELEOTIONS.

The Government officials have de-
cided to make no opposition to the
Pope filling thuse dioceses in Franee
which are s'ill vacant in order not
to excite unnecessarily Cafholic sen-
timent.  Besides the dioccse of
Ajaccio, in Corsics, there are still to
be filled the Dioceses of Autun, Ca-
bords, Belley, Digne and Bayeux.
[L is not expected here that the Fope
will wait until a special consistory
is held in order to appoint these new
bishops, as was done recently, but it
is taken for granted that the Pope
will nominate them by brief as the
opportunity occurs, Ouoly last week
the new Coadjator Bishop of Liyons,
Mgr. Dechelettes, was consecrated
in the Catbhedral of that city without
any opposition from the Government
officials.

Throngh the good offices of the
Government officials even Mgr.
Dadol has now been enabled to ob-
tain posseasion of the episcopal reei-
dence at Dijon, and the same hss
been the case with nearly every one
of the new bishops appointed and
consecrated by the Pope.

Such are the measures adopted by
the French cfficials in view of the
impeunding election, and it is pogsible
that after all, the Government may
by this pacific policy obtain & msjor-
ity in the next Parliament.

I asked them to write down
exaotly what he ought to have to re-
cover bealth- and strength, in addi-
tion to the medicines they bad pre-
soribed for bim. They wrcte down
acoordingly a minute ‘“menn” of
the quality and quantity of the food
and drink he required, and' of the
hours when it shounld be taken, I
went direetly to Cardinal Manning,
under whose juriediction Dr,
Vaughan then was asd gave him
the paper; the result being tbat he
ordered bim to live at Archbishop’s
house for three or four months, the
Oardinal himself ordering and
superintending every meal he took
and insisting an exaot obedience, so
tbat, by degrees, the wound healed,
the sickness ceased, and he recover-
ed heslth and strength. Dauring
those months of enforced rest and
good food 1the state of things in the

| College bad greatly improved.

Many fresh people had become in-
terested in the work, and money
flowed in from several new quarters,
80 that the starvation system was
vo longer a nevessity either for him-
self or the students,

Whebn, afterwards, be was appoiot-
ed Bishop of Salford, T told his
Secretary of this, and implored him
to watch that he had the necessary
food, whigh, until the new Seminary
was built and while he was living in
lodgings was as important for his
health as at Mill Hill. His babitusl
practice of self-denisl io everythiog
had to be perpetually watcbed in
order to keep him alive. Once at
Mill Hill be took a bad cbill and
suffered from his ohest for some
time. The doctor had insisted on
his having warm Jaeger sbirts, or
woollen oues of some kind. [ sent
tbem down at once; but only to
find, from a grateful note he sent me
that he had given every ome away
to ¢ Father this” or to *‘ Brother
that”" s0 that not one remainoed for
bimself! No “ little slave,” as Le
often called himself, was so ill-nsed
in evary single thing which regard-
ed personal comfort or convenience ;
and he practised in that WAy every
species of mortification to an ex-
treme of which very few had any
idea. Beiore concluding this little
sketch of the first few years of the
Foreign Miasionary Oollege, I shounld
like to say some words on another
charnoteristio of Cardinal Vanghan’s,
snd that was hie ex‘raordinary
bamility. He used to insist on my
telling him any bostile criticism or
unfavourable notice of anytbing be
had said or dowe, sn thgt as he said
““be might altar or rectify it if he
found it necessary or better to do
80,” and he often added: * You
know peopie pfiep yop'u tell me
what tbey think partiy from sbys
ness, or because they fear to annoy
ove; so-thatl ‘trust to you Tob-
theroughiy bopsgt with me in sll
those matters.” - In the same way,
if be had written or said anytbiog
which might seem to misrepresent
the thoughts or feelings of anotber
be would instantly apologise for it
and sty he bad boen mistaken.

of self-denial, holy poverty, and,
above all, Jove of God, which was
the main-spring of bis life,.—Lady
Herbert, in Iilustrated Catholio
Missioons.

The French Situ-
ation.

While in Baston and the country
generally the* daily papers bave lor
the most part ignored or misrepresent-
ed the French Cbyrch and State
question, we are glad to be able to
say that there have been occasional
honorable exceptions. One of the
most brillant of these is the Daily
Times of Los Aogles which in a receat
editoral dealt with the disturbance
which have arisen over the process
of inveatory in the French churches,
and traced all these troubles back to
M.Combes, who, although now out
of office, was the man who created
the odious poliey that eaused the fall
of the Rouvier ministry.

*“ Now, look at the programme for
the separation of Ohurch and State
itself,’ says the Daily Times. *“ One
need oot be an adherent to the dom-
inant Church in France to see that
the Combes programme goes entire~
ly too far. ., The Oombes
programme strips the Oburch of
almost every vestige of religious
property. Not only the cburch
edifices and the ground upon which
they stand, the presbyteries and other
real property in use by the Church
for generations past, but even the
vestments apd the holy vegsels them-
selves are glaimed as the property
of the Btatg. The religious people
of France know that nearly all of
this property, real, personal and
mixed, has been the gift of faithful
souls who left them as heritages to
Chyrgh, for the Churh's use and for
the nurture of Christian sou's in reli-
ajon.

“One can easily imagine the
resentment that arises in the minds
of deyoted members of the Church as
they see these belongings of the temple

| where they and their ancesters bave

worshiped fer generations, inveotoried
like junk in & second-hand furnstare
store by the State efficials, very often
people  bitterly “antggonistic  to
religigo.

“A man of gre:ter poise would
have been content with two things
left out of bis scheme. First, he
would have engaged in only one
battle at a time. There are a great
many of the Frech people who w: uld
have gope wjth the Co pes [ro-
gramme lo separaipng the Chuorch
trom the State, if the lchooh of the
religious-orders had n.t been attack
ed simultaneously.

The Chure
property, is 80 far as 1§ s uged for de
finitely religious purposes, be would
bave been conteat to leave to the
Church. and a very easy way out of
the difficulty might bave bgen tound
by turaing it over plecemeal to the
management of the differeat congrega
tions worshiping at these temples.
Bur it was the extreme of precipita-
tion and follp to inclyde in the con
fiscation of Church property even the
vestmeuts of the clerzy and the sacred
vessels upon the altar.
