Qualification of Candidates. —As 
there is a good deal of talk about this 
one and that one being properly qualified 
to fill municipal offices, we have clipped 
the following from the Toronto Evening 
Telegram, on this question, and intend 
ing candidates should study it up:— 
Citizens who contemplate running for 
municipal offices would do welP to look 
into the Municipal Act passed at the last 
session of the Local Legislature, so that 
they may make themselves sure as re­
gards their qualification. Sec. 265 of 
the Municipal Act where a property 
qualification is required, provides that 
tne person is to make and subscribe to a 
solemn declaration, the conclusion of 
which states; “And that such estate at 
the time of my election wsa of the value 
of at least (specifying the value) over 
and above all charges, liens and incum­
brances affecting the same." Mr. Dalton 
in Practice Court reporta, page 549, 
April 15, 1875; in Keg, Kx. ReL Bole es. 
McLean, held: Notwithstanding the 
use of the word ‘estate’ in the declara­
tion of a candidate under the Consolidat­
ed Municipal Act 1873, that he is never- 
the!ess„qualified if the rating of the value 
on the roll i* sufficient in amount. No 
change has been made in the law that 
incumbrances are not to be considered 
in ascertaining the amount of qualifies 
tion. Sec. 3, Chap. 24, of the Statutes 
of Ontario, amenda sec. 70 of the Muni­
cipal Act by adding after the words “to 
at least the value following" in the 
twelfth line thereof, the words “over and 
above all charges,liens and incumbrances 
affecting the same. ” So that all intend­
ing candidates for municipal honors, 
whether as mayors, reeves, deputy 
reeves, alderman or councillors, must 
look well after their title deeds, and see 
that they are not embellished with too 
many liens, incumbrances and -=—=•— 
ornaments, or if they are, to a 
they are assessed at sufficient value 
set off these attachments.

The turkeys and geese were 
particularly good, and were neatly dress­
ed by the exhibitors. There is k feeling 
abroad that the show as now carried on 
is not in the best interests of the Society, 
and that unless a little more encourage­
ment is given it will have to fall through.

It is curious to note that at 
the present day many of the customs 
which are observed at Christmas are of 
Pagan origin, as describe by Martial and 
other Roman authors. The Christmas 
tree is another example of the power and 
influence of Christianity to transform 
Pagan writes and ceremonies. The 
Christmas tree, which is of German 
i irigan, is simply the symbol of the tree 
Isdragil, or tree of life, which figured so 
conspicuously in Scandinavian mytholo­
gy. No festival of the Christian church 
surpasses Christmas ill the exemplificat­
ion of the power and influence of religion. 
Wherever the Christian may be when 
this day arrives his heart is moved with 
that common impulse of joy, peace and 
good will Which the season invokes.

Prof. Sheldon, of England, in a lec­

ture says: “We are net in a position to 
state how it came to pass in one country, 
that two such diverse races of cattle as 
the Long-liorns and the Short-horns, 
should have been evolved. But what­
ever may have been the process of cross­
ing the breeds, whether designed or not, 
this one thing is clear—viz,, that while 
the Long-horns were produced in the 
district of Craven, a fertile corner in the 
West Riding of Yorkshire, bordering on 
Lancashire, the Short-homs sprang up 
in the Teeswater district, on the other 
side of the same County. We may ven­
ture to assume that the marked dis­
tinctions between these two famous 
breeds of ca^le are owing, in the first 
place, to the proportions in which the 
ancient blood became intermixed; and, 
in the next, to the soil and climate of 
the districts severally. In the one it is 
reasonable to suppose the blood of the 
Bos urus predominated; in the other 
that of the Bos lungifrons. The rest is 
owing to the influence of locality and to 
the control of mail. Of the other great 
breeds—the Herefords, the Devons, the 
Sussex, the Jerseys, the Ayrshires, the 
Polled breeds of Scotland and England; 
the Welsh breeds, the West Highlanders 
and the Kerrys—we can speak no more 
definitely, and we must be content to 
assume that to natural and artificial se 
lection, coupled with the influence of 
climate, of soil, and of herbage, are attri­
butable the diversities of character in 
our breeds of cattle, which arc at once 
so interesting and so marked.

But the security to be given on account 
of this engagement will amount to but 
$l,000,000and $6,000,000 of land grant 
bonds It can in no case amount to 
more than $1,000,000 and 6,000,000 
acres of land. Now, if over $20,000,000 
in excess of actual cost may properly be 
be paid on account of running expenses, 
it is clear that the Company will be tain­
ted to forfeit the security, amounting to 
about one-fifth of the running expenses, 
rather than pay such expenses. On 
completing the road the Company will 
have received $70,008,000 for work that 
the Governments Engineer says can be 
done by the Government for $48,500,000. 
The Company may forfeit their security, 
refuse to maintain the line efficiently, 
and yet make $21,600,000. At the end 
of ten years the country will have paid 
$21, 600,000 more than the value of the 
work, and will yet have gained no securi­
ty whatever for its maintenance. The 
Company will then have to consider how 
their interest may be best served. By 
keeping faith they may in the next ten 
years get the security retained by the 
Government, viz., $1,000,000 and
5,000,000 acres. But will they keep 
faith if it does not appear in their inter­
est to do so ? If it does appear their 
interest to maintain the line after com­
pleting it, not less w ould it lie the in 
tereet of other railway men to take the 
line if it were completed by the Govern­
ment. The country will in fact pay 
$31,500,000 too much for construction, 
and will then be in a position not one 
whit better in respect to responsibility 
for maintenance than if the formation of 
the Pacific Railway Company were post­
poned till the completion of the road.

