Right on the sun deck ot' these giant 
steamships rises the greenhouse built 
of staunch steel, with a profusion of 
windows equal to that of any green­
house ashore. They can all be open­
ed to the air and the sunshine. In in­
clement weather they are as readily 
kept closed and during the winter coils 
of steam pipes convert the structure 
into a hothouse quite as effective as 
any conservatory on land.

There several hundred strawberry 
plants are to be installed at the end 
of every voyage, so guaged In their 
development that they ripen during 
the trip. There, too, spring up. over 
night, the mushrooms and various 
greens that are used in the restaur­
ant, including lettuce and all the 
dowers and decorative plants needed 
for tables and apartments.

Household Notes.

Fight For Life
- in a Balloon,

Thrilling North Sen Adventure—One 
Man Washed Away.

“Are we in England? We have 
come in a balloon." These were the 
words, uttered in a strong German 
accent which startled the inmates of 
Park Cottage, near Kirkwall, in the 
O r k n e y Islands, recently. . “We 
thought we were in Sweden»", added 
the spokesman, “till we saw the word 
push on your door bell.”

On being asked to enter, two men. 
covered with blood and" mud. stagger­
ed into the house. The story told by 
the balloonists was thrilling. It ap- 
! .eared that about four o’clock on 
Saturday three gentlemen—Herr Dist- 
ler, managing director of the Deuta­
cher Tobring Club; Captain Joer- 
dens. a retired German Army officer; 
and Herr Metzger, manager of a rub­
ber .factory for automobiles—all be­
longing to Munich, left that town in 
the Deutscher Touring Club’s balloon 
for a twenty-four hours ascent.

Wave Washed in the Darkness.
“About 7.30 on Sunday morning,” 

Herr Distler states, “the balloonist’s 
greatest dread • appeared. We heard 
the roaring of the sea. The wind was 
blowing strongly from the south-east. 
We came down to locate our position. 
So gregt was our speed that the bask­
et dashed against the sea, we three 
were immersed, and,” Herr Distler 
pathetically added, “when we rose 
clear again we were two.” Herr Metz­
ger was not seen any more.

Relieved of the weight of one pas­
senger, the balloon rose out of dan­
ger, and a 111 Sunday the balloonists 
drifted they knew not whither except 
that the German Ocean was beneath 
them. A dense tog hung over the sea 
to a height df about 100 yards.

Twice during the darkness the bal­
loonists descended, but each time 
struck the waves. At last everything, 
even the anchor, had'to be cast over­
board. and the emergency rope was 
pulled to release the remainder of 
the gas as soon as the balloonists 
knew they were over land. Stilt so 
great was the impetus that wire 
fences and dykes were torn down as 
the balloon whirled along, while Herr 
Distler and Captain Joerdens iav 
crouched in the bottom of the basket 
expecting each minute to be their 
last. When they stopped they were 
a mile Inland.—Daily Mall.

I indefeasible authority of the Imperinl 
Parliament, will set up in Ireland a 
system of full self-government in re­
gard to purely Irish affairs. There is 
not, and there cannot be, any question 
of separation. There is not, and 
there cannot be, any question of rival 
or competing supremacies; but, sub­
ject to these conditions, that Is the 
Liberal policy.

“For reasons which I believe to 
have been adequate, the present Par­
liament wai disabled In advance from 
proposing any such solution, but In 
the new House of Commons the hands 
of a Liberal Government, and of a 
Liberal majority, will In this matter 
be entirely free."

Mr. Lloyd-George hal expressed 
himself as follows:—

"As the Prime Minister has already 
declared, we have no Intention of 
shirking Home Rule. It Is absolutely 
essential for the efficiency of the Im­
perial Parliament. It Is not merely 

! extending self-government to Ireland. 
Wales wants self-government. Scot­
land wants self-government. We are 
treading on each other’s toes in Par­
liament. and are not doing any work 
because the Imperial Parliament is 
attending to trlval matters which 
would be beneath the attention of 
many a county council.

“After disposing of the Veto of the 
House of Lords the first thing will be 
to reconstruct our present Imperial 
machinery in such a way as to make 
the House of Commons free to at­
tend to the Immense Imperial ques­
tions awaiting consideration.’

".What the Liberals now want to do. 

amongst other things, is to effect a - 
settlement with Ireland, and to give 
the Irish the control of their own 
purely Irtoh affairs, subject to the un ­
questioned supremacy of the Imperi­
al Parliament.

