course when suddenly he found his
ship.in amongst the breakers. The
order given from the bridge was hard
@ port; the ship answered the helm
guickly but not gwiftly enpugh to turn
out clear_of the “sunkers” cloge in at
Cape Ballard. She ran up. on .the
rocks forward and slid off again, and
immediately the forehold ‘was scunded
and she was found to be making water
quickly. Fifteen minutes later the
captain, seeing that the shm was about
to sink lowered away his_ boats and
abandoned her. - The water ttght com-
pnrtments forward bore the . strain
aud kept .the engine room dry for . a
considerable time.
