for. Hjort Lectures.
Dr. Johan Hjort, Chairman of the 

Norwegian Fisheries Commission, 
lectured' at the Grenfell Hall last 
night on “Scientific Investigation. of 
the Fisheries of Norway” to a small 
but appreciative audience.

Mr. A. W. Piccott, Minister of Mar­
ine and Fisheries occupied the chair 
and introduced the lecturer.

Among those present were Rt. Hon. 
the Premier, Hons. John Harvey, W. 
C. Job and M. G. Winter, Messrs. R. 
.1. Devereaux, M. H. A., W. B. Grieve, 
G. C. Fearn and other prominent citi­
zens.

The lecturer treated his subject in 
an interesting manner, and held JJie 
closest attention of Ms audience for 
upwards of two hours. He referred 
to the progress in the fisheries, due to 
scientific investigation, and cited as 
an example the introducton of small 
steamers to replace the old time fish­
ing boats. These came after the dis­
covery of fishing banks off the shore. 
He then dwelt with the work of in­
vestigation carried on by the Nor­
wegian Government. Some 15 years 
ago the S. S. Michael Sara, a ship 
of 226 tons was commissioned by the 
Government and fitted with Ashing 
gear for the purpose of examining the 
Norwegian sea. Many new banks 
and fishing ledges were discovered 
and surveyed, and charts of the same 
were published. The introduction of 
motor fishng boats had also done 
much to improve the fisheries, as 
since these have been introduced, 
fishery operations are conducted all 
the year round-.

On the Michael Sars, the work of 
investigation is practical and thor­
ough. The development of a fish is 
closely studied, as well as its distri­
bution in different parts of the ocean. 
In the examination of the spawning 
grounds of several species much 
valuable knowledge was gained. The 
migration of the codfish was learned 
by the marking of fish, and it has 
been found that such migrations cov­
ered hundreds of miles.

The investigations have been so 
thorough that now it is possible to 
tell the age of a fish and the section 
in which it was caught. Many theories 
havè~ been advanced as to the flucta­
tions in the catches of herring and 
cod from year to year, but the prin­
cipal one is that the catch is regulated 
by the abundance or scarcity of the 
food on wihich these fishes exist.

The discourse was illustrated ‘with 
lantern slides, and was very inter­
esting throughout.

At the close a vote of thanks pro­
posed by the Premier, and seconded 
by Hon. John Harvey was accord­
ed the lecturer.

Oporto Market
Well Supplied.

The Board of Trade have been in­
formed by Messrs. Lind & Coutu, of 
Oporto, as follows: —

“The war has a very disturbing ef­
fect upon the market, and neither re­
tailers nor consumers are buying more 
than tliçir requirements from day to 
day. Prices are too high, and will 
have to be reduced to encourage con­
sumption. We estimate the present 
stocks at about 18,500 cwt. of British 
and 13,000 cwt. of Norwegian. There 
are several cargoes on the passage 
from Newfoundland, and a steamer 
from Norway due to arrive this, week 
ia reported to have about 14,000 cwt. 
for this market. We are thus faced 
with a very heavy accumulation of 
fish and no means of getting it into 
consumption, except at the rate of 
perhaps about 3,500 cwt. per week-- 
On top of this we shall now hp.ve the 
Portuguese catch arriving. We have 
ho reports at present as to how the 
vessels have done. Exchange is quot­
ed at from 38 %d. to 40 l-8d. normal, 
but the supply of bills is very limit­
ed and it is very difficult to buy, ex­
cept in small amounts. The Gov­
ernment has instituted a Junta Re- 
guladora do Cambio, which fixes 
daily the maximum and minimum 
limits at which exchange may be 
bought and sold, but as the Junta it­
self does not deal in exchange the re­
sult has been that business is more 
difficult than ever, a false position 
havng been created which in our 
opinion cannot be maintained unless 
the Government supples the market.”

