It was the energetic Carrie who not 
only noticed the ugly and the com 
monplace in life, but resented them. 
Maida lived in the clouds, but Carrie, 
as she herself declared, was not only 
practical, but of the earth earthy. 
She it was who, though she was so 
much the younger, ran the house, and 
looked after her own and Maida's rai­
ment.

That the two girls were well cloth­
ed, with a refinement of taste which

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still that house is held in reserve for 
Constable Grouchy’s successor who 
has not arrived yet. The rent of the 
house is probably $60 or $70 a year, 
and only the garden at the rear is be­
ing used and that by Head Constable 
Joseph Sheppard as a cabbage garden.

Now, Sir, everybody will admit tliat 
a Government that is satisfied to pay 
$60 or $70 for a cabbage garden (20 x 
40 more or less) for its Head Con­
stable is not mean. But I would ask 
is it economy, or is it a lesson in 
economy for the public, the tax­
payers of this town? When we arq 
taxed to the utmost to feed ourselves 
and. our families, is that the way tp 
spend the revenue?

Of course I do not blame the Gov­
ernment or the M.H.A.’s of this town 
for this state of things. But surely 
some person should know when mak­
ing out the cheque for that house, 
who is living there. Should not the 
name of the policeman be on the 
cheque or on the books or some­
where? ,

I like to see our Head Constable 
industrious, and it does me good to 
see him going up Water Street in 
civilian’s clothes with a fine pair of 
long rubber boots on and a pan of 
plants under his arm, making a bee 
line for tiie little garden to the rear 
of this house that the Government, 
perhaps unconsciously, is paying such 
a large rent for; they will be expen­
sive cabbage to some person, or de­
partment, even if they are cheap to 
Sheppard. Of course the Head does 
not neglect his duty while attending 
to his little farm work; all his friends 
feel sure.

Speaking of houses reminds me of 
another house on Harvey Street va­
cated by Constable Bussey in July 
last for which in some way the Gov­
ernment was forced to pay up to the 
31st December, although for six 
months the house was unoccupied.

Now, Mr. Editor, you will agree 
with mq and of course when you 
agree with me you will agree' with 
Thomas as well, that the two instan­
ces referred to above are very poor 
lessons in economy for our people.

Isn’t it strange that while the sal­
ary of a policeman is miserably 
small, the department will allow 
money to leak away in the manner 
referred to above.

Thomas is working at the site of 
the new shipyard, and when we re­
member that this very place was for­
merly called the old slip, where ves­
sels were taken ujj for repairs, it is 
certainly a curious coincidence. Of­
ten in my younger days I visited the 
place and watched -the men at work, 
and I hope ere long to be again able 
to visit the place and see large ships 
being turned out by the enterprising 
shipbuilding company whose agent 
and experts have just taken up their 
residence here. Tom says they are 
fine manly fellows, and all is wanted 
is for a man to stick to his work, be 
punctual and obliging and there is no 
tear of him. He told me last night 
that people are constantly coming in 
from the nearby outports looking for 
work. One man came as far as 18 
miles the other day and secured work. 
Fairly good wages arc paid out, too, 
and that In a good-natured, cheerful 
way. J

Fighting in
«No Man’s Sea.”

Belgians and Germans Often Clash In 
Boats in Front of Lines.

With the Belgian Army irf Flanders, 
April 30, (Correspondence of The As­
sociated Press.)—Boating to battle is 
one of the novelties of fighting on this 
part of the front, where the Belgian 
and German lines are separated by 
miles of flooded land. Trench raids 
are almost unheard of here. The only 
thing approximating them are bomb­
ing expeditions carried out from 
skiffs which have paddled skillfully 
under cover of darkness to the ene­
my’s lines.

“Just at the edge of the water in 
front of our trench," said a Belgian 
officer, “we have two little ‘caches’ 
where our two boats lie hidden, and 
when darkness lias come we set out 
on patrol. Sometimes with padded 
oars, sometimes with punt poles—for 
in most places the water is quite 
shallow—we creep toward the Ger­
man lines. At any moment a star 
shell may give you away and bullets 
spurting up the water around you or 
whistling overhead warn you that 
rowing about in No Man's Sea is not 
always a healthy game.

