No More Sea-Sickness.
A new suggestion was made in a, 

recent issue of “Engineering” for the 
construction of a cabin on passenger 
steamers that will he unaffected by 
the motion of the vessel.

A former suggestion was to control 
the oscillation of a .saloon suspended 
from a fore-and-aft axis, by means of 
a gyroscope with a vertical axis of 
spin.

The latter scheme alms rather at 
the- steadying of the ship than to 
make a portion of it independent of 
the general motion. A gyroscope is 
fixed so that when the ship Is on an 
even keel and the gyroscope is in 
equilibrium, the axis of the flywheel 
is vertical. The wheel is pivoted on 
a frame whose motions are damped 
by a brake pulley having a graded 
amount of friction. The action of 
such a gyroscope is to endow a small 
ship with the motion of a large one.

NEW TYPE OF AIRCRAFT MAKES 
VERTICAL ASCENT.

According to reports from London, 
Bug., experiments were recently made 
with a new type of airplane which is 
called the “Helicopter”. The machine 
is said to be capable of rising and 
descending vertically, without putting 
its nose up, and also able to hover in 
the air.

REQUIESCANT.
“Hope springs eternal in the 

human breast,” and because of 
this many people have had a 
lingering feeling that some news 
would be heard of the daring ad­
venturers who swept out over 
the hills and into the great 
void beyond on last Sunday aft­
ernoon. They flew away then 
from mortal ken and from that 
fatal hour when the Sopwith 
areoplane disappeared over 
the horizon, not one gleam 
has come to lighten the fears 
which already have been ex- 
nressed. What their end, or the 
manner of it, can but be conjec­
tured. They may have fallen, 
like a plummet, from dizzy 
heights into the unfathomable 
ocean, and met instant death: 
they may have successfully 
reached the surface by volplan­
ing, and there perched on their 
frail craft, watched “the hell of 
waters howl and hiss,” until 
overcome by exposure they 
perished and the ever greedy sea 
claimed their bodies for its own. 
Many causes might have contri­
buted to the disaster which is so 
universally deplored. The perils 
of the air journey were real 
enough to daunt even the stout­
est hearts, but Hawker and 
Grieve, courageous and gallant 
gentlemen, were not dismayed. 
They had made the most minute 
preparations and calculations 
for success. They were in no 
doubt concerning favourable 
meteorological conditions when 
they made up their minds to 
start on the supreme adventure, 
but the fact that they were 
heavily handicapped by the 
meagre service furnished them 
stands out too prominently 
clear. The British Air Minis­
try did not.bestir itself and the 
Admiralty was not active in 
rendering assistance. In fact 
there was too much passivity in 
British official circles—a delib­
erate passivity which has been 
the cause of questions in the 
British Commons, some mem­
bers even suggesting that it was 
through the negligence of both 
the Air Ministry and the Ad­
miralty that two valuable lives 
have been, lost. Whether they 
would have been saved or not 
had there been precautions tak­
en and the line of the route pa­
trolled by fast destroyers, is an­
other question. There would 
have been, at least, a prospect of 
rendering aid, but as nothing of 
the sort was done as a measure 
of safety, the aviators who de­
parted beyond the sky line on

Sunday took a sporting chance, 
and a desperate one at that. 
They went out into the un­
known places of the air and 
whether or not they took their 
final plunge, one hundred or one 
thousand miles off our coast,' de­
tracts nothing from their cour­
age. The risk was great, but not 
so great as their heroism in ac­
cepting it.

On Monday when the whole of 
North America was filled with 
enthusiasm over the bulletin 
flashed under the ocean that 
Hawker had been sighted off 
the Irish Coast, the Telegram 
offered congratulations to the 
intrepid fliers and .their asso­
ciates .in the. city. Alas ! that 
these congratulations were pre­
mature and to-day we regret­
fully and mournfully twine

or made good markets they received 
bonuses from 25 to 30 guineas each. 
It may be that some received a larger 
amount. Of course in those days the 
whole responsibility rested on the 
captain, as we had no telegraphic 
communication with Brazil. It was 
very difficult for the merchants to 
run their business in the days of 
which Mr. Kelson writes, because, if 
you notice, the supplies had to be or­
dered twelve months in advance, and 
you will also notice, that he states in 
a letter dated June, that he had not 
received a letter from Mr. Slade since 
the previous Septembr. They had to 
watch their opportunity (if no vessel 
was sailing from Trinity) to get their 
letters to St. John's by coaster or 
some other means, and sent on to 
England, often via Lisbon, Oporto or ; 
Vianna. With the success of the At- ; 
lantic Cable in 1866, all this was al- ; 
tered, and now our merchants can , 
conduct their business abroad al- j 
most as rapidly and as satisfactorily ; 
as they can at home.

