The Hand Of Esau.

The new Fish Regulations
may <be the view of Jacob, but
any one reading them carefully
will recognize the hand of Esau.
There are a few concessions
made, but the embodiment of
certain new clauses with their
legal copper-fastening phrase-
ology, is very redolent of the big
8ix or maybe now it is the big
three—and are quite dunfieldian
in their toute ensemble. We in-
tend to analyze them later on
and throw somé light on the in-
nocent-looking but deadly claus-
es that are so suggestive of a
desire to drive the fish export-
ing business into the hands of a
few individuals. It is now
nearly a year ago since Mr.
Coaker first began issuing fish
regulations, and we have had a
new set published almost every
month. And what has beentthe
result? Nothing but turmoil,
trouble and financial loss to the
exporters, and stagnation and
despair amongst the fishermen.
These are facts so palpable and
% patent that they cannot be
ignored. Whilst all admit that
there was a necessity for reform
in the curing, culling and ship-
ping fish to foreign markets, we
contend that the changes should
have been made gradually and
covering a period of several
years.
sudden and too drastic, and most
movements made in this way
are always liable to defeat the
very end that their originators
aim at. The Minister of Marine
and Fisheries gave a sudden
shock to the fish markets of the
world and put them on their de-
fence. It was a belligerent chal-
lenge, a gauntlet thrown down
that was quickly picked up.
These people had resources to
fall back upon in that they
would probably never have
thought of if our Government
had not put the gun to their
beads. . To-day the fish caught
in Iceland waters is being made
into soft “Labrador,” as like to
purs as 1is possible, for the
Greek and Italian markets. This
fish our Labrador will have to
meet before Xmas in these
markets, and it is expected that
they will sell at 10!~ less than
Mr. Coaker’s minimum price.

We did the very opposite to
what Norway is doing, and the
result is that Norway is getting
our markets especially in Portu-
gal and Brazil, and will no doubt
use every effort to hold them
for the future. The Govern-
ment, no doubt, now realize
these mistakes, but they have
gone too far to turn back, and
their leader is too proud and too
stubborn to admit that there is
any mistake. “Bluff it out and
try to muddle through,” will be
their motto, with the hope that
something will turn up to save
the situation. Judging from
the latest rules issued, some
people have left no loop hole for
failure, and may come out on
top however it goes, and this
being so it -is quite in order now
to suggest that they be given a
monopoly of the whole fish ex-
porting business of the country.
Certainly that is the tendency.

Why Did They Vanish ?

UNSOLVED SECRETS OF THE SEA.
Mysterious as are the happenings
we often read of on land, they are no-
thing compared with the strange
Ilhings that are constantly occurring
at sea.
|  What could be more mysterious, for |
{ example, than the case of the Marie
' Celeste? The Marie Celeste left New
iYork in 1887 with thirteen souls on'
| board, including the captain’s wife |
and child. Twelve days later she was
hailed in the Atlantic by a British
ship. and as no response of any kind |
was forthcoming, she was boarded.
To everyone's astonishment she’
was found to be deserted, Everything |
on board was in apple-pie order—-the
’houts were all at the davits, the hull |
undamaged, the cargo intact; a‘bovc‘
the forecastle hung the crew’s laun—t
dry. In the chart-room the chronome-
ter ticked away uninterruptedly, while
an examination of the log-book, posted
! {0 within two days of the-boarding of
irho vessel, proved that the passage
| had been quite uneventful. There were
no signs of any stryggle, and yet the
crew had all vanished. To this day the
| fate of the crew of the Marie Celeste
remains an unsoived mystery.
Another mystery was that of
Resolven. The Resolven, sailing {from
Newfoundland for Labrador in the
i summer of 1884, was discovered by
H.M.S. Mallard with szails set, side-
lights burning, and the fire in tihe
| galley still ablaze, but not a sign of
. anyone on board. As in the case of the
| Marie Celeste, there was nothing to
suggest what had become of the crew.

!

the

Mysteries of Three Crews.

The case of H.M.S. Atalanta was
rather different. The Atalanta, sister-
vessel to the equally ill-fated Eury-
dice, was a training ship, and had on
board at the time of her disappearance
several hundreds of youths.

