THE NEWFOUNDLAND FISHERIES,

In the course of the Imperigl Con- |
ference mention was made of the !

way in which the fisheries of New- |

foundland were losing ground, but it |
does not appear as though awy vyery
definite steps were suggested to rec-
tify the matter. As a matter pf faet,
the only steps that can be _takefh are

from the'inside of the industry itself,

and they appear to be very unwilling
to make any move in the matter.
There ig no doubt that Spain, which,
as a Catholic country, is a big im=
porter of fish, was formerly very
much better satisfied with the ship-
ments that it received from the other
side of the Atlantic than it is to-day,
for some of them are certainly poor
when they start, and are sefit across
in poor ships unsuitable for the pur-
pose, and still more wunsuitable for

the return cargo of salt, as under-

writers have every reason to know. |

During the war the schooners that
were turned out in the different New-
foundland yard: were really. very
hadly constructed—with certain con-
spicuous exceptions be it noted—and
the use of guch ships naturally does
net improve the condition of  their
carge when it fs delivered. Similarly,
Wrazi! and the other South American
Republics are rapidlv, abandoning
their purchase of Nfid, fish, very
Jargely on account of the quality de-
Jivered. This is partially due to Down
RBast independence, for when the
Grand Bank fish was hard cured it was
just what Brazil wanted, but, having
taken to the soft curing in imitation
of the Labrador ‘interests, they will
not go back, although they have been
plainly told that this is not what their
customers want.

Newfoundland produces such a
magnificent breed of merchant sea-

EDUCATOR.

CALCUTTA—(AP. )——Slr Rabbin-
dranath Tagore, poet and educator,
has condemned the proposed wreck-

|ing of the legislative councils, and

questioned the possibility of any ade-
quate self-government in India on ac-
count of the difficulties between Hin-
dua and Mohammedans. He advo-
cated the building up of new and in-
dependent institutions instead of try-
ing to wreck those now in existence,
and held the regeneration of rural
life to be more important that nation-
al reform. .

The one problem of the day, said

the poet, was the .question of Hindu- |

Muslim unity. He considered that
the leaders of the country had not
yet been able to arrive at any prac-
tical or permanent solution of this
problem, and was thoroughly convin-
ced that until the question ha% been
effectively solved, all efforts to estab-
lish self-government will be wasted.
He stated emphatically that he was
not one of those who thought free-
dom from foreign rule would immed-
jately solve all India’s difficulties,
“The Mahommedans,” he continued,
“are united in all religious matters,
and have a democratic organization.

A_nteJate the
Garden of Eden

Greenland Minerals 50,000,000 Years

Older Than Adam.

Philadelphia, Pa~~Minerals extract-
éd from the earth in Greénland ante-
dating the Garden of Edén by 50,000,-
000 years are on exhibition at the
Academy of Natural Science here. They
were_discovered by Dr. Samuel G.
Gordon of the-academy, who has just
returmed from exploring the Arctic
country,

‘Whether the minergls, which were
found in large quantities, ¢ould be
mafie of any commercial value was
problematical, ‘Dr. Gordon sald, ow-
ing to the inaccessibility of Greenland.

The minerals are imbedded in quartz
and will be analyzed by the academy.

A meteorite fell at Abingaon, Eng-
land, recently which dafiaged a
statue. It was. an unusual large
specimen and. it was fortunate that
nobody was hurt, It has been esti-
mated by scientists that some 20,000,-
000 enter the earth’s atmosphere
Theéir average weight is
about one-fifth of an oufcs, and each
year over 40,000 tons of metaoric dust
falls .on the oluhc surface.
