Celebration of Her Majesty’s Birth­
day in Salem.

The birthday of our Gracious Queen 
was celebrated at Salem 4n a manner 
that speaks much for the loyalty of its 
inhabitants, and proves the high es­
teem in which Her Majesty is held by 
the people of the “cltv of peace.” The 
day was all that could be desired. The 
sun shone forth brilliantly in a clear 
blue sky, and the air, although sultry at 
times was, for the most part of the day 
rendered inoppressive by a refreshing 
breeze. Long before the dawn of day, a 
royal salute was fired by a detachment 
of the Salem Heavy Artillery, which was 
placed on duty at various points of “the 
city.” This early morning salutation 
was followed by oft repeated volleys 
from several smaller guns of volunteers, 
and not until the sun was far above the 
horizon, and the ordnance department 
out of ammunition did the pealing of 
these primitive cannon cease. The vil­
lage by this time was “ up and doing,” 
everybody ready to do honor to the na­
tal day of our beloved Sovereign. Then 
the favorite Salem brass band marched 
past through the principal streets, stop­
ping at the best looking houses, so as to 
enchant the inmares, “and stir up their 
liberality (?).”

At about ten 
o’clock a large concourse of people assem­
bled on the game ground, and an hour 
later the sports commenced.

GREAT BRITAIN.
Lverpool, May 26—-Mid r ight.

Paris, May 25.--Despatches from Mar- 
seiles report that there has been much 
excitement in that city over the elections. 
Large crowds paraded the streets, and 
there were shouts of‘Vive la République.’ 
The places of business wore closed in an­
ticipation of a riot. At last accounts 
order had been restored.

The result of the elections in Paris 
and Lyons has been favourable to the 
anti-imperial candidates.

The third annual meeting of the Di­

rectors and Shareholders of the Welling­
ton, Grey and Bruce Railway was held 
in Hamilton on Wednesday last. Mr. 
James Walker was appointed chairman, 
and the Secretary read the following 
report :
To the Stockholders of the Wellington,. 

Grey and Bruce Railway.
The Directors beg to submit, at this 

their third annual meeting, the follow­
ing report :

Shortly after the last annual meeting, 
the Directors had the satisfaction of 
meeting Mr. Alderman Dakin, President 
of the Great Western Railway ; Mr. 
Falconer, one of the English Directors ; 
together with Mr. Brackstone Baker, 
Secretary of the Company. These gen­
tlemen, upon the invitation of your Di­
rectors, passed over a portion of your 
proposed line, and had thus an opportu­
nity of forming an opinion of the merits 
of your project. Since then, active ne-

Sitiations have been going on between 
e two companies, and your Directors 

have the satisfaction of announcing that 
arrangements are completed by which 
the Great Western Railway Company 
agree to supply rolling stock and work, 
and maintain the road as constructed for 
70 per cent, of the gross earnings, and 
farther, that 20 per cent, of all the traffic 
interchanged between the two Compa­
nies shall be set aside annually to re­
deem the Bonds of the Company at par.

The contract for the first Beckon of the 
line, from Guelph to Fergus, has been let 
to Mr. Donald Robeiteon, of Queenstom 
The contract for the iron rails for the 
nine section, was awarded to Mr. John 
Proctor, of Hamilton ;—the first ship­
ment is at eea, and will shortly arrive.

Your Directors have every confidence 
that the line will be opened for traffic on 
or before the 1st of January, 1370.

In June last a deputation from your 
Beard, consisting of M-. Adorn B;owr 
Plaident, Mr. John Ferric, Mr. Ihomas 
White, Jr., and th? late Dr. Parker, ac­
companied by Mr. Thomas liidout, Assis­
tant Engineer, visited th6 County of 
Bruce and laid before the parties interest­
ed a statement of the position and pros­
pects of the Company ; which statement, 
by direction of thé Board, was published. 
The Company is now prepared to con­
clude a proposition, in accordance with 
that statement, to be made to the County 
of Bruce for its quota of aid to carry the 
line through Bruce.

Your Directors have every confidence 
in the hearty co-operation oi the County 
of Bruce—the strong preference of the 
people being for communication with the 
railway system of the country at Guelph. 
As scon as the County of Bruce grants its 
Bonus the Directors will proceed.with the 
final surveys of the other sections of the 
line and let the work.

It will be seen from Mr. Reid's report 
that most satisfactory arrangements 
have been made for right of way be­
tween Guelph and Fergus, aud in the 
purchase of which Mr. John Beattie has 
rendered the Company most valuable ser­
vices.

Since last annual meeting, the town­
ship of Norman by, in the county of Grey, 
has voted $50,000 to this Company.

The liberal action of the city of Hamil­
ton, in taking stock in the Company to 
the amount of $95,000, has enabled your 
Directors to overcome the difficulty which 
existed towards constructing the first sec­
tion of the road where the municipal bo­
nuses were light.

