Old
time. fishermen, who have been working
at the business for the past fifteen years

The management of the cannery
through the big rush was carried ' out in
commendable style. Nothing but the
finest 'selected and fresh salmon was
used, and each fish was carefully inspect~
ed before cutting up. Ae an extra pre-
caution watchers were placed at the fill-
ing fables, and each tin in turn was ex-
amined to ensure quality, and it is
reasonable to assume that the pack is
one of the finest that will be produced in
any market. A few more daysof fishing
and the packs of most of the canneriea
will be complet2d,. Theugh eight years
ago the number of licences issued by the
department amounted to 750, as com-
pared with the 4,560 cdd licences issued
this season, the fishing industry of Brit-
ish Columbia is yet in its infancy. Can-
ners are jubilant over such a successful
season, and some are anticipating ex-
tensive building improvements in order
to facilitate the working of next year's -
pack.

Whilgt it must be remembered that
Klondyke-Yukon is in Canada and that
all gocds from the United States must
pay duty at port of entry, and that Vie-
toria, B.O., 18 the best place to buy your
outfit, it is equally an important fact te
be remembered that the Fraser River,
B.C., is alsoin Canada. The advantages
derived by all classes from this salmon
fishing industry cannot be estimated.
It is & sonrce of.considerable revenue to
both the government and the thousands
of people who flock there during the
season to participate in the profite,
whilst it is an industry of paramount
imgportance to the province generally.
The authorities at Ottawa should net
cease in their endeavor to matare
schemes t> benefit and protect this class
of industry. There are.yet many im-
vrovements to be made, chiefly regard-
ng the law governing the fishing regula-
tions, which should be more effectively
carried out.

How the Rumor Maker Is Kept
Busy—A Tragedy Reported
From Bennett Lake.

*Phere was grave anxiety among the
friends of the argonauts on board the
Bristol on Suhday morning when ru-
1ors gained circulation everywhere that
she had been forced to put into the near-
est harbor for a readjustment of cargo.
Freight had been piled so high above the
ordinary limit line, extra decks rising
one above another for the accommeda-
tion of horses and their supplies, that to
the inexperienced landsman’s eye the

vessel seemed top-heavy, and fears that
she might turn turtle in the firet rouih
sea were freely expressed even before the
ship was lost to the sight of the watchers
on the wharf.

Hence it was that, = although

Straits were as calm and
unrufled as any millpond, the
subséquent rumors were by many
accepted as correct without investiga-
tion, and much uneasiness was caused
until it was found that the steamer had
passed Oak and Cadboro bays safely and
when last reported was making for
Comox mines, where, according to the
original plans of her charterers, she was
to fill her bunkers with a thousand tons
of coal, amply sufficient to properly bal-
last her. She took in this extra weight
yesterday morning, and is now well on
the way to Skagway.

The incident shows merely how
rumors ma{ grow and find acceptamce
when uﬁon nothing more tham a
shadow.

Michaels, the rumor had it, but had
been advised that pirates intended to
board and sack her off the Vancouver
Island coast, and to circumvent them
had chosen the inside passage.

Of course there was nothing in the
story—it only served to illustrate the
fertility of the Xlondyke romances re-
sources of imagination.

Many of the scenes incidental to the
Bristol’s departure were re-enacted on
Sunday evening at the sailing of the
Islander. She, too, is filled to the limit
of her capacity with passengers, pack
animals and supplies, which she will
discharge at Skagway in a few days.

They are at the Hotel
Driard. Prof. Sargent and Dr. Canby
are going up Nanaimo way to-day to
gather herbarium specimens. = They also
plan to take a run into the forests back
of Port Townsend before starting North.
Far up on the Stickeen river isa for-
est of giant firs that Mr. Muir worship-
ped with scientific adoration over fif-
teen years ago. He plans now to intro-
duce his friends to these forest kings,
and to spend a week or so camping in
their shade. They will go to Dyea and
Skagway. but without any idea of join-
ing in the scramble for Yukon nuggets.
“ When people look for gold, they see
naught else,’”’ philosophically comment-
ed Mr. Muir, last night. “I’d be afraid to
do that. It’s all a chore—what does it
amountto? People will go up there and
get a lot of gold and spend it, but they’ll
be no better off.”
It was on Professor Sargent’s report as
a commissioner of forestry that twenty-
five or more reservations of -forest land
were made during the last months of the
Cleveland administration, These reser-
vations were chiefly in the Sierra and
Cascade watershed of Washington,
Oregon and California, and the act
caused a jolly row among ambitious
Western senators. The result was that
tremendous pressure was brought to
bear on President McKinley, and the
reservations were ordered held in abey-'
ance until the next session of congress.

FISH TRAPS AND NETS.

«If the Dominion government would
permit the use of fish traps there would
be a cannery at full blast at Beechey
Bay by this time next year,” said Mr.
H. A. Munn yesterday in a conversation
relative to the salmon canning business.
Mr. Munn has lately returned from a
visit to the cannery operated by his
company on the other side of the line,
where the use of traps is allowed and is
in a position to speak authoritatively as
to the comparative waste caused by the
two methods of taking salmon—by gill
nets and by fish wheel.

 After seeing the traps in operation
I took a trip up the Fraser and had a
look at the canneries eamghat riyer, and
incidentally at the -waste of fish that
nolen volens forces iteelf on the observa-
tion of all who travel that waterway.
Why =all along the banks thousands
upon thousands of fish are rotting
in the sun and the resulting stench these
hot days must be something frighttul.
Fish offal does not cut a figure in this
matter, it is simply the immense num-
ber of whole salmon which have in most
cases been thrown away by the fisher-
men who have been unable to sell all
their nets would catch. This year the

‘number of fish that the canneries would

take from each boat was limited to 150.
Very often the very first haul of the
geines would bring in over a hundred
sometimes very nearly the requisite 150,
and the second dip to complete the
requisite load would result in taking
many more than could be sold ; as a con-

.quence this surplus was simply thrown

away. In the neighborhood of Steveston
matters are in a very bad state owing to
these dead salmon, and I don’t see how
anybody could successfully maintain
that the waste caused by fish-wheels is
anything like that caused by the nets.

“ There is practically no waste at all

all hump-back salmon are thrown away
and as this class of fish has no commer-
cial value, its destruction cannot be call-
ed waste in the same sense as that which
has gone on in this province. With
the traps any surplus that accumulates
can be kept in a pound for fully a week
if this contrivance is built in such a posi-
tion that the tide water flows through
it. In fact to run a cannery economic-
ally there is no other way than by the
use of traps, and if we were permitted to
use them it would mean the establish-
ment of many canneries along the coast
of the southern part of Vancouverisland.
The immense shoals of salmon which
visit Beechy Bay every year would then
be of gome benefit to Victoria, whereas,
a8 it is now they simply pass here and
are trapped at Anacortes and other
points on the American side,”’

