Longshore Men and the Factory Girls—
Horseshoers Get Their Demands.

An open air mass meeting of the G.T.R.
freight porters on strike was held on Front
street, opposite the Parliament buildinge,
last night. Mr. S. Shelkins (one ot the
strikers) occupied the chair. He stated
that the cause of the strikke was on account
of the gross breach of faith the men had
sustained at the hands of the company. He

also spoke in bitter terms of the treatment
they received at the hands of the new
agent. The checkers p to stand by
them but had broken. their promise and
gone back to work. (Loud groans.)

Mr. D, J. O’Dunoghuq then addressed the
meeting. He thoughtit was a great shamethat
a corporation like the Grand Trunk should
refuse the small increase of 10 cents per
day. He read once of the Grund Trunk
being compared to a devil fish, but he
could not see the force of it until
these troubles commenced. If the men
did not succeed in-carrying their {mmt they
could congratulate themselves that they
bad stood up for honest men’s rights, an_.l
although they did not résp the benefit their
example could not fail to bave a salutory
effect on the workingmen at large. He be-
lieved the company despised the checkers
who had gone back to work after promising
to stand by the porters. He advised the
men to remain orderly and they would re-
ceive the sympathy aund support of the
citizens, In advising to hold out he
said that there was no jon for them to
sterve as there was plenty of work about the
city.

But he did not scruple to reduce their
pay when coal was $7 per ton.
The speaker referred to the Mail and
Globe at the present time championing the
workingmen’s cause, giving it good reports
etc. Hesaid from past experience the
workingmen should know that it was pot
safe to put trust iu these journals. The
general elections were coming around and
the object of these papers might be well
understood.
He was informed on good authority that
Mr. McNamee, the Montreal contractor who
has the contract for laying the extension of
the water-pipe in the lake, has telegraphed
to Mr. White to transfer all his men to
the freight sheds until the rush was over,
If this was true he thought it was their
duty to wait on the eity council, and see
what steps could be taken to compell Mr.
McNamee to carry out his contract in the
time specified for its completion. He said
one dollar now does not go as far as sixty
cents did four years ago in purchasing pro-
visions, There were about 800 men present,
all the trades’ unmions in the city being
well represented. The meeting was very
orderly, and closed about 9.20 p.m.
STRIKINGSSARPENTERS.
The carpenters met again yesterday at
10 ».m,, with the officers in their places, at
Temperance hall. As usual they were
orderly audfattended stiictly to business,
The secretary reported, saying that there
was not much news of consequence. he
cases reported as reverse were trivial, two
or three men only being employed. He
said that the men who were in need would
be assisted, by applying to the committee.
Chey had some money to assist those out
on strike and he hoped none who were in
need would be backward in coming for it.
A number of men had arrived, but on find-
ing out the situation did not apply for
work.
Mr. Moore, the president, said that
tke position had not changed since
last meeting ; the employers had done no-
thing to meet the demands of the men but
had made unfair charges against them.
The employers could not blacken the char-
acter of the men if they did only what was
right and they have done nothing wrong yet,
He referred to a letter on arbitration ~be-
tween the employers and men, and said
that the writer had great hopes in the effi-
cient working of it. ~The speaker thought
trust could not well be placed in a board
of arbitrators. He did not think the men
could afford to give away their case to a
board to deal with it as that board might
The chairman had been told on
Saturday morning by an employer that 1t
was not so much  the amount
of the advance asked that they took of-
fence at, but the way the men set about
getting it. [Demanding an advance three
mofths after date offenled their dignity.]
The speaker wondered if the men should
not have something to say about so impor-
tant a matter to them as wages, Ample
time had been given the employers before
anything had been said of a strike, The
nricklayers had been treated as men, and
yet the carpenters’ employers thought they
should do as they were told. He said they
could hold out for some time yet ; he had
received the promise of over $1000 alto-
sether outside of what ¢could be obtained
in Toronto. It was his opinion that the car-
penters had the sympathy and moral support
of the majority of the public. The time
was coming, he thought, when the carpen-
ters would take their proper position and
have their rights, Referring to the bosses’
statement that they could not afford to give
the advance demanded, he said that it did
not amount to over $40 in a $1000 contract.
He did not think it was likely that any
contract would be let stand over on aceount
of the advauce. He said he had secured
special rates for men wanting to go to the
northwest. [We learned later in the
day from Mr. Moore that twenty-five
were going this week, and he was
just going to see to their tickets.]
[1f any- desired to go and could not pay
tpeir passage, the committee would pay it
for them, When this announce-
ment, was made about two dozen
ment steod up and said  that
they intended to leave the city, and per-
haps to go to the North-West.

