Tbe Degrees of Marriage,
Dr. Gregg then moved a remit on the mar­

riage question. Considerable discussion en­
sued over this point, the mover contending 
that marriage with a deceased wife’s niece waa 
not in accord with human law. That if it waa 
unlawful for a man to marry hto brother's wife, 
it also was unlawful for a woman to marry 
her slater's husband.

He quoted 
Le Villous xvlll. to show that a woman may not 
marry her nephew and therefore he claimed 
that a man may not marry his nleoe. At a 
late hour he moved “that the Presbytery dis­
approve of the remit regarding the non-exercise 
of discipline in the cue of marriage with the 
deceased wife's sister or niece." Dr. Gregg 
moved in amendment that the remit respecting 
discipline be approved of. The amendment 
carried by 8 to 4.
