His House of Commeons Speech Referred-to
‘Ribbonism snd was Fairly Accurate—
The National Liberal Club Becomes &

Loxpoxn, May 7.—The Parnell Commission
vesumed its sitsings to-day. Mr. Parnell upon
taking the stand said he desired to correct
that part of his evidence given Friday.in re a-
f10n to the statement made by him in the
House of Commons concerning the non-exist-
encoe of secret societies in Ireland, Upon re-
forring to the Hansard reports of the proceed-
ings of the House he found that his remarks
which liad been quoted by ‘Attorney-General
Webster referred particularly to ribbonism and
pot to secret eonspiracies gemerally,
remarks - there were s fairly socurate
statemens of the faucts, as ribbonism at
that time practically did wnot exist in
Ireland. The cross-examination of the wit-
nees was then resumed.

Mz. Parnell said hehad not heard of 100
guineas being vaid for the defense of moon-
lighters at’ the Oork Assizes in1881. If he
bad been asked to -make such payments he
should in those days have approved of them
if be had resson to believe the law was being
strainedjagainst a man, but his general rule was

He remembered one case in which he bad
sanctioned the payment of money for
the defense of a prisoner and the man was
scquitted. In another case he reimbursed
Mr. Harris, who lind made himself responsible
for the costs of the defence, but at the same
time witness instructed Mr. Harris net to
undertake in the future the defence of ac-
cused moonlighters.
