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FOURTEENTH YEAR

ANOTHER FAKE OF THE MAIL,

TWO-HUNDRED BUSINESS MEN OF
TORONTO OUT $16 EACAH.

A Contract Made Wy iSlick Fakirs on Be-
half of The Mail That Was Not Com-
pleted—Were Sixteen Other Papers in
the Deal ?—The Fakirs Bag $1500 and
Over. i 3

The Toronto Mail has had a great-deal to
say about the auctioneers and lawvers in
regard to legal and auction advertising. In
effect it charged them with fefranding their
clients because they did nbt adversife in
The Mail. And not only' this but The
Mail, threugh its chief advertising fakir,
T. W. Dyas, undertook to demand of ad-
vertisers a reason why they give this class
of advertising to The World. The World
dealt with The Mail the other day and
thowed that the pulp men who own The
Mail and the three or more other
papers " printed by them had an
insatiate appetite  for  advertising
and that they never had less than
a score of advertising fakirs turned loose to
hound the business men of the town for
advertising in one or all of their sheets.
The World this morning proposes to give
some details of the latest “‘fake” worked
by The Mail on the business men of Toronto
and sixteen papers published in other
places in Oantario.
Sume weeks ago two clever fakirs from
the United States came into The World
office and sought to persuade us into writ-
ing up the business of the city in a special
number, they to do the canvassing tor the
advertisements and to. do the writing.
Théy had worked this in many towns and
made money out of it and they thought
they could do it in Toronto, and make
money for The World as weil. Their offer
was promptly declined and they left.
A few days afterthesefakirs had made ar-
rangements with The * Mail, and they pro-
ceeded, to use their words, ‘‘to work the
business men ot the town.” They had all
the “‘slickuess” of the confidence man.
Their proposition to the merchants was
something like this: The Mail is going to
write up the business of Toronto, giving a
magnificent, ample and accurate account
of its industries, gommerce and government, |
and this is to be accompanied with business
cards. The business cards . will cost $16
each, and they, along with the write-up,
will be inserted in-16-other papers in On-
tario of an average circulation of 3500 each.
In other words, you get your cards im 16
papers for §16, or less than a dollar each.
Copies of sll the outside papers containing
the cards and write-up\will be sent you
before you are asked to pay. All we wans
is your name to this order.
Mr. Dyas himself took partin the canvass
and negotiated with the 16 outside papers.
The details of these negotiations are not
yet known, -they will be known to-day; but
one daily-outside of Toronto was coolly
asked to supply The Mail with the figures
of its circulation and that number of fly-
sheets would be supplied to it to give to its
subscribers, It was asked to do this free.
The paper declined.
The fakirs got 190 orders and on Tues-
day, Nov. 7, The Mail ran a 12-page paper,
\! 4 pages of which was what it called “a
\ trade supplement.” It had a double
column stud-horse heading on the first
page: ‘‘Solid Toronto;” *“The Queen City
of the Dominion of Canada;” “Its Commer-
cial Steadiness,”” “‘Millions of Dollars In-
vested in Manafacturing;” *‘Well Worthy a
Careful Perusal.” Then came this verse of
Wordsworth:
Earth has not anything to show more fair;

Dull would be be of soul who could pass by

A sight so touching in its majesty.
This city now doth like a garment wear
The beauty of the morning:silent, bare,

Ships, towers, domes, theatres and temples lie

Open into the fields, and to the sky,

All bright and glittering in the smokeless air.

This same verse had done duty on occa-
sions of similar write-ups by these fakirs.

Then came some account of the city, its
foundation, history and trade and munici-
pal institutions. Of course the city’s motto
was worked in: ““Industry,Intelligence and
Integrity.” But the writer forgot to quote
the jubilee poet:

Let the Daughter of the Don
Put her wedding garments on.

:The page was interspersed with three
inferior engravings. . Then came two pages
and a sixth of the cards of “Toronto
houses which stand pre-eminent in their
respective lines; handy index tor possible
buyers,” at so much, $16 each, per index.

No sooner was the number out than, con-
trary to The  Mail’s usual custom of
monthly collections, men were out present-
ing the following receipt and demanding
the money:

The merchants demanded that the six-
teen odtside papers be produced ; that cer-
tificates of insertion ot the cards in these
papers be produced, and for further infor-
mation. Some telephoned for particulars,
but no particulars were forthcoming. They
declined payment. Here are some calcula-
tions on the scheme: A page of The Mail
contains 2100 advertising lines. The Mail’s
full rate for advertising is 15 cents a line,
or $315 a page, or $1260 for four pages, a
sum The Mail never got in its lifa for four
consecutive papers.

