NEW CONGREGATIONAL 
CHURCH OPENED.

On April 4th, 1911, the Watford Con­
gregational Church was reduced to ashes. 
On Sunday last, less than ten months 
afterwards, the new edifice was opened 
for service. The Congregationalists arc 
not numerically strong in Watford and 
when the fire occurred doubt was ex­
pressed that they would rebuild, but the 
members went to work with a will and 
with commendable pluck, under the 
guidance of their energetic pastor, Rev. 
R. Stevenson, soon had a new building 
assnred. The three opening services 
were well attended, the evening congre­
gation being estimated at over '300. At 
the morning service the Rev. W. T. 
Gunn, M.A., of Toronto, preached an in­
teresting discourse from Eph. 1, 22-23, 
and in the afternoon the pastor gave an 
excellent sermon, taking for his text 
I. Cor. 2, 2. Special music at these ser­
vices was rendered by the choir assisted 
by a couple of members of other local 
choirs, and showed careful practice of the 
various anthems and solos. At the eve­
ning service the Rev. W. T. Gunn was 
again the preacher and the Zion.church 
choir furnished the music, which was 
above the average church music heard 
here. The total collection at the three 
services amounted to $75 00. The new 
building is a reproduction Of the old one 
with some minor improvements. The 
interior presents a cozy and attractive 
appearance, having white walls and a 
brown fibre ceiling. The pulpit dais and 
choir alcove are raised and carpeted and 
on the aisles rubber matting is laid. The 
basement is fitted up for a school room. 
The total cost of the building and furnish­
ings is $3,200, nearly all of which has 
been raised so that the congregation enter 
their handsome building practically free 
of debt. The contractor was T. Mc- 
Watters, Wm. Marwick did the brick and 
cement work, Hughes and Thorner the 
painting, D. Hamilton the plastering, 
arid the furnace was put in by T. Dodds. 
The seats were made by Sedwick Bros. 
The building is a credit to the contrac­
tors and the congregation. On Monday 
evening a tea-meeting was held in the 
basement and was well patronized, and 
the excellent array ot edibles furnished 
by the ladies was done full justice to by 
those who were present, Adjournment 
being made to. the church Rev. Mr. 
Claris, of London, took the chair and 
introduced the program, which wa$ 
lengthy, varied and exceedingly interest­
ing and entertaioing. Rev. M. Kelly, 
of Brantford, Rev. Watt, of Guelph, Rev. 
W. T. Gunn, of Toronto, the local min­
isters, and R. J. McCormick, M.P.P., 
supplied the oratorical part, and Mrs. 
McQueen, Petrolea, the Misses Richard­
son, Warwick, Rev. and Mrs. Mead, Miss 
Agnes Williams, Mr. F. Luckham, Wat­
ford, and the church choir gave a varied 
and plentiful supply of vocal and instru- 
menta^nusic. The proceeds of the tea­
meeting were $137.60.

In a pulpwood Forest.Press Bulle­
tin shortly to be published by the 
Dominion Forestry Branch, statistics 
are given to the amount of pulpwood 
exported from Canada into the 
United States during 1910. Nine 
hundred and forty-three thousand 
cords of pulpwood (sixty per cent of 
the total Canadian pulp-log cut) 
worth six million, two hundred and 
ten thousand dollars, were shipped 
across the border in a raw state, 
without undergoing any form of 
manufacture. This pulpwood export 
was cut from the various proyinces 
in the followings amounts and val­
ues : 779 cords worth $5,090,000 
from the timber limits of Quebec ; 
90,000 cords worth $647,000 from 
New Brunswick, and 74,000 cords 
worth $473,000 from Ontario. It is 
interesting to note to what extent 
provincial industry would have been 
increased if the pulpwood exported to 
the United States had been convert­
ed into pulpwood on Canadian soil* 
The seven hundred and seventy-nine 
thousand cords exported from Quebec 
would have supplied material for a 
year to fifty-six pulpmills of the aver­
age size operating in Quebec. In 
Ontario, five mills of the average size 
could have been kept running with 
the pulp logs exported from this pro­
vince. The ninety thousand cords 
shipped from the ports of New 
Brunswick would have produced the 
most startling results if the amount 
had been domestically manufactured 
into pulp. The amount exported 
was sufficient to supply with wood 
twenty-four mills of the average si%e, 
with the result that five times the 
number of mills operating would 
have been at work if Canadians in 
New Brunswick had been far-seeing 
enough to manufacture their own 
raw products.

« Issued Only Once.

There Is as great a difference be­
tween the systems of Issuing and re­
deeming the notes of the Bank of Eng­
land and of the banks of the United 
States as there Is tn the appearance 
of the notes themselves.
| The English note Is somewhat longer 
and much broader than ours. Is of 
rough white paper, with ragged edges, 
and Is printed on one side only, with a 
few words and with no pictures or 
designs, while ours are completely cov­
ered on both sides with vignette and 
lathe work.
| Our notes are issued again and again 
until they become so worn that they 
are no longer serviceable. A Bank of 
England note is never issued more 
than once. Everyonote that comes In 
is canceled at once, and then it Is 
stored away with other canceled notes 
to be preserved for a certain period, 
when it is deâtroyed by burning.
I It takes many clerks to keep the 
record of notes issued and paid, and 
so accurately is this work dona that 
the date when any note was issued, 
the person receiving it, the time when 
it was paid into the bank and by 
whom,- can be ascertained from the 
books. If the time was within five 
years the note itself can be produced.

