THOSE who purchased Ford cars be-
tween Aug. 1st, 1914, and Aug. 1, 1915,
received quite a shock last Saturday,
when the statement was published that
the Ford sales during that period fell
several thousands short of the number
required to entitle them to the $50 rebate,
The war is given as the reason for de-
creased sales, One man who bought two
cars during the year retused $75 for his
scrip a short time ago, so confident was
he that the number of sales aimed at
would be easily surpassed as (he claims)
only two percent. increase from the
previous year was required to attain the
figures. Some buyers think the manu-
facturer is to blame in not supplying the
demands, as agents claim cars are not
forthcoming fast enough to fill orders.
The manager of the Ford branch at Lon-
don is quoted as saying :—‘‘Everybody is
buying cars, the city people are taking
them so fast that we cannot fill the orders
and the farmers fight tor them.” Some-
how the statements don’t seem to Har-
monize and local buyers are greatly disap-

ointed at not receiving that $50 to pay

A Machine Gun From Warwick

In the Warwick news this week will
be found an item signed *‘Subscriber’
regarding the purchase ot a machine gun
by the township of Warwick. This is
being done by many municipalities
throughout the province, especially in
places where men of military age are
not very plentiful, In this fierce struggle
for our very existence men and munitions
of war must be provided, and it is only
just that the people should help the
government in their time of need. If
volunteers do not offer, conscription will
bethe result, notwithstanding the fact
that such method of raising an army is
exceedingly distasteful to all true Britons.
Machine guns take the place of men to
a large'extent, and if we cannot or will
not furnish the men there is no excuse
for not supplying'the guns. The sugges-
tion that individuals past military age
combine in the purchase ot a machine
gun is a good one, and the idea might
even be extended to the purchase of two
guns and halve the amount mentioned.
There is hardly a farmer in the township
who would be inconvenienced by sub-
scribing the sum  required, Let
Warwick be the first rural muni-
cipality in Lambton to furnish a gun,
and no doubt the good work will be
quickly followed by others.

A letter from Miss Margaret Saunders
is to hand from Boulogne, France, where
she, along with Mrs, Innis-Taylor, 1s
working hard to relieve the distress
among the civil population. They repre-
sent the canal boat fund, which is part of
the Belgian soldiers’ relief fund, and
have charge of a motor launch which
carries supplies along the canals in Bel-
gium. Also they are endeavoring to
take care ot 120 children who have been
left destitute since the war. Miss Saun-
ders says :—

““‘Miss McNeil, who is with us, isa
pretty, dark girl from London, who gave
up a beautiful home, plenty ot servants
to wait on her, and the prospect of a
summer spent at their lovely old place in
Ireland, where their country home is,
to come over and help the Belgians. Her
father is a well-known member of Parlia-
ment. He is the Ulster representative in
the House of Commons. He, or at least
his wife, gives quite a bit of money to
the Belgian soldiers’ fund, In fact, she
has paid all our expenses so far. Miss
McNeil is very charming and, for a Lon-
don society girl, very simple and sensible.

““The other day two people called on us
here (Chateau Hosdin 1’Abbe, near
Boulogne), who proved to be Lord Nor-
reys and the Countess Cine, a French-
woman. They were motoring to Boulogne
and ran out of gasoline, Seeing the
Belgian motor car standing outside our
gates, they came in to see if they could
get some, and we were glad they did, for
Lord Norreys became very much inter-
ested in our work .and promised to give
us. a whole motor kitchen on wheels,
which we can take from place to place
and distribute food to the refugees. It
cost about $3,000. He also told us to ask
him for anything else we wanted. The
Countess of Cine is provid§ng the nuns
here with all sorts of things. s

“1 was presented to the Princess Cle-
mentine, a cousin of King Albert, a short
time before leaving London. She visited
the Belgian soldiers’ fund. She is very
beautiful, tall and fair, She is living in
London now.”

Tuesday’s Big Rain

According to the ‘‘weatherman’” the
district from Kingston to Lake Michigan
was included in the violent storm, Few
reports have come in, but if the re-
mainder of Ontario is hit as badly as
Toronto and York, Halton and Went-
worth counties the loss in crop alone can
hardly be estimated. There could have
been no worse time for a storm of the
kind to have occurred. The heaviest
grain crops in Ontario were standing up
full grown, ripening ready for the reaper.
An ordinary big rain would flatten the
heavy crops, but a storm of Tuesday's
kind would ruin them. The Ontario crop
was grand. It was the best in years.
Nothing short of some calamity could
keep Ontario from a bumper year. In
the Toronto district, at any rate, there
was a calamity yesterday. With good,
hot weather the crop may rise a little,
but in its present state much of it may
not ripen.

