ever, is beginning to exercise an influ-
ence in that ancient historical land.

EGYPT.

Some of the European powers—and
especially France —have shown asullen
jealousy at Great Britain’s influence in

Egypt. The purchase of the Suez Canal
ashort time since, and the threatened
occupancy of that country in case of
certain events that may possibly ocour
at no distant day, are matters upon
which the Court at Versailles are look-
ing with anxiety, if not with irritation.
France has a material stake in north-
ern Africa,and she naturally looks with
a suspicious eye upon whatever tends
to give an increased influence at the
head of the Mediterranean toany other
European power. Algeria is a posses-
sion obtained by Louis Phillippe many
vears ago; and although it may be
doubted whether that conquest and
territorial accession l}né imparted addi-
ditional strength to France, she has
been proud of the foothold which she
has thus acquired, and naturally looks
with jealousy upon Great Britain's
growing influence in the land of the
Pharaohs.. What developments may
grow out of this state of affairs it is im-
possible now to eonjecture with any de-
gree of accuracy. In the present as-
pects of the Eastern War, it is not now
improbable that England for her own
safety may deem it necessary to adopt
measures for the protection of the
channel of communication with her In-
dian possessions by the Suez Canal. If
so,France, actuated by jealousy, may as-
sume an attitude of hostility.

As we revolve this state of affairs in
our minds, and contem plate possibili-
ties in the matters referred to, we are
betrayed into a discursive considera-
tion of what Egypt has been in the
past, (extending retrospectively over
forty centuries)—what she is in the
present—and what she may possibly be-
in Lhefuturé. To no other country in
the world does profane history go so far
back. Other nations of antiquity have
risen, flourished, declined and passed
away, like myths, and there is ‘to-day
scgreely a record of their existence ;
but Egypt has perpetuated proofs of
her former greatness.in the monuments]
which were reared before Joseph was
prime minister of Pharaoh. The Pyra-
mids, the sphinx, and the obelisks of
the olden time are imperishable monu-
ments of her by-gone greatness. Each
of these is an authentic volume of his-
tory in itself, more ancient and more
reliable than are the pages of Herodo-
tus or Xenophon. There is an overaw-
ing sublimity in their silence. They
are more truthful than the historic re-
lics of the written chronicles that have
survived the wreck of ages. Their
teachings are more impressive than are
the historian’s pages, and more truth-
ful and enduring than vocal or written
utterances can be. Learned tourists
stand under their shadow, and feel
humbled that they know not at what
remote period in the world’s history
they were reared, and for what special
Furpose they were constructed. In
this respect, those hoary structures are
unsolved problems. Since their foun-
dations were ‘laid, age ‘upon age has
rolled away, and they, unimpaired,

stand as they did ‘ce,nn‘:riea before So-
lomon’s temple was built. "I‘hqy are
unmouldering structures, which have
not been agitated by earthquakes,
shaken by stormns, blackened by ﬁljé,
scathed by lightning, or defaced by
time. They are as they were ages ago.
They are perpetual indices of Egypt's
antiquity and greatness,
The climate and geographical posi-
tion of Egypt tend to make it one of
the most remarkable countries of the
world. Its situation at the head of the
Mediterranean makes it a sort of gate-
way to the far-off east. Itisa connect-
ing link .between Europe and Eastern
Asia.” Its Summer is without rain, and
yet -its agricultural productiveness is
marvellous. Its immense grain-fields
are irrigated by the annual overflowings
,of the Nile—a mighty river which has
a history and an interest peculiar to it-
self. Its source was long a mystery.
Geographers, adventurous tourists, and
.daring explorers for many years sought
itssource in vain. It was long a geo-
.graphical mystery, and it is compara-
tively a recent date since it was satis-
factorily solved. Itis a river of vast
interests, inasmuch as history, both sa-
cred and profane, has coupled it with
great events in the world’s egrlier ages.
.On its surface the fragile ark of bal-
rushes bore the infant Moses, doomed
to apparent destruction, when he was
rescued and adopted by the woman-
hearted daughter of Pharaoh.

What changes have passed over the
world singe the indestructible founda-
tions of the pyramids were laid. When
Egypt in that long ago epoch was the

THE DISCOVERERS OF
LASIA.

