— The fire insurance companies have
sent agents all through this province,
investigating and reporting in regard
to their interests and with the very un
pleasant results, so far as this County is
concerned at least, of increasing their
rates by one per cent.on an average.
Property bolders will feel a natural in
o this action of the insur-
ance companies. However, self-
preservation is the first law of nature,
and if the insurance people think
higher rates are the best for their in-
terests, those who will not take the
chances of fire sweeping their proper-
ties out of existence, must pay up and
look as happy as they can. \\'e do
not wish to be understood to infer that
the rates in this County are the only
ones that have been increased. It has
been general, we helieve.

As far as Bridgetown 18 concerned,
however, it is possible that good may
come out of it. It may direct atten
tion to sdme purpose to the advanta-
ges that would accrue to us if water
were brought into the town from the
Crosskill Lake. Leaving out all
other considerations, let us reflect
that we might as well pay ten or
twenty dollars tax per year per »lﬂdl-l
vidual for the privilege of having a
thorough and efficient system of obtain :
ing water, as to pay it Into the coffers
of wealthy insurance corporations. It
we had the great protection of an un-
failing water supply at such a pressure
as could be obtained from the source
mentioned, in a town like this, it would
give ue prnc\ic.xl immunity from fire,
and we could almost become our own
insurers. At all events our premiums
would be lowered at least from one to
two per cent. Very little figuring will
therefore be required to prove that
from ten to twenty doilars would thus
be saved, as we stated. We intend to
give 1n a future issue an article on the
teasibility of obtaining a water supply
for the town and the probable cost of
the same.

THE RECEIPTS AND EXPENDITURE OF LAST
YEAR— CONDITION OF THE ROAD.

‘(From the Canadian Gaszette.)

At the 1Sth annual meeting of the
Windsor and Anpapolis railway com-
pany recently held in London, the direc~
tors, in their report, stated that the gross
receipts of the year were £44,660, and. the
expenditure £32,045, leaving net earns
ings of £12,615, the amounts for the pre~
vious year having been respectively £42,-
168, £31,052, and £11,116, “This re
sult, taking into consideration the con-
tinued depression of business in Canada,
is fairly satisfactory, showing as it does a
considerable recovery from the falling off
in the receipts of 1884, The company's
line is in a condition to reap the full ad-
vantage of a revival in trade and industry
when it occurs. .The remuneration for
carriage of the mails, has, upon applieas
tion by the company, been increased Ly
about—£180 per anoaw. The general
manager reports that the permanent way
and the works have been maintained in
good order during the year, and that the
entire rolling stock is in good and service-
able condition. Inclusive of the line re~
newals effected this year, thirty-eight
miles of the company's road (out of
eight-four) bave: now been relaid with
steel rails.” The balance at credit of net
revenue has been increased, after meeting
all interest charges, by £637, and now,
stands £3,279. The company’s appeal in
the matter of the petition of right was
allowed by the supreme court of Canada,
who awarded the company damages to tbe
extent of about £2,000, with costs both in
the appellate court and the court below.
As this amount falls far short of the com-
pany’s claims, the directors deemed it ex-
pedient, upon the advice of counsel, to
have the case brought on final appeal to
the privy council in London. The hears
ing will take place early next year, and
the directors think there is reasonable
ground for expecting that substantial aam~
ages will yet be awarded for the wrong
done to, and the losses incurred by the
company in 1877-79.

MEETING OF PARLIAMENT

London, Jan. 6-—The members-elect of
Parliament will take the oath of office on
the 12th inst. Lord Salisbury and Sir
Michael Beach have sent copies of a cir-
cular to their supporters notifying them to
be in attendance at the opening cf Parlia-
ment on the J1st inst,, when the Queen’s
Speech will be read and business of im-
portance be transacted, : -
THR IRISH PROGRAMME IN PARLIAMENT.
London, Jan, 6, —The Standard says that
if the Queen's coming Speech does not in~
dicate that the Ministers will introduce a

legislation except so far as contains the
fisheries within our own jurisdiction and
the admission of the products of Canadian
fisheries to our markets. The chief com-
plaiot of the Gloucester fishermen seems
to be that our markets are left open to
Canadian fresh and iced fish free of duty,
but this covers only a small part of the
question which must in some way be ad-
justed between the two Governments. As
is well known, this a very ancient con-
troversy, and it is time something were
done to pfit an end to it.

The original treaty by which Great Bri-
1in conceded the independence of the
UnitedsStates, granted to Americans the
right to fish in-the Gulf of bt. Lawrence,
on the Grand Bank, and in other waters of
the deep sea, and also on certain coasts
and in waters within British jurisdictioo,
with liberty to land for purposes incidental
to the business. This has always been
claimed on our part as a concession in
perpetuity that could not be revoked or
alienated.. The British commissioners at
Ghent in 1814 claimed that its validity
bad been destroyed by the war then just
ended. The question was them left open
by the treaty of Ghent, but the contro-
versy was then renewed and led to the
convention of 1818. By this the deep sea
fisheries alone were conceded, together
with the right to enter upon the coasts for
shelter, purchases of supplies, curing of
fish, etc. Americans were practically ex

cluded from fishing anywhere within three
marine miles of the shore. The agreement
did not prove satisfactory on either side,
and was prolific or disputes, which con-
tinued until 1854, when the rival claims
were adjusted by the reciprocity treaty
of Canada, This was abrograted in 1866
and the dispute was re-opened. Canada
attempted to regulate the matter by
licenses, but this proved unsatisfactory on
both sides. The next attempt at settle-
ment was the treaty of Washington, nego-
tiated in 1871

The fisheries article of this treaty went
into operatien July 1st, 1873, laws having
by that time been passed to give them
effect. They were to remain in force for
ten years and thereafter until the exe
piration of a notice of two years by either
of the high contracting parties for termi~
pating same.
