Venerable the Archdeacon (gvho has taken the most
lively interest in its formation,) delivered av able ad-
divgs;—the business of the day was then entered into
without luss of time.

I'he mode of app'ying the sums, nppropriuted the
day previous, led toa good deal of discussion; snd it
was highly satisfactory to observe; that the best
feeling was evinced throughout the whole meeting.
The great difficulty was, a8 to the maonner of apply-
ing the fds for missionary visits, As no clergy-
man could be fonnd to be employed in the perform-
ance of that exclusive duty, it was strongly urged
by some of the lay gentiemen, and sone of the Cleri-
cal Gentlemen expressed the same opinion, that the
Clergy now in the employ of the Society fur prepa-
gating the Gospel in Foreign Parts, shoull, with the
approbation of the Bishop and the consent of their
undertake visits to distant and neglected
places, and that the actual expenses incurred in the
performance of such visits, should be paid out of the
funds appropriated for that purpose.

It was meintained oo the other side, that in addi.
tion to the difficulty of obtaining the approbation of
the Bishop and the consent of their people, for the
Clergy to leave their particular missions,—the appli-
catign of any part of the funds to the Clergy now un-
der employ, would lead to the prejudice of the Soci-
ety, as it did not appear to have been contemplated
in the first formation of it, that any part of its funds
should be applied in that way. That such a preju-
dice would be excited against the Society was fesred
by the meeting, and it was therefors deterwined to
make upplirafi'on to the Home Society for assistance
in procuring one or more: visiting Missionaries for the
Province, scquainting them with what had been done
by this Society.

And hers. may 1 not bs‘aﬁw‘ed to ask, is it mot
somewhat strange,that whilst the other leerned profes-
sions are filled even to overflowing,that not one young
man can be found, glowing with zeal for Christ and his
Chutch, to go forth and build up the waste places of
and offer up the prayers, sdminister the
and preach the doctrines of our Holy
Church ? Are there no Candidates fir Holy Orders
in either of our Universities? Are the prospects of
the church so entirely discouraging, that no young
men can be prevailed upon to prepare’themselves for
the ministry?

Assuredly it is high time that the Laity should be
awakened to consider the present and future wants
of the church, Too much credit cannot be bestowed
upon them, for the zeal with which they have enter-
ed into the spirit of the Society.now sel in operation.
It augurs well for the future, and I trust the more the
wants of their ehurch sre known, the more aclive
they will be in sapplying the remedy required.

Whilst ou this subject I will ventare the suggestion,
that forMissionary visits to neglected places perform-
ed by tbe present Clergy, it would be but reasonable
that the actual expenses of such-visits should be de-
frayed by the people te whom they sre made. The

Messrs. Editors,

For ten ot twelve years past it has been my lot to visit

oceasivnally the principaltowns in British North Ameri-

ca; and being affectionately atlached to the Church of

England, and in circumstances by no means affluent; I

have of course sought as mnuch as possible the company of

fmy own religion and standing in society. But

wherever [ had to sojourn in my wanderings, I found my=

seif greatly at a loss for acquaintance among my equals

whom 1 could accompany on Sundays to the established

church. Frequently I may have been seen sitting in the

aisles until a door has been opened for me by some kind
hearied worshipper; snd more than ance I have been com-

pelled with sorrow to close my ears to the bell accustom-

ed toinvite me tomuchloved services, and pass by on the
other side to join inexletnpore prayers which never gave
me satiefaction. '

Many are the friends of our Zion, who like me, had been
brought up in the bosom of our holy church in the various
parishes of England, who on migrating to these provinecs
have been forced to violate their principles, and join them-
selves to some sectarian congregation, 1n the midst of
whom their prayers for years have been offered up to the
great Head of the Church,that the walls of the Church Es-
tablished might be enlarged in His good time, to permit
their restoration to their aursing mother’s arina. I sheuld
write an article of considerable length to express fully my
own feelings on this subject ; and I am persuaded that a
long list of worthy names would be subseribed, if asked to
adopt them as theirown. =

1 know not:who—nor ingeed whather any one is to be
censured for the sorrow thus oceasioned to the children
of the church, but 1 am sure many— very many,will rejoice
if the cause shal be Md,out,und a practicahle reme-
dy suggested; both of which 1 hope to do. And-if my
plan should be found iqcompatihle by the leading members
of our church whose heads are wiscr than mine, 1 flatter
myselfsom'e more feasible plan may be devised for accom-
plishing so derirable and end.

The causeassuredly is the want of accommodatiop with-
in the present edifices. This is proved—not by the build-
