We call upon the Churches
of our Jand to arise in their might, and be forever free from the curse
of alcohol. 'We do so the more readily from the fact that the desire of
the many in our Churches for the pure ¢ fruit of the vine ” uncorrupted
with alcohol or the other deleterious admixtures common to modern
wines, can now be met, and we hail with pleasure the establishment in
Halifax, by our good and worthy Brother H. A. Taylor, of a depot for
the sale of neu-intoxicating wine, the pure blood of the vine for
communion purpaoses.

2nd.—Do you think it desirable to attempt popular petitions, or would
petitions from Local Legislatures, municipal and other public bodies—as
well as church courts and temperance organizations—be sufficient?

3rd.—Do you approve of separate petitions from women and children?

4th.—Have you any suggestions to offer as to the best way of reaching
all friends of the movement, provided popular petitions are decided upon?

5th.—What are your views as to the best means by which electors, in
the various constituencies can influence their representatives in favor of
prohibition?

It is most important that the above, and similar questions that may
suggest themselves to you, be carefully considered a¢ once, so that a uni-
form plan may be adopted throughout the Dominion.

Gales, Box 892%, Montreal, not later than
the firsy week in August.

Grand Scribe read the subjoined report of the Committee on
Charters which was adopted.

To the Grand Division of Nove Scotia :—

Your Standing Committee on Charters and New Divisions beg to re-
port that the duplicate charters and blanks, voted at the last quarterly
session, have been sent out by the Grand Scribe. We also report the
following new Divisions organized during the quarter:—

1. QUEEN ANNE, No. 402, located in Annapolis Royal, with 59 charter
members. Organized by the Grand Division, in session on Friday even-
ing, April 28, 1876.

2. TatamMacoucHE, No. 403, at Tatamagouche, Colchester County,
with 18 charter members. This Division was organized on the 8th May
by Deputy Nathan Langille, of Bayfield Division, No. 390, aided by
members of the Order.

3. NorTHERN LIGHT, No. 404, organized at Parker’s Cove, Granrille,
Annapolis County, with 38 charter members. This society was instituted
June 1st, by P. G. W. P. Hutchings, Special Deputy, assisted by Grand
Sentinel Armstrong, Deputy Walter Mills, of New Caledonia Division,
No. 14, and other members of the Order.

4. VALLEY, No. 405, Centreville, King’s County, with 20 charter mem-
bers. This Division was formed through the instrumentality of Rev. S.
N. Royal, of Pittacus Division. It was fully constituted by County
Deputy James A. Halliday, on Monday evening, 17th inst. Members of
Canning and Cornwallis Divisions assisted in the ceremony.

The following report was prescnted and referred to the Com-
mittee on the State of the Order :—

REPORT OF GRAND SCRIBE.

Grand Worthy Patriarch and Members of Grand Division :—

Another three months have rapidly passed, the comparatively quict
Winter season has given place to busy Spring, and busier Summer, and
we assemble in our Third Quarterly Session at the invitation of St
Andrew’s Division in the delightful village (soon to be the railroad town)
of Antigonish. During the quarter nothing of any great importance
has occurred ; our Order, and the Cause generally, have advanced. In
many places but little has been done, but in various localities the fight
with the drink-traffic has been vigorous, and solid advantages have re-
sulted to temperance. Since our last session, intoxicating liquors
have been seized and destroyed in Liverpool; the hiquor traffic is driven
completely out of Mount Uniacke and Shubenacadie districts ; the liquor

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sellers in XKings, Antigonish, and other counties were overthrown
in their appeals to the Supreme Court, and put in for fines and heavy
costs; the licensing system has been broken up in the town of Pictou
after a most vigorous contest ; liquor sellers in Halifax and elsewhere,
owing to their loss of trade, and losses in the trade, have been driven
iato bankruptey or out of the business entirely. No respectable man
thinks, even in Halifax, of undertaking this disreputable business, and
many who are in it are looking about and arranging to give it up.

