The tithing mun may not have
been the best institution to
promote good order, but it
might be a powerful agent for
good in this enlightened nge,
Boys and girls should make it
« point to attend church,

When you go to church it
would be well to follow the
advice of our minister und make yourself look just
a8 neat and pretty as you can without getting
proud. A person who lncks respect fur himself
will also lack respect for others.

The reaching of the church door should be the
signal to bauish all worldly thoughts from your
mind.
