People in tht country ceuld in many
cases devote a 'vhiole day te the missiorsary meeting
and slîink it %%-ll spent. That cannot nov bc looked
for, but fltcnsissionary meeting for diffusing intelli-
gence, quickcning zeal, and enabling tlic people te
realize their respensibility reftsing se the extension et
thte Gospel us et as much importance as ever. It
nuiglut, it eught te beconse much more effective than it
bas yet been. It lias rendcred important service in
tht pass ; it is capable of doing still more valuable
work in tht future.

The esher wttk, reference svas roade te the splen-
did mecetings lield in Erskine Cîturclu, Miontreal, wsîere
tht various congregasuens unused un holding a stries of
anniversary inissîonary nmeetings. The condition
aid clais et the principal nissionary agencies et
tht Churcu were ably and cloqucntly discussed by
lcading ministers. To tht enserprising fricnds in
Mentreal distance is ne obstacle. Thougb short is a
traditional belief that wvisdomn coînes frem the east,
they neyer hesitate se invite representative bretîtren
frein tlic west te taike part in these great missienary
gathuerings. The plaît has wreught admirably in Mon-
treal. In other centres if migbs aIse be adopted with
like geod results. There are niany places, bowever,
ss-lere thuis vould bc inapplicable. In diflerent lecali-
tics conditions s-ary; what might be the best possible
mctbod in anc place %veuld bc unsuitable in anesher.
Tise result is tht chiet thuing se be ainîed at-a luearty
and soul-inspiring meeting in every cengregasion
shreughout tht Church.

It is truc et tht pas- that in soune instances tht
innumai missiennry mteeting was almnost extinguished
by dullîncss and lack cf adaptatiun. Estimable
brethreu would doliver long-vcry long-addresscs
wvithuout point and wvitut defiutite aint. Thcy startcd
wsiîh the correct idea thas the field is tht %vorld, and
tltcy therefore telt that thcy had a roving commission.
These days, wc repeat, ha.ve genebv. In evtry Pros-
bytry of the Clurch, in every district, minissers arej
fosuind wh-o can spcak most cffcctively on tht various
aspects et mission is-ork. AI] lnt is needed is tht
propcr distribution eftsopics. One brother excols un
stasistical mtaternent Hetshoroughly grabps his sub-
jet, and can nuake it comprchensiblc and interesting
se nny audience ; anotitor, botter skilled in the figures
et speech, has aise abundant scope for tht cxcrciscet f
his gifs. A third, wsho bas ltimsclf lit deeply in-
terested in the hissory cf missions, wilt hc able te,
cemmunicate an array et tacts ne lcss interestiusg te
bis hearers, while many others can spcak cloquently
on the duty et prenching the Gospel se evcry croa-
turc. In ail cases thsere must hc fauitbful and rartul
preparation. No man can hold te attention et bis
fellewnien on any subjcct by merely talking purposo-
Icss platitudes. The missuonnry meeting might be
made a far nmore powecrful.agcncy than it nesv is, stim-
ulasing te holy consecratien, and svell-dîrccted.acsivisy
in pronioting the one great purposo for whieh the Chris-
tian Cluurch cxsts-the proclamuation ofthbe Gospel et
tht blesscd God, for the adivanccment et His glory un
tht rescue et the pcrisbing.

RELIGIOUS INSTRUCTION IN THE PUBLIC
SCNOOLS

IN the wvork of education the most perplexing problem
se soîvc is the one frequcnsly tcrrsid " the rohiglous
difficulty' It haispresented issoît vherever a nationatl
system et education bas beon adoptcd. In England
and Scolln<i, %vhere an admirable sysiom is non-
mnaintaincd, it took, many years se reach a practical
barmonizing et wbait fer a long tixnc appoared te bc
irrccorcilablc contradictories. Churchumcn and Non-
cenformnists in England confronted cach ether. North
oft he Tis-eed, Prcsbytcrianisns for a time maintainedl
a thrce-corntred contess. Tht Establishod Church-
mars shoughs the admirable sysîcm et parish schools,
once se suitable for the ivhole country but failing
svhere the n-anst o ducational ahiies wcrec mess
nccdcd, in tht large citits, should remain unchangcd.
Tht Fret Chsurchman s-vanted- a national sysscm, but
ho wantcd tisas systcnsi te cmbrace religiaus instru-

tion. The unflinching United Presbyterian voluntary
demanded a national systein of education, but con.
tcnded that flic State was not coînp4tent cither to
tcach religion or to pay for its bcing taughit. Various

Iconciliatory measures %wcrc doomed to failure. At
last the conclusion %vas reachci that to sccure a great

jpublic good, on which th,! welfarc of the nation de.
pended, certain compromises had Io bc made. No
section of the conmmu.tity could have its own way ai-
togcther. No particular churchi coutl impose its Pc.
culiar ideas on the great bodly of tlic people. The
large-minded and large-heartcd ndnisters of ail de-
numin.ttunà, sought fur principlcs of harmony, flot for
points of difference. In reference te the Scottish cd-
ucational measure, 'while it was bcing popularly dis-
:ussed, the Rev. William Arnot in his hearty, genereus
and effective %vay urged its adoption, saying of Lord-
Advocate McLarcn's Billi It is flot the bcst possible
mecasure, but it is the best we can get. He was tircd
of always objecting. He desired progress.

Here in Canada the de3ire for more effective reli-
gieus teaching in aur public schools has been strongly
expressedl by earnest mon. It is pleasing te learn
that their efforts have apparently brought about an
important practical resuit. The Provincial Mlinister
ef Education, wvho has been indefatigable in his eflorts
to secure the cfficiency of our educational system, ob-
tained the services of competent clergymen represent.
ing the leading Christian Churches in the Province to
revise a volume ef Scripture Rcadings, centaining a
course of lessons s0 arratr.,ged as te include the niost
instructive portions of both tht Old and New Testa.
mon.ts. It also contains formis of prayer suitable for
use in the Public'and High Sehools.

.The new regulations regarding the reading of the
Bible and prayer in the Public and Iligh Schools, ap-
proved by tlie Lietenant-Goyernor ini Council, are as
follows

1. Every Public and Iligh Sehool shaîl bc oponed with
the Lord's Prayer, and closed wiîh the reading of the Scripturcs and the Lord's Prayer, or the praycr sanctioned by IhL
Dcprtrmnt of Education.

2. The portions of Scripture uscd shaîl ho taken from
sclections authorized (or ilhat iuriposo, by the Deparîrent of
Education, anîl shall bc read without comment or expIais-
ation.

3. Where a tencher clainis te have conscientious scruplos
agaînst opening and closing tlic school as hercin provided, hc
shall notify the trustees te that efféct in wr:ting.

4. No pupil shalh bc requircd te take part in the exercises
above referrcd t0 against thc wish of his parent or guardiari,
expressed in writing to the master or the school.

nle. '%Vhen rcquired by the Trustee the Ton Comnrand-
ens shaîl bc repeatefi at least once a week.
6. The Tiustees shail place a copy ef the authorized

Readings in each depiarîniont of the Public and High
Schools under their jurisdicuion, within one year fromn the

1date hercof.
17. The clergy of any denomination or their auîhcrized

1rcprcsentatives, shall have the right te givc rcligious instruc-
1tion to the pripils of tlicir ow.%n church, in each school-house
at Ieast once a wvck, aiier the hour of closing of Uic achool
in the atternoon ; and if the clergy of more tlian one denum.
inalien apply to give religious instruction in the sarne
school.house, the School I3oard or trusteos shaîl decide ont
what day of the wcek the sehool-house shaîl ho nt the dis.
