its course. To those, thevefore, who
are of a nervous temperament it
offers 2 means at once sure and sim-
ple of overcoming to a great extent,
this impediment to an enjoyable
life,  The constant effort to steady
the nerves will bhave a soothing
effect upon them; any physician
will tell you this.

Too much cannot be said in praise .
of bicyeling. It stands pre-emintly
over every known sport or excreise
for strengthening and developing
thehuman form. It aids the weak
and assists the strong; it enables

| one te go from one town to another

with comparative case, and in a
great measure takes the place of a
horse and conveyance. You who
arc able to get a machine and have
not done so yet, take the advice of
one who through its means has
grown strong and vigorous, and get
one at your carliest opportunity.
