The following report 18 taken from
tho Fwmre of thy next day .

At tho 1ast mecting f the Executive
Commitloo n resolution was pasved tgoor
ing nll the hospitals of the city and givlng
a grant of $26,000 for the keep of tndigens
pationts in tho Toronto General IHospital
only. This atc‘: created no little conster-
nation ainong the cutaide institutions and
when the comimitteo met again yvesterday
afternoon the represcntatives of tho hos-

itals given the go-by weir prosent 1n full
g)roo. Every member of the exocutive was
in attendancy. ncludiag the mavor.

Judgo MoDougall appearod in bdehall of
Grace Homaopathic Hospital and anked
that that fnstitution be granted civie aid
on nocount af its trentracut of pauper

tieuts. Ho thoughit the institution wan
S:lnu yood work and thero could be no
doubit that they were entitled to o shinro of
the civic ald, The {uatitution roocived al
together 70 ceuts per dny for tho kewp of
pauper patients, schile their maintenance
cost 85 cents per dn{. Ali thoy wanted to
do was to koep the hospital afloat, and ho
woutnd up by showing that tho institation
was non.sectnrian. He could not under-
stend who had made complaint against
the grants to al, tho hos»itals with the ex-
oeptlon of tho Torovto Genernl hospital.
T}:e students wero weloomo to the wardaof
QGraco hospital.

Afr. E. Guraney supported tho contention
of Judgs MoDougali, Ho stood bef

ore
them as o largo specimen of o small pill-
taker, and spoko strongty .ufavor of homao
pathy. They did not ask for charity. but
they wantod what was right

Dr. McConnell rmontul the caso of St.
Aichaal's hospital Dr. O'Rcill{. of tho
Geoneral lospital, nad stated his cpinion
as being in favor of cach hospital starding
on its merits. There was nothing in the
talk abous aectarinnizm. Ho (Dr. McCon-
nell) bolieved tho nurses of St. Michacl'a
hovpital were highily competent.

Ex-Ald. Defou endorsod what Dr, McCon
nell hind raud. Thoso in chargs of tho in-
stitution had gono to considerablo expen:
to preparo for the reception of pablioc pa-
tionts, and now thia patronage had been
saddenly witbdrown., Ho rond o statemont
signed by thoe faculty, showing that the
msanagomont and ?jn;rmom were oxcellicat
and that pationts } creods were tsken
in. Bo crilicizod tho statemonts of Dr.
Orr at tho last meosing of tho axscutive.

Mr. W. H. Howland, as an sx chairman
of the Toronto Goneral Hospital Board,
said tho bospital which he had representod
was not interestad wn tho withdrawal of the
patroasge from the other hospitals. It
would bo a pity to reduons tho facilities for
the treatment of the sick that were to bo
found ir. Toroato to-lay.

Mr. Thomas Loug alse spoke on behalf
of St. Michnrol’s hospital. All thoy asked
was {0 be tronted the samo way as other
hospitals in tho zity doing the same work.
134 Jloy wers doing the work {ully as well
as the General hospital they should have
tho same trcatment.  All clarsos and crecds
werotroatod 8 St. AMichael's. He under-
stood that the students wero permitted to
visit tho hospital whonever it snited their
convenicnce,

Dr. Dwyer, <ho house surgoon at St
Michael's howpital, eaid his hoapital was
just as ‘rao to tho studonts as the Genoral

ospital.

Dr, Lynd s21d tho chairman of the Board
of Health had explained that the amonnt of
320,000 would cover tho amoant ncoessary
for the kesp of indigent patlents.

MARSIAL DUKE DE MoMAHON,

The Great CeltleSoldier and His Famous
Comrades.

Evea tho glight indisposition from
which Marshal MacMahon suffered a
fow dnys ngo gave rive o serious
uncasiness. No mlmuat 18 nsignifi-
cant to o man of such advanced age,
and it will bo inudeed 4 loss for Franco
whon that grand figure. once 8o pro-
minent, lately so cffaced, disappeara
from the country wlich he belped to
make great. He belongs to that
pleind of Marcchaux de Franee in
which felissicr and Canrcbert wero
his contonporaries,

Marie Tdme DPatrice Maurice de
ManoMahon was born on the 13th of
July, 1803, at Sully, the ninth of the
eloven childwn of the Marquis do
MacMahon, Licutenant General and

rsonal friend of Clarles NX. Ho
oft 8Bt. Cyr to serve with Pelissier,
Curvabszt and Changavnier, in the
regiments sent to Africa, distinguished
himself in those arduous campsigns,
and was raised to the rank of General
after his daring exploits at Constan-
tine. He reached Malakoff in timo to
carry the works and display hieroio
valor ; it was there that he spoke the
now Istoric words which on the
bastions of tho captured ** Tower ™
rang above the thunder of the Russian
cannon: **l am here, and ‘tiere I
shall rematn !

Pasgionately fond of Algeria, the
land in which he hud won bis fiest
laurels, MacMahon forsook it in ‘67
in order to go and pacify Kabylia and
presently to recaive the uppomtment
of Governor of that province by the
Emperor. Mageuta remaining  as
the triumphant record of strategy and
military science saw the Qeneral
agsume the ttle of Duke and Marshal
of France, and achieve the highest
honors, Then came 1870 with the
fatal reverses obscuring the glorious
pages of a lifo on which were inscribed
80 many victorivs, yet the brave
soldier remsined undaunted and un-
dismayed ; he advanced in the direc-
tion of Weissembourg snd Froesch-
weiler, where 100,000 { russiang
awatted 40,000 Frenchmen ; he saw
the remnant of those fine squadrons
of the Eighth and Ninth Cuirassiers
deciniated by the dragoons of the
enemy, and as they fell, wrenching
from the Emperor Willinn, the invol-
untery tribute, ¢ O, Iis hruzes yens 1™
MacMahon would have operated a
junction with Bazaire, thrown back
Prince Frederick Charles beyond the
Meuse, and pursucd the Prince Royal
mazching on Chalons.  Other advico
prevailed. It was nnt to be  Napo
leon I11. ontered Srdan to be trappod
with his 180,000 men, and, fortunately |
for MacMabon. he lay serinusly |
woundad before the rendition of a large
army took place.  Had he heen at the
hesA of bis troops he wanld have con
quered or perished, but never havo
been captured alive \When he be-
waoiled that he had not died before
this humiliaticn to bis flag the last
surviving Turcos who hiad fought with
aim st r hweiler gathered around
him with teare on their swarthy
cheeks, for they had 1~ 1 him since

His period .f presidency
was perfectly clesn and loyal: he !

mpy havo erred on minor questions,
offcnded one pnrt{ or another, laid
himsclf open to tho consures of the
ress, but his roputation of = perfeotly
Lonest man was ns undispuwy ag that
of tho soldier of Malakofl, of the victor
of Magenta. or of tho prisoner of
Sedan ; 1t enn be summed up in thoe
word - imaculato !  He submitted
rather than accepted to be olovatod to
tho Presidential chair. Ho descended
from it with equanimuty to retiro to
his country homo at Sully 8t. Legor,
near Autun. le has oiten «aid that
he would nover sec tho government of
his choico: born and bred in strictly
legitimigt views ho considered that
the supremo ealvation of Franco lay
in n monarchin! restoration. For one
brief momont he helped to seo tho
realization of that dream, and confi-
dently expected the hour when the
Counte de Chambord, saated on the
thronoe of big {ashers, would grant him
“a small military command." ‘The
dream was rudely dispelled when the
manifesto of Saizbury elicited from
the National Assembly ti.e vote of the
Septennate.

