doubt, that the fire could not have been accidentdlly caused
above the kitchen or housohold part of the building. On the

THE BUDGED.

But for the tariff changes it contained, the Budget
speech would have attracted less attention than usunal
in commereial circles, since most of the statistics it pre-
sented were alveady public property and thus, although
they were elaborated in Hon. Mr. Foster's usual ex-
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haustive and pains-taking manner, they necessarily
lacked interest for business men. Briefly he showed
that the deficit for the fiseal year ending on the 30th
of June, 1804, was $1,210,000, that the deficit for the
current year ending next month would be $4,500,000
and that the prospective one for the year 1895-6, would
be $1,700,000, if the expected improvement upon this
year's revenues realizes his anticipations. This is not
a particularly favorable showing : and it becomes less
so when we realize the addition to the national debt
which it involves. To the $4,500,00C of deficit for the
current year must be added in round figures $5,000,000
more for expenditure on capital account. This makes
$9,500,000 in all, and if we deduct $2,200,000 for sink-
ing fund, the net amount added to the debt of the Do-
minion during the present fiscal year will be $7,300,000,
As there was an addition of $4,501,989 in 1893-4 and
the debt on the 30th of June last stood at $2:106,188,029
it looks as if the liabilities of the Dominion were accu-
mulating too rapidly, and asif Mr. Foster’s regime of
strict economy had come none too soon.

Some of the methods of retrenchment he proposes
however, will hardly tend to increase his popularity—
notably the striking off of the pay of the volunteer
force for the entire year. This means that cach of our
city battalions will be in debt to the extent of some
$1,500 or $2,000 at the end of the drill year. They
have entered into certain expenditures, and bound
themselves by certain guarantees, upon the strength
of receiving this pay; and these gnarantees they must
make good. Tt must be remembered that this pay does
not go_into the pockets of the men and officers who
earn it. It is turned into the variouns regimental funds
and is used to support the armaries, provide company
rooius, and supplement the meagre clothing and in-
struction allowances. Thus it is really used for the
benefit of the militia force. If it is withdrawn, the
money necessary to support the expenditure insepar-
able from the maintenance of a crack ciby corps must
either be contributed by the officers or raised by sub-
scriptions from the rank and file. Otherwise the regi-
ments would simply sink inbto insolvency. As these
men form our prineipal military force, outside of the
handful of permanent troops, it is only fair that they
should be treated just as well. In the Quebee riots, in
the wharf-laborers strike, and in the Riel rebellion, they
showed their military zeal and efficiency in a very
marked degree, and therefore it is hardly fair that the
whole of their small pay should be swept away. It is
an open secreb thata very small reduction in the emolu-
ments of the government's clerical staff at Ottawa,
would realize a much larger sum, with far less injury fo
the country, than taking away the pay of the militia,
and if redvction were necessary it might have taken
place there. No one should be better aware -than Mr.
Foster of the redundant cost of the various government
departments, and it is therefore somewhat curious that
he did not venture to apply the pruning knife to them
in preference to the militia.

With the resolution to cease the payment of subsidies
to railways most husiness men will agree. Roads have
heen built simply for the sake of these subsidies before
now, and their extinction will put 2 stop to many du-
bious ventures. The existing roads fnrnish ample
facilities for handling our present traflic. In fact their
earnings, although displaying a tardy improvement, are

handle all the husiness offering, and that there is suffi-
cient competition to insure its being carried at reason-
able rates. There is, therefore, no need to grant state
aid for the construction of new ones, and Mr. Foster
acted wisely in eliminating this item from his esti-
mates.

Tn addition to the above the excise duty on distilled
spirits has been increased from $1.50 to $1.70 per

" These changes in the duties will affect the actual
consumer only slightly; bub they eame as an unpleasant
surprise to the lines interested. That the refineries had
no inkling of the change (in spite of newspaper stories
to the contrary) is proved by the fact that they are all
sold ahead to July, and that, on the very day of the
Budget speech, a sale of 1,000 barrels of granulated was
sold for August delivery by one of the refineries credit-
ed with having most friends in government circles.
"The others are not sold ahead so far; but only because
they felt that in view of the present position of the
market in New York, it would he foolish to acceptexist-
ing prices, and not hecause they had any idea that so
unpopular a change in the tarill as o new impost on
the breakfast table would take place. The refiners
claim, also, that the new duties discriminate against
them by 7 eents per 100 Ibs. Under the old tariff, when
raw sugar was free, they received the protection of the
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whole of the 64 cents per hundred levied on refined.
Now they do not. It is true that according to the
figures the duty of 50 cents on the raw iy offset by the
increase to $1.14 in the duty on refined. But refined
sugar contains about 99 3-5 per cent. of pure saccharine
matter, while raw sugar runs from 80 to 96 per cent.
with an average of 87 per cent.; and thus, after the
percentage of loss from dirt, foreign matters, ete., is
eliminated, the net protection amounts to-day to only
57 cents per 100 Ihs.