In ten days more ill ratepayers will 

l>e called upon to decide whether or net 
market fees are to prevail in Goderich. 
The business men of the town have- al­
ready given their opinions on the ques­
tion through The Signal, and they are 
in a position to juÿge of the ill-effects of 
the system of market tolls. We hope 
every reader of this paper who has a vote 
will poll it against the fees. Surround- 
3jl by free markets, it is folly for,Gode­
rich singlehanded to impose fees. In­
stead of taxing those who would sell 
their produce and dispose of Their cash 
in our town, we should give them every 
encouragement to come here. It has 
been said by some that the prices paid 
by buyers and not the existence or non­
existence of fees, give character to a mar­
ket, and that is true to a great extent; 
but no live buyer will go to a market 
where fees are imposed upon the farmer 
if he can buy in a free market as well 
yitnated. The fees are as unpopular 
with the buyer as with the seller. Free 
markets are n jw the rule in Canada. Of 
those places which have retained fees 
during 1880, nearly all are dissatisfied. 
The Chatham papers complain of them; 
Mount Forest has abolis held, them, and 
the following motion, recently heard in 
the City Council, indicates that the fees 
will soon be no more in London;

Moved by Mayor Campbell, sec by Aid. 
Thompson, “That owing to the great fall­
ing off ill the business of our market dur­
ing the last few years, your committee 
believe that every effort ought to be 
made to maintain our market and encour­
age farmers and"others to trade there: 
therefore, bj it resolve l that this Com­
mittee recommend that all fees in future 
be abolished, and that notice thereof be 
inserted in our city papers. ’’

The farmers of Downie recently held 
a meeting to protest against the fees be­
ing continued in Stratford, and the press 
of that town are also in favor of abolish­
ing the odious tolls. The Beacon says:

“That our market has not been as well 
attended by sellers for several years past 
is a well-known fact and there is the- 
strongest reason to believe that the ob­
noxious fee is the main reason. If the 
market ware larger there would he more 
competition, and the small ratepayers, 
who form the bulk of the population, 
would reap the benefit in low prices. 
Directly, tliere would lie a small loss of 
revenue, but indirectly the removal of 
he fees would bo a great gain to the

About six miles from Goderich and 
four miles from Smith’s Hill, on the 
Division Line between East and We it 
Colbomo, is situated the flourishing vil­
lage of Benmiller. The place is called 
after its fovnder, Ben Miller, who built 
a saw mill there in 1832. It is now a 
place of about 100 inhabitants, with a 
most picturesqub location and a magnifi­
cent water power. A very fine Howe 
truss bridge spans the Maitland river at 
this point. The following will give an 
idea of the business of the place ; There 
is one hotel in the village, kept by Mr. 
Jonathan XM iller, whose appearance is 
sufficient to give a good name to any 
house, and shows that good cheer can lie 
found by all anxious to obtain it ; Mr. 
Miller also carries the mails twice a week 
between Goderich and Benmiller, and in 
addition superintends the post-office at 
this point ; there are two stores, kept 
by J. Miller and W. Robertson; one shoe 
shop, Wm. Moss; two carpenter shops, 
Andrew Hill and James Walters ; two 
blacksmiths, John Durst and W. Robert 
son; an excellent flouring mill with three 
run of stones, W. Luker ; one woollen 
mill doing a good business, Jesse Gled- 
hill; one tannery, Godfrey Madel; two 
lime kilns, Thus. Good add Geo. Forby ; 
one tailor, Frederick Larmie ; a nursery 
and strawberry plantation by John Stew­
art, and a cheese factory. There is one 
church in the village, the Methodist. 
Episcopal, under the ministration of 
Rev. W. N. Vollock. The school house 
of S. S. No. 2 is located at this point, 
presided over by Mr. P. Cantelon. Tjje 
trustees are Viessrs. Nicholas vorrisli, 
James Jenkins and John Swan. A 
special meeting of rate; my era was held 
on the 4th inst,, to consider the advisa­
bility of removing tile school house,when 
it was decided by a majority of 21 not to 
remove it, but to erect a new frame 
edifice next year. Oue of the most im­
portant of our township officials also re­
sides here, in the person of Mr. William 
Vanstone, the tax collector, who provides 
the sinews of war for the successful 
carrying on of the government of the 
township of Colbome.

Fort Albert.
The Post Office authorities have seen 

fit to make a change in the mail service 
on this route, much to the detriment of 
business men and others, who use the 
Post Office freely and want prompt mail 
delivery. For years the stages carrying 
the mails on this mate, left Goderich 
and Kincardine, on the arrival of the 
afternoon mail trains from the east. 
The stages meet at Kintail, exchanged 
mails and passengers, and returned to 
Goderich and Kincardine respectively ; 
thus delivering the mails from the east 
to the public on this route the same 
evening. But now it seems through in­
difference to the wants of the people, or 
through some other cause perhaps worse 
than indifference, the people here may 
wait until the next day for their mail 
matter, as the stages are not to leave 
Goderich and Kincardine until the next 
morning, .going out to Kintail in the 
morning, and returning to Goderich and 
Kincardine in the evening; and judging 
by the time they make at present, it will 
be near mid-day when they reach this 
place; thus practically keeping our mails 
a day behind time, ns few people have 
time to go to the Post Office in the 
middle of the day. Now the depart­
ment could have made a change, suitable 
to all }>arties, if they had been guided by 
common sense, or if they wished to make 
the Post Office what it was originally in­
tended for—a convenience to the people. 
By starting from Kintail in the morning 
instead of Goderich, they could return 
from Goderich and Kincardine in the 
evening as usual ; thus avoiding the 
night work complained of. Why they 
made the present change seems a mystery, 
unless the interests of the public aie not 
allowed to stand in the way of the wishes 
of a few individuals. * Avrora.