Some Famous Rings
Qneer Legends TJiat Cling to Old 

World Jewels of Royalty.
Curious and romantic legends attach 

to certain of thOjworld’a famous rings. 
One, the coronation ring of England, 
has an especially interesting history, 
more or lees authentic.

Tradition has It that this ring was 
given by Edward the Confeeaor to an 
aged mendicant, who, accosting the 
King on the highway, asked alms to 
enable him to accomplish a journey 
to Jerusalem.

When the mendicant reached tlie 
Holy City, the story of the bestowal of 
the ring is said to have come to the 
knowledge of St John the Divine, 
who, blessing the circlet, bade the pil- 
frtm to réstore’ it to his sovereign. 
This command was obeyed by the 
mendicant, who effected the return at 
the ring through an English pilgrim, 
who was returning home form a visit 
to Palestine.

The ring was thereafter carefully 
guarded and finally placed in Ed­
ward’s shrine at Westminster. The 
story of the ring was duly set forth 
In painted characters on glass and fix­
ed In a window in the south aisle of 
the abbey.

The Germon Emperor is said to 
wear at all times a ring that he re­
gards as his own peculiar talisman, 
and to which a fantastic origin is 
credited. At appe*k, during the time 
of John, Elector' of Brandenburg, a 
toad entered his roopi one night and 
placed a mall gem on the Elector’s 
couch. This, we are assured, though 
a stone of small intrinsic value, has 
ever proved a talisman to the Imperial 
house. This stone was set in a ring 
by the father of .Bjrsderici^ the Great, 
since whose time it has been worn by 
the head Of thé^TmpAial German 
family.

The King, of SMajn owns a lug 
whose history proclaims it to be some­
thing of a "hoodoo."- According to the 
traditions of the Spanish Court, this 
ring was presented to Queen Mercedes, 
by Alfonso XII. She died within a 
month. The King then turned over 
the ring to-his sister, Mafia, and she, 
too, died shortly ’after receiving the 
ring. The fatal circlet again coming 
into the possession of the King, he 
this time gave it to Princess Cristina, 
his sister-in-law, who survived three 
months. It would seem that the King 
was determined td brave the baleful 
influence of the ring, for, when Its 
possessor died, he decided to wear it 
himself. Curiously enough he, loo,- 
passed away not long afterward.

Naturally, the Queen Regent was 
loath to assume the risk of wearing 
the deadly circlet. Indeed, she refus­
ed to have anything to (jo with It, and, 
instead, caused it to bel hung In a 
golden chain about the neck of the 
statue of the Virgin of Almudena, m 
Madrid. It would seem that the young 
Alfonso, however, did not share tne 
Queen Regent’s dread of this ring, 1er 
It is now in his personal possession.

Spaniards entertain an odd super­
stition with reference to this ring of 
awesome histoFy. It is believed to he 
possessed of some mystic power 
whereby unworthy wearers of it are 
deprived of thir lives. To the worthy 
wearer, however, it is contended that 
the ring assures prosperity and long 
life. The superstitious have pointed 
out, in support oL thèir contention, 
that the young King was actually 
wearing this ring at the time of his 
narrow escape from death when a 
bomb was thrown at him on his wed­
ding-day. i : ^ v .

German Navy.
Six New Dreadnoughts Next Year.

Germany will establish a record in 
1911 by launching six Dreadnoughts. 
The announcement is made in To­

night's Deutsche Tageszeitung, which 
points out that the New Year will not 
only witness an unprecedented ex­
penditure on the German Fleet (£22.- 
500.0001 but the floating of the great­
est number of new vessels which has 
ever taken the water during a single 
twelvemonth.

Exclusive of torpedo boats, sub­
marines, and other minor craft, no 
fewer than ten ships of modern types 
will be floated. During 1910 only two 
Dreadnoughts have been launched, 

‘the battleship Oldenburg and the 
cruiser battleship Von Mojtke. In 
1911 five battleships, the Hildebrand, 
the Heimdall. the Hagen, the Aegir, 
and the Odin, besides the cruiser-bat­
tleship H, will take the water. All 
(he new Dreadnoughts will be fitto.f 
with turbines. Four new amiourèd 
cruisers are also to he" launched. All 
the great dockyards of the country, 
both imperial and private, are re­
presented among the builders of the 
vessels to be launched in 1911.