News Encouraging.
The news from the front continues 

distinctly encouraging. In the West­
ern theatre of war, the Germans have 
apparently abandoned their line of 
attack across the Yser between Nieu- 
port and Dixmude, and do not seem 
to be in strength between that line 
and Ostend and Thourout. Last week 
it was stated that the Kaiser had an­
nounced the German forces would 
withdraw from Poland and take up 
a position along the Silesian frontier 
and that he would transfer six more 
corps from the East to the West and 
back his way through Ypres direct to 
Calais, abandoning the route he had 
tried via Dunkirk. The announce­
ment of this intention savoured some­
what of the bombastic, and had more 
the appearance of shouting to keep up 
the courage of the Germans both in 
the East and West, where they have 
received decisive set backs during 
the past few weeks. The German at­
tack on Warsaw and the attempt to 
cross the River Vistula has failed and 
the German armies are being driven 
hack through the length of Poland 
and are already being pushed towards 
the German frontier. Indeed, news 
came last evening that the Germans 
had already removed their headquar­
ters to Czestochova, an important 
railway junction, close to 4&e-borders 
of Silesia. The fact that German re­
cruits from 16 to 19, and older men 
in the forties have been captured in 
large numbers on the Iser does not 
give much color to the threat that 

. there are many first line fighters 
available for hacking the way 
through to Calais, and sufficient in 
numbers to make a serious raid on 
England, even should they obtain 
command of the sea, which they have 
so far shown no disposition to attempt 
seriously. Further than this, it is not 
at all likely that the Russians will 
cease their pressure and they will 
need strong forces to resist that pres­
sure on the Silesian border. It is 
not probable that Turkey can 
force them to lessen this pressure.

Satisfactory news also comes from 
S. Africa. Not only is there no news 
of the rebellions spreading, but it is 
announced that these rebellions have 
been crushed. As to the German Ad­

miral’s story of the defeat of Rear- 
Admiral Craddock, the Times in pub­
lishing it. states the story was given 
to the Chilian Government by the 
German Admiral. It is hardly con­
ceivable that the Glasgow and Otran­
to can have been in a Chilian port 
since Sunday night without a report 
being set to and received by the Brit­
ish Admiralty. It may be that ’ the 
ship Good Hope also, as well as the 
Glasgow and Otranto, kept out to sea, 
and have since joined a squadron of 
eight ships reported to Tie off Easter 
island, eight or nine days ago. If the 
report of a Japanese squadron being 
in South Pacific waters is true, we 
may hear good news shortly. The 
Japanese have two battle cruisers and 
three large cruisers in their Navy, 
which are each more than a match 
for the two big Germans. It is not at 
all unlikely that Admiral Craddock’s 
squadron was sent to the South Paci­
fic to co-operate with the Japanese 
squadron in rounding up the German 
cruisers there. Or the story may be 
put out by the German Admiral to 
find out. the whereabouts of his ene-

GOOD HOPE, GLASGOW OR 0T-

LONDON, To-day.
The Times to-day under date of 

Valparaiso prints the report of Ad­
miral Von Spee, regarding the fight 
between the British and German 
cruisers off the Chilean Coast on Sun­
day night, which report the despatch 
says was made to the Chilean outhori- 
ties.

THE GERMAN RETREAT

LONDON, To-day.
A correspondent of the Daily Mail 

at Rotterdam, says he has received 
an official communication of the ad­
vance of the Allies on all of the West 
Flanders front, and he adds the Ger­
man military bakeries have been re­
moved in a southerly direction from 
Ostend showing the intended retreat 
of the main German force. I have 
learned from reliable sources that 
last week's transfer of the Ninth Ger­
man army corps has been completed 
from Belgium and France to East 
Prussia, and that only half of their 
number has been replaced by volun­
teers. The Germans are short of big 
gun ammunition in West Flanders 
and transport is impossible owing to 
inundations.

THE COSTLY GERMAN FAILURE.
PARIS, To-day.

Renewed violent attacks on the part 
of Germans were expected to-day in 
the region between Dixmude and the 
Lys. The recent efforts of the en­
emy in this section in spite of the 
fact that they have been reinforced 
by new contingents of reserves as 
well as by active troops are believed 
here to have been unsuccessful. Ac­
cording to the latest review of situa­
tion made in Paris, both Allies and 
Germans are fighting hard for every 
inch of this territory. The Ger­
mans, for the time being, would ap­
pear to have abandoned their ad­
vance on Channel ports, this being 
accepted as correct. The Germans 
are preparing to try other tactics. 
French and Engish commanders, in 
the opinion of French observers, are 
satisfied with the result of the efforts 
they made yesterday as well as with 
the general situation.