“But the crowning excitement 
comes when you meet a German pa­
trol boat. Once when I was out with 
a Sergeant and two men we heard 
the steady splash of a putit pole in the 
water coming slowly toward us. We 
took out the safety pins from our 
bombs and waited until they were al­
most on us. And then we let fly. 
Look!’’—and he rolled up the sleeve 
of his tunic to show a deep scar near 
his elbow—“I got this from a bit of 
one of our own bombs, so close did we 
let the Germans come. But not one 
of them could have escaped, for at 
least tlyee of our bombs dropped 
right into the boat, and there were 
great bits of woodwork drifting about 
next day. The strangest part of it 
all Is that the fellows in the trenches 
on both sides are frightened to fire for 
fear of hitting their own men. As a 
matter of fact, all four of us were 
slightly hit in the run for home, but 
the Boches never got home at all.

“There’s only one other way of get­
ting close to the German in the flood- 
lands. At intervals there are raised 
roads running east and west between 
the wide-stretching lakes—unpleasant 
little ribbons of land, bordered by two 
lines of broken poplars, connecting 
us with the enemy. And far out along 
the roads are Belgian and German 
hidden advanced posts. There, night 
and day, men lie in the mud and lis­
ten, in case any one should be. fool 
enough to attempt an attack along 
that roa,d of death."

Among the full freight brought 
along by the Prospero are eight hun­
dred seals, which were collected at 
Conche, Englee, LaScle, Tilt Cove and 
Little Bay Islands.

Three Dead in
Bank Robbery.

Cashier, His Assistant and One Bandit 
Killed—Midday Attack at Castle 
Shannon, Penn.—Posse Captures 
Bobbers.
Pittsburg, May 14th—Police to-night 

had recovered virtually all of the 
$10,000 taken from the First National 
Bank of Castle Shannon, a suburb, to 
day by four bandits who shot to death 
the cashier and assistant-cashier 
bound and gagged a patron of the 
bank and in attempting to escape 
wounded two persons.

One of the bandits, John Chetch 
was killed and another, Sam Berts 
was probably fatally wounded by a 
posse of townspeople. A third bandit 
Nick Yecle, was captured and badly 
beaten by a mob that attempted to 
take him from the posse. Efforts to 
capture the fourth band.it were un­
successful. All of the robbers, ac­
cording to the police, live in Pittsburg 
and are young men.

Entering the bank shortly after 
noon, the bandits opened fire at cash­
ier McLean and assistant cashier 
Frank Erbe, who died within a few 
hours. In the meantime the hank of­
ficers had obtained revolvers and re­
turned the fire. The robbers forced 
an entrance ta the cage and, stepping 
over the bodies of the wounded men, 
opened the vault and gathered up sev­
eral bags of gold and silver coin and 
packages of paper bills.

Townspeople rushed to the bank 
with revolvers, rifles and shotguns 
George F. Belezhoover, justice of the 
peace, was struck with a coin bag by 
one of the bandits and knocked to the 
ground. Two of the bandits rushed 
to their nearby automobile, while the 
ether two ran toward the grounds of 
the Castle Shannon Golf Club. Fol­
lowed by the posse across the golf 
grounds, one of the men was shot and 
killed and the other probably fatally- 
wounded.

In the pursuit Nicholas Yost, a train 
despatcher was shot in'the leg. One 
of the bandits jumped from the auto­
mobile near the outskirts of the vil­
lage and escaped, but the other was 
captured.

Science Way
Trap the Subs.

New York World: Can a submarine 
be made to give notice of its presence 
as it passes through the water and re­
gister its whereabouts to watchers on 
shore far away? The intimation that 
Edison is working in conjunction with 
French scientists to perfqct an elec­
trical device to locate U-boats at sea 
stirs the imagination. Science Is the 
great detective; it catches the waves 
of motion set going by an earthquake 
thousands of miles away and has in­
struments to record the thoughts ttyat 
pass through the human mind. But 
certainly neither the seismometer nor 
the sphygmometer can match a mech­
anism so delicate and precise that it 
can note and register the noiseless 
passing of an invisible boat under the 
ocean’s surface far off. This is the 
very wizardy of science. That the In­
vention is within the realms of possi­
bility will appear entirely credible to 
a generation which has known the 
wireless and knows Edison. Assum­
ing that it is made practicable, a cer­
tain poetic Justice will attach to the 
fact that the country which gave the 
submarine to the world should pro­
vide a scientific defence against It.

The Issue in Canada

Highlanders’
Chorch Parade.

The Newfoundland Highlanders 
held their first Church Parade for the 
season yesterday morning, by attend­
ing Divine Service at St. Andrew’s 
Presbyterian Church. Rev. Gordon 
Dickie, M.A., Chaplain of the Brigade, 
preached an eloquent and impressive 
sermon which was listened to with 
deep interest by the lads and other 
members of the congregation. The 
singing and music by the choir was 
rendered in a faultless manner. After 
service the Highlanders, together 
with the volunteers, paraded through 
the city, the pipes playing the latest 
martial airs.