Patterns of Virtue.
Now there is another important 

subject that Mr. Kelson s letters - 
clear up, and that is about the Irish , 
youngsters. You will notice that as j 
many as 50 came out in some of Gar- 
lafld's vessels, and 20 in others, also 
that every time -a vessel arrived to 
Slade’s employ she brought from 35 
to 40, sometimes less, ^ut he was 
always bringing Mr. Slade to task for 
not sending more. This goes to show 
that they were appreciated; honest, 
reliable, law-abiding and good fish­
ermen, artizans, in a word, masters o 
their business. This fact is fully es 
tablished, as both Kelson and Gar­
land bad to do with them, and it was 
a matter of diamond cut diamond as
to which of them would get the great­
er number. In St. John’s, of course, 
the immigration was far larger in 
number.

This Scrip (as I remember 
it. having only seen one) was about 
the size of the $5.00 note issued by 
the Bank of Montreal, Royal Bank or 
Bank of Nova Scotia to-day. The ma­
terial was heavy paper or light parch­
ment, and on the face was the usual 
words: “I promise to pay, etc.”, and 
on the counter side was a blacksmith’s 
bellows, and printed underneath the 
bellows were the words: “Blow this 
out.” Mr. Bennett was a bluff, 
upright, honest Englishman, what 
may be styled a rough diamond, and 
gave liberally to St. Paul’s Church, of 
which he was a member. He was 
also noted for his unostentatious 
charity and benevolence, and was 
highly respected by all classes. At 
the present day there is a mural tab­
let to his memory in St. Paul’s 
Church, Harbor Grace, and several of 
his descendants and relatives are in 
the country, amongst whom I may 
mention the Spence family.

Masters’ Ventures.
There was one concession granted 

in those far-off days, which I do not 
think is permitted now, and that is,— 
the captains of the vessels received 
the privilege of taking to market 
thirty or forty quintals of fish on 
their own account, or what was styled 
in those days—the captain’s adven­
ture.

I think I 
shall load her with fish for Poole un­
less X hear shortly something to alter 
my opinion. The George X hope will 
not be long before she makes her 
appearance, which vessel (if she does 
come) I think it will be best to send 
to Poole with oil of which I expect 
to raise nearly a cargo.

Easter Day is always the first Sunday 
after what Is known as the Paschal 
full moon, i.e., the full moon which 
happens upon or next after the 21st 
March, the beginning of the ecclesi­

astical year. If the full moon hap­
pens upon a Sunday, Easter Day is 
on the Sunday after.

The Calendar Moon.
It must be remembered, however, 

that it is not the actual moon in the 
heavens that regulates the time of 
Easter, but an altogether imaginery 
orb known as the calendar moon, 
which is usually a day or so later than 
April 25th. Not for a hundred years 
has Easter Day fallen on the former 
date. It last occurred on the latest 
possible date in 1886.

Origin of the Baronetcy.master-Generals of Europe. On Satur­
day, May 23, 1914, Mr. Hamel left 
Hardelot, on the French Coast to 
fcross the Channel in his new mono­
plane, on his way from Villacoublay, 
Paris, to Hendon, to fly in the Aerial 
Derby round London which was post­
poned on account of the unfavourable 
weather. Being victor the previous 
year, he was most anxious to take 
part in the race. After leaving Har­
delot, his monoplane was supposed to 
have been seen very high over Bou­
logne, after which nô trace of him 
was ever seen again, although prompt 
action was taken and an exhaustive 
search made in the Channel and 
along the coasts of England and 
France. The tragic end to Gustave 
Hamel’s brilliant career was mourn­
ed not only by his friends and the 
flying community but by the general 
public. He was only 20 years of age 
when he joined the Blériot School, 
early in 1911. He soon returned to 
England, acquired a monoplane of his 
own, estalished himself at Hendon, 
obtained his British pilot’s certificate, 
and started his active career in avia­
tion.

Firzt Aerial Post-
Man Drowned,

On Saturday, September 9, Gustave 
Hamel carried a mail of about 10,000 
cards, letters and papers from Lon­
don to Windsor, the band playing the 
National Anthem as he whirred away. 
Owing to the adverse wind, he was 
the only one to take the air. His of­
ficial times were: left Hendon Aero­
drome 4.59, arrived Windsor Castle

So intense is the heat generated by 
the focused sunbeams, that the water 
in ordinary boilers boils in a third 
of the time taken by a furnace.

This country, it is true does not 
enjoy the almost constant sunshine 
of Egypt, but in three hours of sun­
shine, granted a sufficient number of 
focusing mirrors and dynamos, 
enough electricity can be stored for 
ten days’ supply.—Ex,

The Latest in Guns,
Fires Twenty-Eight Boends a Minute.

A new British gun which has re­
cently been approved, after many ex­
periments, is said to be the best of its 
kind in the world.

The advantages of the new gun are 
that it will fire the heavy 18% lb. shell 
used in our ordinary quick-firer a 
farther distance and with greater ra­
pidity than has ever been attained 
with a field gun before.

In fact, the new gun increases the 
range of our normal field weapon by 
at least three thousand yards, and it 
is expected that further developments 
will extend the vulnerable point by 
another one thousand yards.