She was last seen somewhere in
the neighbourhood of the South Atlan-
tic or Pacific, when appearently all
was well with her. Then she disappear-
ed without leaving the slightest trace.

In most cases of disaster some re-
mains are found—a boat, oars, or some
little fragment of wreckage; but in
her case there were absolutely none.
She vanished as completely as if she
had never existed, and no satisfactory
explanation as to what might have
become of her has ever been advanc-
ed.

Quite as remarkable is the case of a
derelict "encountered in 1881 in mid-
Atlantic by the American barque Ellen
Austin. As the derelict had no one on
board and was in tolerably good con-
dition, the Ellen Austin resolved to
tow her to New York, and for that
purpose a crew was placed in charge |
of her. During a storm the derelict
parted company with the Ellen Aus~}
tin, and when she was found a few
days later the second crew had van- |
ished. Subsequently a third party of
men was put on board, and they, too,!
mysteriously disappeared; after which
she got a bad name and was left to her |
fate.

Lastly, there is the case of a bar-
que encountered by a Chilian warship
off Cape Horn in the ’seventies.

There was only one man on beard, |
and he though well-fed and apparently |
in good health, had lost his speech.'
All he could do was, to point at ‘the
water and gesticulate violently. No-
thing could induce him to venture be-.
low deck, of which part of the ship
he evinced the greatest horror. In the
end, while they were trying to per-
suade him to go on board the Chilian
ship, he jumped into the sea and was
drowned. No trace of the rest of the
crew was ever discovered and the
mystery surrounding them has never
been solved.

| LONDON GOSSIP.

TIGHT MONEY.

LONDON, Aug. 16, 1920.

\oney in the City (London’s bank-
ing and financial district) has never
been so tight as in the past week. Com-
mercial houses find the facilities for
negotiating business cramped both for
home and foreign trade. The banks
say frankly that they have not the re-
sources to give even ordinary facili-
ties, and they have cut down, it is un-
derstood by agreement, the accom-
modation they are prepared to offer
on account of foreign business. As
zondon is still the financial centre
#or discounting bills, this greater
tightness of money is seriously affect-
ing even foreigners trading in other
centres of Europe, and they are mak-
ing bitter remarks against us. Never-
theless, the Government's trade ex-
perts sai that they see no signs of a
slump in foreign trade, and expect
the trade returns for August to be
about as satisfactory as July's. Silk,
jute, boots, and hosiery are the four
manufacturing trades wiaich are in the
doldrums, but other expor-ting trades
are still in genera) doing good sound
business, even altLhough some (irms in
every country nowaday3s attempt to
trade on “Japanese terms,” repudiat-
ing their orders as soon as they see it
would be unprofitable to take delivery.
Of course goods now being exported
were ordered last year, or very early
in this year. The cutting off of money
facilities at present will affect the
trade returns of exports several
months hence.

DISARMAMENT OF GERMANY.

A British representative in Berlin
has sent home a copy of the proposed
German law providing for the fulfil-
ment of the disarmament agreement
‘signed by the German delegates at
Spa. It authorises the appointment of
an official who will be the Disarma-
ment Dictator, and will have more
police authority than any other officer

in the State. He will have the right of |
domiciliary search, confiscation of;

arms, the opening of mailbags, and
listening to teiephone conversation.
He can interfere with railroad, ship-
ping, and air transportation, and can
issue instructions to the Safety Police
and requisition the aid of the Reich-
swehr. All civii authorities wiil be ob-
liged to comply with his demards, and
the courts must give legal assistance
within the limits of the law. He can
create .an organisation for carrying
out disarmament, offer rewards, and
pay indemnuificaticns. The penalty for
infringements of this law is a mini-
snum o’ three months’ imprisonment,
the maximum being a fae of 300,000
marks and ten ycars’ hard labor. As
a new State Commissary, he will com-
mence work with a fund of 300,000,000
marks. The Bill is expected to become
law without material alteration.

THE WHITE CITY AND THE RRIT-
ISH LEIPSIG.