Your Directors have to announce with 
the deépest regret, the death of Dr. Par­
ker, M.P., one of the Board, to whose 
energy and public spirit the Company 
owe much of the success which has at­
tended the enterprise. The vacancy thus 
caused has been filled by the election of 
A. Sprout, Esq., M.P., for North Bruce, a 
gentleman who has always taken a deep 
interest in the extension of the railway 
through the county .

The total expenditure for the last two 
years, for right of way, engineering ex­

Your Directors cannot omit referring 
to the increased importance given to your 
undertaking through the cession of the 
North West Territory to Canada. The 
opening up of that vast country must 
develope an amount of travel and traffic 
of which we can but as yet form an in­
adequate conception. The position of the 
Wellington, Grey and Biuce Railway 
with regard to the new development of 
travel and traffic is such that it must 
always command a large portion of the

This new element in the conditions 
under which your enterprise is being 
prosecuted is, in all probability, destined 
to augment its success beyond the most 
sanguine anticipations that the friends of 
the enterprise have yet indulged in.

Three months after, in place of $15 per week we 
agreed to give him $10, and, in lieu of the oilier 
$5 per week, he was to get 3 per cent, on sales, 
lie prefering to have it that way, because it looked 
more like being a partner, and we, thinking that 
he would take more interest in the work, agreed. 
It was expressly stipulated tlmt lie was to have 
no authority in the factory, and in fact two of 
the men threatened to lay violent hards on him 
when he began to interfere witli them. As to 
the small sum loaned to the firm, we would say 
that he put it in for three months nt a time, tak­
ing Our note and drawing interest in advance like 
an ordinary creditor.

the "factory of Carhart Sc Needham, New York.~ 
This looked very little like offering “every induce 
ment ” to Mr Wood to again become a partner. .

Our late partners claim that they have estab­
lished the Mclodeon business here. * How came it 
that they could establish a business for us and 
failed to do it for thetuselVes, after a fair trial, 
elsewhere ?

Still adhering to our former assertions, wc will 
now say in conclusion that we have proved Mr 
Wood to liâvo been only an employee of the late 
firm for. the en months preceding the dissolu­
tion. Won ill also deposit *1 GO in the hands 
of any responsible person, ami will agree to forfeit 
it to the Benevolent Society here if we fail to 
prove by more than one witness that Mr McLeod 
solemnly affirmed in and out of the factory that 
lie would never again exhibit Mr. 
Wood*.» work Z This we maintain, not­
withstanding the high opinion which Mr McLeod 
now pretends to have of the abilities of the above 
self-important personage. Till this challenge is 
taken up, we do not see any use for further dis­
cussion.

HOUSE OF COMMONS.

Ottawa, May 20.
Mr. Cartwright moved that the Divorce 

Bill from the Senate for the relief of John 
Horace Stevenson, bo referred to a Select 
Committee.—Carried.

Hon. Mr. Anglin introduced a Bill re­
specting immigration and immigrants. 
He said the object was to give effect to 
the arrangement entered into between 
Government of the Dominion, and of the 
various Provinces on this subject, and also 
make certain provision with respect to 
pauper immigrants.

. Sir John A. Macdonald gave notice that 
on Friday next he would move the House 
into Committee of tho Whole to consider 
a number of resolutions respecting the 
Judges of the Superior Court.

Mr. Sproat enquired whether it io the 
intention of the Government to select a 
site for a harbour of refuge on Lake Hu­
ron, and to proceed with the construc­
tion of such work i during the current

Hon Mr. McDougall replied that it was 
the intention of the Government to select 
such a site. Surveys were bein£ procu­
red, and it was impossible to say at what 
point the station would be made.

Mr. Oliver moved for a select Commit­
tee to take into consideration the cor­
respondence with the Government, 
relative to tho purchase and exportation 
of American silver coin now in circula­
tion in this country, with power to report 
thereon —the said Committee to be com­
posed of Messrs. Carling,Ryap (Montreal) 
McConkey, Magili, Harrison, Tremblay, 
and the mover.

On motion of Mr. Morrison (Ningaia) 
the House went into committee on the 
Act to authorize an addition to the capi­
tal stock of the Canadian Bank of Com-r 
mercc, and for other purposes relating to 
the said hank—-Mr. Walsh in the chair.

The Bill was reported, read a third 
time and passed.

Despite the records of numerous crimes 

committed it is not «ill bad. A vigorous 
moral and religious element is at work, 
and In its never ceasing activity must 
effect great good. As an illustration of 
this it may be mentioned that eighteen 
new places of public worship are in 
course of erection there. Of these seven 
are Episcopalians, and will cost $700,' 
000. Three are for the Methodists, to 
cost $110,060. One Baptist, costing 
$60,000. Two Roman Oatbolio; one of 
which will be an immense structure in 
white marble, the expense of which will 
be probably $350,000 ; the second cost­
ing $90,000. The Hebrews are finishing 
two Temples at an outlay of $850,000. 
In Brooklyn three other churches are 
going up at an estimated outlay of $626,- 
000. What an influence these must ex­
ert, and how earnest must this section of 
society be when in one city * sum not 
far short of three millions is being de­
voted at one time to the erection of places 
of worship.