at Beechy bay, the other day by govern-

They had found
it utterly impossible to get packers,
and their miseries were made complete
by insistent, chilling rain which a week
ago had flooded every one of the canvas
dwellings -at Skagway to ,a depth of
eighteen inches or two feet. What the
great majority of the disappointed
argonsuts will do, now that their hopes
of reaching their Mecca are blasted, is a
problem. The auctioning of outfits has
already commenced on the beach at
Skagway, half a dozen of the sellers tak-
ing the Queen from the new port to
Juneau, where they can spend the win-
ter cheaper and more comfortably than
in Skagway or on the trail. It is
the opinion of the Queen’s officers
and those who came down on her that
all who can will either sell their outfits
at a sacrifice or cache them until spring
and work in the Treadwell mines until
then, The Queen brought back the
first of the returning fortune seekers,
a ’longshereman of Seattle named Fred
Story, who has a practical experience to
relate, and a prospective millionaire whe
was glad to secure a quarter-
master’s berth on the Queen for
the homeward voyage. Strange as
it sounds—Story says that the much
talked of Skagway or White Pass trail
was never opened until Thursday last,
the work of cutting through a four-mile
stretch of mountain road having only
just been completed. At present the
road is very soft from recent rains, but
corduroy is being used, and the grades
and general character of this route
make it the only one practic-
able for horses. On the other
hand, the Chilcoot Pass being an
older and more travelled over is the only
one to be thought of by those who pack
in their supplies. The anxiety of the
prospectors to get through their goods at
any cost has led to most extravagant
prices being offered and gladly paid. As
an example, one 8an Francisco party
paid over an even thousand dollars for
the transportation of one ton of supplies
from Skagway to the upper lake—and
they were looked upon as fortunate.
The opinions of all interviewed seem
to differ as to the general prospect.
One man declares with positive convic-
tion that not a tenth of those now at
Skagway will get through at all. The
next witness declares that all who want
Wﬁm reach the npper Yukon in time;
while the next is firmly of opinich that
any man with average strength ‘and grit
will get through safely this year. Time
alone can disclose which is right. Story
who was over a considerable
portion of the White Pass trail declares
that the difficulties it presents are not
by any means appalling, while packing
over the Chilcoot presents few obstacles.
He returned not because he could not
get through but because he had business
affairs to close up and preferred to take
his é¢hances in the spring. He bought
one $150 outfit for $50 cash, the seller
having decided to go to Juneau for the
winter, and has it stored away for his
own use on his return to the North.

VICTORIANS ON THE TRAIL.

Several Parties Making Very Good Progress
and Will Get Through in Good Season.

The steamship Danube returned from

the North at 12:30 o’clock last night.
An account of her voyage as kindly pre-
pared for the CoroxisT by Engineer
James Lauderdale is as follows:
We arrived at Skagway Bay
Snnday night at seven o’clock, and
immediately started to discharge our
horses. The charge to take them
ashore was $2, but oppoeition started
and it was reduced to $1. There was
quite a large crowd ashore, all camped
on the beach, stuck for the want of
horses to pack over the pass. The
camp judging from the shi
looks like a vast camping ground.
ent on shore and had a walk up the
trail about 5 to 6 miles. There is a
river to cross about 1!4 miles up. The
miners were busy throwing a bridge
across it for pack horses, although some
of the more venturesome had crossed
over with their pack trains and had got
as far as the foof of the summit, a dis-
tance of about 4 miles from the beach.
At the foot of the summit I met a party
of Victorians, T. Kingsley, N. Norman,
S. Johnston and H. Harrap, all doing
well. They say that if people are pre-
pared to rough it a bit they can get along
very well.
About a mile and a half further up,
for about threequarters of a mile the as-
cent is hard. The limit for excegtionally
good horses is 150 pounds and that judg-
ing from the appearance of the horses
they would not stand long. Another
party camped at the foot of the first sum-
mit is that of Pettigrew who came up
with the Islander and they have all their
stuff having accomplished the trip up in
a very short time. Both of these parties
speak very highly of the treatment they
received at the hands of the officers of
the Islander and particularly Capt.
Irving who left nothing undone for the
comfort of those people who were pas-
sengers on his ship.

It is most amusing to take in the
sights along the trail. Men with packs
on their back, others with wheelbarrows
and as many devices as the human un-
derstanding is capable of inventing are
to be seen, forming a spectacle worth go-
ing many miles to witness. All along
the trail werestores and bacon hung up
a8 if the good honsewife had bungup a
washing to dry, and every conceivable
item in connection with & miner’s out-

fit wasstrewed along the trail. Tents

When we left: we discharged some of

our freight at the wharf, which is onl
partly finished. They have a saw mill
nearly completed, and it will supply a
needed want. Horses are in great de-
mand ; as high as $500 was offered for a
dray horse, but was refused, and for lots
of those old plugs the owners
were offered $150, but would not sell.
They are all helping them to get over
their supplies, which will take some
twenty or twenty-five days. There are
lots of men who have reached here who
will never get in this season, as the
facilities are inadequate for handling the
supplies there. The steamer cannot ap-
proach Dyea nearer than two to two and
a half miles. There have been several
pack trains over the mountains; the
time taken is five days, three days going
and two days coming back.
On Tuesday the Al-Ki came in about
10 a.m..with a large number of passen-
gers and horses, and the Danube steamed
away at noon.

THE * AL-KI” RETURNS

Nanarmo, Aug. 17.—(Special)—The Al-
Ki arrived at Departure Bay from Dyea
and Juneau about b o’clock this morn-
ing and left for the Sound at noon. 8he
had only thirty-one passengers on board,
all of whom were from Juneau. Among
those were several commercial men and
regular travellers, but no returning
miners or passengers from Dyea.

The Al-Ki safely unloaded her passen-
gers, horses and freight at Dyea on the
up trip, but little news of importance
was gathered there. ' There were still a
large number at Dyea and Skagway Bay,
and the general imgression seemed to be
that a large number wouid not get
through before spring. Horses were of
little use on the Skagway route, and it
was feared that all but a few of those
who attempted that route would have to
either turp back or winter at the Bay.
No mail had come out from the interior
and there had been no arrivals from the
river, so there was no important news.
"The Al-Ki passed fifteen steamers
bound for Dyea and Skagway on_the
way down. She is several days late,
being due to leave Seattle on the return
trip North to-day. She brought down
the body of Dwight Fowler, of Seattle,
who was drowned in the Skagway river
on the 9th while attempting to cross the
river on a log. The y is on the way
to Seattle for interment.

Capt. Patterson, of the Al-Ki, thinks
the report of the Portland taking the
inside route is without foundation.