golemn acts of executive and legis'ature,
that protection is so necessary to her people
that even the modified free trade of the old
treaty with England will no longer do.
This decision on the part of France is an
_ event in the world's history ; and the im-
portance of it may be better realized in
time to come than it can be now. Such a
pational decision is something to be tuken
note of ; it is one of those events which tel)
_ us which way the world is going. Ou this
" dide the water the American congress is
about tsking measures for remedying the
imperfections of the present tariff, and for
placing the principle of protection on a
basis that will last. Germany a year or
two ago went the same road, and shows no
inclination now to take the back track.
The tarifis of Russia, Austria, Italy and
Spain are all more protective now than they
were a few years ago.

Upon what grounds do_free traders claim
that their system must advance as civiliza-
tion and progress do?- It certainly is not
doing so mow. Take the civilized world
over, the prospects of international free
trade appeared far brighter a quarter of 2
century ago than they do now. The factis
too large, too broad, and too sweeping to
be pooh-poohed, or set aside as of no ac-
count, bat there must be-a reason for 1t ;
it does not come without cause. The true
reason, we ‘fancy, must be found in the
increasing pressure of competition to sell.
Each nation so much requires its own work
for its own workers, that it “cannot afford
to give that work away to foreigners. This
is unquestionably the feeling in France to-
day ; the treaty with Eogland was not re-
newed, because it wes feared that French
Jooms and spindles would be thrown idle.
But is it the part of any nation calling’
itself civilized and enlightened to go into
this Chinese wall business, as it has been
called? This reply must be made, that,
leaving Englani out, it is precisely the
most advanced and enlightened nations on
the face of the globe that are adopting
protection, and sticking to it. Thisisa most
amost immensefact ani there is not in allthe
libraries in the world logic enough to ac-
count for it, on free trade principles.?

The case may be put in another way.
Protection is rampant in the United States,
but, it will be said, that is not the foremost
country.in the world in all the attributes of
high civilization. Admit this much, say
that the American people are behind as re-
gards art and philosophy. You must still
agree, however, that they are in the very
front rank as a sharp, wide-awake, money-
making people. Well, this trade question
belongs not to the domain of art; we have
no reason to think that it must be better
understood in Italy or France than it is in
the United States. It —has to do with
philosophy, surely, but there is about it so
much of the hard and practical character
that we should expect to find it better
comprehended in Chicago or Buffalo
than in Leipsic or Berlin. Admit that in
art and philosophy the Americans mustbe
pupils of Europe, do they stand much in
need of old world tuition as regards i:.de
and money making? We should say not.
We present this view. If the United
States alone, of all the nations of the earth,
declared for protection it would be an ar
gument of tremendous force in favor of that
system. And for this reason, that the sys-
tem had been deliberately adopted by a very
practical, money-meaking people. If a Yan-
kee don’t know how to ‘‘trade” in the mat-
ter either of a forty dollar horse or a million
bushels of wheat, who does? It almost
breaks the force of this argument to have
to add that protection carries the day at
the head-quarters of art «u 1 philosophy,
on the continent of Europe, as much as it
does in the new world.