How many of them got §66? How many
got $16? ;

But, as & matter of fact, 16 papers aid
not insert the write-up and cards as pro-
mised. The Mail, besides its own circula-
tion, something over 12,000, printed several
thousands of the supplement and expressed
them to 16 papers, more or less, asking
them to ““inset” them in one of their editions.
Whether they put them in or not the ad-
vertisers do not know. Neither does The
Mail nor Mr. Dyas. But the matter and
advertisements were not printed in these 1€
papers as an integral part of them as was
promised advertisers. B

And then as to the commission taken by
the wandering fakirs. They drew out of
it more than 25 per  cent.,
more likely 50 or 60 per cent.
and to do this The ‘Mail made itself a
party to the deception. For such it was.
The Mail owes the business men of Toronto
an explanation. Will it be forthcoming?
And what have the 16 papers got to say?

But the Government and stheir prin-
cipal supporters in the House are
against members taking offices and opening
constituencies. Any retirements of this
kind will be at end of the parliament.

Labby Attaeks the Methods of the South
Afriea Chartered Company and Blam es
It For the War Now Closing~-Mr,
Gladstone Holds the Matabele King
Responsible,

LoxpoN, Nov. 9.—In the House of Com-
mons to-day Henry Labouchere, who is
bitterly opposed to government by
Chartered Companies, and to government
by the British South Africa. Company
in particular, obtamned permission to move
the adjournment of the House in order to
discuss the question of allowing the British
Soath Africa Company to establish a elaim
upon or contract engagements regarding
Matabeleiand.

Its Charter Obtained By Trickery.

Mr. Labouchere also discussed the ques-
tion of allowing the company to continue
the war it is now carrying on.. He declared
that when King Lobengula granted the con-
cession of the territory in MasHoualand to
Mr. Budd, on which the PEritish South
Africa Company was founded, he was igno-
rant that he thus gave the whites the right
to dig gold anywhere in his territory.
When he learned this he repudiated his
action.” The concession, Mr. Labouchere
declared, was obtained by trickery snd the
company had obtained its charter.by prick-
ery. The Queen had | given ' specific
promises to Lobengula, which the company
bad not/fulfilled. ;

ter the Matabele Gold Fields.

Mr. Labouchers gaid the company had
exhausted its capital and was only existing
by the aid of tefporary loaus. 1ts bank-
ruptey was inevitable. The war had been
started merely for the purpose of seizing
Matabelelgnd, which was said to be far
richer in gold than the territory in Mash-
onaland ered by the concession. Find-
1ng 1tself dn the verge of bankruptcy the
company thought it could float more stock
and get on its feet again by seizing the rich
gold reefs ' in Matabeleland. He did not
approve of Lobenguia’s method of govern-
ment, but to him Lobengula seemed vo be
far the mosu respectable person connected
with Mashonaland or Matabeleland.

Gladstone Replies.

Mr. Gladstone answered Mr, Labouchere’s
attack upon the Chartered Company’s con-
duct towards the Matabeles, The Minis-
ters did not attempt, he said, to dissoci-
ate themselves from the responsibilities
of the' Matabele war. They recog-
nized that although the South Afri-
kgu Chartered Cempany had a serious

résponsibility in the war events were occur-
ring during the progress of the conflictin
which the Government must have the chief
interest. Whether the company was right
or wrong was exceedingly difficult to deter-
mine. He wished that his honorable friend
(Labouchere) had exercised more self-re-
straint in the use of strong language inas-
much as with the facts now at hand it was
impossible to pass final judgment upon the
company’s course.

Lobengnla Provoked Hostilfties,

The immedinte cause of the war, it was
alleged, was the company’s demand that
King Lobengula ¢ease raiding the
a8, Moreover the company
upon Lobengula to withdraw his demand
that a number of Mashonas be handed over
to him. The company belidved that Loben-

ula meant to put these Masho to
geuh. It would have been a crime against
humanity if British authorities had not re-
fused Lobenguelas demand. According to
these statements the Britisd authorities
were justified in regarding Lobenguela’s
course as sufficient provocation for hostili-
ties. >

A Despatch, Read That the Matabeles

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—In the Houge of Lords
to-day the Marquis of Ripon, Secretary of
State for the Colonies, read the latest teie-
graphic despatch from Sir Henry Loch,
Governor of Cape Colony and High Com-
missioner in Bouth Africa, dated to-day, and
a despatch from Major Goold Adams,
chief commander of the Fort Tuli
column, dated Nov. 6. These despatches
show that the Matabeles had sent
delegates to the British asking for protec-
tion. The column from the east was in

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—The Lord Mayot’s ban-
quet at the Guildhall this evening was at-
tended by 2000 guests. Lord Herschell,
the Earl of Kimberley, H. Campbell-Ban-
nerman, Earl Spencer and A. J. Mundella
represented the Cabinet.

As First Lord of the Admiralty Earl
Spencer spoke mostly of naval affairs.
Numerous attacks had been made recently,
he said, upon the administration of the
navy. He wished to say that the Govern-
ment was pledged to maintain and strength-
en the navy to the point where it would be
fit to defend not only the British Islands,
but the whole Empire. [Cheers.]