Many are the stories of attempts to 
counterfeit these notes, which have al­
ways been failures. As the average 
time between the issue and the pay­
ment of the notes is only live or six 
days the fact that a counterfeit is in 
circulation is known almost at once, 
and the system of English bankers and 
merchants of keeping the numbers of 
the notes received and paid gives the 
clew whereby the offender Is quickly 
apprehended.—Exchange.

She evident­
ly did not know that gasoline has to be 
handled more carefully than gunpowder, 
and that an unseen train of gasoline 
might lead from the match to the com­
paratively distant can.

Another case reported is that of a 
woman who poured a quart of gasoline 
in a marble basin in the toilet 'room and 
placed a silk waist in in. She closed the 
door and after ten minutes’ absence re­
turned and rubbed the silk between her 
hands. This generated sufficient electri­
city to make a spark, causine the gaso­
line to explode. The house was burned 
and the woman lost her life.

The Nether­
lands is free of wolves, owing to the 
character of the country. The whole 
land furnishes not a single rocky den 
suitable for a wolf's lair; neither is 
there a forest for the animal's shelter.

It is true the wolf has been exterm­
inated from Great Britain and Ire­
land. This result has been reached, 
however, by indirect means rather 
than by a direct attack. The clearing 
off of the forest left the wolf no place 
in which to hide from pursuit. The 
islands were too far from the contin­
ent for their thinned ranks to be re­
cruited from the mainland. In Spain 
and France the wolf has at no time 
been unknown, although à price has 
been set on its head for hundreds ol 
years. The animal has developed cun­
ning in proportion as the pursuit has 
become closer. Like the crow, it has 
learned to take care of itself.

On the other hand, species receive 
very little help toward their continu­
ance from the well-meant efforts of 
man to that end. In proof of this we 
are told that there is an ancient act of 
Parliament still in force in England 
and Wales prohibiting the taking of 
eggs of certain birds of which six 
species have ceased to breed in those 
countries. The indirect ways in which 
such results are brought about are 
shown in the destruction of the quail 
in New Zealand. The birds once were 
numerous; no one wished to destroy 
them. But the land was burned over' 
for other purposes at seasons when 
the eggs and young of the quail were 
exposed to obstruction and a few 
years brought the species to an end.

Milk and Cheese From Beans.
We were taught at school or on the 

farm that tne three necessary steps 
in the production of butter and cheese 
were, first, the cow; second, the cow’s 
milk and, third, the manufacture of 
butter and cheese and other dairy 
products from the cow's milk. To-day 
the modest cow is being eliminated 
and a little soy bean is taking the 
cow’s place. Milk is obtained from 
the beans by crushing them. From 
the bean'milk, cheese and butter are 
being made; also condensed milk, 
milk flour and a form of casein which 
is said to contain essential elements 
of food. Before the soy beans are 
crushed they are soaked in cold water. 
Maceration results in the production 
of a thick milky liquid which can be 
filtered and drunk fresh or used for 
making butter and cheese just as in 
the case of cow’s milk. Vegetable 
milk, butter and cheese are becoming 
popular in many parts of China, India 
and Japan where the cultivation of 
the soy bean is being encouraged.

An interesting Government publi­
cation bne just been issued in the 
report of tho Seed Commissi'mer for 
the period from January, 1905, to 
March, 1911. The report contains 
an historical record of the work of 
the Seed Branch since its organiza­
tion under a Seed Commissioner in 
1905 and a brief review of the work 
in seed improvement done previous 
to that time by the Seed Division 
under the direction of tho Commis­
sioner of Agriculture and Dairying.

feinoe the Seed Branch was organ­
ized on ils present basis Its work has 
been prosecuted along-two main lines 
commercial and educational. The 
commercial work entails the enforce­
ment of the Seed Control Act, the 
inspection of seeds and seed crops,, 
seed testing, seed grain investigation 
and the distribution of reference col­
lections of economic seeds. Among 
the subjects investigated and report­
ed upon are the vitality, of field and 
garden seeds, weed seeds in feeding 
stuffs, the influence of #age on the 
vitality of seeds, and the production 
of Canadian grown root and vege­
table seeds. The educational work 
includes the various means adopted 
for stimulating interest in the pro­
duction and use of better seeds- 
A vigorous propaganda has been 
maintained for that purpose through 
organizing and assisting in conduct­
ing local seed fairs, provincial seed 
exhibitions, field crop competitions, 
seed judging classes, giving assist­
ance to the Canadian Seed Growers’ 
Association. The report outlines 
what has been done along these var­
ious lines.

From the standpoint of the farmer 
the most valuable and interesting; 
part of the report is the largo section 
devoted to the evolution of the legis­
lation respecting the inspection and 
sale of seeds in Canada up to the 
Seed Control Act of 1911 and the 
work connected with its enforcement. 
The regulations at present in force 
are clearly outlined and the stand­
ards of quality in respect to week 
seed content for the four grades of 
timothy, red clover, alsike and’alfalfa, 
seed are graphically illustrated. The 
weeds classed as noxious under the 
Act, numbering about 25, are illus- 
taated and described as well as about 
75 other weeds of minor importance. 
The illustrations of the plants and 
seeds and the descriptive seeds are 
largely taken from “Farm Weeds,’’ 
the book with full page colored illus­
trations published by the Depart­
ment and now sold at $1 per copy. 
This report may be had on applica­
tion to the Seed Commissioner, 
Department of Agriculture, Ottawa,

The news of his 
illness was followed so closely by the 
announcement of his death that it 
came as a great and sorrowful sur­
prise.