Fortunately some wheat in the southern
districts had been cut. It will be badly
damaged in the shocks by the rain, but
dry weather will bring 1t around. The
uncut wheat will suffer more,

The spring grains will be ruined in
some parts, Fruits will be damaged
badly.

0. A. C. Expert on the Rain

There is a lot of wheat out in Western
Ontario and the quicker 1t is got into the
barns the better. Growing wheat, Prof.,
Zavitz says, is not good for wheat or for
flour, As regarcs the root crop, he says
it should thrive with plenty of rain, es-
pecially the corn. He remarked, how-
ever, that potatoes are already showing
signs of rotting in the ground, owing to
too much moisture.

“If the wet weather continues much
longer the situation will become really
serious,’’ said Prof. Zavitz,

It is no secret that lots of so-cal-
led Christian people get married
with a firm determination to avoid
the obligation which they owe to
the state and the world in general.
Race suicide is no less a crime be-
causa it is a sort of ‘“‘respectable”
one. It nearly provided France's
undoing. The population of France
only increased two million from 1861

prove illuminating at the present
time,

An Unprecedented Compliment

An unprecedented compliment was
paid‘to the Dominion of Canada, or
rather to the Overseas Dominions as
represented by this country, when
Sir Robert Borden was invited to
take a seat at the meeting of the
Imperial Cabinet last week. No con-
stitutional change was involved in
this delicate act of courtesy, for Sir
Robert could not exert any influence
upon the policy of the Cabinet with-
out authorization from the people of
Great Britain, and could not com-
mit the Dominion of Canada to the
support of any policy without being
expressly authorized thereto by the
people of Canada; he was present
merely as a visitor, and doubtless
his vnimpeachable reputation for
silence and discretion had as much
to do with his invitation as his official
capacity.

But the incident of last week
draws its immense significance from
the fact that it expresses a wide-
spread feeling that the present organ-
ization of the Empire, with its com-
plete insulation of the Overseas pop-
ulations within the narrow bounds
of their own local affairs and its
concentration of 41l Imperial power
in the hands of the people of the
British Isles, is no longer possible or
desirable. The same British Prime
Minister who extended the hand of
welcome to Sir Robert Borden last
Wednesday is the man who only a
few years ago talked of the utter
impossibility of any sharing of the
Imperial power of the British Par-
liament. Sir Robert himself a few
years ago would hardly have ven-
tured to consider any form of Im-
perial Federation as more than a
remote and pleasant dream. There
can have been few, among those who
read of Sir Robert Borden’s presence
at the Cabinet Council as a guest,
who did not in their mind’s eye see
him sitting’ there by right ' and
custom, as the official representative
of a great body of British subjects
outside of Great Britain, alongside
of that magnificent soldier and states-
man Botha and the delegates of other
Overseas Dominions—members, all
of them, of the greatest governing
body that the world has ever seen, a
governing body with more power
than the Senate of Rome possessed
in its palmiest days.

At that Council of last week Sir
Robert may have been a shadow and
not a substance, a guest and not a
l lawgiver ; but he was the shadow of
a coming event, a guest soon to be
adopted into the family.

| Germany Beaten and Bankrupt

' (Wall Street Journal.)

Anyone with experience of the
reckless gambler knows exactly the
position in which the head of the
Prussian militarist party now finds
himself. He has involved his finan-
cial backers so deeply that they are,
against their will, partners in his
gamble. He told them the war
would be over last October. The
captura of Paris was a certainty, and
Russia could be dealt with at his
convenience, when that end was
achieved. He borrowed heavily, not
merely of their money, but their
confidence, and they are obviously
getting nervous,

It is entirely possible that the war
imay be over in October, but the
Kaiser will have nothing to say
about its duration or conclusion.
Germany was beaten when she failed
to capture Paris in the first rush.
She is not merely beaten, but bank-
rupt, now. What the German bank-
ers are fighting for is a successful
receiyership. They know well enough
that even this will be impossible
with another winter of war.

The foreign exchange market has
gone, and, only this reason, the value
of the paper mark is what they
choose to call it. In another six
months it will rank a little above the
Confederate shinplaster for purposes
of world trade.