AUSTRA~

Australasia,the fifth great division of the
globe, began to be discovered after Ame--
rica and the South Seas were known to the
Europeans. Magellan, who first under-
took a voyage round the world, bad pro-
mised the Spanish monarch, into whose
service he had entered when he left the
Portugese, that he would arrive at the Mo-
luceas by sailing westward, On this voy-
age he discovered, March 6th, 1521, the
Ladrones,or Marianta Islands & group of is-
lands which constitute a part of Aunstralasia
Magellan,thcrefore, must be regarde 1 asthe
first discoverer of this portion of the globe,
and opened the way for subsequent disco-
veries in this quarter. Three hundred
years elapsed before all the islands, which
now pass under the name of Australasia,
were known to Europeans. After Magel-
lan, the Spanish navigators continued - thée
process of discovery in this part of the
world, particularily Alvaro de Mendana,
who, in the last part of the sixteenth cen-
tury, discovered the Solomon Islands and
the Marquesas,and passed through the So-
ciety and Friendly Islands without seeing
them. Fernandes de Quiros, who had ac-
companied him on his third voyage took a
southerly course, and hit upon the part of
the South Sea which has the most islands.
He made known to the world the Society
Islands and Terra del Espiritu Santo. In
the seventeenth century the Dutch began
to explore this part of the ocean,and, be-
sides several small islands, discovered the
largest Island of Australasia,New Holland,
which receives its name from them, al-
though there is some reason for supposing
that it was visited by the Portugese a hun-
dred years earlier ; but their discoveries
seem to have been concealed by their Go-
vernment and afterwards forgotten. Tas-
man, a Dutchman, and Dampier, an En-
glishman, continued the discoveries. In
the middle of the eighteenth century By-
ron the Englishman, Wallis and Carteret,
and the Frenchman Bougainville, exerted
themselves to extend the knowledge of
Australasia. But James Coek, who circum-
navigated the world from 1767 to 1779,
contributed most of the more accurate ex-
amination of this portion of the globe.

A GPEAT ICE MAKING MACHINE,

There is in construction in Newark for
-Senator Joues, of Nevada,an immense ma-
chine intended for the manufacture of ice
for the supply of parts of the South, It is
nearly complete, and will be forwarded to
New Orleans in a few days. Itwill manu-
facture about fifty tons of ice daily, and is
said to be the largest machine of the kind
in the country. The machine is construct-
ed of cast iron, weighs about twenty-two
tons, and is simply an immense compres~
ser.

It has for a base an oblong resevoir, per-
haps 4 by 6 feet, out of which rise two cy-
linders of 25 inch bore, to the height of
10 feet. It works on the well-known prin-
cipal that compression of & body or gas
robs it of its heat. The gas is introduced
-into the reservoir and then compressed by
rods working in the upright oylinders,after
which, relieved of its heat, it is passed in
liquid form through coils to & room where
there is water. By its presence the tem--
perature of the room is reduced to a de-
gree far below freesing point, even to
twenty and thirty degrees below zero. The
water-is thus quickly frozen into what is
known as anchor ice, which is harder than
ice made naturally and sinks in water.

We have had occasion several times
to warn our readers against bogus in-
surance in its many forms of cheapness,
indefiniteness and blankness; recent
gccurrences will have shewn the neces-
sity for a more general information as
to what constitutes and guarantees real
insurance. There are, hawever, a few
rules which may be relied on as the
“ear marks,”” by which to know the
worst forms of bogus insurance, for in-
stance if an agent offerfto insure you
cheaper than any other company, well
then, beware of him, he is swindling
somebody—most likely you. If an
agent offers to insure you without first
making a careful examination of the
risk, then beware of him, he is deceiv-
ing some one—most likely you. If an
agent says it is not necessary to be par-
ticular in answering the questions in
the application, then beware of him, he
is cheating some one—most likely you.
If an agent says it is not necessary to
make a complete diagram shewing
every exposure carefully, then beware
of him, he is betraying some ome
most likely you.

Sueh agents should be hung on the
nearest tree as warnings. You may
depend upon it that no real insurance
company ever employs such agents if
they know it, nor would they retain
i their services one day after they had
knowledge of their mode of taking ap-
plications.

If an agent tries to persuade you to
‘l apply for a policy in which the location
| of your property and its description
| are not stated so plainly as to enable
the veriest stranger to find the proper-
ty without trouble,then beware ot him,
he is not to be trusted.