THE NATIONAL DIVISION

met in Thirty-Second Annual Session, in Philadelphia in June last—a large
gathering—but it does not seem by the circular issued to the Subordinate
Divisions that there was much business transacted. There was one
appeal from the decision of this Grand Division. Brother John K. Me-
Curdy appealed from the decision of Grand Division as given on page

2 of the Jeu-nals of the April session. I forwarded all the documents
and statements to the Most Worthy Scribe, previous to meeting of the
I;‘]aﬁonal Division, and hope soon to receive the report of the action
thereon.

Communications, No. 3 and §, of the last session, required further cor-
respondence ; and, as directed, I wrote to the several parties. The letters
and renlies are now under my hand, subject to your inspection.

The charters, ordered at last session, were forwarded in due course,
and gave general satisfaction to the respective Divisions. Various cir-
cuiars and documents were sent to me, and have been forwarded, without
delay, to the deputies to be laid before their Divisions.

Different Divisions have fallen two or more quarters in arrears for per
capita tax, and the pass-words for the current quarter had to be withheld.
They are, Nictaux, 357 ; Middleton, 359, in Annapolis County ; Lingan,
352, in Cape Breton; Pugwash, 36; Sylsvan Glen, 387, in Cumberland ;
Haatsport, 62, in Hants County; Scots Bay, 198; Goodwill, 316, in
Kings’; Broad Cove, 336, in Lunenburg; Pleasant, 325; Sunny Brae,
367; Frankton, 368, in Pictou ; Day Dawn, 340, in Shelburne, 13 in all.
Most of these may be considered inactive, though some are working
slowly.

We have in active Work.eeoeveeeeenns . 163

Four new Divisions have been added with 135 members; these are in-
cluded in the above.

On the 20th of the month, when the books of accounts were closed, 80
Divisions had sent in returns. This, while less than the number (107) last
quarter, it is within two of the number reported for the corresponding term
last year. The total receipts, $671.89, are quite satisfactory, being $19.98
in excess of the receipts for the corresponding term of 1875. Most of the
Divisions forward tax with the return. The weekly reports of receipts
in the ALLIANCE JOURNAL greatly help to keep the mng Scribe prompt,
and make the Deputies and Divisions aware of reception of returns and
monies. Our income has increased since this plan was adopted.

We are strong financially. We arein unicon with the Grand Lodges of
Tempiars in this province on all questions affecting the cause, and our

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common interests. The Dominion Alliance, formed last winter, secks, in
a similar manner, to unite all the Orders in Canada, so that from the
Atlantic to the Pacific we can unitedly bend our energies for the accom-
plishment of the great end—PROHIBITION.

Records of forenoon sitting read and approved
C. E. DeWolfe, Chairman, presented the Report of the Com-
mittee on the State of the Order ; resolved to consider by Sections.
The first, third, fifth, sixth, seventh were adopted after being
spokea to by a number of the members; the second, fourih and
eighth were adopted after being amended. The report was then
adopted en bloc as amended :—

1. Your Committee on State of the Order beg leave to state, that the
reports of the Grand Worthy Patriarch and Grand Scribe, and other docu-
ments placed in our hands, severally show a commendable progress in
this jurisdiction during the past quarter. In reviewing the labor of our
beloved Order, during this brief interval of time, your committee see
every encouragement 1n the success of the past to anticipate good results
in future effort. )

2. During the quarter just closed four new divisions have been organ-
ized, with 185 charter members. And with especial reference to the
forwarding of back per capita tax, the Grand Scribe reports a very satis-
factory change, as the receipts in this way for the quarter is $121. The
Committee are gratified to learn of the extension of the temperance cause
in the western counties, and throughout the land. Depnty Uniacke, of
“ Queen Ann" Division, organized the last of Apnl, in Annapolis
Royal, in alluding to the exceedingly prosperous condition of the cause
there, and also to the spirit and harmonious enthusiam evinced in that
locality, safely predicts a .grand future in that part of the provincial
jurisdiction for the cause.

8. One of the most auspicious eras in the history of moral reform has
been the late Congress of Temperance Discussion and -Brotherhood held
in Philadelphia. There also the National Division of North America
assembled in Thirty-Second Annual Session. This session was the
largest ever held.