But, whatover, part Meoc.{ahon has
played during the eighty-iivo years
of & well-filled life, ho has in the past
and present heen surroundec by the
bomage and respet of his country-
men. Every head is bared before the
white.haired old mar, who carries his
age 8o bravely, walking erect still,
read-ng without spectacles, riding on
horseback, and putting the final touch
to his memuirs.

Canrobert, whose ouly daughter,
Claire, was quictly married in 1890, a
fow weeks only after her mother's
death, is equally worthy of the dignity
of Marshal, conferred on him for his
glorious services in the army. His
name appears on the roll of thirty-
cight battles, sieges, or attacks, begin
ning in 1855 with Oued Sig, in Africa,
and ending in 1870 with Ladonchamp.
Among them stand out in relief the
duzzling nomea of Isley, Alma, Balak-
lava, inkermann, Sebastopol, Ma-
gonta, Solferinc, Giravelotte, and St.
Privat.

After the close of the Franco
Germon war Canrobert $0k up his -
residence in a smali hotel in the Rue !
de Marignar, close to the Champs
Elysees. During the lifetime of his
beloved wife, the beautiful Floras Mac-
Donsld, he frequently visited his pro-
perty at Jouv ep Jouas, but when ths
Marechale died he never returned to
a spot go associated with his happiest
moments, and leads an almost cloistral
existence of seclusion in his Paris
house.

Twenty three years have clapsed
gince Napoleon III. created the last
Marslial of France, Gen Lebeuf, and
it seemed as if the title would dic out
forever a3 formerly the fine one of
Connctablc, but the young men of
to day harbor the hope that this
supteme reward will once again be
vouchsafed to their valor and that they
may look forward to that baton which
was popularly sapposed to lie hidden
in the lnupeack ef every -onseript.
This revival would be hailed with
acclamation by the army. The dignity
dates from a remot: period of the his
tors of Franu.. Under Philippe
Auguste the name was given to the
chiel of an outpost, but about the end '
of the thirteenth century it became an ]
expression. _f the bighest military rank.
From the reign of Louis XIV. till the
republic there were generally fifteen
or sixteen Marshals of France. In!
1791 a decrec reduced the number to |
six, and two ycars later the ** Terror™ l
sbo.lbisl;hed.tlllm msﬁitntio‘qu as1 incom-

tible with equality. Napoleon re
g:nstructcd it, and it \vnspofrom the
Generals of the republic that he elect
ed ihe Imperinl Marshals; they had !
all won fame on battlefields, and wero
tbe worthy followers of the Turennes !
and Catinate  T'nder the old regime !
they wereaddressed as*Monseigneur,”
and sach as “ Excellence.” For a !

brief spaco of time seniorily in offico
conferred a cortaln superiorily ovor tho
other colleagues, but this preferenco
was soon abolished.

‘Tho baton, the ingignia of tho rank,
80 often ropresented in old portraits, is
a small roll of wood, somo sixteen
inches long, covered in blue velvet,
and decorated with embroidored goldon
ombloms, There was formerly fleur
de lis, then bees under the empire,
and a five-pointed atar under Louis
Philippo At cach oxtremity of the
baton 18 n golden ring, on which a
motto is engraved. Tho Ring used to
send the baton to the new dignitary,
or to hand it huuself to the recipient.
Louis XIIL, on the beack of Hordin,
thirow his cano to the :ntropid La Meil-
loraye, saying : ** 1 make you Msarshal
of Franco—thors is your baton.” Im
Meilleraye picked up tho stick and
used 1t as a hero.  In memory of that
royal uct, on more than one vccasion
the Kings of Franco have placed therr
canes in the hands of the freshly made
Marghals as if to invest them with
some of their authority.

Beforo tho revolution a Marshal
carried his baton whencver he was at
tho head of his troops. Since then it
became a purely decorative insignia,
figueing chiefly in paintings. Marshal
de Castollane was the last who brought
Ins baton into public ceremonies.
Wken ho paid an official call an aide-
do-camp carried «t, standing at his
side. At roviews ne bmugished it
aloft, and was oven scen to throw it
into the air and cateh it cre it fell, as
the Arabs do with their ritles.

Almost all the great French families
have bud Marshals amonyg their ances-
tors; towmention only one, the Berna.
dottes are to-day on the throne of
Sweden, It would take volumes to
specify all the names that have re-
ceived added lustre from the honor.

Marshal Soult, Duke of Dalmatia,
was once asked what in 4is opinion
constituted a real French Marshal.
He answered withouta moments hesi-
tation: * It is & man who has more
duties to fulfil than any one else and
who 18 blameless in all things.” Tra-
dition tells us that the predecessors of
Canrobort, and MacMahon, Duke of
Masyenta have, like thess last illus-
trious survivors, deserved this prond
defimition.~— M. de 8.1 New Yark Sun.

The most attractive exhibit in the
Mines Building is that of the Cape
Colony dinmond industry.

The practi-
cal exhibition showa the washing and
separating the dirt from the stopes
done by machinery operated by Zulss.
Still moro interesting is the ~leaving
and cutting of dixwonlds #nd ths polizh
ing v tho stones by skilled work:xen.
R sugh dismouds aro shown in the ex-
hibit to the value of $750,000.

On the south wall of the government
room which contains tho national ex-
bibit in the French display, beogs s
marvelous tapestry from the manufac-
tory at Beauvais. Itisabout twelve by
twenty feot in size.  Itatitle is * Tbhe
Fairies’ Godchild,” and sbows an infant
on a couch surrounded by fairy god
mothers who erobestowing their various
gifta. A bag is observed rotmating
from tho happy oscone  Tho coloring is
rich and tho huea fiucly bleaded. This
tapestry is worth §120,000 and was
fiftoen years in process of mavufacture.