The new duties upon spirits will involve a change in
the price lists of spirits of ordinary consnmption that
was nob looked for, and will fall heavieston the poorest
class of liquors, while it will affeet the more expensive
but slightly. On foreign spirits the consumer will be
called upon to pay the full amount of the inerease in
duby, while in domestic the advance will he between
four and live per cent. Revised price lists will ba found
corrected to date, in our market columns, that will give
the trade a traer idea of the scope of their influence
than is possible by editorial comment,.

Taken as a whole the Budget is not a popular one.
But it is one which circumstances have foreced upon
the government. The era of depression from which we
are now, happily, emerging, affected the income of the
country as it did that of the average man of business
and some means had to be taken to place our national
income and expenditure on a more even plane. Unfor-
tunately a reduction in the public outlay can seldom be
accomplished as rapidly as the sbriet application of the
rules of politieal economy requires, and thus it some-
times becomes necossary to add to the revenue by in-
ereasing the burden on the individual eitizen for the
henefib of the whole. This is the line of policy the
Minister of I'inance has followed.

Sinee the above was written the Minister of Tinance
has informally stated that the drill pay of the rural
hattalions will he allowed, and, if possible, that for the
city hattalions also. Bub there should be no relaxation
of the pressure by the labter until the money has been
formally voted ; as the ciby battalions have far more at
stale than their comrades in the raral districts.

FACT AND FANCY AND THE GUARDIAN.

The Sctwrday Review, a journal which does not
usually write upon insurance topics, has recently taken
up the question of life insurance as an investinent, and
for this purpose has secured from the various offices in-
formation as to the probable results of eflecting “with
profit” endowment insurance for periods of 15, 25 and
35 years. 1t selects some of the wost striking re-
plies for comment, and among others it singles out
that of the Guardian for espeeial analysis,

Acoording to fhe actuary of that company the fol-
lowing would be the results of an endowment assur-
ance policy for £1,000, on the assumption that the
rate of bonus declared at the division of 1889 is main-
tained in fubare, which, of course, cannot be in any
way guaranteed ;

'hese figures the S«lurday Review considers as savor-
ing more of fancy than of fact. In the third of the
three examples given above, the addition to a policy for
£1,000 during thirty-five yearsis made up of seven
quinquennial bonuses, the first (after the policy has
endured five years) heing £65, the second (affer ten
years) £78, the third (after fifteen years) £92, and so
on till the sixth honus (after thirty years) of £133,
and the seventh (on maturity of the policy) of £146.
These seven amounts make up the surprising total of
£788; according to which the company's policies, after
insuring a man’s life for thirty-five years, afford him a
better return at the end of that time than he would
have obtained by investing the annual premiums at 3
per cent. compound interest. This is a result of which
any office might indeed be proud ; and our readers may
perhaps wonder how it is to be achieved. The average
rate of interest on the company’s investments is only
£4 4s 0d per eent., and just one-fourth of the amount
so earned is absorbed in management expenses and
commission. Then the shareholders take £12,000 a
year, which is equivalent to about 10s per cent. on the
funds invested ; so that there would be some difficulty
in finding enough to pay the estimated bonuses, even
if no provision had to be made for the death risk.

The fact is the Guardian only began to grant endow-
ment insurances a few years ago and the first and only
quinquennial valuation made since was that of 1889, on
which the estimates we have quoted are based. Con-
sequently no endowment insurance then valued had
heen in existence more than five years. The effect of
the “contribution* system of distribution adopted by
the Guardian, is to give much smaller bonuses at the
outset than at the end of fhe term ; hut in 1889 there
were no policies which had got beyond their first bonus
—still less any policies of long standing to absorb the
lion’s share of the surplus—and the company was
therefore able to declare a fairly good first bonus ali
round. Tt is, of course, perfectly clear that at each sue-
ceeding valuation the older policies will continually
tend to diminish the rate of the initial bonus, until the
class has been in existence long enough to bring that
bonus to its proper level. It will be interesting to see
whether the valuation to the end of 1894, now due, will
give an equally favorable basis, in view of the fact that
some of the policies are now entitled to a second bonus,
If it does, the Guardian will have made a remarkably
good showing, But the experience of other companies
hardly justifies us in believing that it will.