New Hamburg - American Floating 
Skyscraper will be 900 Feet Long 
and Can Carry 5,000.
With five decks above her main deck 

and a series of balconies stretching 
across the front of her superstructure 
like the ’pillared facade of a temple, 
the world's largest ship, the Europe, 
the keel of which has been laid at 
Stettin, Germany, draws all eyes of 
those who gaze seaward in anticipa­
tion.

Scarcely had the world become ac­
customed to the Mauretania as the 
synonym for the largest and the latest 
In marine architecture than the Olym­
pic and Titanic were laid down. No 
sooner was the Olympic shoved into 
deep water than the owners of the 
Mauretania published the plans of 
even a longer ship.

Ahead of the Cunarders.
Now the Hamburg-American line 

comes forward with the figures of 
their “super-leviathan." The compar­
ison of the three vessels is as fol­
lows:

Vessel. Length. Tonnage.
Mauretania...............790 feet 32,500
Olympic.................... 860 feet 48,00u
Europa......................900 feet 50,000

The floating island of steel will have
a displacement of 70,000 tons, making 
her in reality a floating skyscraper. 
Her tonnage is 50,000 tons, and her 
beam is 96 feet. She will have nine 
decks above the water line. The
steel and wood and brass and woven 
fabric would fill a train of freight 
cars 44 ml)es fn length, and the build­
ers have ordered from the forests of 
Oregon 2,000,000 feet of fir for her 
decks alone. This lumber has been 
“.kllnning’" near Portland. Only clear, 
vertically grained wood has been ac­
cepted.

Height of Luxury.
The combined capacity of the larg­

est three hotels in New York is 3,235 
guests, while the Europa will carry 
4,250 passengers. The crew, which 
includes the usual retinue of the pas­
senger steamship, tyiil number about 
800, so that the Eitropa can accom­
modate about 6,000.c

With so much space available fea­
tures are possible that have never-be­
fore been Introduced, There will he 
a choice of dining rooms, a Ritz-Carl- 
ton restaurant, grill, tea room, tea 
garden, rathskeller/ palm gardens, 
convertible in winten into sun parlors; 
women's salons in different decorative 
periods and national styles, “univer­
sal” telephones, the biggest gymnast 
um yet, running track of tan bark 
trainer rubbers, squash court, swim­
ming pool, Turkish' and Roman baths. 

New System of Ventilation.
A distinguishing feature of the new 

steamship will be its system of ven­
tilation. The familiar ventilators 
which project above the decks of 
steamships of the present day will not 
be seen on board the Europa. Air 
brought to the proper temperature, 
will be forced to the various com­
partments by pumps. It is expected 
that this method not only will aug­
ment comfort of passengers, but will 
solve the problem of providing pure 
air lor men in the engine rooms and 
stoke holds.

Owing to the great height of tin- 
masts to be set up on board the 
Europa, It is believed that the power­
ful wireless instruments, which will 
be installed will have a wider radius 
than usual. The Hamburg-American 
line has requested wireless construe 
tors to endeavour to install a plant 
which will make It possible for the 
steamship to be in communication 
with at least one shore at any mo­
ment of its passage between the con-'1 
tinents. She will be ready by 1912.

KINARD’S
GARGET IN COWS.

The estate of the late Sir Henry A. 
J. Doughty-Tichborne, Bart., of Tien- 
borne Park, Hampshire, who died In 
July at the age of forty-four, has been 
valued at £144,631 gross.

Sir Henry, who was a posthumous 
child was the infant over wnose head 
the famous Ticbbome case was fought 
in 1872. The title and estates were 
claimed by an Australian butener, 
Arthur Orton, who posed as Sir 
Henry’s missing uncle Roger. The 
case, which lasted 103 days, is the 
longest modern trial before an Eng­
lish court. Orton was afterwards 
sentenced to fourteen years penal ser­
vitude for perjury. The two cases 
cost £ 200.000.

In his will Sir Henry gave direc­
tions for the perpetual observance of 
the family custom of distributing the 
Tlchborne dole—gifts of bread or 
flour to the poor of Tlchboren and 
Cheriton—every March 25, the feast 
of the Annunciation of the Virgin 
Mary.

He^also expressed his wish for the 
pei-petual observance of another Tlch­
borne custom that on any member of 
the family being buried at Tlchborne 
fifty-four quartern loaves should, be 
distributed among the poor people at­
tending the funeral, and that each 
should be given a small silver coin 
for every yenr attained by the de­
ceased. •