Dur­
ing the last eight days in the region 
of Kielee, the Russians have, made 
two hundred officers and fifteen 
thousand prisoners and taken a doz­
en cannons and maxim guns. The 
Russian army from Caucasse crossed 
the Turkish frontier, defeated the 
Turks, and after a battle occupied 
Zivine, Karakilissa, Passing, Akhty, 
Bouta kh, Koroun, Myssoum and 
Arzap. The Turkish troops suffered 
heavy losses and abandoned their 
dead and wounded. The Turkish fleet 
in the Black Sea are remaining in 
their ports and will not face the Rus­
sian fleet.

War News.
Messages Received

INDIAN TROOPS CONGRATULATED

LONDON, Nov. 4. 
To Governor, St. John’s :
The folowing from the Press Bureau 

—Indian troops are now operating 
with the British forces. One of the 
first Indian regiments in action was 
heavily shelled, while entrenching, 
and showed great sangfroid, hardly 
troubling to look round after the first 
few shells. Later, in storming a cer­
tain village of tactical importance, 
the Indian troops advanced under 
conditions of greatest novelty and 
difficulty under heavy rifle and ma­
chine gun fire, with a dash and reso­
lution , worthy of the highest tradi­
tions of the Army. The Commander- 
in-Chief has sent the following mes­
sage to the Indian Corps’ Command­
er: “Please congratulate your Indian 
troops on their gallant conduct, and 
express my gratitude to them.” The 
Indians operating in a country wholly 
different from their own, have shown 
marked adaptability and will doubt­
less prove themselves admirably 
trained and fully capable of holding 
their own. -

LONDON SCOTTISH GALLANTRY.
LONDON, Nov. 4. 

To Governor, St. John’s;
The following from Press Bureau: 

—Following is account of recent Brit­
ish operations in -Belgium: On Oct. 
30th the enemy, largely reinforced-, 
violently attacked the position occu­
pied by the First Army Corps and 
cavalry. The enemy lost very heav­
ily. Our commander was • confident 
of maintaining his ground and has 
done so. Cavalrymen, whether mount­
ed or in trenches, have fought splen 
didly, the fighting line being strength 
cned by the Indian troops.

On the night of the 30th a strong 
attack on Messines was repulsed. The 
enemy temporarily penetrated the 
line by weight of numbers, but vfere 
finally driven hack by an excellent 
bayonet counter attack by our threat­
ened left wing, reinforced by troops 
from Home and French Reserves. A 
brilliant charge by the London Scot­
tish First Territorials in the fighting 
line has earned the warmest congrat­
ulations from Sir John French.

On November 1st the enemy attack­
ed and were repulsed, losing very 
heavily all along the line. Two eight 
inch guns were demolished by our 
Howitzers, and a prodigious slaugh­
ter was occasioned by our artillery. 
The enemy is greatly discouraged by 
the maintenance of our line, and the 
repulse of repeated assaults, causing 
in s.ome cases loss of whole columns.

The Allies position is strengthened 
and reinforced to meet attacks now 
threatened.

JAPANESE SUCCESSES.
TOKIO, Nov. 4.

A despatch received here from 
Tsing Tau Province, China, says that 
Japanese forces before Tsing Tau, in 
the fortified positions of the German 
territory of Kiao Chau, have destroy­
ed 28 German guns and captured 800 
prisoners.

GERMAN FLEET WAITING OR- 
DERS.

COPENHAGEN, Nov. 4.
A fleet of” German warships has 

gathered off Aland Islands, in the 
Baltic Sea, northeast of Stockholm 
and opposite the entrance of the Gulf 
of Finland. They evidently were 'pro 
ceeding North, and have stopped to 
await orders.

REPORT NOT YET CONFIRMED,
LONDON, Nov. 5.