Many eyes are turned to- 
ISHV day towards Canada in 

the crisis that has come 
upon her. It is difficult 

to predict how she will emerge from 
it. If her newspapers provide any 
criterion, there is not another coun­
try in world so cursed with politics. 
Hardly a question of public import­
ance ever seems there to be discussed 
and settled on its own merits, but 
rather upon those of its champions 
and opponents and their political and 
personal records. The Government 
is proceeding perforce warily and 
v ithout precipitation. The Con­
scription and Extension of Parlia­
ment measures are being framed 
carefully and have not yet been pre­
sented before the House. It is a pity 
that they do not come from a source 
which would have a better claim and 
be a better warrant for their imme­
diate and whole-hearted acceptance. 
The Borden Government has not con­
ducted itself during the war in a 
manner calculated to compel unquali­
fied admiration, and frotn one cause 
or another the tide seems to be set­
ting in strongly against it. The dif­
ficulties are very great at this time in 
the way of the formation of a coali­
tion ministry, but that may well be 
the result of the struggle that is be­
ginning. And as an accompaniment 
of the threatened • conscription' of 
person the demand is ' growing loud­
er for some sort of conscription of 
wealth, a demand which the friends 

■^of those in power do not particularly 
reHsfrv But the position and duty of 
Canada as a whole are perfectly 
plain, and she Will have the fullest 
sympathy in lier endeavour to mea­
sure up to them.

The same cannot be said of the 
spirit that is plainly agitating the 
greater part of the Province of Que­
bec. We hope,we will be spared, in 
the messages at least, many more of 
the type of utterances which we have 
had to read to-day. They are rank 
treason, naked and unashamed and 
utterly contemptible. Lavorgne, an 
ex-member of Parliament, in a long 
rigmarole of fustian can prefer no 
concrete argument against conscrip­
tion except that Canada’s debt has 
increased enormously through the 
war. That is a new view of it all. 
Canadians will fight for liberty, he 
says, but not for England. And so 
we learn that it is for England that

all the Colonies and all the Allies are 
fighting. This valiant Cicero speaks 
thousands of miles from the sound of 
the German guns, and he knows it. 
The proper treatment for persons of 
this ilk is free transportation to 
Vimy Ridge or passage into Belgium, 
where they could observe for them­
selves the blessings of German lib­
erty. Mayor Martin of Montreal pre­
sides at another anti-cbnecription 
meeting a few days after he has wel­
comed Marshal Joffre to his city. 
Everywhere in the United States and 
elsewhere in the Dominion the hero 
of France was acclaimed with honor 
and enthusiasm. It is left to the 
French Canadians to be deaf to his 
appeals and to disgrace the lands of 
their descent and birth. They are 
evidently spoiling for a fight with the 
rest of Canada. So much the better, 
perhaps. It might help the rest of 
Canada to shift the contempt of 
spectators outside onto its proper 
objects.

The LS.PAL Meeting
Mr. McGrath Answers “Vnlon Man.”

St. John’s,
May 28th, 1917. 

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—My attention has been 

called to a letter in your issue of the 
23rd inst., signed “Union Man” in 
which several statements are made 
which are entirely out of variance 
with the facts. As I was out of town 
the greater part of the week and did 
not arrive back until Saturday, I was 
unable to reply to this letter until 
now.

With respect to the statement that 
the meeting was a small one, and that 
men had to be brought up from the 
club rooms to discuss the subject, I 
would say that nothing of the kind 
occurred, and that the writer must 
have either deliberately made up the 
falsehood, or (as I suspect) been mis­
informed by some one present at the 
meeting. The meeting in question was 
very largely attended, probably one of 
the largest in the history of the 
Union. A few minutes before the 
meeting started, as there were sub­
jects of vital importance to be dis­
cussed, I sent down to members, who 
were In the club rooms smoking, to 
tell them that there was likely to be 
an important discussion upstairs. If 
any further proof is needed as to the 
attendance, it is furnished by the fact 
that at the meeting we collected in the 
neighborhood of $180 in membership 
fees. When it is remembered that the 
membership fee is twenty-five cents 
per month it will be readily seen that 
the meeting was a large one.