Experiments have shown that the 
new gun can discharge as many as 
twenty-eight rounds a minute. One 
of the difficulties at first experienced 
was that, although the increased dis­
tance could be attained with compar­
ative ease, accuracy could not be 
wholly relied upon afeAhe lengthened 
range, and althoughv-fhe gun was 
used on a limited scale during the 
closing stages of the war,- its far- 
reaching effects were not utilized to 
their full extent for this reason.

The vibration set up by the extreme 
rapidity of fire also operated some­
what against accuracy, but it under­
stood that both these difficulties have 
now been overcome, and that the gun 
has been found to answer all require­
ments.

SATO LEGISLATION, 
previewing the last two or three

can at least be found

■ - -

with the Government so far as Its 
legislative programme Is concerned. 
Perhaps never before in Parliament­
ary history have so many bills been 
crowded into so short a p*riod. When 
the session opened no time had been 
available for the preparation of 
schemes, and observers noted with 
disappointment that for a time there 
was little evidence of the Cabinet's 
recognition of the national demand 
for the Immediate production of the 
many schemes the country had by its 
votes at the General Election demand­
ed. Pressure was, however, applied 
and bills came tumbling with almost 
bewildering rapidity into the House. 
Land bills, housing bills, the Aliens’ 
Bill, health bills, the Transport Bill,, 
that unfortunate necessity the Mili­
tary Service Bill, and a host of minor 
measures descended upon members 
in a regular deluge. Well pleased 
with the efforts of the Government, 
members shouldered the heavy burden 
without flinching. Before the war the 
burden would have broken the Parlia­
mentary machine, but the extension 
of the Grand Committee system was 
opportunely provided, and the result 
has been eminently satisfactory, ut 
any rate from the point of view of 
pace. Critics of the new system al­
lege that the House is passing ill- 
digested legislation. There is no 
proof as yet to support this charge.

CLUBS OLD AND NEW.
Many London clubs closed their 

doors during the war, and others 
were kept open, not in the ordinary 
way by entrance fees and, subscrip­
tions, but by donations from their 
members. Now that the war is over, 
new clubs are springing up to take 
the place of the defunct But they 
are not quite the same as those they 
seek to replace, for the old exclusive 
atmosphere of West End clubdom Is 
to find no home in ’these new InstitU' 
tions. The new spirit is suggested 
by the secretary of one ol the most- 
popular of London clubs, who says: 
“The club of the Immediate future 
must be Informal, comfortable and 
happy. So long as lt is that, and you 
give your members the best, It doesn’t 
matter what prices you charge them.”

AVIATION INSURANCE 
RISKS.

Risks to persons and property in the 
United Kingdom from aircraft other 
than that engaged in hostile opera­
tions, are now being insured at Lloyds 
for a premium of sixpence per cent. 
The imminent inauguration of civil 
aviation (for, be it known, civil avia­
tion will be freed from Government 
control on and after May 1st) brings 
this question of insurance very close 
to the ordinary citizen. The risks in­
clude. not only the actual impact of 
aircraft, but that of falling matter of 
any kind. These pertain to persons 
when within their own dwellings and 
land, .as well as when traversing the 
highway or open land, and to station­
ary and portable property of every 
kind, including live stock, standing 
^crops and orchards. Many business 
men here think that to require the 
whole nation to take out air risk 
policies at this rate would be unecon­
omic, "but sufficient data do not yet 
exist to Justify a final conclusion.'

GOVERNMENT DEPARTMENTS AS 
LIMPETS.

There is a growing agitation—and it 
theratens to rise to a storm—against 
the continued occupation of business 
premises by Government departments. 
Important business premises are ex­
tensively held in thrall, and there 
seems to be no Immediate prospect of 
the evicted tenants being restored. 
This is conspicuously so In the case 
of many of the splendid shop and office 
blocks in Kingsway, whose aggrieved 
tenants are being informed, five 
mouths after the end of hostilities, 
that they may not get back for two 
years yet. Obviously the remedy is a 
more speedy demobilisation of Gov­
ernment war staffs and the concen­
tration of as many of those remain­
ing as possible in the well-built tem­
porary wooden structures which adpun | 
erstwhile beauty spots such as idle 
Embankment Gardens and St. James’s 
Park.

THE ANZACS’ FAREWELL.
It would be invidious to make com­

parisons between Friday’s march 
through.London of the Anzacs and the 
recent procession of the Guards. The 
latter moved * with British military 

Stiffness and erectness ; the Anzacs 
lounged along with their long, lean 
limbs in a way that spoke of great 
open spaces. But it may be said that 
the Australian parade was more 
spectacular in two respects. In the 
first place their cavalry were well 
mounted. The dismounted giants of 
the Guards were not so impressive as 
the . sturdy horsemen from the Anti­
podes on their prancing steeds. The 
other distinction was the display of 
aerial acrobatics. London has long 
since become blase in regard to avia­
tion stunts, but London was frankly 
amazed, anQ not a little apprehensive, 
at'the almost reckless daring of the 
fliers.