The White City (the large cxhibi-
tion buildings and grounds in the west
of London) is now bLeing whitened
and smartiened up for its after-war
career—it has just been booked by the
Government for next year’s British
Indpstries Fair in the spring. This is
& war institution that not only iives
in the “peace” world but grows quick-
ly. The amount of business done at ike
Crystal Palace this year was double
the amount done in 1919. It was in the
neighbourhood of ten million pounds
($50,000,000). The astonishing in-
crease in London’s attractive power
as the world-centre of trade since the
war has been shown dramatically in
the Fair's statistics. The ambition to
rival the old Leipsig Fair is in a fair
way to being consummated. Next Feb-:

ruary buyers will flock here from
every corner of the world and from
every State, civilised or other, brought
over by the vast propaganda of the
Overseas Trade Department, which is
circulating millions of leaflets through
the Consular Service in many langu-
ages. The Fair is strictly a business
affair. It will be attended by about
two thousand buyers, and this amaz-
ingly varied collection of visitors will
be treated by the Government as hon-
ored guests. They will do business and
have a good time generally.

SEASIDE SHOPKEEPERS’ HARVEST

The large numbers of people who
are staying at the holiday places this
month are placing a big strain on
those who have to find food for them.
But the shopkeepers are all doing
well. It seems as though they can com-
mand their own price for everything,
and as business is done only on the
ready money basis, with little pander-
ing to the tastes of anybody, the har-
vest will be a very good one. The
tradespeople will be well able to en-
joy the scenery for the rest of the
year. Warehouses must necessarily be
stocked before the season begins—
and the task this year was, I am told,
very difficult on account of the short-
age of some of the goods most in de-
mand. Everyone who can be induced
to take employment is put on to weigh-
ing and wrapping, and as it is impos-
sible to deal with all orders within
anything approaching ordinary busi-
ness hours, wages have to be regulat-
ed by circumstances. Assistants as
well as shopekeepers of course share
in the spoils. Every morning the staff
is at work by six o'clock to get ready
for the day’s business, and they are
well pleased if they get away by eight
or nine o’clock at night. Many young
grocers seem to take a delight in this
rush, and at the beginning of every
summer throw up their employment in
inland towns to take a season’s en-
gagements at higher wages at the sea-
side, where they get all the enjoyment
they can at the week-end. It is truly
harvest time for them as well as for
the apartment houses.

TEA AS A “FAITH CURE.”

Did you know that tea as a stimul-
ant is a harmless fraud? Lord Daw-
son of Penn,, the King’'s Physician, as-
serted as much in the Hcuse of Lords
when speaking on the Proprietary
Medicines Bill. He said that a harm-
less remedy advertised as a patent
medicine would inevitably have a
greater effect in curing an ailment
than if dispensed as a prosaic pre-
scription. Why, said he, remove the
illusion which was conveyed by the
advertisement? We lived among such

illusions. Tea was one. Eevery time a
noble lord took a cup of tea and saia,
“How refreshing,” he suffered from
an illusion. Actually the tee did not re-
fresh at all. The amount of stimulant
principle in the tea was too small to
have any effect, and even if it were
enough, the effect would not come
about till they had forgotten that they

had taken tea. What really did good ;]

with a cup of tea was the association
of ideas.

WEST LONDON IN AUGUST.

This August London is haunted by
the ghost of an extinct state of things. i
Here and there one identifies some-g
thing like the old pre—vi'ar “‘out of sea-
son” look—not, of course, the sort of|
thing that Thackeray wrote about
when all the London squares ran dry
of the residents and gigantic footmen '
in shocking undress drank beer at
porticoed front doors—the sort of
thing that is so happily expressed in
Praed’s “Goodnight to the : Season.”

No, it is something much less drama- 2

tic. The external out-of-seasonness is
there. Regent Street and many other
West End streets are “up,” and every .
day brings new problems to the taxi-
driver and more grist to his taximeter, '
and more fares miss their trains at the |
station. Much painting is being done

on the fronts of houses for the first'g

time, in most cases, since the begin—i
ning of the war. There are fewer rid- |
ers in the park, but then that has been
a declining feature of London life’
since the motor came in. Most of the '
West End houses show signs of being'
well inhabited; in many cases they
have been lent to friends, and the

stream of carriages and motors is S

much as usual, while the smart res-
taurants and clubs are crammed at
lunch hour worse than ever. About a '
third of the clubs are having their
first big house-cleaning and repaint-
ing since the beginning of the war,
and the members are investing freely
in these institutions. These inter-
changes made a much more difficult
problem than formerly, because some
clubs have eonrmously increased their
membership while their opposite
neighbors have maintained their old
policy and kept their membership
down.