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THE STICKEEN ROUTE.
John Cameron, who a few years ago
gave up the Colonist hotel to follow his
old business of mining in South Africa,
and since then has returned to British
Columbia, came here from Rossland on
Monday and will . try - his lock in the
Klondyke. Mr. Cameron is not & nov-
ice at the business by any means, for he
has mined and eaten tortillas and fri-
{']oles among the Mexicans of Chichua-

ua - state, fried his fortunes in
New Mexico, = Arizona, and other
hot parts of the TUnited ' States,
and has already been away _up
prospecting in the colder regions of the
Yukon. He made the trip into Teslin
lake a year ago by way of the Stickeen
and came out by the Chilcoot pass, and
naturally on account of his varied wan-
derings north and south as a prospector
his opinions as to a feasible route are
worthy of consideration. A man who
has for years been accustomed to making
hig way over rough countries in every
clime should be a pretty good observer,
and when Mr, Cameron speaks with ap-
proval of the Stickeen route his opinion
is worthy of respect.
While modestly desiring not to set
himself up as an authority, Mr, Cam-
eron states that in his opinion the best
way into the Yukon is by the Stickeen.
He and three companions went in last
May from Wrangel, and made their way
from a little east of the old Telegraph
trail to Teslin lake., He does mot think
that the trail can' be more than 115 or
120 miles long, and the country he
describes as comparatively easy of travel.
The trail is fairly level, and though
some parts are swampy, there is plenty
of timber to make corduroy, so that
there are no difficulties to prevent a
good wagon road beipg made.
Though he could not & with auth-
ority of the navigation of the Stickeen,
Mr. Cameron believes that the spring or
fall would be the best time to getin that
way by steamer, and indeed, if neces-
sary, a first class route could be built in
from the coast to Telegraph to connect
with the trail. He had seen many roads
in the Kootenay much harder to build.
Mr. Cameron and his companions were
prospecting around the shores of Teslin
and found good placer ground there.
They did not go on to the Yukon, as
they took part in the stampede to Cook’s
Inlet, Mr,~Cameron being desirous of
seeing that part of the country.
Incidentally Mr, Cameron remarked
that a young man named Clarke, now
running an express in Seattle, camped
on the Klondyke last summer and left
disgusted for the Coast just-three days
before gold was struck there. Clarke
never heard of the find until he reached
home, and now he feels more diesgusted
than ever to think how he just by three
days missed a fortune.
Mr. Cameron considers that the
Stickeen is far ahead of the Dyea route
and especially the Chilkoot pase, which
je altogether too steep to ever be a good
route into the Yukon. From the results
of his prospecting trip of last year Mr.
Cameron is sure there is E‘lacer
ground in all the district from Teslin
lake north, the only drawback hitherto
being-the cost of taking in supplies.

She Came Near 'Being Seized Be-
cause of a Jaek-in-Office
Visiting at Dyea.

Queer Order of an Individual Claim-
ing to Speak by United
States Authority.

The report that the steamer Danube,
of the O.P.N. Co.’s fleet, had been put
to considerable difficulty at Dyea
through the American customs officers
there stationed, constituted the princi-
pal item of Klondyke intelligence yes-
terday. The steamer, in command of
Captain Meyers, had called at Union in
the morning, and a passenger had found
time during the stay at that port to tel-
egraph to Secretary Elworthy, 'of the
board of trade, that trouble had been
experienced and that threats had been
made of seizure. The exsct character of
the difficulty was not stated, although it
was suggested that an immediate meet-
ing of the board should be convened to
formulate a protest. It wauenemlly
believed that the troubile arisen
through the faet that Skagway had
been found & more convenient
point of debarkation although Dyea is
the established subport of entry. This
according to the customs officials “here
shonld have occasioned neither delay nor
unpleasantness, as the Danube’s official
papers were all in order and it would be
necessary simply to place an American
official on board to superintend the dis-
charging of the cargo—in the same man-
ner as American vessels are quite fre-
quently permitted to discharge at Cad-
bora or ‘lgelegraph Bays, with an officer
from the customs house here accompany-
ing them. In the absence of definite
information as to the cause of complaint
nothing could be done save to wateh with
such patience as might be commandci,
for the appearance of the Danube in

port.

The Danube arrived close on the heels
of the Queen, when the full particulars
of her collision with the American eagle
were forthcoming. J. Roderick Robert-
son, general manager for America of the
Londgon and Canadian Gold Fields, who
went north in its interest, tells the story
thus: ;

*“The danger of an international tan-
gle was narrowly averted by the com-

Captain
Meyer stated he had authority from
United States Customs Inspector Smith
who was then on board to unload at the
place he was discharging, Under these
circumstances Captain Meyer con-
tinued to unload at Skagway Bay,
Dyea Inlet. Subsequently, about two
hours later the éx-inspector returned
with other officials and one of
these, a customs inspector, who stated
he was ih charge at Dyes, biit whose
certificate only read deputy eollector for
Alaska (neither Inspector Smith nor
Oapt, Meyer _had been officially notified
of his ' appointment): ordered Capg.
Meyer to take the Danube back 'to
Juneau (10 hours run) and on Capt.
Meyer refusing to carry out such orders
this inspector from Dyea, instructed
United BStates Inspector Smith, on
board, to seize the Danube which Mr.
Smith declined’ doing not recognizing
the Dyea inspector’s authority.

This was too much, the vessel was
getting crowded with eustoms officers
whom Ins t Smith claimed had no
authority from the collector at Sitka to
act as they threatened to do. Finally
owing to Inspector Smith’s common
sense and true patriotic spirit and o
Capt. Meyer’s coolness and firmness the
Danube was left at peace and the bal-
ance of the freight was unloaded. Just
as the steamer started back south, the
Al-Ki, an’ American vessel, anchored
alongside at Skagway Bay, Dyea Inlet,
and at once pr ed to unload her
cargo without, let or hindrance. 1Is
there one regulation f American
vessels and another for Briflsh? are the
latter to be ordered away seized and sub-
jected to vexatious delays, whilst Ameri-
can vessels may clear and discharge
where they like? The vessels just pre-
ceding the Danube, i.e., the Queen,
Rosalie etc..'(American vessels), and the
Islander, Tees, etc., (British vessels),
had all also landed cargo and passengers
at Skagway.

The Indian hut which has been styled
Dyea is about five miles futher up the
Dyea inlet than Skagway bay. There is,
I am informed, no wharf, storehouse or
landing stage. Vessels are unable to
anchor within three miles of Dyea .and
in rough weather have to fly to Skagway
for shelter! Freightis just dumped on
the rocks;
for it. The trail at this point is
paseable Indians, but is said
to be impassable for horses with packs
on their backs. Freight dumped on
these rocks by the first steamersis being
slowly brought round to Skagway on
scows! And this is the point it was
sought to carry off the remainder of
our cargo and the feed .of the
horses to! Our miners might, and pro-
bably would, have been detained weeks
and put to expenses enormous in getting

The
goods will be held here and sold in bond
by the enterprising citizens of the Sound,
who thuswill be enabled to save their cus-
tomers the annoyance of paying duties,
and at the same time give them an ad-
vantage over the American goods they
have heretofore been selling them,

The customs force for the North is
heard from in a letter from Mr. T, R. E.
McInnes, who is stationcd at Dyea, and
writes to his father, the Senator. On
the date of writing the supplies for the
party making their way to the lakes in
charge of Mr. John Godson, were being
forwarded ‘by. packers, Mr. Godson and
his men having left thrcs daya before.
They took with them only seven days’
provisions, depending fully upon the
packers overtaking them with supplies.
Mr. McInnes’ letter contains many in-
toresting details of the life and charac-
taristics of Skagway, but gives no definite
news that has not already been related.

Joe Lavy, in a letter to A. A. Aaron-
gson dated on the 4th, says that he ex-
pects to reach the summit by the time
his letter gets to Victoria. Jack Phillips,
another member of his party had gone
on before and it was expceted would
have the boats ready for the passage of
the lakes by the time his companions
.were on hand to use them. The trail he
describes asin fair condition, although
many - were walting, for no apparent
cause, instead of pushing on to their
destination.