UNSAPPY IRELAND,

The most recent news from Ireland is
not! encouraging. Murders, and outrages
next to murder, are increasing. A strange
spectacle is presented. After centuries of
grievous wrong, which the government has
aggravated rather than redressed. a change
comes. Mr. Gladstone strikes out a bold
policy of land reform, and what happens?
Why, the outrages become worse than ever
before. The very measures taken to quiet
the country seem to provoke the people to
further violence. Conceding something to
the popular demand seems to be worse than
conceding nothing at all. We may conjec-
ture, though of this we cannot be sure, that
had a tory government remained in power,
and all measures of land reform been
sternly refused, Ireland would  have been
more tranquil than it is to-day. We can-
not be sure of this, but things look that
way. Admit that the redress of grievances,
as far as the law gocs, is yet only partial
and far short of what is required, it seems
extraordinary that conceding so:néthmg to
the people should rouse them to greater
fury than if nothing had been conceded at
all. The present rebellion in Ireland, for it
is really nothing short of that, happens
out of time. If it was ever to happen
at all, it ought to have happened
years ago, when a government that refused
the smallest measure of amelioration was
in power. DBut that was exactly the time
when it did not happen. With a tory
government in power, conceding nothing,
but holding stern repression in readiness,
Ireland was quiet, and rents were paid ;
that is, by those who were able to pay
thems, A liberal government comes in,
and makes for Ireland what is perhaps the
mosv liveral land law in the world. A law
is made for Ireland thut tenants in Eng-
land and Scotland wish they could get the
ike of, but cannot. Immediately the coun-
ry is in a blaze, the people have got some-

No- | doubtedly trie that in times of serious op-

ular risings concessions made by & govern.
ment fan the flame instead of putting it out.

| 'When rebellion is-on hand, to give it an

inch only causes the demand to hecome
fiercer foran ell. 1t was soin the French
revolution, and it holds good yet. W hile
a weak government was parleyivg with the
mobs of Paris, the ‘‘reds” came to the
front and ‘carried everything their own way;
but with Napoleon in command of artillery
they slunk back Lo obscure quarters and were’
as quiet as mice. They never as much as
thought of trying-barricades against him;
the Jacobin clubs ceased to be. It some-
times happens that while a government
that Tefuses all redress of popular grievances
reigns in peace and quietness—perhaps
the kind of quietness that once reigned in
Warsaw—one that listens to the popular
cry and redresses grievances has to en-
counter a storm of rebellion all at once.
All this would be very discouraging if
there were nothing more to be said. But
there is more to be said, and of importance
oo, While-rent paying tenants, and land-
lords, and agents and even Wwomen, are
being murdered by the leaguers, evictions
are still going on. For the existing trou-
bles » strong remedy -is required, but it
seems as if the gove~ ment apply only half
ofit. Two classes .. e are that run riot
to-duy and make the trouble. In one part
of the country C-§uin Moonlight rules,
and ruthlessly murders any tenant who
dares to pay rent. In another part a con-
siderable portion of the British army is em-
ployed in evicting poor people who really
have mnothing with which to pay, if they
were ever so willing. Perhaps the author-
ities of Dublin castle know best, but we
may ask, why not leave the eviction busi-
ness alone for a while, and employ the
troops in the suppression of murder.
Where the soldiers should not be, they
are, where they should be, they are not.
A tremendous blunder appears to be going
on, We read of districts where no man’s
life is safe if he pays rent, and again of
others where poor tenants are mercilessly
turned out of doors for not paying twice
what the land is worth. It is in such dis-
tricts as the former, and not the latter,
that the troops and oonstabularly ought to
be. It is greatly to be feared, however,
that in some parts of Ireland the British
government is playing the part of bailiff to
oppressing -landlords. These men, wher-
ever they feel that they have the power
of the state to back them go all lengths.
For the sake of a few more pounds in their
pockets, the country is driven to the verge
of war. This ought not to be ; no govern-
ment is bound to sustain a class of men
whose rapacity puts the country in peril.
Supposing thiat murder were punished with
an unsparing hand, and that evictions were
stopped too, for a time? This plan for
pacifying Ireland may yet have to be tried.

COMPOUNDING ORIME.

In these days there is much talk about
crime and its repression. We wish to
direct jublic attention to one feature of
it—that of compounding crime, as to the
evil effects of which there is no ques-
tioning.