Campbell Bannerman, secretary of State
for War, answered the toast to the
army. Hesaid: “The army is no longer
the refuge of the dissolute and destitute.
It is now being filled in an increasing
degree with highly educated, thoroughly
disciplined aud well-behaved men from
whom the country may expect some-
thing better than the blind obedi-
ence of the human machine. [Cheers.]
Requiring and receiving such men, tha
Government must do all in their power to
extend to them certain privileges. I am
glad to say this is being done. The British
army is now the best servico in the world
for the comfort of the men. [Cheers.]

The Earl of Kimberley, secretary of
state for India, responded to the toast of
the ministers. There were undoubtedly
many present he said who wonld be glad to
see the present cabinet tottering to fall.
In the absence of - his colleagues, notably
Mr. Gladstone (cheers and hisses) and
Lord Roseberry (cheers) he might assure all
presentthat despite the constant increase of
the armies of Europe, she relations of Eng-
land to the powers were thoroughly har-
monious. Still the condition of Europe
was the cause of constant anxiety. On the
other hand England’s relstions to the
United States did not give the
slightest ground for uneasiness.

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INDIA ¥BRGING ON REVOLUTION.

Natives On the A ¥ Ressl
—Attempts to Burn Government Storex.

Cavcurra, Nov., 9.—1It is the opinion of
certain of the foreign residents of India that
the native population is growing more
than ordinarily restive under British rule.
It can be said  that close students of the
Indian character profess to believe that it
would take only a small spark to kindle &
fire of revolution that would be far-reach-
ing 1 its consequences. -

There recently occurred in Peshawar,
capital of the district of the same dameiu the
Puunjaub, a series of alleged incendiary fires
that resulted in a great loss of military
stores. Peshawur is on the Aighan frontier
and is an impartant strategic point, being,
aside * from its military importance,
the northwest terminus of the Indian rail-
way system. Rumors are current that at-
témpts were made at Rawaulpinde, another
important point, to set fire to the govern-
ment stores. *

The Signs Are Ominous,

The Civiland Military Gazette ot Lahore;
commenting upon these factsand reports, de-
clares it is unwilling tobelieve that they are
ominous, but at the same time it questions
whether there may not be sparksfrom the
volcano upon the crust of which British rule
in India is based. The paper instances the
riots in India growing out of the cow ques-
‘tion, the increase of crimes of violence
throughout the country, the spreadin,
broadcast of incendiary pamphlets an
other signs of unrest, ;ng says the situation
needs careful watching.

Russian Peasants Attack the Guards Con-
veying Priests to Siberia

BeruiN, Nov. 9.—Advices have been re-
ceived from St. Petersburg that22 Catholic
priests were a few days ago exiled from the
Vistula district on the chur%o that they had
opposed the authorities. hey were to be
sent to Grodno and Kieff. Yesterday,
under guard, the priests started for their
destinavions, A large number of peasants
gothered and made an attempt to rescu
the priests from the gendarmes who hal
them in charge. A desperate fight followed.
The peasants would have succeeded in their
object had not the gendarmes been rein-
torced by a number of Cossacks. Even
then the peasants continued to fight for the
release of the prisoners.  Finally the Cos-
sacks fired into the crowd, killing and
wounding many persons.

Maprip, Nov. 9.—The Sultan of Mor-
occo has ded to the Spanish demands
for reparation for the attacks on Melilla
by the Riffians. The jSuitan has sent 2000
horsemen under the command ot his most
trusted chief to the Riffians ordering them
to cease hostilities aganst the Spanish.
If the Riffians refusé  to obey the Sultan
will send an army t> enforce his order.
Spain will maintain a defensive attitude
until she is assured of complete satisfac-
tion.

SIMCOE FARMEYRS CONFER Wwirn
THE COMPTROLLERS.

The Middleman’s Profit on Coal Oila
Greater Burden Than the Duty—farm
Impl Ch in © Than
the States—A Genernl Wish to Retain
the Duty om Pork, /

Barrie, Nov. 9.—A conference with
farmer delegates was- held here to-day in
the Town Hall from 1 to 5 p.m., and was
largely attended by representative farmers
from the three ridings-of Simcoe county.

Mr. N. Clarke Wallace, Comptroller of
Customs, and Mr. John F. Wood, Q.C.,
M.P., Comptroller of Inland Revenue, re-
presenting the Dominion Government, with
Mr. Charles F. Winter, secretary of the
Tariff Commission, arrived on the morning
train from Toronto, and were met at the
station by Mayor Creswicke of Barrie, Hon,
Senator Gowan, Col. Tyrwhitt, M.P.,
W. H. Bennett, M.P., Haughton Lennox
and a large uumber of local friends and re-
sidents, who escorted the party to their
hotel.