Here is a tremendous speculative
transaction, which has failed. In
Wall Street a clique of immature
Speculations once advanced an in-
dustrial stock from 40 to 165, and
found that they had more of it at the
top than at the bottom. The publie,
which was expected to buy, unloaded
on the way up. The ring sold out
at an average of 35, and since then
the property has been admirably
managed, mainly because its directors
have stayed out of the stock market.
This is the parallel to the Kaiser's
gamble. If the German bankers hope
to save anything out of the wreck,
they will stop him now, and liquidate
what few assets remain.

Pathetic Letter Found
on a German

A soldier, serving in the 2nd South
Lancashire regiment, ‘‘somewhere in
France,” has forwarded to Mr. B. Mon-
aghan, of 34 Wharrington-lane,§Wigan, a
letter found upon a dead German soldier.
Bearing the address, Wehrman Karl
Daubler, 27th Reserve Corps, Reserve
Infantry, it evidently purports to have
been received by the man from his wife
and ‘tamily at Heidenheim, and dates
back to March 7th. It is couched in
pathetic terms, and affords some striking
evidence of the food scarcity prevailing
in Germany even at that time. Trans-
lated into English, it reads as follows :—
“‘Dear Father,—Here at last is another
letter from me. How are you getting
on? Are you still keeping well?
God, we are 1 good health. Do write
and let me know whether you will be able
to get home by Easter. We should like
S0 much to have you home now that the
fine weather has set 1n, so that you might
come with us to the wood. Otto can run
now, but not very well yet. You should
be home to see his foot. He can only
run on his toes, and. mother thinks the
foot is getting shorter, but we hope 1t will
soon mend.—Love from Karl, Otto and
Wilhelm.”

“Dear Karl--Lina wants to get work
Lere, but I cannot manage to keep her,
as we have not enough to .eat ourselves.
There is still work to be had in Heiden-
heim, and if 1 were tospeak for her at
Schults she could start at once, but 13
pfennig an hour (about 14d.) is so little,
What do you think? Of course, she
could sleep with us, but, as for board,
everything is terribly dear. After Wed-
nesday we are to be allowed only 200
gram. of bread per person—hardly 4 Ib, a
day—and what's that? To-day I got in
two loaves, so that I may have a stock.

Mere Technicalities Ca“not Defeat
Right In Canada.
It is possible that a good many

non-lawyers did not quite appreciate
the position of the Court of Appra'
in quashing recently the convictis-
of Emil Nerlich for conspiracy ‘o
the ground that the indictment do: s
not allege a conspiracy to whict
Arthur Zirzow was a party.” Som:
of these non-lawyers seem inclined
to regard this as a technical poin
which it would have been within th:
inherent power of the court to brush
aside, That, however, is very fla1
from being the view of legal author-
ity of high eminence. In faet, the
view of such authority generally is
that fn this country technicali.ies
are extremely rarely suffered to de-
feat the ends of justice at the pres-
ent time, although in days gone by
this was very far from being the
case.

In a talk with a reporter recently
Mr. E. F. B. Johnston, K.C., stated
the powers of the court to rectiiy
mere technicalities, and distinguis
ed between a mere technical error
and an erroneous form of indictment
which goes to the root?of the whole
matter:

“If at the trial,” said Mr. John
ston, ‘‘there is any difference or
variance between the evidence given
and the charge as contained in the
indictment, the trial judge may
amend the indictment to conform to
the evidence, if he is satisfied that
the accused has not been misled or
prejudiced in his defence or if an
indictment is under a wrong act, cr
contains a defective statement, the
amendment may be made, and the
trial shall then proceed.

“When the matter comes befor
the Appellate Court the position is
somewhat different. The powers of
the court are defined by statute, 1l
no substantial wrong or miscarriag®
was occasioned at the trial, the con-
viction shall not be set aside, al-
though it appears that some evide
was improperly admitted or r
ed, or that something not acc
to the law was done at the (ri
some misdirection given.

“The court on appeal may direct
a new trial, or may direct the ac
cused to be discharged if an errone
ous sentence has been passed. The
Court of Appeal may pass such sen
tence as ought to have been given,
or it may confirm the ruling of the
trial court.

“If the indictment does not sub-
stantially charge a crime, then the
accused was never tried at all for the
crime in question.