If an agent tries to persuade you to
apply for a policy in which your insur-
ance will be lumped together, instead
of being divided and specified, then
avoid him, he is deceiving you into
the acceptance of an insurance which
will not protect you in case of disaster.

If the agent’s sole recommendation of
of his company is that it is English, or
Scoteh, or Irish, or Canadian, or Ameri-
can, or mutual, or stock, or big, or lit-
 tle, or lfberal, or generous, or indiffer-
i gnt, then kick him out, he is offering
sentiment instead of insurance.

You may feel sure that every relia-
ble insurance company wants to know
very fully and very particularly the
whole of the facts and circumstances
affecting the risk you offer to it ; they
want to know what it is, where it is,
how it is arranged, how it is exposed,
of what it is composed, its value, its di-
visions, and every other thing in con-
nection with the risks; they want you
to pay suoh premiums as will cover the
risk and expenses, apd they want you
to have justice and equity in the event
of loss.

Telegraphic Pews.

Special Dispatches to the Morning Chronicle.
EUROPE.

Loxpox, Jan. 25.—In the House of Lords
this afternoon, Beaconsfieldjin reply to &
question propounded by the Earl of Sand-
wich, said it was & fact that instructions
had been given for the fleet to proceed to
the Dardenclles and Ccnstantinople, At
the same time the government telegraphed
the European powers, including Russia and
the Porte, that in the course the Govern-
ment had followed there was not the
slightest deviation from the policy of neu-
trality they had from the first announced.
He maintained that the British fleet went
to the Dardenelles to defend British sub-
jects and defend British property and take
care of British subjects in the straits.
Since the Government had arrived at that
resolution they had become acquainted
with the proposed conditions of peace, and
having examined these conditions the Gov-
ernment were of the opinion that they fur-
nished the base for an armistice ; there.
fore, they had given directions to the Ad-
miral to remain in Besika Bay. They had
not under these circumstances, circulated
throughout Europe the telegraphic des-
patch to which he had referred.

Earl Carnarvon rose to make a personal
explanation. He said that in order to jus-
tify his conduct he would state the rcasons
which had led him to place his resignation
of the Colonial Secretarvship in the hauds
of Her Majesty. That step he had taken,
and this afternoon the Queen was gracious-
ly pleased to accept it He would not im-
pute the blame to any of his colleagues,
but circumstances had arisen which ren-
dered it incumbent on him to take the
course he had named. He dissented from
the resolution for sending the fleet to the
Dardenelies, and also to the supplemen-
tary vote which the Chauncellor of the Ex-
chequer had proposed to take on Monday.
He considered that such a vote ought not
to have been mooted until the terms of
peace had arrived and become known. On
January 2nd he had occasion to address a
deputation. It would be remembered that
he made a speech in which he expressed
his views with regard to the state of affairs
in the East. On the following day in the
Cabinet the Prime Minister condemned the
scverity of the language he used. He (Car-
narvon) took time to consider the course
he should take under the circumstances,
and as there was no public avowal of the
language which had been used e felt jus-
tified in tendering his resignation, He
maintained he had not in any way misre-
presented the intentions of the Govern-
ment.

Loxnox, Jan. 26.—In the House of Lords
last night, Earl Carnarvon stated at length
his reasons for resigning from the Cabinet,
the principal of which was that he did not
think events justified sending the British
fleet through the Dardanelles. On taking
his seat he was much cheered by the op-
position.

'FEEDING HORSES.

For a period of over 30 years, more
or Jess, horses have been unJer my
control. I personally superintended I
the feeding. During this time no|
horses' have died, and 1 have had!
little sickness. A straw-cutter, with
rawhide roller, has been in continua
use till the present time. In the cut-
ting of the food for two teams, enough
is saved in one year to pay for its pur-
chase, While the horses are eating
their dinner, enough can be cut for the
next meal then watered, to moisten it
and destroy the dust, and with it four

uarts of meal is ample for each horse.
There is one-third corn, one-third oats,
and the other shorts. A variety is made
by giving a few small potatoes or car- |
rots weekly. .The benefits resulting|
from this manner of feeding, are that
we have no sick horses, they being al-
ways in good health and order; there |
is no danger of founder from hired men
feeding when too warm ; they can eat
sooner, and are ready to goout: neith-
er is anything wasted (by throwing
from the manger,&c.),and it does them
more good, 1 believe, as no whole grain
is passed and lost. Being out of meal
for u few days, a number of feeds were
given them of small ears of corn, with
plenty of cut hay, moistened. Two
had to be taken to the city immediate-
ly for treatment of celic, and by prompt
action at once, they recovered. This
is the last of whole grain feeding.
Of course the same good quality of hay
and grain is given when cut as when
they cut it for themselves.