4. While we notice with satisfaction the evidence of advance along the
whole line, among the nations, afforded by the meeting of these World's
Temgerancd Oongresses, and the fact of the nature and results of the
murderous liguor traffic being urged forward more'and more to the out-
skirts of its vile district of contamiunating-influences, we-must not forget,
on the contrary, for renewed and greater exertions it.is for us to ap-
prekend the movements of the forces of King Alcohol in his scourging

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and devastating march. We should be aware of the immense collection,
in exhibits of intoxicating wines from the nations of Europe, at the
Centennial Exhibition at Philadelphia. (The United States have a drink-
ing reputation which is excelled onl{ by that of Russia.) To know this
fact we cannot but contemplate to what an extent this traffic in alcoholics
has kept pace with our industrial pursuits.

5. The Grand Worthy Patriarch properly commends Juvenile Temper-
ance Organizations. Itis impossible to overestimate the importance of
training the youth of our province in the principles of Total Abstinence.
The maxim of Solomon, «Train up a child in the way he should go and
when he is old he will not depart therefrom,” has ever been attested to
as true in the experience of parents and others having charge of the
education of children. The agents of the Grand Division have therefore
been directed by this Body to address schools as often as - possi-
ble while they are engaged in lecturing to adults, and in forming divi-
sions for them. Bands of Hope have therefore been formed, and Sections
of Cadets, in some places. Whenever such organizations die it may
justly be charged that the fault lies frequently at the door of the managers.
Parents, members of the Order of the Sons of Temperance, cannot too
strongly favor the organizations of Bands of Hope and Sections of Cadets
in the localities in which they reside. Not only will the boys and girls
be thus preserved from acquiring the taste for or habit of drinking wine
or other intoxicating liquors, but the example they thus set of Total
Abstinence cannot fail to impress and influence their relations and friends
who may not be embarked on board the good ship Total Abstinence; and
besides, they will be disciplined to the working of temperance orders.
From the singing and recitations frequently engaged in, in the primary
organizations, they will be prepared to make most useful and entertaining
members of the Divisions, when they have attained the legal age for
joining them. It may be that even now in some youthful Temperanee
Society in Nova Scotia, a boy is being firmly grounded in the principles
of Toial Abstinence who will in the future become a most eloquent, per-
severing and successful advocate of the cause, or that some girl is being
educated to perform in future years that noble work which many ladies
in the Noathern States so gloriously executed in suppressing, by the
power of Frayer and kindness the awful liquor traffic. ;n many places 1n
which children are addressed in schools by the Agents of the Grand Divi-
sion it is impossible or inadvisable to establish Bands of Hope, but a
good many, probably a large majority of the children would take the
Total Abstinence Pledge, and your Committee would earnestly recom-
mend that such a pledge should be prepared, and instructions given to
agents to administer it.

5. The ALLiANCE JOURNAL has now been in existence a year, and
there can be no doubt, that the sum granted to it by the Grand
Division has been well expended. The recognized organ of the Grand
Division and the Independent and British Order of Good Templars in
Nova Scotia, fearlessly attacking the traffic in strong drinks and ex-
posing the glaring inconsistencies of men from whom better things are
expected, and containing accounts of the spread of Fotal Abstinence
principles in Nova Scotia and in otker partsof the world, this valuable

per demands and should receive the support of every temperance
andividual in this Province.

6. The righteousness of Prohibition and the necessity that exists for

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it is a fact almost universally admitted by Temperance men in Nova
Scotia. Why should not agitation be commenced among the electors
to elect men to the Dominion Parliament, pledged to obtain prohibi-
tion for the Province of Nova Scotia; and why should not monster
patitions for this purpose be prepared and circulated for the signature
of the people of this Province, to be presented to the Housc of Com-
mons of this Dominion, praying that the importation manufacture and
sale, of all intoxicating liquors should be prohibited by law.

7. A mission performed by our Bro. Hutchings, . G. W.P., in
Aunnapolis, Kings and Digby 5ounties, and one by Bro. C. E. DeWolfe,
P. D. G. W.P., in the counties of Halifax, Colchester, Hants, Guysboro
and Antigonish show results very satisfactory. Your Committee have
undiminished confidence in the requisite support, pecuniarly and other-
wise of the Subordinate Divisions necessary to the maintenance of
our missionaries in the field.