The Japaneso Exbibit in the Palace
of (Fine Arts is tho delight of all be
holders. Japan’s favorite flower, the
Chryssnthemum, greets one in the
beautitul tapestry which bangs at the
erirance. Just boyond is a startling
ropresentation of a huge gorillu carved
in cherry wood. The walls are hang
with magnificont tapestrics and curious
paintings on zilk or paper. The center
of the room contains cases in which are
displayed carvings in ivory and wood.
Bronzes, cloissone work, and sall the
other artistic products of Japan unite
in making a remarkoble display.

aro statemonts of fasts universally
acknowledged boro; (&) their romedy
ia a crying want; (c) tho discuvermg
of them to thoso in whose hands the
cure may lio is the dischargo of «
friondly office, porhaps an obligation,
and not the carping of hyperaritical
oynicism.

With all due respect, and indeed
regrot, necessity forces me to say that
the religious training of the Irish
immigrant ig not at all equal to his
new surroundings, and far short of
what is necessary in s Catholic to
hold his own amid the wars and
clashings of religious opinions around
him, and the numerous seductions to
apostacy on every side. In this
country it may be stated, as a rule,
that parents religiously ignorant, ex-
copt in rare casss, bring up indifferent.
if not infidel, families. 8o, though
force of habit and tradition megy pre-
serve the first, the second and suc-
ceeding generations will suffer sadly
for the neglected wmstruction of the
pioneers. This 13 especially true of
scattered distrcts, where a priest can
vigit but seldom, and a Catholic school
is uakoown. On the thorough in-
struction of an immigrant not only
does his own persevira-ce depend,
but also inte the account are to be
taken the after generativns, swho must
in a great measure look to lhis zeal
and intelligenco for their knowledge
and constaucy. To the iguorrnce
and neglect of one Catholic father the
ruin of a multitude may be traced.

A woll-instructed Catholic can
scarcely be a negligent one, when he
sees around lnm tho dangers with
which his children are beset. There
ar9 in every part of this country faun-
liea, infidel or Protestant, having on
their faces tho bright intelligent birth-
mark of their Ceitic orygin, and most
Catholic names. Trace the history of
any onc of them, and invariably the
lapso has one of two origins—a mixed
marriage, or & poorly-instructed par-
ent, who alsc became 8 negligzaat one.
Thess are the two principal—it might
bs sard the only—sources of leakage.
Not alone 18 he set up for the saving
or the rum of us own blocd, but a
centro of light to those around him,
The Catholic may be challenged who
has hved & number of years hern,
without having opportunittes, not only
of defending ins rehgion, 1ts principles
and practices, but of helping and
enhightemng strugghng, prejudiced,
or earnestlyinquiring minds. To
break the crusts of error and prejudice,
and lead souls, some way at leasi,
nto God's hght, 18 withm the power
of the bumblest. Cathohc truth, too,

meets Protestant minds nere under.

singularly fosvaourable circumstanees.
They are not hardened or blasted by
continental sacnilege or apostacy lying
between them aod God's grace like a
ihiek wall!  The ties of famly trad-
tion, public opmion, or racial hates,
do not ohain them to the old moorings
as at home, or repel ther from bonest
nvestigation of the Church's claims.
Tha old oaken pew, with 1ts sweet and
tender memories reaching back to
childhood, the vault contsiming the
centurnes of ancestral dust, the circling
chain of Protestant familics dovetailed
and intermarriea, the local Protestant
traditions, all thess havo passed away.
Long distance from the scene of stnfe,

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a constant blending and intercourse,
molts anti-Irirh prejudices, and with
a httle knowledgo begets warm appro.
ciation of our countrymoen’s gonial
natuzes. Thus it bappons that Eng.
lishmon, who at home would as soon
out off their right arm as to think of
joining an Irsk Catholls congregation,
and listen to their dutios explained in
Munster brogue, and face the mookery
or the ecowlfa of their friends hore,
marey Irish wives, and become good
zealous Catholics. “/hor to himsolf
you add the ever-multipl ring genvra.
tions destined to boar !;m namo, tho
non.Catholic elements ith which
Providence surrounds him, and whioch,
if it is not possible to tranymuco, it is
cortainly within his gower to alter
and to better, the numbe~ of souls
wuoze salvation depends on tho pro-
perly iustructed mind of a singlo
imniigrant, is almost reduced to a
dofinite mathematival problem.

I can fully underatand how, in a
country whero the moral rurcoundings,
the social life, and the licerary in.
stinotg, are ail impregrated with the
divino aroma of ocatholicity, whero
anti-Catholio hostility, in all its trucu.
lent ingolence, or still more dangerous
bland seductiveness ; where the con-
stant defensive struggle, nerving to
action and sharpening caution; and
whero. alas! the sad spactasle of
apostacy are happily unknown, how
eagy it is, under such circumstances,
to acoount for a pastor's blinking
vigilance. He is led to forget the
fact that a certain portion of his flock
is destined, sooner or later, to go
forth and be the foundations and
apostles, to form off-shoots of the
frish Chureh, that in expansive width
and towering strongth are destined to
eclipse the parent stem ; to fill the
noble mission evidently destined by
heaven for our race—the world's
apostolate, amidst the decay of Catho-
lic, and the materializing of Protestant
faith, that they are to be thrown in
surroundings far different from thosu
of their Irish homes. The senso of
great and confident secunity for the
nigjority of his flock in tho present, is
too apt to lull his anxiety about the
fow in the fature.

The pastor's all-important duty of
cultivating and enlarging the religious
knowledge of his people. is relegated
to the school-master and the Sunday
school-teacher ; bis weekly discourses
chiefly consist in moral disquisitions
and cxhortations, very excellent in
their way; tho sensibilities of his
hearers, their forvour and their pisty,
may be intonsified and inflamed. but
thoir 10tellectual faculiies are seldom
ennched or enlightened. Young men
and women coming here were gener
ally instructed in their Catechism till
they were confirmed, and very little
trouble i has given them since thoy
arrived at the nrature age of ten, the
more doveloped faculties remained
unfed. There was no necessity. At
one stroke Cathelic surroundings, that
almost defy a fall, are suddenly cut
off, and with a fragmentary recollec.
tion of their confirmation knowledge
they land here. Tho scene, indeed, i3
changed. A sharp as well as a large
demand is suddenly made, not only
on their steadfast adhesion to princi
plo, but also their capability of pro-
tocting and defending the faith that is
in them. From the bot-house of
Catholic fervour they are suddenly
transplanted and bid strike root amidst
the chilling ice blasts of sceptical,
often ribald, infijelity.