Under these circumstances the glowing figures of the
Guardian’s estimatbe lose their value, and the significance
of the saving clause that they are based on the assump-
tion that the rate of bonuns declared at the division of
1889 can be maintained, hecomes appavent. In other
words they are based on the experience of a first valua-
tion only, and as such carry no weight with experi-
enced actuaries however caleulated they may e to rouse
false anticipations in the publie. As such they belong
to the domain of fancy rather than to that of fact, and
it is for this reason that they have heen subjected to
analysis by our contemporary.

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THE AGE OF THE BICYCLE.

I'he bicycle has long since advaneed from its early posi-
tion as a means of taking athletic exercise to that of a gen-
eral necessity. To-day there are in this city hundreds
of men to whom the hieycle is an indispensable business
adjunct. On it they go to work in the mornings. On
it they return to lunch. On it they make their rounds
of the city and it is by its aid that they return to their
homes at night. [t enables them to live at distances
that otherwise their businesses would not permit of ;
since they can wheel home in a few minutes to a sub-
urb that with other means of locomotion it might take
half their luneh hour to reach. With its assistance
they can often dispense with the neecessity of a horse
and buggy, and in a ¢ity of good roads and smooth
paving like Montreal they can not only cover the city but
go out even to Lachine or Bout de I'lle on their wheels
either for business or pleasure. City travellers visib
their eustomers, messenger boys deliver telegrams and
parcels, collectors make their rounds, and doctors visit
their patients on bieycles. In fact the steed of steel is
as commou a streel sight as a trolley car, and fraught
with nearly as much danger to the incautious pedes-
trian. _

Naturally this growing familiarity with the bicyele
has caused the demand for them to increase in propor-
tion, and the result is that the number of these ma-
chines imported has increased by no less than 61 per
cent. In 1893 the total value of bicyeles imported into
this conntry was $216,440. Tn 1894 we imported 4,957
of these machines valued at $218,682 from England,
2,895 -valued at $129,6656 from the United States, and

13, worth $396 from Germany. On these the govern- .

ment received $100,040 in duty during the twelve
months ; so that they formed no unimportant adjunct
to the revenue. And it is safe to say that they are all
in use to-day. Indeed so greal is the demand for
hicycles that the older dealers are perceptibly stiffer in
their atbibude to customers, and will no longer guaran-
tee their machines, or undertalke to keep them in re-
pair for a period, in order to make sales. They find
they can sell them fast enough without. Indeed in
some instances they have difliculty in keeping up the
supplies of certain malkes. One Chicago maker who
was written to for machines lately replied that he had
not enough to supply his customers in the United
States, and said he should be glad to have the names of
any Canadian makers who were making more than they
could sell. It is probable therefore that the imports of
the present year will show a large increase over those
of 1894.

Of the machine itself it is only fair to say that every
year shows some improvement in its construction, until
it is now as different from the first * velocipede” con-
structed by Michaud in 18G9 as that machine was from
its clumsy progenitor the “ dandy-horse” of 1815. The
“Sufety” of to-day seems to be as near perfeckion as a
mechanical appliance can be broughtand yetevery year
sees additions and minor adjuncts to its efliciency
brought forward. Lhe attention of u large proportion
of the inventive genius of the world is now concentrated
on the bicycle, and a fortune awaits him who invents
an impexetrable rubber tire. 'The lightness, strength,
and speed of the bicyele are being gradually increased.
1t is being made in forms suitable for ladies and busi-
ness men as well as for athletes. 1t only remains to be
cheapened in cost to put it within the reach of a class

to whom it would prove of inestimable value, but to
whom it is at present an unattainable luxury, but it
probably will not be long before that also is brought
about.

The general use of bicycles, through the comfort—
the freedom from jar—attained through the use of pneu-
matic tires, is having a marked effect upon the business
of the cab-men. This is more especially seen in eities
like Loronto and Chieago where streets are level. In
Toronto there were some cight thousand bicyeles in use
last year, and the number this season has largely in-
creased.

The lightness of the machines does not tend to in-
ereased strength, and probably the busiest shops in
our lurge cities before midsummer is upon us, will be
those where bicycles are repaired.

CANADIAN TRADE PROGRESS.
(1711 ARTICLE.)

In reviewing the progress of Canadian trade prosper-
ity the city of Kingston affords a striking example of
what energy and enterprise can do in this direction.
In the past decade the amount of capital invested in
that city shows an increase of over $2,000,000 and the
growth of population has been equivalent to 43 per
cent. on the figures of 1884. The subjoined facts
speak for themselves :

TOURIST EXPENDITORE.