The Admiralty has issued a state­
ment in which it says it has received 
from German sources details of a na­
val engagement off the Chilian coast, 
in which the British cruiser Mon­
mouth was sunk and the Good Hope 
sevèrely damaged. The statement 
says the Admiralty has no confirma­
tion of the report.

Get Calais is
Uppermost

New York, Oct. 29.—The military 
expert of the New York Times this 
morning says:

“The energy with which the Ger­
mans are pressing their attacks along 
the Yser River in the westermost cor­
ner of Belgium shows that it is not a 
demonstration but a determination to 
obtain some military object.

The accounts of the fighting indi­
cate that the Germans pushed for­
ward their night attacks without de­
laying to gain superiority in artillery 
fire. The cost in killed and wounded 
of these assaults against entrenched 
positions must have been terrible. 
This great effort of the Germans to 
break through the Belgian defensive 
line seems to have been stopped for 
the time being, due to the arrival of 
French reinforcements.

Both sides claim the advantage in 
the fighting east of Ypres and between 
Lille and Arras. No definite progress, 
however, is given in the despatches 
of either side.

In this fighting the forces of the 
Allies seem to have become inter­
mingled to a large extent. British and 
Belgians retreated along the coast. 
French and Belgians are fighting at 
Dixmude. French and Hindus are 
fighting east of Ypres. The British 
have been mentioned at Armentieres, 
the French at Lille, the French at 
Lens, and the British again at Arras.

From this point south to the Alsne 
the line la held by the French alone. 
For forty miles, opposite Solssons and 
Craonne, the first British army holds 
the line. The original troops have 
been augmented and to a large extent 
replaced by the stream of reinforce­
ments that has been forwarded to this 
part of the line. From Craonne to 
Switzerland the French again hold 
back the German armies.

A Thought for the Times
A DAY AT ADMIRAL’S COVE.—CHAPTER XXV. 

I. è. MORRIS.
To the visitor one of the most in­

teresting objects of research at Ad­
miral’s Cove is the bluff headland 
known as “The Garrison.” At such 
an out-of-the-way place one would 
not expect to find any indication of 
war or of military or naval opera­
tions; but it is the unexpected that 
often happens, and so with our visit to 
Admiral’s Cove.

On hearing the Garrison spoken of 
we at once made enquiry about it, 
and rquested to be shown the place. 
Our request was readily acceded to, 
and in a short time our party was up­
on the spot. The position is a very 
elevated one, and such as gives a 
commanding view to the entire sur­
roundings. We did not ascertain the 
height of the precipice, but we no­
ticed that it was very steep at the 
water front. The top of this garrison 
is quite level, and is ivell cultivated, 
and would probably contain three 
acres of meadow land. There are also 
some wooded spots.

In the early days of colonization 
this garrison was mounted with guns 
and fortified by forts. The relics of 
the forts may still be seen, qs some 
of the masonry is visible; although 
much of it is over-grown and covered. 
Of the guns which did service if this 
spot only two are left. One of these is 
almost totally under the surface of 
the ground, but the people keep part 
of it exposed so, that it will not be 
entirely lost to view. The other one 
is on the surface, and is in an excel­
lent state of preservation, considering 
that it must be in this exposed posi­
tion for fully two hundred years. We 
were told that at one time there were 
a great many guns on this garrison, 
but they had all gradually dis- 
peared—many of them having been 
rolled over the hedge of the précipice 
into the sea, beneath. The cannon 
which lies on the surface is about ten 
feet long, and is about the same 
size as that which we saw at the 
“Downs” near Ferryland light-house 
last year. Mr. Walshe told us that 
among the cannon there was formerly 
several brass guns, all mounted on 
wheels ; but that they had all met the 
one fate, and had been thrown into 
the sea. We endeavoured to find out 
whether those guns were of French 
or English occupancy, but could not 
decern any marks to denote either; 
at the same time, we concluded from 
all the surroundings and from all the 
circumstances, and from what we 
have read of the naval and military 
exploits of this locality, that the re­
lics before us were those of a Brit­
ish garrison.