With respect to the sneer at the 
want of education on the part of mem­
bers of our Union, I would remark 
that such a statement is hardly in 
good taste, and certainly not in keep­
ing with the facts. Even if the mem­
bers pf our Union were not born with 
the silver spoon in their mouths, but 
were forced from early youth to earn 
their livelihood by honest,toil, we yet 
number, In our ranks, men who have 
received the highest degrees of the 
Council of Education, and who, had 
they the opportunity, would take a 
prominent part in the Industrial and 
commercial life of this Colony. Un­
fortunately the education of our mem­
bers runs along conventional and old 
fashioned lines; we acknowledge that 
unlike the merchants, and other such 
Patriots’’ our education does not lead 

us to food profiteering at the expense 
of the public, or to squeezing from the 
poor, in outrageous profits the few 
dollars they have so labourously earn­
ed.

As to the sentiment of the L. S. P. U. 
. would say that the Union to a man is 
against conscription selective or ot­
herwise in any shape or form. As to 
our Patriotism, the fact that the 
Union resolved that all members en­
listing for Overseas Service should be 
kept in good standing, and that the 
Union has paid over $2,000 in mor­
tality benefits to relatives of members 
who have made the Supremç Sacrifice, 
show that we have made as good a 
showing in this respect as any body of 
men In this city.

mSASTBOl'S RAID.

"Town on the Kast Coast of England, 
Friday, May 25.—The most ambitious 
airplane raid yet undertaken by the 
Germans on Britain, occurred here 
late this afternoon while the streets 
were crowded with shoppers and 
workers returning to their homes. 
The raiders dropped a large number 
of bombs apparently in a liap-liazard 
fashion from a mile or two above the 
town, killing 76, mostly women or 
children, and injuring nearly 175 
more. The first raider to arrive was 
the leader of a squadron of five. It 
was flying at such a height that it 
could not be seen against the brilliant 
sunlight, which flooded the cloud'- 
fleeced sky, except by trained observ­
ers with good glasses. It was follow­
ed by the other four flying at a slight­
ly lower elevation. They sailed in a 
bee-line across the town, dropping 
bombs continuously. Many on the 
streets learned first of the raid when 
they heard the explosions of bombs 
around them. The zone on which 
bombs were dropped cut a wide swath ! 
across the city with the chief dam­
age in the shopping and residential 
sections. The bombs, which were of 
large size, demolished completely the 
houses and small shops which they 
struck. Scarcely any part of the town 
escaped injury. At least 60 bombs 
were dropped here, falling in a show- , 
er all over the town. The greatest 
damage was done in the shopping 
centre, but many on the crowded 
streets were able to take cover.

northern sector of the Carso were 
confined to artillery actions. Fight­
ing was very heavy in the Vodice area 
where the enemy made every effort 
to dislodge us from the important 
point of Hill 652, which remained 
firmly in our possession. After vio­
lent artillery preparation, dense 
masses of the enemy yesterday again 
attempted to repeatedly and stubborn­
ly attack our lines, but the splendid 
resistance of our troops maintained 
our position.

Our airmen flew in 
great numbers over the enemy’s back 
lines yesterday, and bombarded rail­
way works, munition dumps and bat­
teries, and attacked enemy infantry 
on the march with machine guns. All 
our airmen returned safely. One ene­
my machine was brought down.

ITALIAN GAINS.
ROME, May 27. (Official.)

Heavy fighting continues on the 
Cyso where our gallant troops yes­
terday carried another strongly for­
tified enemy position, capturing 3,500 
prisoners and much material. After 
intense artillery preparation lasting 
until four o'clock in the afternoon 
the infantry of tile Seventh Army 
Corps vigorously attacked and car­
ried a network of trenches from the 
mouth of Timava River to a point 
east of Jamiano and took possession 
of the heights between Flondar and 
Medrezza. Further north, after a 
hard fight, the enemy’s defences at 
the labrynth east of Boscomale were 
broken and Hill 220, southeast of the 
village, taken. The operations on the

FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, May 27. (Official.)

Intermittent artillery actions oc­
curred along the greater part of the 
front. An enemy surprise attack on 
our small posts northeast of Vauxail- 
len failed. North of Cerny our' bat­
teries dispersed enetny concentra­
tions. On the days of May 23rd, 24th 
and 25th our pilots brought down ten 
enemy airplanes and seventeen other 
machines were forced to land inside 
their own lines. In the course of nu­
merous bombardments carried out by 
Eseadrills in the same period, the 
railway stations at Mara La Tour, 
Chambelay, Conflans, Veuzierp and 
Apsy and Biveulea in the region of 
Laon and other places were bombard­
ed with many projectiles. A total of 
12,000 kilos of explosives were drop­
ped, causing considerable damage.