FRENCH FEELING IN LONDON.

The reluctance to contemplate (-n-'
tering upon a new Crimean War with-
out the most adequate provocation,
which is to be found in every social,
commercial, and laboring circle here,

is to be noted in what may be term-

ed the proletarian portion of the
French colony in London. There has
been opportunity for talk with vari-
ous representatives of this class, and
they were unanimous in opposition to
a conflict. In picturesque yet practical
fashion one such exclaimed the other
afternoon: “I was fifty months in the
trenches from mobilisation to armis-
tice, and I never want to see a tranch
again.” “Not even for the defence of
la patrie?’ “Ah! that is different. If
the Germans menaced France as in
1914 I would go at once, but not even
compulsion would draw me across La
Manche on the way to the Crimea.”
This was not an isolated case, for the
same sentiment, though in less vivid
form, was to be heard from various
members of the lower-middle and
working class of which the French
colony in this capital so largely con-
sists. They may not have representa-
tives in the Embassy itself, but the
diplomats there are sufficiently skill-
ed to have already detected the differ-
ence in Frgnch feeling in London in
August, 1920, compared with August,
1914.

The inventor of the pedals on the
harp was a Polish prince, Michael
Casimir Oginski. He also suggested
the idea of The Creation to Hayden.

was without a bell, the striking parts
being made of wires.

Mr. W. A. Munn.—I did not come
prepared to speak on Greece, but I
will do my best. The Greek market is
very different from the Italian market.
The latter goes back to the earliest
history of Newfoundland. The Greek
market was only developed within the
past 100 years. Forty years ago 40 or
50,000 qtls, was looked upon as a good
export to Greece; but about the past
1900 Sir Wm. Whiteway, then Premier,
placed currants on the free list, pro-
viding the Greeks would reduce their
faxes on our fish. They did so, and
since then the Greek market has been
one of the best we have had. The ex-
port this year went up to 140.000 qtls.
The Greeks want wholly Labrador
fish. They want soft fish. The only
hard fish that goes there is Icelandic—
and that only within the past ten or|
fifteen years. Some French fish is al-
so consumed there. When I visited ]
Greece I saw a cargo of 6,600 qtls‘]
French fish. We must compete with’
the other countries on prices. Ice—‘
landic fish is at the present time of-
fering freely at 80| in - Greece and)
French fish is even lower, and there!
seems no possibilify of our getting
higher prices. It is all very well for:
us to say that we want these prices, |
100/ or- thereabouts, -but-we have-to
compete with Iceland. Greece has heen

l\'ery prosperous during the war. They

have plenty of money. It is very dif-
ferent in Italy., We should look out and
get our shipments there as quickly as |
possible. In Greece the people mostly;

| belong to the Greek Church. The rest |

require fish for Lent. But in the Greck
Church fish is not eaten in Lent. The
demand falls off then, and if we have
not all our fish there before January |
or early in February, we have to wait
for forty days to finish off all that is
left over and that brings us up to the
hot weather.

The Newfoundland Food Control Board an-
nounce that as the agreement made with the
Canadian Wheat Board ex pired on August 31st,
at v'hich date also the Canadlan Wheat Board
went out of existence, PERMITS TO IMPORT
FLOUR FROM ANY COUNTRY ARE NO
LONGER NECESSARY.

The public may be interested in knowing
that during the period of this agreement (Janu-
ary to August, 1920,) between the Food Control
Board and the Canadian Wheat Board, New-
foundland shared with Canada and the West
Indies the fortunate position in which she was
getting all her flour fully $1.50 (one dollar and
a half) per barrel cheaper than the United
Stales or any other part of the World, making
quite a la:ge save to our people.

The agreement referred to above gave New-
foundland the privilege of importing White
Flour (while Canada was using flour not so
white), gave Newfoundland assurance of full
su,“,)lies and rescinded the tax of two dollars
which had been placed on Flour exported from
Canada.