Thomas Tugwell, writing to Chief of
Police Sheppard, confirms the report of
the favoraple condition of the trail, but
gives no other intolligence of general
interest. i 7

James Pope, reporting to his old friend
F, Carne, sr., as to the first stage of the’
trip, says he is still waiting at Skagway
for the horses to take his belongings
over the pass. He does not anticipate
any especial difficulty, but has a word
to say of the shiftless ones who seem
content to pass their time away at
Skagway, eating up their provisions,
and whiling the hours away with cards
and similar diversions.

Louis Casey, speaking with +the voice
of long experience, says that there are
least two thousand men at Skagway and
on the trail who are not properly out-
fitted to go anywhere—much iess to as
trying a country as the far North is in
the winter. )

Harry Howard, formerly with E. J.
Saunders & Co., says that the Richard-
son-party, of which is a member, sent
their pack train of eight ‘horses of for
the lakes at 5 o’clock the morning after
their arrival at Skagway.

Tom Shotbolt, writing to his friend
Chadwick, has a word to say of the
activity of Skagway, and from what he
has se2n of the trail does not regard it as
especially formidable.

As to the ownership of Skagway,
Charles Phillips in another letter toa
Victoria friend, says there can be no
doubt about it. Ben Moore, a relative
of the old Captain, who has given his
name to the favorite pass, has long dgo
complied with all requirements, and is
in possession, as he has been for years.
Anyone who wants to legally become
possessed of a home at Skagway will
have to deal with him.

Hugh Petticrew, the champion half-
back, is confidegj.as a man can well be

of the mo on August 9, he
says in conclusion, ““ Addrese hereafter
¢ Dawson City, N.W.T.””” He also re-
fers to the mountains back of Skagway,
the terror of so many miners, as the hills,
and otherwise make light of the tribula-
tions along the route. He says in his
letter home:

¢ We are six miles up the trail and by
this time next week will be close on the
top of the hill, and then have twelve
miles from the lake which we expect to
reach about the end of the month. . .
I should judge there are five hundred or
more men on the trail, but we are keep-
ing well to the front as we have the best
horses on the trail and load three hun-
dred pounds on them a trip, shifting
camp four miles at a time. One man
with a wagon and tzam was offered
$2,690 for them, but he can make that in
a week hauling goods. We can sell our
horses for one hundred dollars apiece
when we get through with them.”

““ They have organized a law and good
order committee at Skagway,”’ writes
Mr. J. P. Byrne, ‘ under the presidency
of J. M. Kenny, of Seattle, All that
they have done as yet has been to give
his walking papers to Cleveland, the
man who demanded to be paid for pack-
ing in the body of the young man from
Seattle who was drowned.”

Lotg brought their boats,
but they are no good. They can’t pack
them, and no one will for them. There
are two or three laying in front of our
camp that someone has left all cut out
and ready for putting together. I have
just been packing stuff irom the boats
to the dry land with my horse. It all
has to be stacked together and then sort-
ed after it is all out of the ship, Thisis
freight that I am alluding to. I got all
of mine on shore yvesterday, I hired a
private boat to bring it ashore. I am
anxious to be on the march.

I have had another stroll. Things
look very dismal, The food is all out in
the wet and all messed up with mud.
It is a mistake to bring bad horses.
They are half dead when they arrive
and will never be able to hold out.

I am so glad that ' I am off the ship.
The cursing was awful, and half of the
crowd seemed to be gambling nearly all
night. Ihad tosit and sleep; I could
not find room to spread my blankets,
The company did the best they could
under the circumstances. Anyone bring-
ing horses_should bring feed to have
on shore; so many horses are making
the grass scarce. They are charging 22
cents per 1b. for packing and no chance
to get & packer at that price. Packers
are engaged for a month or two ahead.
There are no Indian packers at this bay,
but lots at Dyea. The country is heavily
timbered right up to the enow line.

August 4—Everything wet, most dis-
agreeable, My mate’s stuff not landed
yet. The steamer Tees camie in yester-
day. They are unloading her now. I
hope that we will get started to-morrow.
I am afraid that we will not get in this
winter. It takes six days to make trips
there and back with 200 lbs, I found
three more shrubs yesterday, a red cur-
rant, a cranberry and an azalia.

THE YUKON CLIMATE.

“The Tale as Told by the Thermometers of
the Mounted Police.

Mr. R. F. Stupart, director of the
meteorological office; Toronto, writes:
“In view of the interest taken in the
Yukon district, T have much pleasure in
furnishing temperafure ol yations
taken at Fort Cox stantine between No-
vember 1, 1895, a1 d May 81, 1897:

¢In the autumn of 1895 the temper-
ature first touched zera on November
10, and the last zero recorded in the
spring was on Ajril 29, Between De-
cember 19 and_Fel yuary 6 it never rose
above zero. On March 12 it first rose
above the freezing point, but no con-
tinuous mild we: ther -occurred until
May 4, after which date the temperature
during the balance of the month fre-
quently rose above (0 degrees.

“The Yukon river truze upon October
28, and broke up on May 17, Forty-mile
river broke up on May 11. In June the
temperature . reached 70 degrees on
twelve days, and on only one day the

the average temper: m"ﬁ‘the'mdnth’ Francisco

was 53 degrees, which is three degrees
lower than the normal Jgyne tempera-
ture on Lake Athabasca, and nearly
the same as the May normal in Winni-
peg. The average temperatare for July
was 57 degrees. In August the highest
temperature was 76 degrees, and no frost
occurred until the 31st, when the ther-
mometer fell to 29 degrees. The average
for September- was only 43 degrees,
which 18 three d s lower than the
usual October average in Toronto.

“It may be said that winter set in on
September 27, and on September 30 the
temperature fell to 6 degreesabove zero;
for October the average temperatnre was
27 degrees or about the game as the De-
cember average in Toronto, November
was very cold the average being 7 de-
grees; the lowest 89 degrees. The
Yukon froze up on the 5th. December
average was 13; the temperature fell to
35 degrees on 8. occasions and 40
degrees was the lowest registered., In
January the average temperature was
but 15 degrees, as inst 88 degrees
in the previous year. February was also
mild compared with the previous year,
the mean temperature being 3 degrees.
The average temperature in March was
31 degrees, and on the 16th and 17th the
two lowest temperatures of the winter
were registered, namely, 54 and 53

WITNESSES FOR COLLISTER.

Evidence Given in Favor of the Hull Inspec-
tor at the Official Inquiry.

Captain Gaudin yesterday heard the
evidence of several witnesses on behalf
of Captain Collister in the investigation
being held into the charges of uniair
treatment brought, against the inspector,
Then, pending thearrival of Mr. Darling,
manager of the Union Steamship Co.,
who is one of the principal witnesses,
the investigation was adjourned sine die.
Mr. Robert Ward, president of Robt.
Ward & Co., Ltd., stated that his firm
had for many years em loyed Captain
Oollister in the capacity of surveyor for
the marine underwriters to supervise re-
pairs made to vessels in which the firm
were interested. They had always the
utmost iaith in Captain Collister, and
found him honest and faithful in his
work. Captain Collister had indeed
been honest in the prevention of bribery
in the procuration of contracts to repair
vesgels, of which Mr. Ward knew in-
stances. There were cases in'fact in
which men had got & heavy commission
and had been even paid by both sides
Mr. Ward stated, and Captain Collister
bad been ‘‘down om”” such practices.
Captain Collister had simply inspected
and supervised repairs to vessels for the
firm, but never had anything fo do with
the contracts for the work. Mr, Ward
did'not think that Captain Collister’s |
position as surveyor for the underwriters
interferéd with his official position as
inspector of hulls for the Dominion gov-
ernment, nor had the witness ever
known the itions to conflict. Mr.
Ward explained “that as the vessels
which his firm had repaired were not
under the Canadian registry, Captain
Oollister would not inspect_them in his
official capacity for a Dominion govern-
ment license. The -fact, however, of
Qaptain Collister holding a government
appointment should not debar him from
acting -as & surveyor for the under-
writers.