First look at public crimes, such as
breachés of trust in public positions, And
for a specific case take that rather common
crime, robbing the mails. The postal de-
pertment has been guilty of much com-
pounding of felony in this respect. The
other day a young man, son of a rural post-
master near Hamilton, confessed to “pilfer-
ing from the mails, and got eight years
penetentiary, About a year ago the rela-
tive of a post-office inspector was caught
robbing the mails in or near Toronto, and
on his friends making good the amount he
was not prosecuted. Why was the crime
compounded in the latter case? And
there have been not a few cases similarly
compounded. Why do not the people hold
the ,postmaster-generals to strict account
for the due administration of justice.

Take the case of stealing from private
employers, | Just now one of our largest
wholesale dry-goods houses in Toronto is
agitated over the discovery of thefts by
some of their hands. Eleven men or boys
were suspended ; three have been taken
back ; some of the stolen property has been
recovered ; for a part of the rest the guilty
ones offer to compiomise. The firm in
question will do a sérious injury to com-
mon honesty if they allow the matter to
drop. What protection have other mer-
chants from being robbed by these same
dishonest clerks? And what an injurious
exawple will this case be to other clerks?
They will say ‘‘we can listen to tempta-
tion ; if we are found out things can be
fixed ; at the most we will be discharged.”

Hushing up crimes, whether public or
private, brings swift retribution in the
fruitfcl encouragement it offers to those
tempted to do wrong.

THE OUTLAW'S END.

A Mission Catholic Journal on the Assas-
sination of Jessie James.

(From the Western Watchman, St. Louis, Mo.)
On Monday morning last there died in
St. Joseph, in this state, the most noted
highwayman of ancient or modern times.
All glory to Crittenden and the Ford boys.
We say, he died, for his death was the
natural result of the life he hadled. We
are very glad Jesse James is ‘gone and re-
joice at the manner of his exit. The Jaw-
abiding people of the state breathed a sigh
of relief when the news of his death was
announced. He was a murderer, differing
from ordinary murderers in the profounder
contempt he felt for human life ; he was a
thief, above other thieves in the risks he
was willing to run to secure his booty.

We hear a good deal of mawkish criti-
cism over the manner of his taking off.
The governor had no right to hire an
assassin to. murder the ma.. He should
have been captured or shot by the duly
organized militia and police force of the
state. The state is disgraced by a governor
who plays the assassin and shoots a man
in the back because he would not have the
courage to fire looking at his victim in the
face. This is all very chivalrous and does
credit to the romantic natures of the ob-

But we must remember that Jesse James
was at war with the people of this state
A price had been<placed upun his head.
There were only two ways of securing the
bandit. Either shoot him or ensnare him,
Why was not the militia called out in St.
Joseph and Kansas city? Because the
whole United States army could not have
captured him. Why were not the police
sent after him. Because his capture could
have been secured at the risk of less va'u-
able lives. The bandit had sacrificed lives
enough already ; it’ was not proper to spill
any more innocent blood on his account.

The three men who killed the outlaw
were worse than their vietim ; but it was a
coward who was killed and cowards and
dastards were the most fitting instruments
of his execution. The Ford brothers are
cowardly assassins, and should be tried for
murder and, if found guilty, executed ; but
the man they killed knew no mercy and
never gave an antagonist fair plav. Itis
said the Fords were instructed to kill James,
that to capture him would reguire too many
who should share in the reward. The
moral of the killing is this: The state can
fee murderers to do as dirty work as men
can be prompted to do for plunder. We
shall insist that Governor Crittenden gets
his full share of the money reward and his
pro rata of the credit of the deed.

We say we are glad that this coward and
cut-throat was killed in the way he was.
for the reason that it takes away from his
career much of the dangerous fascination it
would otherwise possess for our youth.
Had Jesse James fallen in a pitched battle
with the militia his memory would be en-
shrined in the hearts of millions for ages to
come, and hundreds of thousands of way-
ward youths, reading the life and death of
Jesse James, would be fired to deeds of vil
lainous emulation. The life of the bandit
was & poison ; his death was an antidote.
We have no pity for the murdered man,
and no respect for his murderers.