After partaking ot lunchat the Welling-
ton Hotel the Comptrollers repaired to
the Town Hall, where a numerous audience
awaited them.

Comptroller Wallace opened the meeting
with a few introductory remarks, stating
that during last session the Government
had expressed their intention of consulting
the farmers as to th=ir views on tariff reform,
and that he and his colleague, Mr. Woed,
were here to receive any suggestions the
farmers of Simcoe had to make, looking to
such revision of the tartf as would benefit
the country as'a whole. He invited all to
come forward and state their ideas freel
and all suggestions made would receive m:
serious consideration. ;

The Grievances Stated.

Some 25 or 30 reeves, deputy reeves,
Patrons of Industry and representative
farmers were then heard. The main
grievances were the duty on coal oil, binder
twine, barbed wire for fencing and agricul-
tural implements.

The 'Price of Coal OIL

On coal oil much surprise was mani-
fested by the witnesses on. being
shown mnewspapers from various parts
of - the country containing ' advertise-
ments offering best Canadian oil at 10 and
12 cents a " gallon retail.. At Alexandria,
Ont., it is now selling at 10 cents—at Elm-
vale, 16 miles from Barrie, four gallons
were sold for 50 cents; At Barrie the price
was 15 centaa gallon. At Petrolia the oil
sold in tanks for 63 cents per gallon, and in
London it was being retailed at 10 cents.
Many of the witnesses acknowledged the
fault lay not with the Government, but
with the middleman and retailer.

Canadian Oil Sold as American,

One witness who Kkept a store and sold
0il declared that even with the duty taken
entirely off Yankee oil it could not be sold
except at a slight advance over the present
price of best. Capadian. In many
places  best Canadian  oil was
sold as American at enhanced price.

The result of The World’s agitation for a
winter steamboat service between Toronto
and Niagara has not been unsatisfactory so
far, The most progressive business men of
Toronto admit the existenca of great possi-
bilities along the lines that The World has
been discussing, Our agitation has bronght
out this fact very prominently, that the
city of Toronto can be readily placed on
the New York Central Railway system,
with all the advantages that such a con-
nection would give it. . It would cost the
New York Central but a trifiing sam to
come into the city and do business here in
the same way as it does in -Rochester or
Buffalo. Toronto is only about thirty
miles ‘distant from the Central’s tracks.
The fact that this thirty miles has to be
made by water has, no donbt, hitherto de-
terred the American company from estab-
lishing itself in Toronto. But what may
have been regarded as'a difficulty years ago
ought not to be so regarded to-day. We
know more about shipbuilding now than we
did a decade ago. To marine engineers the
building of a vessel that could safely mike
the journey across the lake every day in
the vear would ‘be no more difficult than
the duplication of the Chippewa. A vessel
specially constructed for this route
would carry passengers with as little
risk of accident in winter as in
summer. . It would also] convey them
foimportant centres more quickly than by
any bther route.

Why, then, should Toronto not avail it-
self of the advantages of a new and desir-
able connection with a great railway sys-
tem ? As far as men who understand the
situation can see there is nothing in the
world to prevent our getting these advant-
ages if we only make a move. Many at-
tempts have been made and are being made
to establish a competitive rail route between
Toronto and the Niagara River. The To-
ronto, Hamilton and Buffalo Railway has

been making fitful efforts to establish a lim

between these two important points, But
where the T., H. & B. is just now no one
seems to know. It has apparently
got lost some’ place in the woods.
It was also the intention of the
8t. Catharines line to get to Toronto. Some
few years ago Mr. Van Horne was serious-
ly figaring on extending the C. P. R. from
Toronto to Niagara Falls, but the people of
Hamilton made a bad move in connection
with his'proposal, with the result that the
scheme was abandoned. The only outcome
of these various moves so far has béen the
double-tracking of the Grand Trunk from
here to the Bridge. With the exception of
four months in summer, the Old Reliable
monopolizes the field. Toronto has railway
competition to all other important centres
in the province except to Hamilton
and the Falls. Why the  Dbest
paying part of the Grand Trunk’s
system should remain the iast to" be par-
alleled by a rival line is a conundrum.-The
‘effsct of competition to other centres has
beena marked improvement in railway

travel. As a result of the C.P.R.’s compe-
titive line to Montreal the time between
the two largest cities of the Dominion has
been reduced by four or five hours, or about
30 per cent. ' If the New York Central
were to locate in Toronto as marked an im-
provement in travel to the Bridge and New
York would take place, as we have witness-
ed between Montreal and Toronto. The
possibilities of a direct New York Central
connection are very alluring indeed. If the
boats we speak of were placed on the route

across the Lake, it would be possible,under
the present New York Central time table,
to make the trip from Toronto to New
York in 12 hours on some trains and 14 or
15 on others. The time by rail between the
two points now is 17 and 18 hours. The
establishment of the proposed service would
gee the end of those annoying delays at
Hamilton, Suspension Bridge and Buffalo,
the very recollection of which makes most
travelers swear if, indeed, they do not
weep.