“The form of conspiracy has al-
ways . been that the accused ‘‘con
spired with A, B. and others,” and
it is often -mentioned that such
others are unknown to the Crown;
but there must be a conspiracy with
some person or persons before an in-
dictment can be laid, as a man cc:

nee
t-
ing
al, or

n
not conspire with -himself. "The gen-
eral charge of conspiracy without

naming any other person would lexd
to disastrous consequences. The
evidence might disclose a consgpir-
acy with some person entirely for
eign to the evidence before the mag-
istrate or before the grand jury, and
the accused might be tried for an
offence he is alleged to have com-
mitted at a different time and place,
and with a person of whose existence
he has no notice,

“Such is the law, and no court
can exercise any inherent jurisdie
tion, but must be governed by the
provisions contained in the criminal
code. The well-known rule is ap
plicable, namely: ‘That a man must
be convicted according to law,”
whether statutory or common law.
Any Indictment which does not on
its face disclose a crime against the
law, is not a mere technical objec-
tian "

Mutual Helptulness

In all this present divergence of
opinion concerning public policy and
private duty, do not forget that the
thing that most makes for progress
and the upbuilding of character aad
material welfare is the spirit of
mutual helpfulness.

Do you know what has kept China
where she is today ? It is the pre-
vailing spirit of “everyone for him-
self.” In reading’a book on Chinese
traits the other day, we came across
this observation by an author who
knows them well :

“One other trait of Chinese char-
acter must not be overlooked. “The
people are selfish and unsocial ; liv-
ing apart in families, and indifferent
to the welfare, or the sufferings, of
their neighbors. They have few
human sympathies.

“They work apart, in their several
callings, withont partnerships or
combinations. They care not to lend
a helping hand to others; and. value
little even their own wretched lives.”

As long as this selfish spirit pre-
yails, China will npever amount to
much as a nation. Those who will
not and do not work together for the
common good are poor units of hue
manity, and are lacking in the first
rudiments of social advancement.

Too Many Corn Growers Take a
Risk With Cheap Seed Corn
Bad germination in seed corn

combined with prolonged cold weath-
er at time of planting has been the
cause of much disappointment this
season fo ensilage growers. The
seed corn growers of south-western
Ontario were almost equally disap-
pointed through being unable to find
a market for their thoroughly-dried
corn of strong vitality. Many
samples were taken by seed inspec-
tors and the investigations made
indicate clearly that at least 75 per
cent. of the cause for. a poor stand
can be traced to the ensilage growers
buying low priced seed.

Unfortunately high priced seed is
not . always a guarantee of high
quality, but low priced seed is pos-
sible only with corn that has had no
gpecial care in curing for seced. The
farmer who gets $1.50 per bushel of
70 1bs. on the ear for corn taken out
of his corn crib in the
more profit than the farmer who
receives $2.50 per bus. of 70 lbs: on
the ear for corn that has kiln-
dried or rack-dried in special corn-
drying buildings.

If harvested in dry weather and
kept in narrow cribs through the
winter, the cheap corn may give a
fairly satisfactory stand of plants
with thick seeding and good soil and
weather conditions. DBut too many
farmers have learned to their sorrow
the very serious risk they take in
using corn wintered in this way. It
is always advisable for growers to
procure seed corn on the ear as dur-
ing moist weather shelled corn in
transportation or storage will absorb
moisture and mold with a very few
days, thus destroying its vitality.—
Seed Branch, Ottawa. '

~ Are We Doing Our Bit ?

Ts Watford doing its bit? We
have made liberal contributions to
the Patriotic Fund and to the Belgian
Relief Fund. The ladies, under the
active campaign carried on by, the
Daughters of the Empire, the
‘Women's Institute and the Young
Ladies’ Patriotic Society, have been
doing their part, and doing it well.
But the call is still urgent and must
of necessity become more so before
we can hope to see the tide turn in
favor of the armies which are batt-
ling for the cause of humanity and
to save the world from Prussian
despotism. Warnings come to us
from men who are in the best posi-
tion to know the actual condition of
affairs, and all agree that we are a
long way from the clcse of the war.
The latest monition comes from
“Ralph Connor” (Rev. Dr. Gordon)
the noted Canadian author, who has
just returned from the front with
his invalided brother. ~Dr. Gordon
says no man living, not even Kitchen-
er, knew until three months ago how
serious a business this war is. Now
that Britain has realized its serious-
ness, she is finding the money, the
men and the munitions to carry it
through successfully. Only if her
present strenuous attitude towards
the struggle is maintained, he says,
can defeat be averted. Canada need
not find money, but she must help
provide men and munitions.