CARBOLIC ACID FOR INSECTS.

My plan of preparing is as follows:

1 obtain crude carbolic acid ; [ use it
in this form because it is stronger and
better for the purpose, and costs very
little (about twenty-five cents per gal-
lon, I think). I pour a quantity of this
dark crude acid into aquantity of good,
strong, domestic, soft soap; stir well
together, and allow to stand for a few
hours. I then test the compound by
mixing a little of it with soft water.
If too much acid has been added, oily
particles of carbolic acid will be ob-
served floating on the surface. This
shows that more acid has been put in
than the soap will incorporate or “cut,”
and more soap should be added to bal-
ance the excess of acid. No more defi
nite rule can be given, as so much de-
pends on the soap. Two or three ta-
blespoonfuls of the acid to a quart of
soap may be first tried. I prefer to
make as strong with acid as the soap
will perfectly cut. A very little prac-
tice will enable any one to compound
it correctly. 'The refined acid may be
used when the crude is not at hand.
When prepared as above, make moder-
ately strong suds, then apply with a
syringe or sponge. In using on very
delicate plants, should any fear be *felt
for the plants, they can be rinsed off

USE THE ASHES.

Do not allow ashes of any kind to be
wasted. It will pay to haul leached
ashes several miles, when one has his
own team, and laborer at fair wages.
Coal ashes, when spread around berry
bushes of any sort, or around grape
vines, will aid materially in producing
large and fair fruit.

DOMESTIC ITEMS.

A little spirits of turpentine added
to the water with which floors are wash-
ed will preveut the ravages of moths.

Cream Cake.—1 cup of sour cream, 1
cup of sugar, 2 eggs, ‘1 teaspoonful of
soda, flour to make a smooth dough.

Rice PuppiNg.—1 cup of rice, 6 cups
of milk, 4 cup of sugar, § cup of molas-
ses, spice and salt to the taste.

Purr Cakr.—2 cyps sugar, 3- cups
flour, I cup butter, 3 eggs, 1 cup milk,
I teaspoonful soda,2 teaspoonfuls cream
tartar.

Fervituke Porism—Equal parts of
boiled linseed oil and kerosene oil well |
shaken together; applied with a piece|
of soft flanneland polished with a clean |

When it is necessary to chop suet for |
any culinary purpose,if flour is sprinkl-
ed over it while chopping, it will pre-
vent the pieces from adhering.

Potash water is the quickest cure for
wasp stings ; a small quantity should
be kept in a glass-stoppered bottle.
Open thesting with a needle, and put
on one drop of the potash water.

Sewing silk should not be put into
the mouth, as it is liable to be impreg-
nated with acetate of lead, which is one
of the most active poisons. Seam-
stresses have often been rendered dan-
gerously ill in this manner.

Prum Puppive.—4 eggs, 1 pint milk,
L 1b. suet chopped, fine, 1 cup sugar,
cup butter, 1 lb. raisins, stoned, § nut-
meg, grated, a pinch of salt, flour to
make a thick batter. Boil one hour
and a half and serve with sauce.

CrocorATE Biscuir.—Mix some choco-
late with white of eggs and powdered
loaf-sugar into a paste. Mould this in-
to biscuits, and bake them at a gentle
heat on a sheet ot white paper.

AprrLE Pupping.—1 cup milk, 1 egg,
1. teuspoontul cream of tartar, 1 tea-
spoontul soda, flour to make a batter.
Pour this over quartered apples, and
steam it two hours. Serve with sweet
sauce.

Burter.—If butter is soft and white
it 1s from lack of proper cooling before
churning, and it may be hardened by
putting in about three times the usual
amount. of salt,and work it a little for
two or three mornings,

To take grease out. of any kind of
carpet, spread a thick paste of potter’s
clay, while wet, over the spots, tacking
a heavy brown paper over it. Let it‘
stand eight days. Then sweep out|
very thoroughly,and if not all removed,
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make. a second application. One is
usually suflicient. If the greass has
penetrated the floor underneath;, you
must apply some of the clay to it also.