In reference to the Agency work of this Grand Division and the
lecturers employed, your committee feel that the Subordinate Divisions
cannot too often remember the Temperance Missionary in hisendeavors
toredeem the people from this terrible curse; in his independent, fear-
less exertions to raise the banner of our order in the dark places of the
land. Therefore for this important branch of work the contributions
of the brethren are urgently needed. We assume that there is an
unanimeus feeling prevailing for the upholding of this almost sine

ua non influence. In this connection we commend the labors of our
ilecturers, Brethren Hutcbings and DeWolfe.

8. We have surely canse of gratitude to Almighty God for the
success that has already attended our efforts in this great and noble
cause of temperance, which is truly the cause of all mankind. God
has blessed usin the past, let us put our trust in Him for the time to come.
Without His Divine aid we will not succeed; but with his blessing
accompanying our labors, we will assuredly accomplish His purposes.
Much gas been done, but very much remains yet to be doune; let us
not grow weary in well doing. In due time we shall reap if we {aint
not.

Working for no selfish object, but desiring and laboring only for the
good of man, the Total Abstainersin Nova Scotia bave done in the past
glorious work in the buildingup of Tewperance sentiment in many com-
munities, and inthe suppression of the deadly traffic ; but the violation of
pledges by some members, the inconsistencies of some professed Tem-
perance men, and the apathy with which in some portions of the
Province professed christians regard the cause, and the too
feeble efforts that frequently are put forth to save the drunkard, are
faults and obstacles which must be met and overcome if we. would
gather in the fruits that shouldattend the prosecution of this hallowed
cause. We regard it as a hopeful symptom of the progress of our
principles, that Christiar. Churches are becoming alive to their duty in
regard to this Great Work. These principles seem to be taking hold
upon Christian hearts, even outside of onr Order, in a way that they
have never done before. We thetefdre trast the time is at hand when
none other will be used than the -piire juice of the grapes,in any
Church calling itself Christian. - .

Prayer should be offered up in future fav.more then in the past in
and out of the Division rooms for the blessing of God to rest upon, and
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rosper the work in which Temperance men are engaged, and if this
1s done faithfully and generally, the triumph of argument over the foes
within and those without the Temperance organizations, will warm the
hearts and lighten up with joy the countenances of the devoted stan-
dard bearers of the cause of Love, Purity and Fidelity.

The report of the Cumimittee on Juvenile Organizations, owing
tothe ab<ence of many returns, could not be published in anything
like a complete form ; and it was thought advisable to publish the
partial report in the ALi1ance JOURNAL, and secure returns from
all the Socicties und preseut a complete report for the Annual
Session.

24, has not come to hand up to the time of going to press; so we
reluctantly fill up this page with other matter—more informal
notices,—and request the reader to peruse the . W. Patvon’s
Report in the Avtiaxce Jourvar, where it will shortly, we trust,
appear.

THE ALLIANCE JOURNAL was published last year
at a serious financial loss. It paid well in solid Temperance
work. The three Grand Bodies are joint owners—uo oune of
them could have borne the loss alone ; but it is expected that the
old Order of the Sons of Temperance will take and keep
the lead in patronizing and supporting this paper. A few of the
Divisions have done well ; but quite a number of the Divisions do
not subscribe for the paper; and the members do not know what
it is, only as they have heard from others, or perkaps had a copy
or two sent them gratis. Thus some Sons of Temperance are
satisfied to exist ; knowing little or nothing how our cause is pro-
gressing in our own and other lands, and apparently caring little
for these things.

The Divisions and Lodges during the past year that have taken
the paper and had it read, have been the most successful in the
Province.

If the paper is not more largely patronized it will, in the course
of a few years, cease to exist. This would show that while 25,-
000 people are members of Divisions and Lodges in Nova Scotia,
not one in ten of them cared enough to pay $1.50 a year for a
live Temperance paper. If this is so, the sooner it is know the
better for us all.
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