Piety, purcly emotional, glowing
and effervesoent, has a poor chance of
lasting in 3uch an atmosphers. Tho
cold sneer of the sceptic, or the
plausible objection of the sophist, soon
quenches its fire and cools its eballi-
tions. Tho devotion thatrests not on
the sohd bed-rock of kuoowledge 15 &
feeble gift, ill swited to the questioning
spirit of onr age and the pructical

THE LAND QUESTION.
(CoxtiNuED.)

Sin,—My first lotter begins with
the words, “ A law that works in-
justice in Ireland cannof work injustice
in Canada.” This was intended to
say, “A law that works injustice in
h!‘lelund cannot work justice in Can-
ada.”

Afier pointing out the suprems im-
portance in the land question, Bishop
Nulty commences his letter with the
following propesilions:  * Private
property in land is not justified by its
general acceptanze. Human elavery
was once generally accepted. HEven
Chrigtians recognize slavery. The
approval of the world cannot justify
tnjustice. Private property in land is
tho twin sister of glavery. National
rig{lt. not vested right, should con-
trol.”

In defining the right of property,
Bishop Nulty uses the following
words :

« Every man has a natural right to
the free cxercise of his mental and
corporal faculties ; and whatever use-
ful thing any one has produced by his
toil and hie labour, of that he ia the
rightfal owner—in that he has in
stript justioe a right of property. The
two cssential charaoteristics of pro-
porty, therefore, are: First, thothing
itself must bo useful for some pur- |
pose ; and, secondly, it must be the
product or the resnlt of our labour.
Now, the effort of the exertion de-
manded by labouris irksome, distaste-
fal and repalsive to the indolence and
seli-indulgence that is nataral to us,
and, therefore, no one will voluntarily
subjoot himself to the painful incen-
venience of labour who i3 not stimu.
1ated by the prospect of the remanere.-
tion and enjoyment which the frait of
his labour will return him.

s Whoever, then, hag voluntarily

subjected himeelf to the painful

operations of labour hns, in siriot
justico, a right of propordy in tho pro-
duot or rosult of that labour; that is
to eay, he, and ho alone, has a right
to all tha advantages, tho enjoymonts,
tho pleasurcs and the comforis that
nre derivablo from the results of his
labour. Othors cannct complain of
buving boen oxcluded from the enjoy-
mont of a thing whoso preduction
cost them nothing, whioh he was not
bound to produco for their uso, and
which, woro it ot for his efforts,
would not havo oxisted at all, Use
and oxclusion are, thorefore, tho two
ocasential pooclinrities of the enjoymont
of o right of proporty, Tho power to
Wisposs of legitimate proporty is al-
most absoluto., Property inay be de-
voted by its ownor to any purpose ho
pleases that is not incousistont with
the pubdlic good and does not interfere
with the righis of others. He may
keap it for his own use and enjoyment
if he wishes, or he may oxchango it
by barter or salo for an cquivalont in
valuo of the proparty of others; ha
may alisnato it by fvee gift when liv-
ing, or bequeath it to anyone he
Sleasos, as & voluntary legaoy, whon
ying. Ho might oven destroK‘it and
do no wrong to anyonme. If Michael
Angolo, in that delirium of artistio
frenzy in which he called on his cole-
brated statuo of Moses * to speak,”
hiad deglt it a blow of his mallet, which
would bave oreated not merely a rent
in its knee, but hnd actuslly shattered
it info atoms, the world might indeed
deplore the doatruction of this im.
mortal work as an irroparable loas,
but it could not corplain that he did
it an injustice or a wrong. Michael
Angelo was master of his own freo
actions, and he was not bound to
spand yoars of labour and toil in pro-.
dueing that incomparable statue to
delight and please the world, and, even
after he lmg produced it, ho was not
bound to preserve it for ita enjoyment.
He might do what he liked with his
own.
¢« Bvery individual whose labour
produces an article of property makes
a anbstaatial addition to the wealth of
tho nation; and a nation's general
prosperity and happiness, and the de-
gres and abundance in which it
possesses all the comforts, the enjoy-
ments, tho luxurics and pleasures of
life, depend entirely on the numbers
engaged in industrial produotiveness,
and on the skill and efficiency of their
labour. Every man, no doubt, works
for his own s2if interest, for his own
benefit and happiness, but whether he
wishes it or aot ho worl,, too, for the
increased enjoyment and prosperity of
others. No msan consumes ali that
his labour produces, and the benefit
of the superfluous products of his
iabour, if not enjoyed by himself, is
surs to bo enjoyed by some one to
whom he has transferred it. If a
bootmaker does not himsolf wear all
the boots he produces, somebody else
is sure to wear them for him. It is,
therefore, highly in the intersst of the
community, as well as of individuals,
to encoursge the production, the mul-
tiplication, and accumulation of
objests of wealth; and, therefore, to
stimulate the aotivity and energy of
tho Inbour necessary for their produo-
tion the laws of all nations, as well as
the Iaw of nature, have regarded as
saored and inviolablo the right of
groperty which a man enjoys in what

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IRISH WIT AND HUMOUR.

Edwond Broiens in the Lamp,

Onie rad defect in Irish literature is
tho abgenco of a good eollestion of the
sperkling and humorcus sayings for
which Irish mon and women of all
ages have beon remarkable. Ewen
down to tho present timo thoey provail
in my lord’s castle and his servants'
hall. * A story is told, that shortly
before the termination of Mr. Balfour's
Cluof Scurotaryship ho entertained,
among others, Iather Healy, the wit
of Bray. Mr. DBalfour asked Father
Healy if he thought that tho people of
Ircland disliked him as much as they
pretended ; to which the vicar of
Little Bray roplicd . ** If they only
bated the devil half as much the
pricsts of Irolaud might take a long
boliday.” Another atory is told of his
Graco tho present Arghbishop of
Cashel, examining u little peasant boy
on the Catechismn, and asking him
“ What was matrimony **  Thae little
follow couldn't recall the oxact words
of tho answer, but determined not to
bo beaten, replied *¢ Two people getting
married, your Grace.” * Could two
little boy< got married 2" pursued the
Archbishop.  * Yis, your Grace."”
“ How is that?" ¢ To two little
girls, your Grace."