In « rocont estimate of the amount of money spent by
Awmerican tourists in Burops, a financial papoer gravely
placed it ak $75,000,000, basing the estimato on the supposed
fach that the expenditnre of the 75,000 tourists annually
visiting Buropean eitios exponded on an averagoe $1,000 each,
The jnstification for this high average has always been the
great number of woalthy people who go abroad annually and
spond bwonty, thirty, forty and fifty thousand dollars each.
"This assumption, so far as itis hased on the idea that theve
are many rich people in the United States that spend money
in that loose way, is a wmybh. Rich people are as a class
frugal peoplo. Lt is only the small fraction of them who get
their monuy quickly who spend it quickly. Besides the rich
aro fow in number, There was an estimate veported as ori-
ginating in the LTveasury Department and put ont during the
Income Tax discussion in Congress which gave the number of
poople who would he aflected by that bax at only 150,000 in
the whole United States. That is to say thore were supposed
Lo bo only that numbor of Amoricans whose income is over
$4,500.  The millionaires seem to be ubiquitous only
because when a rich man does anything at all conspicu-
ous Lho roporl of it cchoos evorywhere. Yet the real trnth is,
in point, of numbers, the very wealthy are an insignificant
hody; and to rench a statistical result by averaging expenses
on the basis of & large number of saummer trips to Furope
cosbing $20,000 or more hias no warrant in exact science.

Tho Commercial Chroniele points ont that it must be re-
mombered also that any largo amounts a rich man spends in
Burope are generally spont for bulky purchases, as for in-
stance paintings, works of avt, and the like, all of which
como in throngh tho custom housos, are recordod in the trado
figures, are sottled for like all the other imports, and honce
have no placo in this item. 'That portion of travelers' ex-
penditures mush consequontly be eliminated, and this govern-
mont ostimato is in offect thereby converled into the state-
mont that Awmericans who cross the ocean evory year spend

on the average for passage money, traveling expenses, board,
personal clothing and sundries $1,000 each, Thisjs a con-
siderably larger average than is spent by peopls who have an
income of ten or twelve thousand dollars. Next consider the
bulk of the travel—the general public who have to economizs
strictly at home and abroad. Of this class a large number
will simply take the voyage, another lot make a short stay
in Burope and perhaps walk, another use the bicycls, obhers
the second or third class cars, and nearly all of them use
lodging houses instead of hotels. Of these fravelers it can
truly be said, if the passage money is not counted, the average
sxpenditure would drop to a very small item indeed. And
to count in the passage would be incorrect ; for the greatest
portion of it never goes to Europe at all. It is paid out on
this side of the water for expenditures on behalf of the vessel,
and therefore it would be incorrect to include it. Thus it is
evident that the estimate of $1,000 of expenditure per pas-
senger is too large and it is questionable whether the state-
ment that 75,000 Amerleans annually visit Burope is an ac-
cuvate one. It first obtained curremey in the year of the
Paris Exhibition, and was based upon the official statement
of the total nuwmber of supposed citizens of the United States
returning that year to America, made by deducting from the
number of passengers all foreigners visiting the United States
and all immigrants. Even for that exceptional year the
figures weve largely suppositious, and it is doubtful if they
have ever heen reached since. Certainly they cannot be con-
sidered a fair average during the past few years.

COMPETITION IN GRAIN TFREIGHTS.
Navigation was formally opened last week upon the Erie
(anal but under cireumstance which offer scant prospects of
profit to the boat owners. There is practically no east-bound
freight offering, and it means keen competition o secure
what little is obtainable. This season is unlike previcus
seasons in many ways. Heretofore there have been large

" uantities of sack flour, barrel flour, mill stuff of various

kinds, lard and other kinds of packed grods stored at the
lake ports waiting for the opening of lake navigation. This
soason, however, these goods have not been stored. This is a
result chiefly of the rate-cutting by the railroads and the
general scrammble for ready money, Consequently the rail-
roads find themselves without their usnal spring east-hound
mmovement from Buffalo. They are bound to bring their cars
past for west-bound business, and grain at 3¢ per bushel can
be brought from Buffalo to New York at no greater expense
than empty cars, so they are taking the grain for anything
they can get, and thus are completely ousting the boats from
the grain trade. Letters from Buffalo state that the boatmnen
there are virtually in a state of panic, as not a single boat
has as yet loaded with grain, while in former years it has
soldom happened that less than one hundred hoats have been
loaded awaiting the opening of the canal, and two years ago
no less than two hundred and fifty boats were ready loaded.
The boatmen fecl the situation more because they have onter-
tained strong hopes of.a prosperous season.” As an instance,
it may be stated that one of the leading Chicago middlemen
ropresenting a large number of canalboats, demunded 4e per
bushol from Buffalo and refused offers of less. Now that the
railroads are taking the grain at 3¢ per bushel, and a ship-
ment is reported at 5§, including the lc per bushel Buffalo
charge—in other words, a 2Jc-cont rate f.0.h. cars at Buffalo
—shippers will not look at the canal rates, The canal-
boatmen at New York are mno better off than those
at Buffalo, and somo of them refuse to start west at less than
$1 por ton, which is double the rate thay would take if they
folt reasonably sure of a return cavgo.