As we stood on the elevation for a 
few minutes we could not but think 
upon the men, who, in the long ago, 
and in the dim morning of our coun­
try's settlement, kept sentry at such 
place. The mounds around us were 
at one time trenches, where, no doubt, 
the soldiers lay during many a long 
vigil of the night. Their work may be 
forgotten to-day amid the great arma­
ment of Empire, but its benefits are 
not lost, nor can they be. These old 
forts and moutids are to be found in 
many parts of Newfoundland, and

they all tell the same tale—the tale of 
war and conflict. It would be in­
teresting to know how many places 
were really fortified in Newfoundland, 
but there seems not any clue to this 
discovery. At the same time, there 
must certainly be plans and docu­
ments and diagrams of those forts 
hidden away in some unknown achive. 
The Historic Society was instrument­
al in finding some of those records, 
“but the half has not yet been told.”

When the late Judge Prowse visited 
London for the purpose of compiling 
his History of Newfoundland, he had 
recourse to the records of the Col­
onial Offce, and there in the archives 
of that great Imperial centre, he dis 
covered data which to the Empire had 
been long lost. But that was not all 
for the historian only reviewed such 
manuscripts as were necessary to his 
history. There were volumes and 
volumes more of the same character; 
and there does not exist the least 
doubt that in the pages of those an 
cent manuscripts there is recorded 
much of the lost history of Newfound­
land, and therefore some of the his­
tory of these old forts of which we 
write, and which we saw at Ad­
miral’s Cove, and which is known as 
the “Garrison.”

The view from the Garrison is very 
fine, and as the wind blew quite heavy 
at the time of our visit, the scene sea­
ward was magnificent. The towering 
hills in the distance, and the interven­
ing valleys, with the ocean in its 
grandeur, presented such a picture as 
only nature itself, in all its glory and 
magnitude could produce. From the 
eminence of our position we seemed 
but mites of creation. The wind m 
its blasts seemed to defy our strength 
and the old war gun at our feet add­
ed its requiem to human greatness. 
We could only make sure of our foot­
ing and look about us, and then re­
trace our steps to safety and to home.

The spot has its lessons. The one 
that appealed to us at the time was 
that of the world’s future peace. The 
old grim gun which so often belch­
ed forth its deadly missies now lies 
useless. In peace it rests upon the 
rich green sward of the Garrison. In 
the war zone of Europe ten thousands 
of guns are now, pouring out their 
contents, and the noise of their war­
fare is almost deafening to the world; 
but the last shot will one day be 
fired, and the last boom will one day 
be sounded, and these same guns 
which now terrorize the world, will 
all lie silent, and, like the lone gun 
at Admiral’s Cove, around them will 
be Peace.

Snipers Pick Ont
British Officers

An officer writes to the London 
Daily News as follows:

“In spite of the perfection of their 
arrangements for ranging and obser­
vation, says the eye-witness, there 
has been much waste of ammunition 
by the Germans. Within an area of 
two acres on our side of the Aisne 
there are over one hundred craters 
made by their heavy high-explosive 
shell. This shower of projectile,' 
which must have cost some £1,000 
did absolutely no damage, for the 
locality never happened to be occu­
pied whilst it was being bombarded.

Our Officers Easily Seen.
From the interrogation of pris­

oners it has been ascertained that at 
medium ranges both French and 
British officers are very easily dis­
tinguishable from their men, and that 
selected marksmen provided with 
field glasses are specially told 
off from each platoon of German in­
fantry to pick off officers. The French 
officer is betrayed by the greater vis­
ible length of his red trousers and by 
his accoutrements, whilst the British 
officer is given away by his open jack­
et with low collar and tie, his Sam 
Browne belt, and the absence of a 
pack.

Even such trifling differences as 
the color or cut of the breeches are 
said to be noticeable. The Germans 
certainly do employ snipers, and 
some have been found on church 
towers, up trees, and in houses. One 
of them succeeded in killing two of 
our officers and wounding two more 
before he was accounted for.”

Recruiting Meeting
at Placentia.

JERSEY SIDE, Placentia, Nov. 4.

A public patriotic meeting was held 
at Placentia Court House last night, 
presided over by Rt.