HALFOVlt HONORE».
TORONTO, May 27.

Before one of the most notable 
gatherings that ever has been assem­
bled in Convocation Hall, the Univer­
sity of Toronto yesterday afternoon 
conferred the degree of LLD. on Rt. 
Hen. Arthur James Balfour, the dis­
tinguished Britisli statesman and 
Minister for Foreign Atlairs in Lloyd 
George’s cabinet. President Falcon­
er, introducing Balfour to Chancellor 
Sir William Meredith, alluded to the 
many important positions the Britisli 
statesman filled with great success. 
Balfour replying expressed his deep 
thanks for the high honor conferred 
upon him. He did not accept the 
honor as entirely personal, but as a 
mark of respect for the government 
he represented. Balfour lauded the 
great part the University has taken 
in the war, and paid tribute to the 
valor of the Canadian troops and the 
generosity of the Canadian citizens. 
Balfour spent a quiet morning and at 
noon was the guest of the city at a 
luncheon. Sir Wm. Hearst and his 
colleagues of the Ontario cabinet en­
tertained Balfour at dinner at the 
York Club at 7 p.m. The distinguish­
ed guest left later for Ottawa.

A de­
spatch received by Reuter’s Telegraph 
Co., the date and origin of which 
have not been made public, reported 
the loss of the steamer. The despatch 
says, according to the second officer 
tlie steamer sank in five minutes. He 
was awakened by a great noise, rush­
ed on deck and tried to get passen­
gers in his boat, but the boat was 
swept away, and almost simultane­
ously the steamer broke in half. He 
saw no other boats afloat. Among 
the 58 passengers missing is the 
Spanish Consul of Colombo, Ceylon.

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Unknown Donor Sent 
$200,000 Check

To Balfour to Invest for British War 
Widows and Orphans.

J. P. Morgan & Co. announced yes­
terday the receipt of $200,000 in a sin­
gle check from a donor whose name 
was not revealed, which is to be in­
vested by the Right Hon. Arthur 
James Balfour and the income used 
in supporting war widows and or­
phans of Great Britain. The gift is 
unusual among the many philanthro­
pies gfown out of the war in Europe 
in that it is a memorial to a dis­
tinguished American and his wife.

The statement issued by the Mor­
gan offices said:

“Messrs. J. P. Morgan & Co. have 
received from one of New York City's 
foremost citizens a letter of which the 
following is an extract :

'Inclosed please find my check for 
$200,000, which I would thank you to 
hand to our country's distinguished 
guest, the Right Hon. Arthur James 
Balfour, with the request that the 
money be invested for the benefit of 
the poor widows and orphans of Eng­
land and Scotland, caused by the 
present war with Germany. This con­
tribution is given by me in loving 
memory of the late Mr. and Mrs. L). 
Willis James of this city.’."

The statement concluded by saying 
that the purposes of the gift had been 
made known to Mr. Balfour, who ex­
pressed great satisfaction at this gen­
erous action on the part of an Ameri­
can citizen.

Thomas W. Lament of the Morgan 
firm, who announced the gift, said 
there was no comment to make. “Con­
jectures as to the giver,” he remark­
ed, "are likely to prove incorrect."— 
N. Y. Times. * —

Argentine Again Places 
Embargo

ON WHEAT EXPORT.
Buenos Aires, May 17.—The Argen­

tine Government to-day announced a 
prohibtiou on the exportation of j 
wheat.

It was the Government's second an- ] 
nouncement of an embargo. The first. ! 
effective early in April, was held in 1 
abeyance through protest of Great 
Britain, backed by the United States.

At that time the British Government 
threatened to cut off all shipments of 
coal to Argentine. Inasmuch as the 
republic is entirely dependent on im­
ported coal, paralyzation of its in­
dustries was thus threatened.

The United States was reported 
tacitly to have joined in this applica­
tion of pressure on Argentine, and in 
the face of this combination, too 
powerful for Argentine to resist, the 
original embargo was changed.

-The settlement provided that Eng­
land should be permitted to purchase 
an' enormous quantity of Argentine 
wheat, the same to he repaid late in 
the autumn, when the Australian crop 
was harvested.

Whether the embargo to-day is with 
regard to this agreement with Eng­
land, or is an independent step by 
the Republic, was not made known.

Your Boys and Girls,
The fact that children crave sugar 

or sweets to a thinking mother should 
mean something.

Of course the dan­
ger of excess is always present. A 
child may cat too much sugar and in 
many cases stay too long in the bath­
tub, sun or air. Why should the ban 
be put on sugar.