Cross-examined by Mr. Powell, Mr,
Ward declined to give the names of
people connected with the corruption in
securing contracts, as he held they were
not pertinent to the ingmrg. Captain
Collister had nothing to do with the em-
ployment or discharge of men engaged
on & contract, thought it would be only
right when he sn:: _itncompetent work
being done fo xe it. :

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“NO REAL CAUSE FOR ALARM.

A sort of panic seems to have seized
the papers about the condition of the
people, who have gone into the Yukon
country during the last month, or, more
correctly speaking, the people who have
started for that region. We are told
about the road being strewed with
blasted hopes and dead men’s bones,and
a lot of other hysterical stuff of that

aracter. All of this makes very sen-
sational reading and appeals to the
wisdom of the people, who did not go.
It also renders the friends of those who
did go very anxious. It is time to look
the matter calmly and sensibly in the
face.

There is no need to ekaggerate the
arduous character of the journey, but it
is not specially perilous, People will be
drowned and others will loge their life
in other ways. A young man attempted
to cross a stream on the Skagway Pass
using a partially submerged log for a
bridge. He had a 70-pound pack on his

" ghoulders and a package in each hand.

He slipped, fell into the
water and was drowned. He was
a fine young fellow, as those
who knew him will testify; but a man
who would take such a risk would
stand a good chance of meeting the same
fate on the placid waters of Victoria
Arm. If people are not in too much of
a hurry, if they avoid needless risks, if
they havd plenty to eat and do not get
too far away from fuel, there is not any
more reason why they should die on the
Yukon journey than anywhere else.

It will be said that not one in ten of
those who have started will reach Daw-
son City this winter. Lét this be grant-
ed. But except in the case of persons,
who expect when they gef there to work
for wages, what particalar difference
will it make to any of them whether they
winter at Dawson City or Lake Tagish?
It is just popsible that they might be

rapid

, more comfortable at the latter point.

They would have more daylight, prob-
ably no‘more snow and it is doubtfal if
they would have such extreme cold
weather. Spring would open earlier and
the very severe winter that is fo be ex-
perienced further down the Yukon would
likely be broken at times by a chinook
wind. They can get fuel just as well one
place as another and will find more game
around the lakes than further down the
stream.  About all the most of them
need count upon doing this winter is to
keep themselves in fuel, and if they can
Jake snowshoes, do a little hunting.

It is true that they will have to win-
ter in tents, bat this does not necessarily
mean suffering. Indeed if a sheltered
place in the timber is selected this
antumn and a small excavation is made
over which the tent is put up and the
snow, when it comes, is banked up
around the tent, a fairly comfortable
place will be provided. It will not be
very elegant or commodious, but that is
about the only sort of an arrangement
most of them could expect if they got to
Dawson City. Some of the people of
Rossland put in last winter in shacksnot
much more comfortable, so far as warmth
goes, than such tents would be. Just
below Frederickton, N.B., on the hill-
side, can be seen the excavations made
by the Loyalists, who went there in 1783,
and lived through the terribly severe
winter of 1783-84 in canvass tents banked
with gnow.

The people who fail to get across the
Pasges will be more uncomfortable, be-
cause they will have to contend with a
great deal of severe and changeable
weather: but we hope that most of them
will get over. There will be a month or
two of good weather yet, and evefy day
the gituation ought to improve, as the
people get more familiar with what they
have to contend with. Asthe summitof
the White Pass is only 2,600 feét above
the sea, it is within the range of proba-
bility that it may be kept open all win-
ter. We are informed that last winter
there was only four feet of snow on the
summit.

So takigg the whole situation into con-
sideration we conclude that there is no
need for undue anxiety on account of
those who have set out for the Yukon,
and that while there is not the least
probability that a large percentage of
them will get down the river this year,
most of them will be quite as well off as
if they did, and possibly even better.
They will put in a hard winter, wherever
they are; but they counted on this pre-
sumably before they started.

MINERS’ RIGHTS.

To TEE EDITOR:—At a8 time when
thousands of miners are making tracks
to the newly discovered gold regjons in
the North West Territory, it may not be
inopportune on my part to point out
through your valuable medium some
reasons why the proposed miners’ laws
laid down by the Dominion government
are impracticable, in my humble opin-
ion, which is based on and gathered
from practical experience in mining
camps, both in South Africa and in
California.

Firstly, in regard to the appropriation
by the government of alternate claims it
is_not feasible and most adverse to
miners obtaining the best returns, be-
cause it prevents miners in parties of
two or upwards working and co-operat-
ing together, which is obsolutely neces-
sary in many cases, and which obviates
much difficulty-and heavy expense in
lumber for flumes and also cutting
union ditches if required.

It is usual when water has to be con-
veyed through flumes or Jitches that
the miners mutualiy agree to run them
acrogs their individual claims for the
benefit of all, therefore, the fact of every
other claim being government property,
it would be an act of trespass and might
cause confiscation of all mining inter-
ests.

I would suggest that if the government
wish to absorb the miners’ rights and
become claim holders let it be done in
solid blocks or reservations, and not at
the expense of the miner who has to
toil and pan many miles before he
strikes a good paying prospect.

Secondly. Miners isolated from each
other cannot readily lend his neighbor a
hand, a8 is the common practice in an
emergency.

Thirdly. No two miners could drift
or tunnel very far if only 100 feet each,
and a government claim intercepting
and preventing any combination, unless
they have the capital required to pur-
chase the ground which separates them
and preventing the best results.

Fourthly, Dumping dirt in many
cases would be very difficult and incon-
venient in such limited spaces, as in
many mining cases unity is strength.

Satisfaction From Prince

A Duel Over Criticism Written for
the Press of New York
and Paris.

Paris, Aug. 16.~—~The Count of Turin
and Prince Henri of Orleans fought a
duel with swords at 5 o’clock yesterday
morning in the Bois de Marechaux.
Vancresson M. Leontiff acted as umpire.
The fighting was most determined and
lasted twenty-six minutes. There were
five engagements, of which two were at
close quarters. Prince Henri received
two serious wounds in the right shoulder
and the right side of the abdomen. The |
Count of Turin was wounded in the right

hand. Prince Henri was taken to the
residence of the Duc de Chatres and re-
ceived medical attention.

The official account as furnished by
the seconds recites fully the circum-
stances leading up to the encounter.
The Count of Turin, it says, considering
the letters of Prince Henri of Orleans to
Le Figaro offensive to the Italian army,
wrote him on July 8 demanding a re-

traction. This letter could not be an- |

gwered until August 11, the day of the
arrival of Prince Henri in France. The
Prince replied to the Count’s demand by
a telegram maintaining the right of ‘a
traveller to record his experiences.