Another Sad Death at L’Hotel Dieu—An
Hospitaller’s Demise — Clearly Pre-
dicted by Herself. -

(From the Kingston Whig, April 8.)
Within a week two hospitaliers at I’ Hotel
Diei have been removed by death. On
Tuesday last Sister Dubuc was interred in
the vault of St. Mary's cathedral, having
been carried off after three days’ sickness,
and a Jife rich in piety and good works.

To-day Sister Josephine McGillivray awaits
the performance of the last rites of the
church and the consignment of her remains
to the sepulchre where already so many of
the sainted dead repose, The deceased
was born at Lancaster, Glengarry, in 1833,
of Scottish parents, and has been for nine-
teen years a religious. The death of Sister
Dubuc deeply affected Lister McGillivray,
who had been ailing from December with
heart disease, and who, after the demise
of one with whom she had been so long
associated and whom she loved so well,
spoke of her own departure, and even fixed
upon Good Friday as the date of such event.
On Thursday, a holy day, she attended the
chapel service, and again referred to ber
death, remarking, ‘It will come to-day,
Sisters.” These words have since been re-
arded as possessing special significance, as
indicating that the sufferer had a presenti-
mant of that which was imp:nding. At5
o'clock she was at the last service ; at 7
o’clock she was dead.

Aliow me to assert, too, that all this talk
about ** teachers showing good examples,”
is nothing but sheer ndnseuse—*: twaddle”
of the first water.  There is no doubt that
teachers, as well as other men, ought to
live exemplary lives, and that most of them
do 80 ; I speak here of male teachers, for ic
would be difficuls, indeed, for.any one to
find grouuds for bringing a charge of im-
morality against the Jadies engaged in our
profession. ' But until the calling of the
teachers is placed on an equal footing with
other professions, until parents cease to speak
disrespectfully of the teacher in presence of
their children, as they are constantly in the
habit of doiug—until the teacher ceases to
be the butt at which every w ‘uld-be wit
may aim the shafts of ridicule—his ‘‘ exam-
ple 7’ will be of little consequence.

For the rest, I concuf with Mr. Evans in
his views on orporal punishment ; I disap-
prove of it in schools ; unlike ‘‘ mercy,”
which ““blesseth him that gives and him
that takes,” it degrades both punisher and
punished. I think Br. Evans’ proposal to
present a petition to the minister of justice
in favor of James Chute is well worthy the
attention of all friends of humanity. The
unbappy man has already suffered more
than enough, both in body and miud, to
meet the demands of justice, if not of re-
venge ; his prospects 1 life are blasted ;
when he leaves prison, he will be a de-
graded- outcast ; let the community, then,
combine -to save him from the second in-
stalment of torture that is in store for him.

A RURAL PEDAGOGUE.

To THE WoRrLD : —The present age may
be truely called the age of sentimentalism.
If a schoolmaster lightly flogs an unruly
boy in one of our public schools, the senti-

But the senti-
mentalist is again to the front with his
cry of shame ; such brutality should not
be tolerated ; it degrades humanity. . But
where would all this sickly sentiment be
ifa child of one of these tender-hearted
cnes had suffered - at the bands of that
doubly self-degraded wretch. And society
allowed them to take the law into their own
hands. Would they not endeavor to ad-
minisrer to that wretch the severest thrash-
ing they were capable of. 1 believe they
would, and feel themselves justified in so
doing. Then why all this childlike cry be-
cause aman has had administered to bis
back a few stripes with the cat, which is
not likely to break his constitution though
it may bis hide. The doctor stauds by
ready to intervene if necessary. ’Tis but an
honest warning to the rascal,anda wholesorae
memory of the stripes will _have a strong
tendency toward keeping him in the path of
rertitude in the future, Besides,it will be
more or less & warning to othera to lay on
their good behavior and not take advantage
of those entrusted to their care. ~The too
mild treatment which criminals receive in
our prisons to-day is not of a salutary npa-
ture, which is made manifest by the yearly
increase of crime and the demand upot the
tax-payer for the means wherewith to pro-
vide extended prison accommodation. In
tempering justice with mercy we must be
careful not to throw in too much of the lat-
ter.