As has been already pointed out the new
connection would also give Toronto addi-
‘tional competition in freight along the line
of the Canada Southern Railway.

Sinoe the project was first broached an-
other important feature has been added to
‘it. This is nothing less than the establish-
ment of a ear ferry across the lake. This
may not prove to be such a wild project as
at first sight it would appear. If the pro-
posed air line railway from Collingwood
were built it would then be possible to load
- _cars from 20-toov vessels at that port and
wun them through to New York without
transhipment, There is now in existe nce a
ear ferry at St. Ignace, the distance be-
tween the terminals of which is 19 miles.
Cars are ferried across at this place every
day in the year. The same thing can be
done on Lake Ontario. And as to cost, it
would be cheaper to ferry cars 30 miles
than to run them 100 miles by rail.
Whether there is or is not anything in this
part of the scheme we would ngt as yet like
to venture an. opinion, but in connection
with the other part of the project it is well
worth considering.

The City of Toronto cannot but be im-
mensefy * benefited by)ecoming part and
parcelof the great Néw York Central sys-
tem. The business men and the Board of
Trade ought to take this matter up and not
only pass resolutions, but do. something.
The council, too, might be better employed
in discussing ways and measns for increasing
the city’s business rather than in dissipat-
ing the city’s resources in unnecessary pro-
jects. A deputation of leading citizens
ought to be appointed and wait on the New
York Central people in New York. Our
opipion is that such a deputation would
suceeed in advancing the city’s interests,
perhaps only in a slight degree, perhaps
more abundantly than any of us now anti-
cipate.

A Unanimous Press and Other Matters.

It was said the Upper Canada College
deal was sure to go through because the
whole press of the city, The World ex-
cepted, was unanimously in favor of buying
the property. The very energetic :out-
pouring of opinions before the Parks and
Gardens Committee yesterday proved how
little the press of Toronto represents the
people of Toronto. This united and
unanimous press is the same galaxy of ink-
slingers who wrote against Sunday cars.

prive the people of a liberty enjoyed by
every city on this globe except Toronto.
Certainly it ‘is & unanimous press, but at
the same time itis a ‘retrograde, unpro-
gressive press, * We -venture to say that

% |mot ome newspaper editor out of a

hundred in the United States would
have sided’ with the so-called unanimous
press of Toronto in depriving the
people of such an innocent privilege as get-
ting about on our day of relaxation. A
unanimous press!. Yes, and an infantile
press too! We only wish our friend Dana
of The New York Sun could be induced to
pass judgment upon them. Once it went
through The Sun’s meat-chopper our unani-
mous press would come out an unrecogniz-
able mass of Bologna sausages.

The fact that the press of Toronto, with
ome exception, is unanimous in tavor of
buying the park is no reason why the par!
should be bought. Judging this unenimous
press by its past incapacity and Puritan-
ism, we should say their unanimity is as
much an argument why the park should
not be acquired as why it should be pur-
chased.

Are
our business streets so crowded with build-
ings that we can’t get air and are gasping
for breath? One would think the
city was in consumption and the doctor
had ordered an immediate supply
of Upper Canada College air as
o lasy resort. This haste on the part of
Mayor Fleming was the first thing to
arouse suspicion that the moving cause in
this affair is not the city’s interest, but the
longing on the part of a hungry agent to
get a big commission and of the Govern-
ment to provide funds for Upper Canada

llege without appealing to the Legisla-

ure. Therein is the secret of the move-
ment. That gives us the reason for the
round robin that the Mayor passed among
the aldermen before he gave his scheme to
the public, and it explains his whole subse-
quent conduct.

Now, if Mayor Fleming is working this
scheme in the interests of the people will
he kindly just let the people speak for
themselves ? Mayor Fleming can’t inter-
pret the public mind better vhan the public
can interpret the Wime itself.

The price asked for the property is ex-
cessive, and those who urge its purchase
well know it. If the deal is the great
speculation that Mr. Jaffray and some others
pretend why don’t they form a syndicate
to acquire it? It surely cannot ‘be a diffi-
cult matter to float s company whose only
outlay would be $10,000 or $15,000 & year
and whose profits would be—welf the
journal of one of the speakers yesterday
said ‘it would be worth millions twenty
years from now.” Is Mr. Robertson, is
Mr. Jaffray, the kind of man to iet such
a golden opportunity slip “through his fin-
gers? Asto Robert Jaffray, why he is
bound by all the obligations attaching to
his one-time office of Provincial Grocer to
show some slight gratitude to the Govern-
ment who kept him busy weighing sugar
while officiating in that capacity. The
people don’t want to go into this"half-mil-
lion dollar project.