Are we, in this favored district,
doing our share to save the British
Empire from defeat? Are we
living up to the traditions of the
brave U. E. Loyalists, whose self-
sacrifice and devotion to the British
flag laid the foundation of the great
heritage they have left to us ? From
all parts of the Dominion come re-
ports of contributions of machine
guns to give our Canadian soldiers
an equal advantage with the brutal
hordes they are pitted against, which
they have not had up to the present.
Some of the cities are giving them
by hundreds ; and they will all be
needed.

Watford has been giving in other
ways, but more is réquired of us.
‘While we appeal to our young men
to respond to the call of King and
Country, we should see to it that we,
who have to remain behind, do cur
full share by furnishing them with
everything that is essential to enable
them to win the vietory which alone
can preserve to us the liberty and
privileges we enjoy under the British
flag. There must be no lagging.
Organized and continued effort
should be made to keep up our end
of the work.

The Storm on Atlantic Coast

New York, August 4.—Many lives
were lost, ships were sunk at sea and
mullions of dollars damage was done by
the storm, which had its climax to-day
in the greatest downpour of rain that
has struck the Atlantic coast in recent

The storm raged practically all along
the coast from Florida to Maine, Virtually
every state on the eastern seaboard had
its toll of death and destruction and
cities several hundred miles inland were
struck by cloudbursts.

The greatest damage was at FErie,

CHERRY SEASON.

This Is the Time of Year When
Fruit Is at Its Best.

MANY WAYS TO USE IT.

Desserts and Salads Can Be Made as

Well as Frozen Dainties—Several
Recipes For Use of Cherries Given
Below.

Try a cherry dessert with rice for the
children’s dinner. Drop large cherries
into a hot rich sirup until ‘they are
heated through. Have some boiled
rice ready and pile the cherries on a
nest of it on the platter, serving the
whole with whipped cream. Garnish,
if possible, with a few cherry leaves
or two or three clusters of the dipped
cherries to which the stems are still
fixed.

Cherry Salad.
i Select some firm, ripe bananas that
are not too long. Loosen a strip of the
skin, turn this back with a spoon care-
fully and remove the inside in small
pieces. Allow half a cup of the banana
to each cup of cherries. To make the
dressing, take the juice from the cher-
1 ries and mix with lemon and orange
| juices to taste, sweetening with pul-
] verized sugar as necessary. Pour this
over the salad and put the mixture on
the ice. Just before serving stir the in-
gredients together lightly, pack them
into the banana cases and serve on in-
dividual plates garnished with cherry
i leaves and pitted cherries.

Cherry Betty.

Butter a deep baking dish and cover
the bottom with a layer of stoned
cherries. Sprinkle the fruit with sug-
ar, nutmeg and cocoanut. Add suffi-
cient cherry juice to moisten. On top
of this spread a layer of breadcrumbs
and continue in alternate layers of
fruit and crumbs until the dish is full.
See that the top layer is one of bread-
crumbs. Cover and steam in the oven
for one hour; then uncover and brown
quickly. Serve hot with sweetened
cream as a sauce.

Cherry Roll.

Sift together two cupfuls of flour,
two teaspoonfuls of baking powder
and a pinch of salt. Beat two eggs,
add to them a cupful of milk and a

In the annual potato field crop ‘com.
petition held under the management of
the Ontario Vegetable Growers Associ.
ation, J. Lockie Wilson, of Toronto
President, Lambton Growers carried off
all four of the prizes offered for this
section which is comprised of Lansbt_on
Essex and Kent, gt

There were fifty or more entries in the
district and of these Murray Smith, of
the Lambton Co-operative Association
took hrst prize. Chris. Dent, of the
same association took second, Henry
Broughton, manager of the Independent
Growers’ Association took third and the
fourth prize went to Walter A. Thrasher
of the Co-operative Association,

The competition requires that & quarter
acre be planted to any variety of early
potatoes chosen by the contestant. Then
on July 12th to 15th inspectors from the
Ontario Department of Agriculture make
their rounds and judge the crop as it is
at that date,

Fifteen feet from the quarter acre is.
selected, and the awards are made ac-
cording to merit, having regard to size,
formation and marketable value.

The four prizes 1st $25, 2nd $20, 3rad
$15, 4th 10 are generous and the only
condition attached is that the prize
winners must exhibit samples from the
same quarter acre at Toronto, London
and Ottawa exhibition.