Irish wit and humour has an air of
simplicity, and yot simplicity is not its
character. It belongs more to the mind
than to tho tongue, and more to the
heart than either, It cannot be called
4 pun, 8 quiz, or o joke. It is un.
studied, and it comes unsearched and
uncalled for. It is to be found in the
writings of the novelists, the drama-
tists, the poets, and, indeed, in all
departments of Irieh literature. Yet
a great amount has been lost from the
fact that no good record has ceen
kept. What a delightful collection
might be made if even the sayings of
thie Mons of the Serew were prosorv-
ed? In looking up materials for a
series of Iectures I had to deliver on
illustrious Irishmen, I kept continually
coming across the most witty and
humorous passsges, strewn here and
there with the most eloquent and
pathetio word-Baiming. An instance
of this may be found in a speech
delivered by O'Connell in his native
Kerry, where, after delivering an elo-
quent burst, a drunken opponent
shouted out some objectionahle re-
mark. 0O'Connell appealod to soms of
the audience to takeand show him the
Inkes of Killarney. *¢‘The bottom iv
‘em, Counsellor ?” (as he was familarly
colled), said a witty listener. * Oh,
no,” said O'Connell : “ Idon't want to
frighten the fish.” IHis anecdntes,
with those of Curran and the host of
other wits who from time to time
adorn the Irish Bar, would fill a good-
sized volume. After exhausting these
I wok up the works of Dean Swift.
He was a perfect mastor of satiricel
wit and humour. He told the Irish
people “to burn everything English
but Ler coals,” and in reply to an
Eunglish lady. who praised the air of
Ireland, ho said : ** For goodness sake
do not tell them of that when you go
bu.c,? to England or they will tax it on
us

There is an impression prevalent
among many peoply with o taste for
reading that standard works ars the
repositories of all that is good in
literature and it ‘s frequently urged
that life is too shor. to be spent, in er-
ploring literary byeways. Now, this
18 a3 absurd us to imagino that the
wild Sower of the valley has none of
the charm which nature has bestowed
with such prodigality on its more
favoure_d ielation the rose, * tha}
proud ip beauty glows” iu Arcadian
bowers. And so it is with Irish litera-
tare. Lover, Carleton, and Lover are
generally belisved to hinve a monopoly
of the humorous in fiction.

_ The two former present to my mind
listle short of a grotesquo carcature.
Lover, however, although sometimes
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straying .com tho truo paths of ohar-
aoter-sketching, makes cne laugh
rather with, than at bis creations.
I'or instance, his old ludy who goes
into nshop in Dublin for a hnlfpenny
eandlo, and 18 informed that m con.
sequonce of the Ruesian war they are
raiged ' prico to a penny, exclaims,
* Wisha, glory be to dod, do they
fight by candlo-hght n Russia 2~ 18
very happy. The true represenintive
of the Irishman in fichon is to be
found in that litorary wild-fiower, ke
Homes ot Tipperary, bf' poor, kindly
0. J. Kiokbam. Yot ho is unknown
almost to English readers, and what
is still more unfortunate, oven were
they to read bim 1t 18 very doubtful of
they would understand or agpreciatn
him. Their Irish characters of fiction
— ayv, wdeed, and very often of
reality—are monstrosities dressed up
tn swallow-tail coats, battered tall hats,
with o olay pipo stuck n the front.
something like an exaggerotion of n
policoman’s baton being twirled around
their fingers while with a shout the
exclmm, ¢ Shure and bedad, who'll
thread on tho tail of my coat now, you
spalpeon.” Thig is simply painful to
an Irish person acquainted witi his
country peoplo at home. Itissadin
other respeots, too: for it is this want
of knowledge by the English peoplo of
their Irish noighbours that has beon
the cause of much of the trouble which
has existed so long between them, 1
have an abiding faith n the ultimate
recolleotion of tho two peoples. When
tho Irishman is divested of the absurd
habiliments with which the fifth-rate
1ausio hall artiste has decked him for
porade before unenlightened English
audiences, and when the causo of his
country is likewiso stripped of the
trappings with which unscrupulous
politicians have surrounded it, some-
times for selfish and always for ignoble
purposes, both will recommend them-
selvey to the English mind.

The Hames of Tipperary has brought
tears and laughter alternately from
wany & reader. It would be difficult
to find in Irsh fiction & more humor-
ous scene than that enacted on the
day of Maurice Kearney's station —in
parts of Ireland churches ware so far
apart that the priests had, and in some
places they do so up to the present
time, to agsemble the penple at con-
venient places for Easter duty; Barney
Broderick's violent encounter with the
priest's boy ; the reproving speech of
one the onlookers reminding Barney
that he had been on his duty (mean-
ing to Confeasion and Holy Commu-
rion) and that it was & shame for him.

¢4 De—n well he knows that I'm
in tho sthate of grace, but, plaze God,
1 won't be always so, and then I'll
break every bone in his body, the
Kerry blaguard from the County
Limerick.»

This class of humour, known as
Irish balls, is not the genuine articlo.
It is a peculiarity of the Celtic mind
that it is capable of receiving more
than one impression at once ; but
oftentimes in the endeavour to give
expression to one idea another comes
rushing forward and the two not
infrequently get jumbled together, pro
ducing the Irish bull. On another
occasion Barney Broderick was asked
by an intending traveller by rail if he
thought he would catch a train. * Oh,
{;ou've lots uv time, but if you don't

nrry you'll be late,” was the reply.
This looks at first somewhat of the
nature of an Irish buil, but on close
observance it is only s slight sxaggera-
tion. Barney undouttediy wanted to
convey to the mind of the traveller
that he hadn’t lost the train, but that
he'd require to put on speed to catch
it. I must leavea moro lengthy refor-
ence to humorous fiction for a future
article,

CLERGY OF THE CITY.

Rev. asv Dear Farnens

We deom 1t our duly to call your
attention, nnd the attontion also of
your people, to the resent notion of the
City Council Exeouttve in refusing the
sllowance hitherto given for tha treat-
ment of the poor in St. Michael's
Hospital. The reasons given for this
hostile cction rest on foundations of
sand. One member gpoke against
sactarianism in the public dealings
with the Hospitals. ¢ Seotarianism"”
is hore doubtless meant for distinetive
rehigious beliets and ministrations.
Now, if the teachings and ministrations
ot the Christian faith are at all times
of the greatest moment to man, if the
consolations and hopes and the sus-
taining influences and graces which
the Christian religion imparts are st
all times of priceless value, surely they
must be of infimte importance and of
inestimablo value to all, but espacially
to the paor, in the time of pain and
suffering, and amid the sorrows and
anguish and fears of the death bed.
If public charity should always be
given no! only in a spirit of impartial
justice, but also in a spirit of Christian
tenderness and compassion, it should
be administered with special sympathy
and kindly thoughtfulness daring the
vigitations of sickness, and in a way
that will brisg most comfort to the
heart and the soul that are sick as well
as to the suffering body.