—Mu, B, W.Srrokney, foundryman at Newburgh, Ont., hag
bought out the mill bullding of the Napanee Pulp aud Paper
Co. at that point for $1,200, The mill cost over $10,000. Mr.
Stickney intends converting it into a larger foundry and maching
shop than he has heretofore conducted.
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A NEW INDUSTRY.

The Pilot Mound Sentinel has discovered a new industry
for Manitoba. It points out that at the present time wolves,
in considerable numbers, are leaving the scanty shelter of the
patehes of serub and willow that afforded a sufficient pro-
tection on the immense prairies during the winter when jack
rabbit huating formed the principal occupation of the prowl-
ars of the plain. The wolves are now seeking the detser
woeds along the river and amongst the ranges of hills furth-
er north, in order to find greater security for the young
whelps which will soon appear. It would be a vrofitable
undertaking to make a business of discovering the dens of
the wolves and of digging out the cubs in order to secure
the bounty. Sometimes six or seven young wolves can be
captured in a single burrow, and a few minutes sexve to dig
them out. Later on in the season the young wolves will
howl at night and then the dens can be easily located. In
the ranges of the Tiger Hills and along the wooded shores of
the Pembina there ars hundreds or even thousands of dexs,
many of which could be discovered without difficulty. A
considerable number of old wolves could be shot while search
was made for the young.

A well known citizen passed over to the great majorify a
week ago in the person of Mr, Louis Perrault, proprietor of

one of the best known printing establishment in Montreal. Mr.

Perrault was in his fiffy-fifth year,a bacheler, and one of the
most successful in his line of business. He leaves a fortune
estimated at upwards of $100,000, besides considerable of life
insurance. The heirs are his three sisters, two of them mar-
ried. Mr. Perrault was for some few years (c/rca 1871) with
his brother Charles Ovide Perreault, since deceased, propristor
and editor of Le Peys pewspaper, which was discontinued
after a brief attempt to make it pay. The requiem service
at the cathedral of St. James on Monday last was one of the
most magnificent ever heard in the city. The fumeral was
largely attended by citizens of every nationality,

AMERICAN WHEAT COMES IN.

There was general surprise in grain circles in this city
when it became known that the Toronto agency of a Montreal
grain house had imported ten carloads of American red
winter wheat from Detroit to supply Ontario millers. 'The
price paid was 63 cents, and even with the duty of 15 cents
per bushel, and the freight added, it could be laid down to
the millers at a less price than was asked for ecither Ontario
or Manitoba wheat. T'his seemns to mark the limit to which
prices of Canadian wheat can go; unless the price of Ameri-
can (whieh has already risen 2 cents) goss still higher. It
created quite a stir among grain men; since there have heen
no importations of wheat across the border of this calibre for
some years past.

AMERICAN CROP REPORTS. ‘

The erop roports from U, 8, wheat centres agree that thers
hag heen o moderale extent of rainfall in the agricultural
vegions of the wust the past weelk; but far short of what bas
been needed, and there has been insufficient velief in most of
the winter wheat area, which is now threatensd wiih a cur-
tailmax\xt in the yield from a lack of sufficient moisture to
promote a seasonable development and growth of the plant.
Yaking a careful survey of the position and promise of the
winter grain portion of the wheat crop there is little to en-
courage expectations exceeding 300,000,000 bushels, or approx-
imately 50,000,000 bushels less than last year. The season has
been early and favorable for seeding i® the Northwest,and most
of the spring wheat area is starting well, but much of it is
now needing moisbure to maintain growth favorably. The
previous indications of a reduced avea in this portion of the
wheat crop are confirmed by a later evidence. T'he oats area

as previously noted, has been enlarged, and the seeding was
favorably accomplished, but the erop is not making season-
able advancement at this time, under the lack of needfnl
moisture. ‘Lhe prepavation of land for the corn crop has
been move than ovdinarily favered with encouraging con-
ditions, and planting operations have been accomplished and
made ready for earlier than usual in many regions of the
west, This erop may be considered as having a favorable
start. ¢

CHINA'S BORROWING POWERS.