He clearly explained 
what the taxpayers of the British 
Isles have done and" are doing to pro­
tect our home and our lives. He 
quoted from His Excellency the Gov 
ernor’s lecture on the war and' also 
from Lord Rosebery’s speech, in Lon 
don what defeat would mean to the 
British Empire. He had no doubt of 
the response that the young men of 
the district would make to the call to 
the Motherland, for it coûld never be 
said of a Newfoundland fisherman 
that he was afraid to go to sea. The 
Court House was packed with a loyal 
and enthusiastic audience, and patri­
otic addresses were made by the fol­
lowing: Alex. Collins, Frank Mur­
phy, T. P. Kemp, J. W. Collins and 
W. J. Walsh, and the following reso­
lution was proposed and unanimous 
ly passed with the greatest enthusi 
asm:

WHEREAS, when this calamitous 
war was forced upon our Empire, His 
Excellency the Governor, on behalf 
of this country, sent a message to the 
King that we would raise the num­
ber of our Naval Reserve to 1,000 men 
and His Majesty the King by His 
Proclamation has set forth that the 
Lords of the Admiralty are now ready 
to take over the Newfoundland Naval 
Reserve;

AND WHEREAS, it is our bounden 
duty as loyal members of Empire to 
respond quickly and heartily to this 
our Mother’s call;

BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED, 
That we the citizens of the Ancient 
Capital of His Majesty’s Oldest Col­
ony, in this patriotic public meeting 
convened, hereby individually and 
collectively pledge ourselves to aid 
and encourage cur young fishermen 
from all parts of the district to 
promptly enlist in the Royal Naval 
Reserve and rally round the old flag,

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLV­
ED, that h copy of this resolution be 
sent to His Excellency the Governor 
and to the press for publication.

“GOD SAVE THE KING.”
At the close, Mr. W. J. Walsh pro­

posed a hearty vote of thanks to the 
Rt. Rev. Chairman, who in reply said 
that he was present to-night at great 
personal inconvenience, owing to a 
great recent bereavement, but duty 
called him and here he was. He said 
he was closely personally concerned 
in this war, having two cousins fight­
ing the good cause, one a doctor on 
board a British ship, now in the 
North Sea, and another a doctor in a 
regiment with the Allies at the front. 
He made a personal appeal to all pre­
sent to interest themselves in sus­
taining the King’s proclamation. All 
rose to their feet and closed the meet­
ing by singing the National Anthem.

HAVRE. To-day.
The Belgian Minister of War to-day 

made public an official report from 
Furpes on the Belgian coast half way 
between Dunkirk and Ostend. The 
text follows : Detachments of the 
Allied troops which to-day pushed 
ahead as far as Lomhearts Yde on the 
Yser front below Schoorbakke, failed 
to discover any of the enemy.

“SCRAPS OF PAPER.”—WILL AM­

NEW YORK, To-day.
Robert Bacon, a former Secretary 

of State, issued a statement yesterday 
before sailing for England, in which 
he said that by violating the neutral­
ity of Belgium, Germany broke a 
treaty which she had with the States, 
when she signed Articles one and 
two of the Second Hague Conference. 
“Are we to suffer a nation to break 
a treaty with us on whatever pretxet 
without entering at least a formal 
protest?” Will any one contend that 
our neutrality imposes silence on us 
under such conditions? Are the Hague 
conventions become scraps of paper 
without a single word of protest from 
the Government? If the treaties 
which we made at Hague are to be so 
lightly regarded then why not all our 
other treaties? As a .matter of fact 
it is our solemn duty to protest again­
st the violation of pledges formerly 
entered into between this Govern­
ment. We assume a heavy moral re­
sponsibility when we remain silent. 
To justify a policy of silence by the 
assertion that we are fortunate, being 
safely removed from this danger that 
threatens European Powers~ and to 
urge that as a reason for us to sit still 
with hands folded is as weak as it is 
•unwise.

ADMIRALTY HAS NO CONFIRMA­
TION.

LONDON, To-day.
The Admiralty issued a statement 

in which it says it has received from 
German sources details of a naval en­
gagement off the Chilean Coast, in 
which the British cruiser Monmouth 
was sunk and the Good Hope severely 
damaged. The statement says the 
Admiralty has no confirmation of the 
report.