A craving for candy is due to sugar 
starvation. See that the child gets 
sugar in some form in all food. The 
unnatural appetite will be modified 
considerably. If a child is given 
plenty of sugar on his cereal, bread 
and butter, puddings and a regular 
amount of good, simple cake and 
fruits, he will not sell his little soul 
for candy. Sugar is one of the three 
great foods without which the human 
being cannot exist.

Gentlemen,—
I sincerely thank you for the Re­

solution passed at the meeting of the 
citizens of Harbor Grace, of which 
you are the representatives, in which 
you refer to my poor services in writ­
ing up, and speaking upon the sub­
ject of shipbuilding in my native 
town. While thanking you I must 
state that I consider it only my duty 
as an old Harbor Grecian to do so.

I have seen my Native Town in all 
its glory, with its large and enter­
prising commercial firms flourishing 
up to the year 1894. their house-flags 
known and respected in the great com­
mercial countries of Europe and Am­
erica. And yet these great firms rose 
from very small beginnings, until the 
foreign-going fleet, as well as the fish­
ing fleets could compare favourably 
with those of any in the Island. By 
reference to the entries in your Cus­
tom House you will find that several 
hundreds of vessels of all sizes and 
nationalities entered and cleared from 
your ports annually, and amongst 
these entries will be found the larg­
est Labrador fishing fleet, as well as 
the largest sealing fleet that ever sail­
ed from any port in the world from 
one firm.

All persons of my age have witness­
ed. known or heard tell of the build­
ing and launching of many beautiful 
ships in Harbor Grace by the great 
firms of Danson, Peter Brown, Ruth­
erford Bros., Power & Cody, Mullow- 
ney, Joseph Soper & Sons, Thomas 
Foley, H. W. Trapnell, Neyie & Gor­
don, John Stephenson.

I have seen all this changed and a 
dark cloud hung over my native town. 
But I never despaired. I was always 
convinced' and (never more so than 
now) that with united action upon the 
part of the citizens, the old town 
would once more rise, if not to its 
former glory and position, at least to 
such a position that our people would 
remain in your midst, and others 
would be induced to return from 
abroad to the old town of their birth, 
where they could live in comfort and 
happiness.

Harbor Grace has had many adver­

sities, some from fire as well as com­
mercial depression, but it rose up 
proeSÿ Sr the united action and en­
ergy of its people. Witness the great 
fives of 1832 and 1858.

Your pattiotle conduct in this in­
stance is worthy of all praise, and will 
be a source of gratification and pride 
to all Harbour Giacians who now re­
side far from the okl town. Con­
tinue in this course and success must 
crown your efforts.

Again thanking you for, I fear, your 
somewhat flattering resolution with 
regards to my poor effort towards the 
town of my birth and its citizens.

The Value of Languages
Boston Transcript: People who 

are advocating the dropping of the 
German language as a subject taught 
in the public schools evidently forget 
tiiat a widespread knowledge of an 
enemy's language is an excellent of­
fensive weapon in war. The pro­
ficiency of nearly every German ofli­
tter in English and French has been 
an immense advantage to the Ger­
mans in this conflict. It has enabled 
them to maintain spies in every quar­
ter, to practice many ruses de guerre, 
useful to them, and to inform them­
selves very directly of the enemy’s 
proceedings and intentions. Yet it 
was not, certainly, from love or ad­
miration of tlie English and the 
French that the Germans mastered 
their tongues. The fact that the 
United States has now abandoned its 
purely western hemisphere position-, 
ami is henceforth to be world-wide in 
its interests, makes it incumbent up­
on us to teach at least the three 
leading European languages, French, 
German and Spanisit, in our schools 
—not, ;as a matter of requirement, 
perhaps, but to all who will learp 
and to teach, them in a more thorough 
and business-like way than they have 
ever been taught before. In Washing­
ton, during the recent days of public 
honors to the French mission, the ad­
vantage to a Congressman or an offi­
cial of a knowledge of French has 
been immense. Few of them, indeed, 
have been found capable of convers­
ing with Marshal Joffre and M. Vivi 
ani in their own language ; and these 
few have been distinguished and en­
vied among their fellows. We have 
been poor linguists in the past—we 
"haven’t cared for abroad." If we 
are to take an equal position among 
the nations, we must improve in this 
regard.