They added, however,
with an ironieal air, that they would not
have inflicted the death penalty on
Frenchwomen, Events:did not permit
them to accomplish their wishes. Al-
though they came to the capital ag prison-
ers they..did not seen to realize it.
Some of their officers were not ashamed
to take part in the celebration of the
anniversary of the battle of Adowa. It
was Albertin, who, in drinking a toast
to the health of the Emperor, turned to-
ward one of our fellow countrymen and
said: ¢ Are we mnot courteous?” To
which the Frenchman replied: °Mon
Dieu, sir, I never saw a Frenchman
drinking to the health of Emperor Wil-
liam.’ ”

Count Turin is a prince of the Italian
blood royal, and therefore of Prince
Henri’s rank. Heis a member of the
house of Savoy-Aosta, and was born in
Turin in 1870. He isa son of the late
Dukeof Aosta,and 8 nephew of King
Humbert. He holds the rank of Major
in the Italian cavalry. His challenge
created rather an anomalous situation;
for the Count, being a brother of the
present Duke of Aosta, is a brother-in-
law of Prince Henri’s cousin, Princess
Helene, whom the Duke of Aosta mar-
ried in 1895.

Prince Henri of Orleans was born on
October 16, 1867, and is the eldest son of
Prince Robert Phillippe d’Orleans, Duc
de Chartres.

ENGLISHMEN WARNED AWAY.

Loxpox, Aug.16.—Sir Louis H. Davies,
Qanadian minister of marine and fisher-
ies, addressed the London Chamber of
Commerce to-day. He said every vestige
of' feeling in Canada in favor of union
with the United States had long ago dis-
appeared. Canada, he added, had
nothing to gain thereby.

Sir Louis warned intending immi-
grants against the tremendous difficul-
ties of the Klondyke, saying they would
go there at their own risk and that the
Canadian government had not advised
them.

THE FREE TRADE CLUB

.LoNpoN, Aug. 16.—A delegation of
members of the Cobden club, headed by
Lord Farrer, called this afternoon at the
Hotel Cecil and presented the Canadian
Premier, Sir Wilfrid Laurier, with the
apecial gold medal of the club struck for
presentation to the Canadian states-
man as a formal recognition of his at-
tachment to free trade.

AUSTRIA AND BULGARIA.

Orrawa, Aug. 16.—Lord and Lady
Aberdeen returned to Ottawa to-day.

Orrawa, Aug. 17.—Cable despatches

carry out jts contract. The agreement
laid before parliament provides that this
sum shall be paid over to Mr. Fielding
within sixty days after the contractors
have been notified that the Imperial
government has decided tocontribute its

share of the subsidg. The contract does
not say, however, by whom this not;ﬁ-
cation should be made., It may be in-
terpreted as the duty either of the Im«
perial authorities or of the Dominion
government, Certain it is, however,
that the £10,000 has not yet been re-
ceived at the department of finance, and
the ministers in town could not to-day
even say that the notification to the
company had been given from Ottawa.

THE BONDING PRIVILEGE.

Orrawa, Aug. 17.—Hon. Mr. Blair,
minister of railways, has returned to the
city from the maritime provinces, where
he has been partly on businessand partly
on pleasure for the past two or three
weeks, Being interviewed as to what he
thought of the attempt to construe sec-
tion 22 of the Dingley bill o as to make
it operate severely against Canadian
railways, the minister said in reply that
he did not think it was the intention
of congress to enlarge the scope of the
section from what it appeared in the
Wilson act. The language used in the
amendment undoubtedly made it a
little broader, but he did not think it
was intended to apply it to the railways,
although it was capable of that interpre-
tation. He advised the Canadian press
to keep cool about the matter, and
added: “Tt will be time enough for
Canadians to adopt a line of action when
the authorities at Washington have in-
terpreted the clause as some interested
parties are anxious to have it interpre-
ted.”” This Jast sentence of Mr. Blair is
evidently a diplomatic hint to Washing-
ton that Canada-does not propose to
gsubmit meekly to whatever Americans
may think about the matter.

English Comment on the Cheek of
United States Diplomacy in
This Cause.

LoNpoN, Aug. 17.—The Times pub-
lishes to-day a two column  special
article reviewing the effects of the clos-
ing of the Indian mints in connection
with the visit of the American bimetallic
commissioners. The article comments
on “the characteristic coolness and
boldness of American diplomscy. in
sending a bimetallic commission asking
for the reopening of the India mints, at
the same time dealing the-worst possible
blow at British commerce by pagsing the
Dingley tariff,”

‘““The closing,”” says the article,
‘“gaved the Indian government from
losses incident to heavy fall of exchange,
and consequently from a disastrous in-
crease of burden in its gold obligations.
It is undoubtedly frue, also, that it
helped to keep down the golti value of
silver bullion. But may not the ques-
tion be raised whether the low price of
silver is necessarily disastrous to India,
which J)urchases it so largely. Since
1893 Ind:ia has been the only real whole-
sale customer for silver; other custom-
ers are of the retail order.

*The delicateadjustment relative to the
prices of the rupee and silver formerly
existing has been rudely shattered by
recent events. Since 1896 the rupee has
risen and silver fallen. The fact is, the
forces now acting upon the price of silver
have become too tremendous to be
dominated by such a delicate influence
as preceded the defeat of Bryan’s silver
party and Jngnn’s adoption of the gold
standard. vents have proved that
the cnees are too potent to be with-

It ig clearly impossible,”” says the
writer, ¢ to treat seriously a commission
which argues that unless we do some-
thing for silver, the next election in the
United States will return Mr. Bryan tfo
the White House, to the lasting "injury
of British interests. It is mot certsin
that Mr. Bryan will be elected; it is not
even certain that if he were elected we
would suffer more than we should from
the -new McKinley with another Mc-
Kinley act. British investors in Ameri-
can securities will have time before the
next presidential election, and before
the crash to get rid of them.

flETHE COAL MINERS’ STRIKE. ‘

PITTSBURG, Aug. 17.—At Turtle Creek
fifty strikers without leaders marched
from Camp Determination this morning
on the Oak Hill mines. This was done
unexpectedly and in violation of the re-
strain‘ing order temporarily continued
by the court yesterday. Before reaching
the mines, Sheriff Lowry and a posse
met ‘the marchers and ordered them
back to camp. The strikers reluctantly
turned back, disappointed but cheerful.

The miners’ officials express them-
selves as well satisfied with the injunc-
tion proceedings. ‘‘ According to .the
court,” said President Dolan, ‘‘ the in-
junction only restrains us from doing
what we have not done and what we do
not intend to do. The camp will be
continued and. conducted as usual
until further notice. We hayve abundant
assurances of help, and all the reports
that we are destitute have no . founda-
tion.” Presidemt Dolan said he was
misquoted or misunderstood yesterday
when giving his testimony at the in-
junction hearing. ‘I did not intend to
say or convey the impression,” said he,
‘‘that oparators Shields, Blythe and
Slytler, and other operators, had re-
quested me to order astrike, butdid say,
and itis the general opinion among all
operators, that Dearmit is responsible
for the deplorable condition of affairs in
the Pittsburg district.” .