At any rate they wish to pass judgment
in the matter. Mayor Fleming and the
concealed commission worker are not the
ones to speak for the people, not by any
means. Their interest is all one way, all on
the other side.

It would be scandalous to take the de-
cision of'this guestion (out of the people’s
hands. !

The people will have to foot the bill, and
to the people the question must be rele-
gated.

1t should be
decided by the people, and the council- has
no fight to refuse to trust the citizens,
they should have the right to say yes or no.

Build the Tunnel First,

Mr. Manning said for a number of
vears he had not taken much interest in
imblic matters, but felt it his duty to do
80 on this occasion. He bad neger made
any money in Toronto, but he hoped
some day to get some returns for his in-
vestments in the city. He referred to the
trying crieis of 1857, the only thing that
saved the city at that time was the borrow-
ing of $200,000 to build sidewalks., There
isno place the size of Toronto that has such
an enormous debt.

He
maintained that the University bas strong
claims on the city and, as money is going to
that institution, the purchase should go
through.

Mr. Defoe objected to the .city becoming
aland speculator. 1t does not get the
benefit it should from the property it now
owns. This park would cost the city
$40,000 a year. ‘"It would be a disadvan-
tage to have a park in that locality and
would be a detriment to surrounding pro-
perty. The price is too high; it is $400 a
foot” for the King-street frontage. He
eould not see how it could be made to pay
3 per cent. on the investment.

Editor World: I agree with all you say
on above subject. Canada has the shortest
route, and. sooner or later it will Kave to
be recognized and utilized by the United
States and Great Britain. It is equally
true that Liverpool (for mails and passen-
gers) must become a back number and that
Milford Haven has advantages over ports in
the English Channel.

But the pressure for the service must
have its origin here in Canada, for English
and American interests are all arrayed
against us. Now, yon say you look to Mr.
Van Horne to exploit your theory, and I
do not think that gentleman has been blind
to the situation. Bnt acquirement of
the Intercolonial Railway may have been
a condition precedent to his active move-
ment in the matter, and Mr. Haggart is
bent on proving that that hitherto white
elephant has some utility besides the power
of absorbing provender from the public crib.
1f that road had -continued to be run at a
great annual loss it would have paid the
country for Mr. Van Horne to take it over for
nothing. Ifit has any capacity to earn net
profits (and Mr. Haggart 1s bent on proving
that to be the case) it will cost the C.P.R..
a round' sum to acquire it. You should
therefore, I think, as a commencement of a
crusade on behalf of “‘the quickest cross-
ing,” urge the purchase of the lntercolonial
Railroad by the C.P.R. This country does
not want government railways, and the
sooner the Intercolonial road passes into the
hands of any company, admitted to have
financial strength enough to rum it, the
better. If a change in possession of the
road is a factor in the inception of a scheme
for bridging the Atlantic from Cape Breton
to Miltord Haven *‘let it slide” will be the
verdict of the business community.

Our Loau Companies,

Editor World: The great bulk, in fact
almost the whole, of the money borrowed
by Canadian loan companies on debenture
is obtained in Scotland, and a glance at the
last Edinburgh Scotsman newspaper tohand
shows the rates these companies are now
offeying for debentures. These rates vary
from 3} to 4 per cent. and practically are
prohibitive so far as attracting Scotch in-
vestors, because investments equally good
as to security and also as to rate of interest
can be had in the Old Country.

The low rate offered would seem to mean
that the loan companies here have reached
the limit of their borrowing power, or that
aslightly higher rate of interest if offered
and which might induce investment
in their debentures would, as matters
at present are in this country, not be ad-
visable. In other words, that money can-
not at present be lent profitably on real
estate, which is the legitimate business of a
loan company.

It is just possible that some of the loan
companies have reached the limit of their
borrowing powers, and with very large
amounts to meet in respect of debentures
maturing at Martinmas (Nov. 11) and the
impossibility of obtaining new money owing
to such limit being reached, has forced them
to keep hoarding all their available supplies
for a considerable time back to meet their
engagements. “This may in a way account
for the present scarcity of money.

g TROTHOUSAND WERRKILLED.
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MATABELES MAKE A DESPERATE
DEFENCE OF BULUWAYXO,

Lobengula’s Capital Captured — The
Natives Literally Mowed Down-—Chiefs
Sent P. to Ad Jamie-
son and Lobengula May Sue for
Peace.

Loxpox, Nov. 9.—A special despatch
from Johsnnesburg to The Pall Mall Gazette
says that the Fort Tati column, consisting
of 300 Bechuanaland police and a number of
Chief Khama’s men under Commander
Raaf, captured Buluwayo on November 2,
the day afterthe eolumn had repulsed an at-
tack made upon it by the Matabeles under
command of Gombo, Lobengula’s son-in-
law, during which engagement Gombo is
reported to have been killed. The dead
lay in swaths, The Matabeles fought with
desperate fury, but they found it impossi-
ble to stand up against the machine guns
which laid the dead in swaths upon the
field. It was not until 2000 of the Mata-
beles were killed that the remaining num-
ber of the Impis retreated and allowed their
king’s capital to fall into the hands of the
British.