Can any one for 8 moraent deny
that for the sick Catholic poor the
winiatrations, of the Siaters of Charity,
their Christ lik, sympathy for the
suffering, their life long consecration
to the elieviation of human misery,
their prayers snd spiritual exbortations
and instructicns, the hopes and the
trust in the mereiful God their pres-
ence and example a8 well as their
4vords inspire, are of & value and 1m.
portaace that are simply inestimable ?
Is it kind, is it charitable, is it Chris-
tian to trke the poor that are at our
merey, end especislly in the dark
bours of their sickness that for meny
may be upnto death, away from sach
blessad influence and comfortig sur
roundings, and furce them into insti-
tutions where, from the nature of
things, they cannot have these price-
less advantages in full measure and
completoness ?

But, says another sapient alderman
—a medical doctor—** These charitable

jnstitutions are mero * fads,’ and wero

tho granis continued to them tho
Gencral Hoapital would be sadly crip-
pled.”  Ho that it is the wellare of the
General Hospital that must be con.
sidored, and not tho intercsts of the
sick poor. in olhor words, tho sick
poor oxist for the sako of the hospital,
and net the hoapitat for thoe sick poor.,
The dootor justifies his courso by
what, in face of the ovidonue, wo must
oall falso allegations and acousations,
Hear him  ** 'T'he responsibloe Super-
intendent is not u qualitied physicion,
for it is no cther than Madamo do
Chantal.” ‘This lady is tho vesponsi-
ble Buperintondent of the institution
ss far ns its general and ecconommio
menagement is concerned, but she bas
nothing whatever to do with the
medical treatient of the pationts ; and
the nstitution has a qualifiod resident
physician, who is medical suporin-
tendent. Hence tho allegation of the
doctor is false, in the sense which he
meant.

Agamn he accusea the roligious
nurses of the 1nstitution as nogligent
snd ineflicient, and ho bases this
serious chiarge on the evidence of two
physicians whose names are not men-
tioned, but which he was prepared to
impart privately. What sort of evi-
dnuce is this on which to assail the
character and smirch the fair fame of
an important institution? Suchback.
stair evidence would be laughed out of
a court of law; and yet it is on the
strongth of such testimony the public
aro asked to believe the story of the
inefficioncy and negligence of the
Sisters as nurses! Who are those
unnamed physicians ? If thoy oxist
let them, in common f{airness and
manliness, come forward and give
their nnmes, and then we shall be able
to ostiraate the value ~f their testi-
mony.

Happily for the intorcsts of truth
and for the defence of the Bisters we
have not to dspend on tho hole and-
corner evidencs of namelesa dootors.
Hero is the evidence of the resident
Medical Superintendent, and here also

i2 quoted the testimony of the Medical

It appears to be tho intention of
lordl Salisbury and his desperate
Tory chique to arouse all London by o
rerivn of meotings ngainst Homo Rule
for Irvland. The noble lord is {ully
convineed, against all appearances to
the contrary, that his mission to
Bellast wos o trivinphant success
and now, aller consulting with Messrs,
Balfour, Goschen and the othior lead-
ing Conservatives, hea has resolved to
addreas hinisell to all the conatituen-
o3 in the great Motropolis, and raise
snch a storm that must carry in ity
rack and fury not only all London,
but all Lngland, from Land’s End to
the Chieviots.

Never, iu British history, did any
Imperial Aot meot vith such desperato
and bull-dog opposition as the Home
Rule Bill, Thero is no quarter shown
the vnemy, no truce given ; it is haok
and hew without morey all along the
line. The opponents of the measure,
besides their own innnte hatred of
Ircland’s autonomy which provents
them from yielding graciously to any
liboral enncession, are fascinated wivh
the undying hopo of o bresk in the
ranks of Irsh Nationulists, or what
would be still more accoptable, if not
mere welvome, a break in the vigorous
health, or in the clear-seeing intellect
of the Grand Old Man. Insanity or
general debility, the ordinary result of
old ngo, or even death itsslf, may bo
reckoned as factors in Tory calenla-
tions of a protracted debate on the
Home Rulo Bill.

Now that all such contingencies,
owing to Mr. Gladstone’s pure and
sober hiabits of life, scem rologated to
the beginning of the coming century,
another appeal must bo mado to the
presions and prejudices of the unedu-
cated amongst the masses of Liondon.
The firat of such contemplated meet-
ings was last week held in the Royal
Surrey Tleatro. The leader of the
obstructionist opposition illustrated
his opinion of Mr. Gladstone’s action
towards lIreland with an elaborate
metaphor based on the account of the
racent disaster in Washington. ¢ The
Premier,” his lordship said, *¢ was
digging a cellar under the anciont
fabric of tho Empire. He was work-
ing carelessly, as did tho men undor
the old theatre in Washington. If he
should bo allowed to continue his
task all three floors of the Imperial
building, throne, church and parlia-
ment, would come crushing down
around the heads of the desiructive
Liberal party.”

Such bore-faced assemption and
begging tho question can make but
littlo impression on the cool-headed,
thinking people of England Far
from sapping the foundations or ander-
mining the structure, Mr, Gladstone,
than whom no mors loyal or purer
patriot breathes in Great Britain
to-day, is bui rearing up props and
pillais to sustain the Empire such as
nover existed before. The ne- solid
buttresses that England's greatest
statesman has discovered are the heart-
felt gratitude and new born loyalty of
mlo?g suffocing nation. The sym
pat¥es, the aflections and effective
strength of millions of Irishmen at
home and abroad are the gigantic
towers that England must in the
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fature lean upon In ber atrugglo for
cxistenca and permanency as a power
of tho first magnitudo,

Lord Salisbury's olosed meoting
within tho walls of the Bcyal SBurroy
Thentro formed o vory striking con-
trast to tho open-air demonstration in
favour of Homo Rule that was hold
two weoks proviously in Hydo Park.
Of this monster meoting the eablo
stated : * Fegarded as an indicalion
of popular fechng to-day's procoedings
bave rarely beon cqualled and nover
surpassed in Jiondon during the pre.
sont genoration.  In  numbers, in
enthusmsm and tn gorgeousness, Sun.
day's display was woll-nigh unsur-
pnssible. A quarter of a million,
surrounded the twelve platforms which
had been creoted in the Park, and
oven in a city of miltions of men’s souls
raust bo deeply moved to result i such
an assomblage. Over a score of bands,
judiciously placed in tho proceasion,
supplied Irish Music, and a hundred
banners added brightness to the scone,
All along the route taken by she pro-
cession on its march from tho
embankment tv Hydo Park tho stroets
woro lined with huge masses of spec.
tators, and 1t 18 deeply significant of
the fealing of the metropolis, on the
question now beforo the sountry, that
at no point was thore tho slightest
sign of hostility manifested, while
many times hearty oheers were given
for Home Rule and Mr. Gladstone.”