The question as to what the effect of the opening of China
to commercial enterprise will have upon general trade
is an unusually difficult one to answer. ‘'There is not
much probability that private enterprise will engage in
railway building in China without guarantees from
the Government, and the question is, what guarantees worth
anything can be given? In 1893 the vevenue from the Cus-
toms was £3,600,000, and about £1,100,000 are mortgaged for
axisting loans. There is, therefove, a free revenue of 2% mil-
lions sterling, which is considered ample for the loan that wil
be required fo pay the indemnity. Power has heen reserved
to pay off some of the loans, and a considerable amount will
fall due next year. [t seams probable, therefovs, that more
conld be borrowed on the Customs revenus than the 30 mil-
lions sterling ; and of couxse, if trade expands as is expected
the new treaty ports will yield additional revenus, and after
a while China can borrow more. She has other resources
which she could pledge; for example the revenue from opium.
It is said, indeed, by those who know the country well, that
if the Chinese Government were willing {o create a European
administration, similar to the existing Customs administra-
tion, she could raise at least 4 millions sterling per annum
more, which would be a good security for any loans that she
may wish to cieate.

A RISE IN STRAW BRATIDS.

The cost of the straw braids, out of which the ordinary
straw hat is made, has gone up 10 per cent. These straw
braids come mostly from China and Japan, as owing to the
low wages ruling there the braid can be made and sold at a
figure that enables importers (o lay it down hers at a price
that local makers could not accept. These eustern braids
reach us via London, usually in May. DBut, this year, owing
to the war in the East, straw braid has not come along as it
should bave done; many manufactnrers are still without full
supplies; and there ave probabilities of a vise in the price of
straw hats as a consequence.

SIMPSON V3. THE NATIONAL

The National Assurance Co. of Ireland, (represented in
Canada by M. C. Hinshaw, J.P.) is being sued for $10,000 Ly
Mr. Robt. Simpson, whose extensive drygoods warehouse at
Toronto was recently burned down. This $10,000, as already
referred to, is part of a line of $30,000 which Mr. Simpson
took out on tho day before the fire. The National claim that
he only intended to take out $20,000 on that occasion and
that the $10,000 for which he holds an inferim receipt from
them was really placed also with another company. We de-
fer comment. Although the National's shares of £25 nomi-
nal value, of which £2. 10s. is paid up, are quoted af
£2. 3s. in London, the company, it must be remembared, has
$106,170 in Canadian 4 per cent. stock deposited at Qltawa.

The following are the changes in the Customs duties provided
for in the Budget bill :—

Resolved, That it is expedient to amend the act 57-58 Vietoria,
chapter 33, “ An act to consolidate aud amend the acts respecting
the duties of customs,” by repealing the following mentioned
items of the schedule * A” to the said act, viz.: Nos, 7, 31, 32,
55, 80, 81, 82, 1562, 802, 393, 854, 806 and 397, and Nos, 708 of the
schedule “ IB” to the said act, and substituting the following in
lieu thereof :

i—Spirituons or aleoholic liquors, distilled from any material, or
containing or compounded from or with distilled spirits of any
kind, and.any mixture thereof with water for every gallon there-
of of the strength of proof, and when of a greater strength than
that of proof at the same rate on the “increased quaniity that
there would be if the liquors were reduced to the strength of
proof. When the liguors are of a less strength than that of proof
the duty shall be at a rate hercin provided, but computed on a
reduced quantity of the liquors in proportion to the lesser degree
of strength, provided, however, that no reduction in quantity
shall be computed or made on any liquors below the streagth of
fifteen per cent. under proof, but all such liquors shall be com-
puted us of the stréngth of fifteen per cent. under proof, as
follows ¢

(a) Jthyl alcohol, or the substauce commonly knownasalcohol;
hydrated oxide of ethyl, or spirits of wine; gin of all kinds, n.e.s.;
rum, whiskey and all spirituous or alcoholie liquors, n.o.p,
amyl nicohol, or fusel oil, or any substauce known as potato
spirit or potato oi} ; methyl alcohol, wood alcohol, wood naptha,
pyroxylic spirit, or any substance known as wood spirit or
methylated spirits, absinthe, arrack or paln spirit, bravdy, in-
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cluding artificial brandy and imitations of brandy, cordials and
liquors of all kinds, n.e.s.; mescal, pulque, rum shrub, Schiedam
and other schnapps; Tafia, Angostura and similar aleoholic bitters
or beverages, two dollars and twenty-five cents per gallan.

(b) Spirits and strong waters of any kind, mixed with any in-
gredient or ingredients, as being or known or designed as ano-
dynes, elixirs, essences, extracts, lotions, tinctures or medicines,
n.e.s., two dollars and twenty-five cents per gallon and thirty per
cent. ad valorem, :

{cy Alcoholic perfumes and perfumed spirits, bay rum, Cologue,
and lavender waters, hair, tooth aud skin washes and other toilet
preparations containing spirits of any kind, when in bottles or
fiasks containing not more than four ounces each, fifty per cont.
ad valorem, “ghen in bottles, flasks or other packages contain-
ing more than four ounces each, two dollars and twenty-five cents
per gallon and forty per cent. ad valorem.