LL.' JOX, To-Day.
The Westminster Gazette publishes 

a message from a correspondent who 
says the submarine menace is being 
mastered by a simple method which 
the correspondent indicates is the in­
vention of an American. It is giving 
away no secret, the correspondent 
writes, to say that the method, which 
is reputed to be infallible, requires 
only a little time to come into full 
effect and wear the German submar­
ines ont. It is a model of simplicity. 
The press has been liberal in its an­
nouncement of Marconi's device, but 
while extending encouragement# to 
Marconi it must not be overlooked 
that while the genius who perfected 
one of the most monumental advan­
ces in maritime navigation devotes 
his unremitting consideration to the 
menace, this resourceful American too 
has worked toward a device along 
independent lines. Asserting that the 
British have better submarines than 
the Germans, the message continues, 
only a little time is needed for our 
pre-eminent inventive brains to out­
strip the pirate professors, and by a 
method which is simplicity itself we 
already have the life of the U-boat 
campaign measured.

I am not against Conscription 
for the defence of Canada, because 1 
believe it is the duty of all citizens 
to give their blood for their country, 
but I love my own enough to tell them 
that they should not give one drop 
to defend England. If we have to spill 
it, let us begin as our fathers did by 
doing so for the defence of liberty.” 
The speaker then condemned the 
Government for trying to send Can­
ada’s r-rns to butchery without con­
sulting :’ic -people and utter the words 
quoted in the paragraphs, which made 
a great impression on the crowd. The 
meeting at Lorretteville lasted four 
hours. Lavorgnc declared that he 
had received numerous letters from 
people in English provinces, notably 
Toronto and Vancouver, telling him 
the people of these places were op­
posed to Conscription and asking the 
Province of Quebec to aid them to 
crush the Government. Largely at­
tended meetings were held nil over 
the city to-day. At Jacques Car- 
tier market place Lavorgne addressed 
n gathering of ten thousand or more, 
speaking much along the usual lines, 
and lie was wildly acclaimed.

BRITISH WORKMEN HOLD 1M- 
PRESS1VE SERVICES.

LONDON. To-Day.
An impressive demonstration by 

many thousands of workmen organ­
ized by the British Workers’ League 
was held in Hyde Park to-day to ex­
press fraternal greetings to the people 
of the Allied countries and the deter­
mination of the .workers to continue 
the war to a victorious conclusion. 
These sentiments were voiced in stir­
ring speeches from twelve platforms. 
David Lloyd George. Prime Minister, 
in a letter which was read from all 
the platforms, expressed his hearty 
appreciation of the address which the 
Workers' League has presented to the 
Ambassadors of Britain’s Allies. In 
his letter Lloyd George said a last­
ing peace will come when all the peo­
ples of Europe are free and determine 
their own fate for themselves.

SAVAGERY UNCOSEINED.
LONDON, To-Day.

The German Government will sink 
all Entente hospital ships in the en­
tire barred zone with the exception of 
certain ships from Saloniki to Gibral­
tar, it is semi-offlcially announced in 
Berlin, according to a Reuter despatch 
from Amsterdam. The German an­
nouncement made reference to the 
British denials to the German allega­
tions that the British misused hos­
pital ships. It cited several instances 
which, it was asserted, proved the 
correctness of the German accusation. 
The semi-official announcement read 
in part: The German Government 
will prevent all traffic by hostile ships 
in the entire barred zone in the Med­
iterranean, including the road left 
open for Greece, and will regard hos­
pital ships appearing therein as war 
vessels and sink all of them immedi­
ately. Germany, the announcement 
adds, will allow the transport of ill

LONDON, To-day.
According to stories printed in the 

morning papers there has been a com­
plete revulsion of feeling towards the 
war in the south and south west of 
Ireland as a consequence of the re­
cent attacks by German submarines 
on the Irish fishing fleets. A number 
of fishing boats have been sunk and 
the victims of one attack off Baltimore, 
state that the Germans told them that 
they had already sunk the Kinsale 
and Waterford fleets and would soon 
put all Irish fishing boats to the bot­
tom of the sea, because they sent fish 
to England. They also threatened to 
shell the villages on the coast.

RUSSIA IS WAKING UP.
PETROGRAD, To-day.