The decision in the injunction case
probably will not be handed down be-
fore to-morrow. Four more suits were
entered against Superintendent Samuel
Dearmit to-day by strikers and their
:ives, the charges being disorderly con-

uct.

WHEELING, Aug. 17.—The strikers
show material gains in all sections of
West Virginia to-day. In the Wheeling
district there is not a miner working,
while on the Ohio side of the river the
last man, except those who are to fur-
nish coal for water and electric light
plant, will be out to-night. In the Fair-
mount district the strike leaders did not
succeed in closing the Montana mine en-
tirely,. but they made decided gains.
The camp will be maintained there till
the last man leaves his work, when these
recruits will be taken with the main
body to the other Watson company’s
mines to help them. In the Kanawha
wvalley about 300 men have gone to work
again. The leaders are getting to under-
stand the Uni States court injunc-
tions and find, after careful reading, that
they prohibit nothing bu$ trespass and
do not apply to speechmaking or assem-
blage on public grounds.

NO HOPE FOR SILVER.|

WAS THIS THE REASON ?

° WasHINGTON, Aug.16.—The Klondyke
fever hag levied its tribute on Washing-
ton.

Following his
public declaration in favor of the reten-
tion of Captain-General Weyler in Cuba,
and against any reconciliastion with the
dissident Conservatives, the principal
Conservative leaders have given their
assistance to General Azcarraga, the act-
ing premier and minister for war, who
remains at the head of the government.

Antarctic Expedition.
AxTwERP, Aug. 16.—The steamer Bel-
gic, with the Gerlache Antarztic expedi-
tion on board, sailed at 10 o’clock this
morning. She has on board provisions
for two years.

Disaster at Dresden.

BerLIN, Aug. 16.—A dispatch from
Dresden announces that a ferry steamer
plying between the old and the new
towns capsized. Over fifty persons were
thrown into the water. Seven people
are missing. It is feared the loss of life
will be heavy.

European Demand for Wheat.
LonpoN, Aug. 16.—The Mark Lane
Express in its weekly review of the grain
situation says: ‘ The French wheat har-
vest is estimated at 33,000,000 bushels,
thongh excellent judges say not somuch.
Germany’s vield is expected to be 1,000,-
000 bushels below 1896. Awustra-Hun-
gary will be almost self-supporting, with
nothing to spare for export. Rnssia re-
ports that her wheat is far below the
average, though not seriously so.

The Swats Fled.

SiMrLA, Aug. 17.—A reconnaissance in
the Swat valley discovered the enemy to
be entrenched in the hills between Jal-
ala and Landaki, confirming the reports
of the gathering in force of the Upper
Swatis, Bonervails and Hindustini fan-
atics.

A contract has been let to Messrs. Stitt,
Beech and Gibbs to continue driving the
tunnel on the St. George mineral claim
in Green Cove, Uchuckleset. The con-
tractors and men start immediately.
Tenders are being called for a tunnel of
100 feet on the Great Divide claim ad-
joining the King Solomon mine at the
head of China creek, the work is to be
put through as quickly as possible,
three shifts are expected to be employed
to complete the contract in the time re-
quired and to get the work done with the
greatest rapidity.

Work is being pushed ahead on the
Champion and Missing Link claims on
Mineral Hill, and men are workin
steadily on the Thistle claim behin
Mount Douglas.. It is rumored thatsev-
eral gentlemen intend seeing the Regina
group on Mount ‘Douglas with a view to
purchasing that. property.

It is expected that the road from the
new townsite' to China Creek will be
open for teaming within ten days.

Steamer Willapa arrived here on Sat-
urday morning, and in returning from
Alberni down the river at midnight last
night stuck in the river and had to wait
till high tidé to-day before being able to
continue her journey.

Sproat lake, near here, has attracted
considerable attention from the prospec-
tors lately and several gold finds have
been located and recorded there.

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THE YUKON REGULATIONS.

The Times of this city is very much
impressed with the privations endured
and to be endured in the Yukon by the
Dominion surveyors and the Mounted
Police, and thinks they are equal to
those of the miners. Their payis, of
course, much less than what a success-
ful miner would make, and the argn-
ment deduced is that a good deal of
needless sympathy is being wasted npon
the miner. The CoroNist is mnot given
to beslobbering the: poor miner or work-
man of any description with empty ex-
pressions of flattery or sympathy. Ithas
never posed as the champion of the poor
man. against the rich. At the same
time it has done as much towards pro-
moting the interests of what may be
called the working classes, in contradis-
tinction to the cgpitalistic class, because
it  believes that what ameliorates the

‘eondition of the toiling masses tends to
promote public, prosperity. It has op-
posed the existing Yukon mining regu-
.- 1ations, but hag done 8o without dealing
in hackneyed phrases about the poor
miner or the struggling prospector and
80 on, in whieh someof its demagogic
contemporaries indulge so freely. The
" position which the Coronisr has taken is
calculated to promote the interest of
miners and prospectors, but we have
supported it, not by appeals to sym-
pathy, but by arguments founded on
reason.

When, however, we find the Times
comparing the case of the miner and
prospector to .that of the government
surveyor or & policeman, we feel like de-
parting a little from our ordinary rule.
The miner and prospector in nine cases
out of ten take their lives and their for-
tunes in their hands when they start for
the Yukon wilderness. To most of them
failure means ruin, A very large per-
centage of them will fail. The majority
of those whosucceed will do so only after
great labor and dréadful privations. It
has not been our policy to exaggerate
the difficulties attending gold mining on
the Yukon, and we are fiot doing so .in
saying that these are extreme. Nearly
every man is at his own individual risk;
that is there is noone behind him to pay
his bills, there is no one bound to see
that he is supplied with everything pos-
sible for his outfit and that he has as~
sistance -enough to prevent his work
becoming burdensome, With the govern-
ment officer the circurhsfances are’ very
different. He knows what he is going
to get in the way of pay; he knows that
his wants will be amply provided for;
he knows that he will have all the as-
sistance necessary to enable him to do
his’ work." He is at  no . risk,
except that ‘which naturally at-
taches to life in the wilder-
nest To attempt to excuse heavy imposts
upon the miner, but comparing his con-
dition and his chanees with those of the
government surveyors or policemen is so
broadly absurd as to be hardly worth
even this passing reference.

Itis right that miners and prospectors
should contribute something towards the
adminigtration of a country in which
they expect to make money. It is right
that they should contribute towards pro-
viding improved channels of communi-
cation established for their benefit. We
have yet to see any grounds for believing
that they object to this. Asa rule they
are reasonable men, willing to listen to
reagon and do what is right. But they
will protest undue exactions and hage
never yet failed %0 discover a mesns of
m;kg'ng their p " heard. e i

which is the more objectiomable. The
prgcucal difficulties which the reserva-
tion would create are such that in some
cases the value of & discovery would be
almost destroyed, The proposed royalty
might in some cages amount almost to.
confiscation, The reservation of claims
would be almost certain to lead to
mining being done by_large syndicates,
who would buy up the alternate claims
and freeze out the locators, The enor-
mous royalty of 20 per cent. might easily
swallow up all the profits of a yery rich:
mine, carried on under such disadvan-
tageous: circumstances as wonld exist
where the miner could not obtain the
adjacent claim. We do not say that the
regulations are intended to- drive poor
men out of the Yukon and turn the coun-
try over to rich syndicates, for we do not
believe they are; but that will be their
effect. Unless they are changed, we
greatly fear that very much harm will
 result,

QUARANTINE.