This is the severest blow yet dealt to the
Matabeles, and it is believed Lobengula
will now treat for peace.

British Loss Small,

shot beneath their riders.

After Buluwayo was captured the place
was set on fire and burned to the ground.
The magazine, containing the greater part
of Lobengula’s ammunition, was blown up.

It is reported some of the Matabeles’ in-
dunas, or commanders, committed suicide
after the fight at Shanganani, being im-
pelled thereto by the cowardice shown by
their men in the attack on the Laager.

Native Chiefs Join Khama,

The chiefs along the route to Buluwayo
sent presents of cattle and mealies to Dr.
Jameson, administrator of the British
South Africa Company, who, with the Vie-
toria and Salisbury columns, was marching
on Lobengula’s kraal when the Tati cap-
tured it. Two powerful chiefs beyond the
border have joined Chief Khama in aiding
the forces of the Chartered Company. -

%umon of Buluwayo Confirmed,

/ Despatches from Dr. Jameson have been
received at Fort Victoria. They confirm
the report that Buluwayo, Lobengula’s
capitol, was captured’ by the forces
of the Chartered Company. . The
columns which took the town were
comman by Dr. Jameson and Major
Forbes. - They had several skirmishes
with the Matabele before the critical battle.
When about 10 miles from Buluwayo on
Nov. 1 they were harrassed constantly by
Lobengula’s warriors. Several attempts
were made to surround the columns.

At noon Dr- Jameson and Major Forbes
decided to give battle and formed their
troops in & ls;u. The Matabeles, 7000
strong, accepted the challenge. They at-
tacked turiously, but were held a safe
distance by the maxim guns. The fight
lasted an bour, during which the Mata-
beles kept ng a steady, but ineffective rifle
fire. They fled in disorder. Mounted men
were sent sn pursuit, but soon were res
called, as they were unable to do much
execution.

1000 Left Dead on the Field,

The Matabeles left 1000 dead and wound-
ed on the field. The forces of the charter-
ed company lost three killed and seven
wounded, all by rifle shots. During the
same afternoon the columns advanoed some
distance towards Buluwoyo and then went
into lauger. The night passed quietly.
Early in the ing of ber 2 the
columns resumed the march with great
cautien, but no Matabeles appear-
ed. Buluwayo was found empty, but
for a few old peogle and the white traders
Fairbairn and Usher, who were supposed
to have been killed by the Matabeles. The
traders said they had been well treated.

Found Buluwayo Deserted,

Buluwayo had been abandoned a week
before, after Lobenguela had set fire to the
huts and exploded the magazine, which con-
tained 80,000 cartridges and 2500 pounds of
pnwderﬁking had been disheartened by
the defedt of his warriorsat Indiamas Moun-
tain but his men 1nsisted upon avother en-
counter.. Dr. Jameson does mnot expect
much more fighting. He has organized a
flying column and with Mr, Selous, will

ursue the fugitive king. Sapplies are
Eeing hurried to Buluwayo for the com-
pany’s forces encamped there. ,
Jameson’s Ultimatam,

A despatch from Fort Nictoria says that
Dr. Jameson has sent Lobenguela an
unitimatum guaranteeing his safe con-
duct and good treatment if he will
surrender, and thus prevent further
loss of life and destraction of the kraal: If
Lobengula deciines to surrender, says the
ultimatum, troops will be sent to hunt
Lobengula and his men until they shall be
captured.

At a meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Canadian Press Association, held at
the Rossin House yesterday afternoon to
arrange for the annual meeting of the

iation and tra t general business,
‘this resolution was passed:

Moved by Mr. A. Pattullo, seconded by
R. Holmes, That whereas J. V. Ellis,
edijor of The 8t. John, N.B., Globe, has
been imprisoned and fined under the law
for alleged contempt of court, and whereas
it is apparent that in his case the judicial
prerogative of punishment by the exercise
of that law was not unjustly strained. And
whereas this case, whatever its own merits
or demerits, indicates that the law relating
to contemps of court in its present vague-
ness is liable to be stretched by unworthy
judges or magistrates into an exercise of
gross injustice and tyranny.

Resolved, That the Canadian Press Asso-
ciation petition the Dominion Parliament
to define the law of ‘‘contempt of court”
in such a manner that, while judges or
magistrates may have summary power to
maintain the decency and dignity of pro-
ceedings in court, and power also to check
and punish eriticism or proceedings out-
side court, which may prejudice juries, or
may before delivery of a judicial decision
assail the court, there shall be no possi-
bility of any citizen being otherwise sub-
jeoted, without trial by his peers, to arbi-
trary punishment for any alleged contempt

J| or libel.