Mr T P. OConnor, M.P., from
the contral platform delivered an
cloquent address, in which, among
many other pithy remaiks, he said:
* The attendance of our English
brothren in this demonstration is an
indication and a proofof thereal heart
and purpose of our policy. The Ulster
minority who protest zgainst Home
Rule do 8o, as they profess, in the
interests of the British people azd the
British Empire, and they charge our
policy as one inspired of hatred. Both
to one and the other, the tens of
thousands of patriotic Englishmen
who are here to-day assembled answer
back that in Home Rule they sce not
the destruction, but the salvation of
the Empire, and in Home Rulere not
irreconcilible enemies, but friends
yearning and imploring for the oppor-
tunity to olose the quarrel and con-
clude a final, an enduoring and
imperishable peace.”

At the same meeting Mr. Nooroji,
M.P., proposed the following resolu-
tion: ¢« That this monster meoting
pledges its support to Mr. Gladstone
in his noble efforts to close for ever
the long and disastrous confliot
between tho peoples of England and
Ireland, and condemns the shameless
obstruction of the Tory party, not
only of Home Ruls, but of all
measures of reform demanded for the
great masses of the people in the
House of Commons.” He said they
were thut day assembled in support of
the glorions Act which the British
people wero going to ennct in the
emaucipation of the Irish people.

Mr. John Dillon said: * We have
not held our meoting i Albert or
durrey Theatre ; such halls could not
accommodate cne-twentieth of the
people who sympathize with us here

in London, and who are here to-da:
to tell the minority of Ulster that it
must uot coorcs all Ireland into abject

submission, or propagate tho hateful
dootrine that oither in England or
Iroland o pamperad fow shall be per
mitted to ornsh tho aspirations or
take awny tho liberties of an ontire
nation."*

From clevon other platforms stir-
ring and ploquent specohes of similar
import wore delivered by such popular
orators ag Michael Davitt, T. D. Sul.
livan, Mr. Eldridgo Uealy, Rev. Mr.
Smith, Protestant minister of Carrig-
forgus ; Mr. P. H. Carville, M.P., Mr.
Diamond, M.P., Mr. T. J. Condon,
and others, who orontod widespread
enthuslagm in favour of I[reland's
causo, and heaped well merited ridi-
cule on the puny offorts of Lord
Salisbury to stem the torremt of
English popular conviction that now

threntons to carry boforo it all Orange
hato and Tory fanaticism, both in
England and Irelend.

Our Catholic Institutions.

Under the heading of * Charity
Reform'' thero appeared in the col.
umns of the (lobe of Wednesday, 14th
instant, an article of po common type
of bitter intolerance. Having taken
up the cudgel of RcCarthyism in the
Soparato School question of Manitoba,
we night naturally expect such senti-
ments {rom that journal in its deal-
ings with all subjects dear to every
Catholio heact. The occasion of this
swooping cyclono of bigotry referred to
was the action taken by some tolerant
alderman of Toronto to rescind the
decision to shut off public aid to all
hospitals, excepting the general
hospital of the city. This blow was
struck at St. Michael's Hospital. The
writer admits that the motives prompt-
ing this refusal of civic aid was bad.
It may be that the motives of the
aldermon who began the agitation
=¢re none of the best, and that their
dosire was to wound the Roman
Catholic Church, rather than reform
the oity’s charity roll.” ‘True, Mr.
Egitor. And on the sarae grounds we
may slso infer that the motives ingpir-
ing your article sre equally far from
being the best; for we fail to grasp
any other reason for such a tirade,
excepting religious intolerance and
prejudice to the noblest institutions
of Christianity.

The writer assnmes that these
Catholic works of charity are breeders
of sectarian strifs, und serving no
necessary purpose but opposition to
oivic institutiong; for he says:
¢ Nothing will more readily break
Zdown the spirit of sectarianism so
rampant among the people of Canada
than the maintenance of common
public institutions such as the General
Hospital on the governing board of
which Catholic and Protestant may
sit side by side and in the wards of
which Catholic and Protestont clergy
may minmster to their adherents.”

We indignantly deny the first prin-
ciple underlying all this, and condemn
the remedy adviged. Thege sweeping
sggertions are aimed not ouly at
hospitals, but also at our schnols,
industrial and separate, as a further
perusal of the parsgraph shows. Such
a mode of dealing with scctarionism
will alsn apply ¢o the Church itself.
Peraacuto her and wa will bavo a civio
churoh, call it what you will, starve
her out. What an admirable principle
to lay down in a public paper in this
enlightened ninoteenth century !

But these mesns have been tried
long ago, time and again, and have
proved futile, leaving, as a result, the

darkest stains on tho pages of history,
while the porsecuted nchieved a
glorious triumph. Verily this x
stupondous remedy to destroy the
apirit of sectarianistu !

But how comes this spint of religious
bittorness? la it from tho halls of
our schools or tho werds of our hos-
pitals? We defy the G/le to prove
the assumption. If thare is anything
whioh tends to fan the ilame of gec-
taman strife, 1t 18 the doctrine and
practice which are tuculeated in the
articlo in question. You would
imagine, ivom tho language of the
logica! and diotatorial writer who sits
on tho McCrthyite beneh i the
Globe oftice, that our Cathoiie hos-
pitals and schoole aro innovations ou
tbo birthright of the land, having no
higher wotive than a narrow antagon.
ism to ali like civio establishments.

Whence came your hospitals »
Scarch history and you will hnd that
thewr origin was Catholio, They ware
born and bred in the bosona of the
Catholic Church. ILong before the
dawn of the presont multiplied Clris.
tian seota the Cutholic Church estab.
lished ler hospitals for tho sick and
dying. There was no dutly ¢7te to
oppose such works whon $St. Basil
founded o hospital in (‘acsarin, when
St. Chirysostom established another in
Auntioch, and St Ephraim one in
Edessa.

The love of God is a higher and
stronger motive of duty than any
human wotive of action, whether it
be honor or love of guin, Heace the
tender care of the Sister of Charity,
whose life is consecrated to God, in
tending to the wants of suffering man
is prized by all who know the worth
of her ministrations in the bour of
pain, whether he be the soldier
wounded on the field of battle, or the
poos luvorer stricken in want and
destitution, It matters not what his
creed moy be. By her vow of charity
she knows no distinction of persons.
Her praise is sounded on the lips of
members of all denominations, Catho-
lics, Protestants and Infidels. The
moment of sickness, too, is a time
when medical aid and carcful nursing,
officiont as these should always be, is
requited by those whose soul's salva.
tion is dear to them or at stake. The
worde of prayer and spiritual solace
are ever sought by the dying Catholic.
And where can a holier atmosphero
be found than in those institutions
presided over by these servants of
God? This being the case, it is only
natural and just that in a ciiy pro-
fessedly Christian the recognition of
noble labor should be given, and such
mstitutions should be not only toler-
ated, buf fostered and encouraged.