THE CHANGES IN- EXCISE.

_The following are the changes in the excise regulations pro-
vided for in the Budget.

Resolved, That it is expedient to amend section 130 of Chapter

84 of the Act 40 Vietoria (the Inland Revenue Act), as amended

by Section 4 of Chapter 40 of the Act 54-55 Victoria, by repealing
such section, and substituting in lieu thereof as follows :

130. There shall be imposed, levied and collected on all spirit
distilled, the following dusies of excise, which shall be.paid to
the Collector of Inland Revenue, as herein provided, that is to
say :

(a) When the material used in the manufacture thereof con-
sists of not less than 90 per cent., by weight, of raw ar unmalted
grain, on every gallon of the strength of proof by Sikes’ hydrom-
eter, and 80 in proportion for any greater or less strength thaun
the strength of proof, and for any less quantity than a gallon,
one dollar and seventy cents,

(b) When manufactured exclusively from wmalted barley taken
to the distillery in bond, and on which no duty of customs or ex-
cise has been paid, or when manufactured from raw or unmaited
grain, used In combination, in such proportions as the Depart-
ment of Inland Revenue prescribed with malted barley taken to
the distillery in bougd, and on which no duty of customs or of ex-
“cise has been paid, on every pgallon of the strength of proof by
Sikes’ hydrometer, and so in proportion for any greater or less
streagth, and for any less quantity than a gallon, one dollar and
seventy-two cents.

{¢) When manufactured exclusively from molasses, sugar,
syrup or other saccharine matter talken to the distillery in bond,
and on which no duty of customs has been paid, on every gallon
the strength of proof by Sike’s hydrometer, and so in proportion
for any greater or less strength, and for any less quantity than a
a gallon, one dollar and seventy-three cents.

New clip Canadian wool will shortly ar-
rive and growers expect good values for
combing grades owing to the American
domand. Pig-iron is dull and Cuanadian
makers find . it difficult to make sales,
Hay is unchanged. Paints and oils are
active. A good business is doing in ce-
ment and fire bricks. Failures are few
and unimbormnt and one of the most en-
cournging features in the situation is the
marked improyement in remittances. On
all hands collections are reported as better,
Merchants feel that prices have reached
vock-bottom and hence are willing to buy.
They feel that their stocks are worth
every cent they paid for them,and al.
though they are not yet prepared to take
hold in larger quantities than for immedi-
ate requirements there is a perceptible in-
crease in confidence that augurs well for
the coming months.

Burrer, Cueese AND Eoas—The butter
market is quiet with very little Lusiness
passing, Everyone is waiting for the mar-
kot to reach rock bottom before venturing
to take hold in larger quauntitios than are
wanted to 'fill actual requirements, Fac-
tory men find it dificult to place the quan-
tity that is now being turned out and have
to take anything they can get if they wish
to make sales. Best croamery may be
quoted at 16c, and townships dairy at 14 to

15¢. Very little western butter is now
coming forward, and what there is is
faulty, light in color and streaky, Buyers
here prefer to take fine old goods of which
they have plenty to select from. Fresh
roll butter is out of sale. The sudden hot
spell closed off the demand for this grade,
and what stock there is can be got ag low
as 10 cents, Inold butters a few sales at
from 7 to 9 cents for Lower Province
account are recorded, A large quantity of
creamery has Deen put into cold storage to
be frozen for next winters sale, as there is
no market for it here* no matter how
cheaply it is offered. Eggs are, if any-
thing, steadier, and 10%c is the lowest for
strictly fresh. There is a feeling that bot-
tom prices have been reached, and that the
tendency will be upward ; although no
advance is looked for for some weeks to
come. Picklers are now at work and
gathering in what surplus stock is offer-
ing. In cheese noactual business is being
done and there are no real quotations, al-
thoughfuominally Eastern fodder cheese
runs from G614 to 734 cents. No true
price will be fixed before next week.
Late London letters say that now prices
have been reduced to a safe point
for holding or getting into stock, the trade
are free purchasers of English cheese, and
a rather cousiderable quantity has been
cleared off; but the last year's make turns
out to be heavier than anticipated, and,
judging from the rate at which supplies
are coming in from the farmers, larger
stocks than usual will be carried over into
apother season. Most descriptions have
been disposable at the rates detailed in our
last report, and Derby at 44s to 628 with
new ditto at 40s to 48s per ewt. Old Ches-
hire cheese is practically used up, what
is left being unmarketable, whilst such
new quality as is suitable for London dis-
tribution is not yet quite fit for sale, and
very little is passing at present. At the
Balleville cheese board 2,502 packages
were offered. No sales, Offers ran from
T'toTlge. Ingersoll sales were 128 at 714,
100 at 7. 3-16 and 1,097 at T34c. At DPoter-