Virtually all the divergent political 
factions and all classes, organizations, 
Councils and even the Socialist lead­
ers, with the exception of the extreme 
letters, to-day support the appeal of 
Minister of War Kerensky to the 
troops and applaud the new order of 
the day, “Advance.” It remains to be 
seen how the army itself will receive 
this final exhortation to patriotism 
and the defence of Russia's newly won 
freedom. All the Commanders have 
added their appeal to the order of 
Minister Kerensky. General Alexieff 
says tersely “Forward advance to at­
tack the enemy.” General Brusiloff 
says, "It is necessary to conserve 
and consolidate freedom, the soldiers 
must overthrow and defeat the enemy; 
shame and dishonour to those who 
have a weak spirit.” General Dranrni- 
roff is less laconic, “An advance upon 
the enemy,” he says “Is an immediate 
necessity. The enemy is taking ad­
vantage of our passivity to leave this 
front open and send forces westward. 
The French and British are honestly 
doing their duty as our Allies. They 
are saving our new Freedom which 
otherwise we would lose, but soon 
their advance must wear itself out and 
then there will no one to help us.” 
The newspapers contain similar ap­
peals from the heads of the Govern­
ment. Premier Lvoff writes, “Honor 
demands our activity. We are drown­
ed in speeches and words. The mus­
cles of our organism are being atroph­
ied; further passivity -will mean ruin." 
M. Skopoloff, the new Socialist Min­
ister of Labor, joins the chorus with 
the declaration “Our present task is to 
advance.”

NEW TRACTOR INVENTED.
WASHINGTON, To-day.

A new type of tractor, combining 
power and speed and the ability to 
turn within its own length, has been 
developed by army engineers for haul­
ing guns of medium calibre, the War 
Department has announced.

TROUBLE IN OHIO.

CLEVELAND, Ohio, To-Day.
The police, attempting to prevent 

anti-war speeches by Socialists on 
the public square, were attacked by 
crowds of about 300 yesterday after­

noon and a pitched battle ensued. 
Just previous to the trouble thé Re­
cruiting Station erected on the pub­
lic square registered 211 recruits. The 
police dragged one of the Socialist 
orators off the stone rostrum, and the 
crowd attacked them. Reserves rush­
ed to the scene and clubbed the 
crowd back and half a dozen men 
were arrested. The crowd followed 
the police and prisoners to the police 
station, where another battle took 
place and more arrests were made.

RIO JANEIRO, To-day.

A Noticia says that in German cir­
cles it is asserted that Germany will 
declare - ar on Brazil within two or 
three days.

WANTS CONFIRMATION.
LONDON, To-day.

Complete repulse of all Italian at­
tacks after the most furious fighting 
is claimed in an official statement is­
sued by the Austrian War Office on 
Sunday.

16 days.

FRENCH REPULSE GERMAN AT.
TACKS.

PARIS, To-Day.
The Germans delivered three at­

tacks last night and this morning in 
the region of the Casque and Mont- 
blond. All were repulsed, the War 
Office announces. The Germans are 
bombarding heavily the French posi­
tion in the region of Deadman Hill 
and Hill 304 along the Verdun front. 
A French detachment penetrated to 
the second German line near Uffholcz 
in Alsace and found many dead in 
the trenches. Prisoners were brought 
back.

BRITISH REPORT.

\ LONDON, To-Day.
Hostile raiding parties were repul­

sed last night northwest of Cerisy 
and south of Lens, says to-day’s of­
ficial report. On the Fran co-Belgian 
front we inflicted a number of casual­
ties on the enemy by rifle and ma­
chine gun fire and captured several 
prisoners. Successful raids were made 
by us north of Armentieres, and in 
the neighborhood of Wystchette our 
troops reached the German support 
line and captured between 20 and 30 
prisoners.

TERRIFIC TORNADOES DO GREAT 
DAMAGE.

CHICAGO. To-Day.
Tornadoes during the last three 

days in seven states of the middle 
west and south have killed nearly 250 
people and injured more than 1200, 
wrecked thousands of houses and 
killed hundreds of head of live stock 
and devastated many thousands of 
acres of ground crops, according to 
a summary early to-day. The latest 
in the series of tornadoes started on 
Sunday afternoon, apparently in the 
vicinity of Willisville, southwest of 
Illinois, swept south across the riv­
er into Kentucky, down the Missis­
sippi into Arkansas and Tennessee, 
and finally veering eastward toward 
Alabama, where the storm apparently 
spent itself. The dead in the four 
southern states were roughly estima­
ted at 100 and injured at several hun­
dred.

A GOOD STEP.
NEW YORK, To-Day.

The Germans here have formed an 
organization called the "Friends of 
the German Republic,” whose object 
is the dethronement of Emperor Wil­
liam and the establishment of a Ger­
man republic, it was announced last 
night. The organization is said to be 
nation wide in scope and has estab­
lished headquarters and has issued an 
appeal to Germans to help in its pro­
paganda.