We find in the Toronto Globe an
article on quarantine, in which much’
the same position is taken as that which
‘the Corongsr, alone among Canadian
has held. The Globe’s
article. is founded upon a paper in the
North American Review by Dr. Alvah
H, Doty, health officer of the port of
New  York.. Substantially the plan
recommended by Dr. Doty is omne of
rigid inspection and disinfection in the
cagse of imfected ships and an entire
abolition ef .lengthy quarantine. He
.calls the old fasbioned notion of quaran-
tine a ‘‘destroyer of commerce,” and
gays it was ineffectnal. In. England
there is practically no quarantine, and
the new methods have been applied in
Egypt,  under British direction, with
signal success,

Dr. Doty describes in his article the
disinfecting steamers that has been
built for use in New York. The name
of the steamer is the James W, Wads-
worth and the method of using her is
thus described :

The disinfecting treatment  occupies
the Wadsworth about five hours. She

steams to the side of a vessel detained
for her offices, and its crew are

and the ship’s hangings into bundles
which are transferred to her deck and
dropped into a cradle communicating
with the steam chamber. The crew
then board the Wadsworth and pass
into rooms where they undress; their
clothes are sent in also for . disinfec-
tion while the owners emjoy a bath.
In the meantime employes from the
Wadsworth have boarded the infected
ship and cleansed it with a hot soda
solution applied by hose. The wood-
work ig s%nyed with a solution of cor-
rosive sublimate, and the apartments
fumigated with sulphuric acid gas. After
this overhauling quarantine is raised.
Dr. Doty is strongly of the opinion that
ship and passengers should not' be de-
tained for any length of time together.
After disinfection the yessel can be no
further menabe ttﬁhealth, and a:::dnldhe
released, whi ¢ passengers and cre

should be divided into as small zronp’s
a8 possible for observation. The cargo
rarely acts ag a medium of contagion.

This method of treatment:is not dif-
ferent in principle from that adopted at
William ‘Head, although it would be
impossible at our station to handle a
large vessel in five hours. But at Wil-
liam Head the quarantine officers are
not content simply with disinfection,
but, as in the case of the Empress of
China, a long and distressing delay ia
enforced. We suggest that the Cana-
dian quarantine regulations should be
re-cast, 80 as to bring them more abreast,
with medical science. If longdelays are
not necessary at New York and London,
they ought not to be necessary at Wil-
liam Head. In view of the rapidly
growing commerce of the North Pacific
Ocean, we need here the best possible
sanitary regulations in regard to incom-
ing vessels, and we cannot afford to lag
bohind the world in company with
Turkey.

SOME ADVICE TO YUKONERS.

Taliesen Evans.is giving intending
Yukoners some very sound advice in the
columne of the San Francisco Chronicle.
He tells how the Dominion government
enforces the law in new countries, and
assures those who talk about resisting
the police that they are reckoning with-
out their hosts. . After a very conserva-
tive statement of the case he says: ‘“Let
me say that any man who intends enter-
ing the Klondyke determined to resist
the operation.of the lawsis bent on a
very foolish errand and will have lots of
time to repent after he gets there.”” He
instances how the law was administered
in Cariboo and Kootenay, and tells his
readers o make up their minds that the
same  thing will ‘be done on the Yukon.
He adds also that the government takes
good care of the miners, sees that their-
rights are respected, provides them with
means,of communication, and generally
looks after their interests in a way not
thought of in the United States.

This writer is one of the first in the
United States press to défend the pro-
posed royalty. He takes the poBition
that the government, as representing the
crown, owns the precious metals, and
therefore has a right to exact what
royalty it sees fit, which royalty foreign-
ers have no cause to complain of, for
-they need*not. dig the gold unless they

want to. He:thinks' there will be no

great difficalty in sollecting the charges,

directed to put their clothing, bedding

‘o thiwpurpose. * A#noone thinkeabout |

they will be carried out; if they

to royalties on guld taken out of the pub-
lic lands those royalties will have to be
paid, or the gold extracted from the
ground will never pass out of the country’
customs, the daties will be collected. "It
will be something new in’ the ‘adrninis-
tration of the law in BFitish mining
camps if the government shotld faif to
execute the laws governing the Kilon-
dyke. Butit willnot fail, . ., . Its
laws will be administered equitably and
impartially for the benefit of citizen and
alien alike, and 'that is all any reason-
able man has'a right to ask or expect.”
However much one may disagree with
the news above expressed as to the
equitableness of the royalty, there can
be no two opinions as to the correctness
of the views expressed on other points,
The laws will be enforced on the Yukon.
It they are oppressive they will be
changed, but while they stand they must
be respected. -

ORIENTALS IN AMERICA.

A concerted afttempt is about to be
made by the Chinese residents in the
United States to secure the repeal of the
exclusion law at the session of congress,
which opens in December. The state-
ment is made that funds are being liber-
ally subscribed and it is the avowed in-
tention of the promoters of the move-
ment to make the freest possible use of
money. While the Peking government
is not:openly prosecuting the agitation,
the statement is made that the attempt
18 to have both its moral and material
support, The chances for success are
‘enhanced somewhat by the fact that in
many parts of the United States there is
a feeling that the exclusion act is a need-
less and unjustifiable discrimination
against a friendly people. When the
law was under discussion in congress,
the number of papers, published east of
the Mississippi, that denounced it asan
outrage was very large. The religious
papers werealmost a unit in opposing it,
and there influence is very great. There
is also a strong commercial sentiment to
the effect that the exclusion law may in
the end lead to a prejudice in China
against the United States, and hence to
8 loss of trade. d
We have not yet seen the end of the
question involved in Oriental immigra-
tion to America, or at least we have seen
only'one end of it, namely, the begin-
ning. The Orient is' learning a great
many lessons, besides how to Make cot-
ton cloth, steel rails and bicycles. 1t is
beginning to feel that it has the rights of
an equal in its intercourse with Europe
and America, and is very likely to stand
upon its dignity hereafter in a manner
that will create some astonishment and
may give rise to embarrassing problems.
The rest of the world was not content
until it had awakened the Orient, lj‘,he
swakening was very rude, and. the first
éfféct was to daze those who were thus
aronsed. Then the Chinese and’ the
Japanese began to travel, that is repre-
sentative men among them began fo do
g0, and a8 they travelled they learned
many new things. ' They were not im-
pressed with the superiority of the Cau-
casians quite as much as many péople
fondly expected. They realized that we
had many things that they could copy
with advantage, but the result of fl‘g’eir
education in Occidental ways has been
to intensify their racial pride. Those
who fail to'take account of this will fail
to appreciate the real character of the
Oriental problem so far as it touches
America. Depend upon it, we cannot
solve this question by resorting to the
tactics of the blatherskite. If there is
one thing that the Orient knows to per-
fection it is how to wait and to plod sfol-
idly forward upon any line that it deems
advisable to follow. A