A LAKE PUMPED OQT.

A Battle of 16 Months Waged With
Water in Order to get at Rich Irom
Ore Deposits.

Few pieces of engineering work were

ever undertaken that exceeded the
Pumpinx out of Lake Angeline, near
shpeming, Mich.,, where pumps have
been working for sixteen months, The
water is all gone now, but apparently
the hardest part of the work is still to be
accomplished. The lake lies near the
southern part of Ishpeming, 160 acres,
and was seventy feet deep in the mide
dle,

It was a long time the source of that
city’s water supply, until the growth of
the town about its shores coataminated
the water. Under the bed of the lake
lies the largest iron ore deposit ever dis-
covered. The ore was discovered some
ten years ago, when a diamond dnll was
set on the frozen surface of the lake
one winter and a hole drilled 600 feet
down below the bed of the pig iron.
Large ore bodies were cut by the drill,
and the three mining companies, own-
ing the ground under the lake began
devising means to secure this valuable
ore,

The greater part of the lake was own-
ed by the Cleveland Iron Mining coms-
panies, The first and second pamed
companies did more or less work under
the surface of the lake, but the ever
present danger. of a rush of water
from above rendered it imperativeithat
the water be taken out. Work }was
last gpring before the snow | left

a capacity of 20,000 gallons per minute
was anchored in a barge in the center

f the lak d begs mping water

into a big flume elevated twenty feet
above the surface of the water. The
pump has been going day and night,
allowing for occasional breakdowns, and
the water has only recently been drained
all out,

Now, however, a serious question re-
mains to be settled. There 1s a bed of
mud from two to four feet deep over the
bed of the former lake. This mud is
kept moist by underground springs from
which water bubbles up. Big tubular
stand-gipec, pierced with myriads of
small holes hardly larger than a needle’s

int, are being forged into the mud,
afid into these the water filters and is
pumped out. The surface of the bed of
the lake is more treacherous than quick-
sand, for any heavy obiect thrawn on it
is quickly engulfed. Several narrow es-
capes from drowning have taken place.
It will take sixteen months longer to get
rid of the mud.—Tin and Terne.

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CHARLOTTE URRY AGAIN.
i
City Misslonary Hall Has ¥Found Oaut
What Becams of Many Things Which
Disappeared From His House,

Editor World: As my name has been
mentioned in your columus in counection
with the case of the now notorious Charlotte
Urry in Mr. Eastwood’s letter to-day, and
a8 some of these statements are misleading,
please allow me to make the following
statement: g
. In February of 1892 the governor of the
jail drew my attentiem, to the case of
Charlotte Urry, a r “sickly girl then
under his charge. g;: said she had been
arrested for petty theft on Nov. 30, 1891,
but on arriving at jail was soon noticed to
act strangely and became rapidly worse.
The doctors examined her, and on their cer-
tificates the magistrate committed her as a
lunatic on Dec. 8 of the same year.

She still remained at the jail and ap-
peared to be very sick, and as it was repre-
sented she had come through a violent
fever, which had affected her brain; also
that her parents were dead and her two
sisters haf gone back to England, she ap-
pears to have excited much sympathy
among the jail officials.

EBarly in February, 1892, she had ap-
parently improved physically and mentally
8o much that the sheriff gave order for
her discharge.

It was at this time the Governor drew
my attention to her case, saying he thought
it too bad to turn a respectable, delicate
and friendless girl out on the world. At
his request I mnterviewed her, and believing
what was represented my wife and I de-
cided to bring her to our home till she was
stronger. We did so, and treated her as
one of ourselves for Jesus’ sake.

After a few days she went out to look
for a situation and in a few hours returned,
having secured a situation as domestic ser-
vant. -

Members of my family have visited her
there, and Bave heard her mistress speak of
her in the most satisfactory manner, She
remained there until Feb. 3, 1893, except-
ing a while she was sick in St. John’s
Hospital, returning to her place on her re-
covery.

On {“eb. 3 she left this situation and re-
turned to our home, which was looked
upon as her true home. My wife and two
daughters were very sick at this time, and
Lottie made herself nseful in attending to
them.

A friend of ours hearing Mr. Eastwood
say they wanted a servant girl mentioned
that there was a girl with us who wanted a
ghce. telling him that she had been in jail,

aving ‘“‘gone off her head” through some
trouble. Mrs. Eastwood came and saw her,
and as there was nothing against her char-
acter Mrs. Hall recommended her and she
was engaged.

Immediately after this I also became
periously ill and this girl began bringing
little presents to our youngest child.
March 2 my youngest child was 3 years old
and she brought a little doll’s carriage for
her. She had promised this to the child
months before. On later dates, when I was
recovering from my illness, she brought
gifts of nice little boxes of candies on proba-
bly two or three occassions, when I remon-

Editor World: In view of the oppressive