Of our educational ivstitutions let a
word suflice. I'be sonl is more precious
than the body. The moral training of
the youth is paramont to the individual
and society. Hence that cduer*ion is
deficient which is not grounued on
faith and morals. This 15 the reason
whby we have schools, industrial ang
otherwise. There is no antagonism
shown to other institutions; on the
contrary, they but furnish an aid to
tho crowded halls. And after all,
what more was sought for by those
conscientious members of the City
Cuuncil who moved the rescindment
of the former narrow decision than a
recognition of the rights of Catholics ?

From the presumptious use of the
egotistio JV¢ in the pages of the Glube
you would infer that the writer was
the monthpieco of the whole com-
munity, and that they were all
rawcpant bigots. Our Catholic schools

At that time, however, no one would
have dreamed of making him & profes-
sional musician. When he was 9 years
old his mother devoted him to » clas-
sical education. He is described as a
heudstrong “fantastic” child, whowould
fly into a psssion at nothing, but who,
nevertheless, gave himself up to an
enthusisstic study of Greek, and soon
became his masters favorite pupil.

He took lessons on the piano, almost
of course, but had little taste for the

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Solected Reccipts.
Bavcr.—Ono cup milk, one of sugar,
yelksof three eggs, butter tho sizo of a
walput.  Set in boiling water till it
thickens. Serve both cold.

PuntiNa.—Threo tablespooafuls of
corr starch in cold water. Pour on
one pint of boiling water, add a pinch
of salt, beat in the whites of threo oggs.
Steam ten minutes.

Sieweb Braxs.—Wesh, soak and
parboil & gnart of beans the samo as to
bake; boil in suflicient wator to cook
nearly dono; add a cup of oream or
milk ond a picce of butter, salt and
pepper, boil dry and eerve.

Oniwut. Pre —The grated rind and
Juice of two oranges, four ecggs, four
tablespoonfuls of sugar and one of
butter. Cream the butter and sugar
aud add tho beaten eggs then the grated
rind and juice of the oranges, and last-
ly the whites beaton to a froth and mix
in lightly, Bake with one crust.

Murrox Brori.—The water that
mutton is boiled in makes a very good
broth. After removing the mutton,
set the water to cool, when cold remove
the fat that will rise in a cake to the
top. Heat what remains, adding s
goud quantity of salt and alittle pepper;
aléo rice or barloy and an onion if
desired.

A Goonv Cakk.— Two cups of good,
rich, sweet cream, four eggs, the whites
beaten separately, two cups of sugar,
beatsn with the yolks, two heaping
cups of flour, into which bas baen sifted
two teaspoonfuls of baking povde-, a
teaspoonful of vanilla or other flav sring
and a hittle salt.  Add the whites last,
after the other materianls are well beaten
together, sir them 1n lightly and put
the cake ia the oven in two moderate-
sized tins or one largo one.

Risstay Sarap —This consists of
boiled carrots, beets, turnips and pars-
nips cut in samall pieces by means of a
tin cylinder, and inch lengths of boiled
string beans. All the vegetables are
separately boiled in salted water only
uatil tender, drained and then immed-
iately plunged into cold water to sot
their color.  After they are dried upon
o soft clean cloth they will be ready to

vess like any vegatable salad, with
salt, pepper, oil and vinegar. This
salad is excellent with any roast.

Browsrp Porators.—Pat a table-
spoonful and a balf of butter in a fry-
ing-pan. Chop up six cold boiled
potatoes, season thom with salt and
pepper and moisten them with about
six tablespoonsful of cream. Spread
the moistened potatoes in the frying-
pan as soon as the batter is thoroughly
beated. Draw the saucepan toward
the back of the stove, where the
potatoes will slowly brown. In half
an hour examine them, atA if they are
fully browned, fold ‘*hen, over like
an omelet and serve.

The Balry.

The formers who think they have
not time to weigh the milk of each cow
daily, and test it freqaently, if using it
for butter, remind us of tho lazy farm-
er who could not find time to sharpen
hig tools, Thero is no other way to
find out which cows are carning their
board and which are running their
owner in debt.

The bitterness in milk is due to the
growth in it of an organism that way
get into the milk through the food or
the water drunk. produces a fermen-
tation in the milk and in the cream
that prevents the separation of the
batter globules, and tho cream froths
but docs not make butter. Give the
cow o pound of epsom salts and ex-
amine the feed to see that there is no
mildew in it, as this is cufficient to
causo tho trouble.

Says Hoard’s Dawryman : After milk
has been drawn from the cow it must
e set at voco and .t disturbed it all
the cream is expected to rise.  Every
old housewifo knows that if a pan of
wilk is dipped into or shaken after bo-
ing set, the cream will stop raisiog.

Now milk that has been drawn and
transported for family congumption has
been shaken in the carriage and will
not yiold tho eame amount of cream it
would if sot on the farm. Then ugain
much doponds on the kind of cows the
milkman keops, and much also on the
longth of timo thuy havo been in milk.
Three things govern the amount of
croaw which is obtained from wilk by
other than separator process: (1) The
amount of butter fat the cow puts in
it and the size of the fat globules.
The Iarger the glubules the more
thorough the eeparation. (2) The
least nmount of agitation possible for
the milk after being drawn and after
it is set. (3) The length of time the
cow has beon milked. The separator
wnkes no account on the two last con-
ditiona.

The swolling of the cream in the
churn may arise from ome or two
causes. The mixing of creaw that has
not thoroughly ripeaed with that which
bas become a little acid, which may
be the case with two lots of cream
taken from the milk at the same
tume, if one cow is fresh in milk snd
the other is not, or when the cream
takep it. the morning is mixed with
that whath is three or more days old.
But as frequently it results from hav-
ing the cream too cold,

A contury or go ago the good house-
wife said it was bewitched, and drop
ped a red hot horseshoe into it, which
drove away the witch, and raised the
cream to the proper temperature
More modern butter-makers put in a
little bot water bringing the tempera-
ture up toabout 66 © ,and the churning
goes on all right. The wa* -t almost
tbe boiling point seems also to bave an
effect, as did the hot iron, to dissolve
and separate somo of the solids in the
milk, and not only hastens the churn-
ing, but gives a large resuit in butter.
After the butter has comse in grains,
+ash it out in cold weater to harden it,
and take away all the bauttermilk.
The water will work better with the
addition of a little salt, but both the
water and the salt should be pure and
clean.—(ountry Gentleman.