boro only Tc was offered and no sales
made,

Cmenicars.—Trade “letters from Eng-
land say the demand is improving
Bleaching powder is now in good demand
at steady prices. Caustic soda is moving
better and is rather firmer, saltcake having
gecured a good advance and become some-
what scarce on spot. Ammonia soda is
still dull, but unchanged in value, Chlor-
ates of potash and soda are,now steady,
but are only moving slowly. Soda crystals
and bicarbonate of soda are quiet, In the
tar products branch there is at presenta
want of animation, Pitch maintains its
value, but little business is being done in
it. Solventnaphtha and benzoles are dull.
Creosote is cheaper, and still does not at-
tract much attention, Crude carbolic has
a firmer tone, there being more enquiry
for crystals, but liquid is neglected con-
gidering the time of the year, Sulphateof
ammonia has proved very disappointing,
being again lower insympathy with nitrate
of soda which also has fallen considerably
in value, owing to heavy arrivals. Acetates
of lime are now ruling steady, prices being
very low but not- much doing, as most
buyers are well covered. Acefate of soda
also is quiet, but firm in price. Acetates
of lead are only moderate, and have
scarcely been affected by the recent ad-
vance in lead. Green copperas stocks are
considerably decreased, and higheriprices
are now paid. Sulphate of copper hasa
good demand, and has improved in value,
Iixport prices for alum are slightly easier.
Carbonate and caustic potash have a fair
outlet at present, Yellow prussiate of
potash is dull, Tartaricacid has advanced.
Oxalic acld is firm, A better enquiry may
be noted for picric acid. In this market
business is fairly active as .it always ‘is at
the opening of navigation. There are
quite a number of orders coming in which
is a noticeable improvement over this time
last year. 'We do not alter our prices cur-
rent although many of the heavy cheml-
cals have an upward tendency.

The first
new salted George’s Bank codfish have
been received, The fish average 10 Ibs,
each, and are remarkably white and
plumyp for the early catch. Ofiers of new
pack Ivench canned peas are being made
at about last year’s rates. As the crop
prospeets are favorable {or a gaod yield,
dealers are slow in  placing  orders.
Prices of French mushrooms have ad-
vanced about 2 francs in the primary mar-
ket since last writing, and canners do not
care to sell them exceptin a certain pro-
portion to purchases of the other lines of
canned goods. The long expected advance
in sugars has materialized at last, partly
on account of the tariff changes but more
particularly on account of the advance in
Hamburg and New York. Rates f.o.b. at
Hamburgare now 10s3d for May and 10s6d
for June and in New York granulated has
risen to 4 7-16. Under these circumstances
the refineries have advanced rates to 414c
for granulated, and 83 to 15-16 for yel-
lows. Syrups 13{ to 2%fe per . ‘I'rade
is fairly active but the refineries will not
reap the advantage at present, as the
quantity of sugar in second hands is un-
usually large.

Certainly
there has been no corresponding advance
in the price of hides to warrant so heavy a
ris¢ in leather, Shoe manufacturers
maintain that the advances in the cost of
leather already made would increase the
price of §3 shoes to $4.25, and of $4 shoes
to $5.75, higher grades followiug the same
proportion, Travellers in the West and
South have been ordered to push prices
up; but they all report their customers un-
willing to pay any advance in the belief
that the leather corner is destined to
failure.

Liquons, Erc,—A number of changes
will bo noticed iu vur prices of spirits, due
to the imposition of the new duty, and
mare are yet to follow. Most of the whole-
salers are waiting to see what their neigh-
bors will do, before they alter their prices.
On cuse goods it is plain ‘sailing, and on
most lines 25 cents per case has been add-
ed tothe prices. But in draught spirits it
is different. Retailers have been accus-
tomed to receiving thelr bulk liquors at a
certain price, and ave ireluctant to pay
more, feeling sure that some of the whole-
salers willlet them have them at the old
figures. As to the rise in the excise, the
distillers are not affected at all; since they
always sell in bond. Their agents in this
city have not yet fixed how much of the
new impost is to be paid by their custom-
ers. It amounts to 10 cents per gallon on
rye and 18 cents on high wines; but it will
probably be Monday next before the new
prices are tinally fixed.
