A TRIBUTE OF RBEPEOT.

In accordance with the resolution passed
at the public meeting of citizens held last
Thursday to give expression to the deep sym-
pathy and sorrow felt by our. people on the
occasion of the death of President Garfield, a
large number of stores and other places of
buslness were closed this afternoon between
the hours of two aund four o'clock, during
which time the solemn obsequies of the de-
parted President were being held at Cleveland,
0. Besides the general suspension of business,
the city gave other evidence of its sympathy
for the family of the honored deceased and of
the high respect and deep esteem in which
it held the ruler of the American people, by
the tolling of the bells of its various churches
and by firing the minunte gun during these
two hours of desp mourning.

A large number of buildings are draped in
black and the portrait of the President is to
be seen everywhere surrounded with all the
emblems of deep mourning. :

The United States Customs office at the
Bonaventure Depot is very tastefully deco-
rated with crape in honor of the deceased
President,

All the courts were closed at two o'clock
this afternoon, out of respect to the memory
of the late President Garfield.

ARRIVAL OF THE REMAINS AT CLEVELAND.

CrLEvELAND, O., Sept. 24,—When the
funeral train arrived the casket was placed
in 8 hearse draped in heavy mourning out-
slde and with small American flags inside,
and was drawn by four black horses, with
black broadcloth neck and body blankets
trimmed with a deep silver. fringe. Colored
grooms led each horse by a black and white
cord extending from the mouth plece. Firat
to alight from the train were General Sher-
man and staft in fall uniform, Mrs. Gar.
field passed down the platform leaning on
the arm of her son and accompanied by
Blaine. 8he was closely veiled, bat her .face
could be easily seen. - Bhe had a firm, some-
what csreworn expression, but exhibited
her remarkable strength of character as she
passed throngh. the throngs about the depot.
As soon as the casket was deposited .in the
hearse the church ;bells .commenced tolling,
which continued until it reached-the public
square.— "The escort . fiom . the--depot 'to
tha.pavilion in the- square consisted: of .the
Orlental :Knight Templars:-of ".Claveland,
Holyrood Commandery, Oleveland, and * Ool-
umbia Commandery- Knight T'emplars, Wash—
ington.

Rev. Jabez Hall then read Garfleld’s
favorite hymn, which was beautifully sung by
the vocal society., At 11.45 Dr. Chas,
Pomeroy delivered the final prayer and bene-
dictions.

There were a few moments of commotion
and preparation, the Marine Bard played
« Nearer, my God, to Thee,” aud the funeral
procession moved from Monumental Park
five minutes before twelve. The time ocou-
pied in moving the casket from the pavilion
to the funeral car was about fifteen minutes.
A corps of marines from the U. S. stesmer
« Michigan” formed paralle] lines from the
engf side of the pavilion to the east entry to
the park, throughk which the casket was
borne on the shoulders of U.S. artillerymen,
onder the command of Lientenant Weaver,
to the funeral car, followed by the mourners,
who took seats in carriages. Grandma Gar-
field bore the services remarkably well, as
did the widow of the President. The mili-~
tary presented a magnificent sight. Every
available place for witnessing the fanern! line
on Euclid Avenue was utilized. The Ashta-
tabula Battery, stationed along the line of
march, divided into two sections three miles
apart, and fired minute guns as the funeral
procession passed. The State militia
were stationed at the entrance to the
cemetery and on either side of the driveways
leading to the vault, where, at Mra., Garfield’s
request, it was decided to place the remains,
At 3.30 the procession entered the gateway,
the Marine Band coming first, and continu-
ing the mourning straing it had. Then came
the Forest Oity troop, of Cleveland, which
was to escort the President to his inaugura.
tion. Behind it came the funerai car with
au escort, followed by a battalion of Euight
Templars and Cleveland Grays. . The mourn-
ers’ carriage and those containing the guard
of honor comprised all the procession that
entered the grounds. The car drew
vp in front with the mourners’ car-
riage and those of the Cabinet behind.
The band played ¢ Nearer, my God, to
thee” As the military escort lifted the
coffin from the car and carried it into the
vault, the looal committee of reception, Sec-
retary Blaine, Marshal ifenry and one or two
personal friends standing on either side of
the entrance ; Rev. J. H. Jones, Chaplain of
Garfield's regiment, made & few remarks. -

A Latin ode from Horace was then render-
od by German singing soocieties, after which
Dr. Robinson announced the late President’s
favorite bymn, «Ho, reapers of life’s harvest,”
which: was sung-with marked effect, The
exerclee clogsed with the ' benediction - and
prayer, by -President Hinsdale, of Hiram
College. : 'Re-entering - the-- oarriage,. the
mourners drove back to the city.- The mill-’
tary and Masonic escort left the. cemetery 1n
the ‘same order in -which they entered. It
will probably be but a few days until the final
interment takes place.: The dais used to lay
the coffin on in the vanlt was oovered with
velvet trimmed with broadcloth and deep
fringe.

The:irvrepressible *Bounce” Jones has been
at work anew. He sppears to have forced
himself Into the position of trustee, in oon-
junction with the Rev. Dr. Webster, of n
Protestant Residence Hall which is belng
built for students attending the Queen’s Col-
lege, Cork. Subsequently (of course) trouble
arose. Timber could no longer be gof in
Cork, prepared by lrish workmen, at a suit-
able rate : Mr. Jones would import it from
England. His Cork colleague was uneasy,
and protested; but in vain: Mr. Bounce
Jones carried things with a high hand over
colleague and Oork men. The day of his
triumph arrived; the « Wave" brought the
English cargo to the Irish quay, and just as
Mr. Bounce Jones was exulting in his
victory, news came that the vessel was
boycotted. No Irish hand would touch
the English cargo ; military and police troop-
ed along the quay to guard it,and at long
last it had to be dragged to its destination in
military waggons. ‘That was another tri~
umph ; Mr. Bounce Jones was glorying in
this when news came that the Hall was boy-
cotted. Not a soul would work at it! Dr,
Webster has himself declared publicly that
ho has retused to have anything more to say
to it, unless Mr. Bounce Jones withdraws
altogether. The clergyman, it appears, has
had two policemen appointed to guard him,
day and night, because of some threatening
letters—a superfluous precaution, we should
say, ia reference to those wbo boycott, for
such letters in such a case must clearly come
from some low and unpscrupulous adherents
of the Bence Jones faction, which alone
would profit by an outrage.

OBSTACLESTO THE REVIVAL OF IRISH
. TRADE.

The great need of ships to do Ireland's
carrying t-ade, instead of receiving and ex-
porling her merchandise through English
ports, has ever proved an insuperable barrier
to the development of Irieh commerce. The
following editorial from the Dublin Freeman’s
Journal on the subject is timely, now that the
revival of Irish manufactures i8 being agi-
tated. The Freeman says: By the present
practice of the transatlantic steam trade,
Poyning's law. 18 virtnally unrepealed  so
far as Irish shipments are concerned. The
veseels load at Liverpool, aud are prohibited
from, taking on :board any more at. Queens-
town.. So .also withithe incoming- American
gteamers ; they are forbidden to unload at
Queenstown. .. . The cobgequence of thisrale
i that if .a Southern exporter-wants to send
goods acroes the: Atlantic, he must first send
them on to Liverpool, paying tailway and
steamboat freight. . This iz the .case also
with regard to other Irigh ports. This rale,
as. Consul Brooke .points out ia a late report,
is. disadvantageous to, America.as well as to
Ireland, for an- American shipper to Ireland
must pay for the transport of his goods from
Liverpool back to Cork, as well as the Cork
shipper to America. round about to Liver~
pool. 5o that the great natural advantages
which Ireland possesses in her geographical
situation are actually made to turn to her de-
triment by the uonatural diversion' of her
traffic to the ports of another country. It is

IMMACULATE ENGLAND.

The Birmingham Daily Post, referring to
the ever increasing crime of England, say :
—¢ At home our increaslng barbarism seems

of brutality a worse method of attacks than
this ¢ punching, which is not only accepted
but approved in Lancashire? The blows of
-an iron-tipped clog on the ribg while the vic-
tim Hes helpless on the grofmfl—a kivk or
two upor the side of the head-<hndlife is ex-
tinct before the assailant has time to repeat
 the blow. Then comes the!state of Lonaon,’
which would make an ioteresting column of
itself, George Reed, a laboyretyis convicted
of having beaten his wife willg vidlence ; then,
after throwing her to the ground, of breaking
a parafiin lamp over her prostrate form with
the intention of setting her on fire. Fortu-
nately for the wife she must have been a bad
manager, for nowhere could a 1natch be found,
so that compensation had to be sought in
flinging her out of the window. This was an
easy task, for George Reed a sturdy, bulk-
ing beer-swollen fellow, while his wile,
starved, and beaten, and emaciatod,
must have weighed but a feather in bis
lusty arms. It was the affaic of a moment,
QOut flew the woman, whose convulsive
clutching of her husband’s sleeve and frantic
cries wero of no avail—aund she Iay smashed
and bleeding on the pavement below! Then
wo have another case of a hatchet whercby
a wife's ekull was split in twain—* exactly as
you would split a cocoa nut,” said one of the
witnesses.

I explained, if I remember rightly, in a re-

Donegal had never evicted their ienants, by
townlands and almost by parishes, as the
landlords of Mayo and other western conntles
evicted their tenants during the famine or
1847. 'The chief exceptions to the Donegal
land - d policy were the late Lord Leitrim,
wuou was shot, and Mr, John George Adalr,
who is still unshot.

I write in a parish adjoining the scene
of the most famous evictions—or ¢ clear-
ances’—in the history of Irlsh landlordism,
and the house of a Catholic priest who per.
sonally knew the victims of this agrarian out-
rages by John George Adair.

[t was in the parish of Gartin, in the
townland of Derryveagh, the birth-place of
the early Irish Saint,Colombkille,the successor
of St. Patrick.

Time, April, 1861. ..

The property had been purchaeed a short
time before by Mr. Adair, who is a resi-
dent of the Queen’s County. It contained
about 50 families. .

« 1 had known the district,” said Father
James McFadden, «since my childhood, and
its people were peaceable, happy and com-
paratively comfortable.”

Following the same policy that the # bene-
volent” Lord George Hill adopted—to keep
people in terror of his power—Mr. Adair
served notices of sjectment on every one of
his tenants. In November, 1§60, his agent,
Mr, Murray, a Scotchman, was murdered.
There was no evidence to show that this mur-
der was an agrarian crime, and there was, and
still Is, & belief in the neighbonrhood, that it
wag the tragic culmination of a social scan-
dal. On the night of the inquest, the parson-
age in which Mr. Adair lodged was set on
fire. Mr., Adair regarded this crime as an at-
tempt to aseassinate him. He vowed ven-
geauce on his Derryveagh tenants. To quote
the words of a friendly chronicler at the time,
the resolved to clear the whole district, and
thus mark his dstermination to put an end to
the outrages which were taking place.” He-
obtained writs of hadere facias possessionem,
and placed them in the hands of the sub-
sheriff. A body of 200 comnstabulary wera
drafted into the district to protect this officer.
This force, commanded by sub-inspsactors and
a resident magistrate, began operations at the
oxtreme boundary of the Derryveagh estates.

It is a mountain side, about sixteen miles
from Letterkenny, The scenery there is
picturesque—with its mountain aud loughs;
and thess peopls bad lived in that churming
country from time out of mind. Mr, Adair
had only seen it for the first timea few years
before, Neitker he nor his ancestors had
evar lived on it. Yet although he had never
spent a shilling in improving it, and although
the tenants or their forefathers had reclaimed
it from absolute sterility, the Euglish law re-
cognized the right of the new lord to wrest
their homes and felds from them, and the
English Government loaned him the force to
enable him to commit this agrarian crime.
Now the world has heard 8o much of agrarian
outrages alleged to have been committed by
the Irish peasantry, that I shall describe this
typical agrarian outrage by an Irish landlord
withont abridgement and without pity, from
unpublished 1ls:al documents in my
possession, and the testimony of living men
with whom I have spoken.

The English force were halted at the cabin
of a widow named AMcAward, in the town-
land of Loughbarragh. She wassixty years of
age, Sixdaughters and a son lived with her.
The sherift, witb a small escort, entered the
cabin, and *“delivered poasession” to the
steward of Adair,

« Liong before the house was renched,” wrote
a spectator at the time, “loud cries were heard
piercing the air, and soon the figures of the
poor widow and her danghters were observed
outside the house, where they gave vent to
their grief in strains of touching agony.

But the landlord had no pity. As soon as
the sheriff « delivered possession,” the “crow-
bar brigade” levelled the house to the
ground,

The spectator whom I have already quoted
writes ;—

tThe scene then became indescribable.
The bereaved widow and her daughters were
frantic with despair. Throwing themaelves
on the ground, they became almost insensible,
and bursting out in the old Irish wail—then
heard by many for the first time—their terri-
fying cries resounded along the mountain side
for mepy miles. They had been deprived of
their only shelter—the little spot made dear
to them Ly associations of the past—and with
bleak poverty before them, and only the blue
sky to shelter them, they naturrally lost all
hope. Those who had witnessad their agony
will never forget it. No one could stand by
unmoved. Every heart was touched, and
eats ot sympathy flowed from many. The
police officers themselves could not refrain
from weeping. * . * Inashorttime
the work of demolition was completed, and
we withdrew from the scene, leaving the
widow and her orphans surrounded by asmall
group of neighbors, who could only express
theic sympathy for the homeless without
possessing the power to relieve them.”

This work of diabolism went on for three
days. Forty-six cabins -were levelled, and
forty-six families—241 persons—werse, driven
into the roadside! Ifthis outrage had occur-
red during the march of an invadicg army it
would have been denounced as an indefen-
gible outrage, unless the destruction was in-
dispensibly necessary from the sirategetic
importance of the place. But these acts of
gavage vandalism have occurred’ in every
county of the West of 1reland in times of the
profoundest peace during almost svery ye
of the reign of Victoria the Evictor.” =

The agony of Mary McAward had a parallel
in every cottage door. The poor people clung
to their.homes till the Iast moment. Sullen.
ly the men removed the scanty furniture ;
bat even after the Sheriff's: formal warning it
was found difficult to tear the women and the
children from their homes. Mdny. of them
bade adieu to their old cabins in terms of
endearmeut, a8 if they were living friends!

England oalls herself a ¢Christian” and
“ Olvilized” nation—and yet, somehow, while
her people are entitled to respect, her Govern.
ment always acts towards races other than the
Euglish as if she were a barbaric power.
Hero is another glimpae of her rule in Done~
gal. A spectatorof these clearances wrote at
the time :—
~ 4One old man, ¢near the four score and
ten, on leaving his houde for the last time
rcverently kissed the door-post with all the
impassioned tenderness ot an emigrant leav—
ing his native land. His wife and children

helpless children.” A man of 90 years of
age, slck unto death, was carried out of doors
“in order that formal possession might be
taken.” . :

These crowbar brigades acquired great dex-
terity in their demoniacal, work. * The bri-
gade,"sald one who saw them, thad scarcely ap-
plied their crowbars till the roof gave way
and the walls began to tumble. Each sue-
cossive crash of the falling debris seemerd to
strike more terribly on the ears of the evicted,
whose lammentations momentarily increased.
* * * As night set’ in the scene became
fearfully sad, Passing along the base of a
mountain the spectator might have cbserved,
near to each houss, its former inmates, crouch-
ing around a peat fire, convenient to (near to)
8 bedge, as they dare not go near the falling
house walls ; and, a8 a drizzling rain poured
upon them, they found no cover and wers
entirely exposed to it, but they only sought to
warm their famished bodies, Many of them
were but miserably clad, and on all sides the
greatest desclation was apparent.”
 'These poor people lay ott all night behind
hedges and in a little wood that skirts the
lake. Why did not the neighbours of these
persecuted people in the adjacent townlauds
offer them a night's shelter? Because they
had been ordered to boycott them by a power
they did not dave to resist—because this
brutal tyrant, Adair, bad warned them not to
harbour these homeless people! Adair still
lives—and I rejoice that T stiil live slso to
spread abrond the story of his infamy !

The sick and the old were taken to the
poorhouse at Letterkenny, and there they lin-
gered until one by one they died. The rest
of the evicied tenants remained in the
neighborhood—in adjvining townlands or
parishes—until November, when the Govera-
ment of New South Wales, at the instigation
of Irish coloniste there, sent an agent to
offor them a free passape to Australia.
Seventy of them accepted it by the influence
of Rev, James McFadden, the Catholic priest,
and Bev. Mr. Maturin, the Protestant rector
of the parish. 1t is gratifying to know that
since they arrived in a country where the
wicked landlords cease from troubling and
the weary peasants are at rest—these evicted
tenants have done credit equally to their old
conntry and their old race.

Rev. Fathor McFadden, spuaking of thelr
visit, said to me that he was ¢ painfully
struck by the altered condition of affairs there
—the ruined homesteads, the levelled houses,
the wailing of the aged and infirm that sur-
rounded me beseeching to be taken to where
their sons and dauvghters were going, but
whom I was compelied to refuse. *The
homelear condition of the once happy people,”
he added, ‘tconspired to make this day the
saddest and most sorrowful of my life.”

Just one glimpse more at that agrarian out-
rage. Some of these poor people remained
a fow days around their old homes. Did Adair
relent? No—rhe impounded their czitle for
traspass!  Anam an Dhiobal!

The Legends and Landlords
A of Tory,

LETTER FROM JAMES REGPATH.

Fu.cuinwn, Co. Donegal, Augus 27.

Look at a map .of the County Donegal,
and, if it is large encugh, you will find Tory
Island on its northwestern coast. I am
writing within sight of it now. Seen from
mainiand its eastern side presents the appear-
ance of a grand cathedral of the middle ages.
The most stolid traveller could not pass with-
in sight of it without inquiring its name. I
have seen no more picturesque scemery in
Donegal—a county in which every parish can
justly boast of most inagnificent views.

I asked the cardriver what there was in-
toresting about Tory? His answer caused me
to visit it; «Its a regular Land Lague
Island,” he said «they haven't paid a penny of
rent there for ten years.”

Tory Island is twelve English miles from
the mainland. Youreach it in boats rowed
by {four stalwart fishermen. There are two
smaller islands near it, But Tory, by its
legends and traditions and historical associa-
tions, as well as by its greater size, has thrown
itg little- island ueighbours into more than
their natural obacurity.

When I landed I called on Father Dlake,
the curate, and found with him Father James
McFadden of Falcarragh, or Tullaghobegly
Eart, the adjoining parish to Gweedore.
Both priests have the same name, slthough
they are not related.

With Father McFadden and Father Blake
I visited every part of the island.

Tory is a corruption of Thor-Eye, which
denotes (according to an Irish antiquarian
uuthority) that « it was consecrated to Thor,
the Scandinavian deity, who presided over
stormy and desolate places.” Certalnly Old
Thor (1 speak chronologically, not irreverent-
1y) could not have selected a more appropriate
headquarters than Tory Ieland in his charac—
ter of President of Stormy and Desolate
Places. It is a hilly, stony, sterile, bleak
and windy island. The storms of ages have
bitten into its towering rocks and made its
eastern coast a scene of grim and rugged
grandear. These gloomy cliffs are from 100
to 300 feet in height and have forms of the
most varied and fantastic beauty.

The western coast is hilly but not moun-
tainous. It slopes down to the sea shore.
From the side of the Island the traveller has
a beautiful view of the mainland with its
dark hills and lovely valleys and sandy
shores.

Tory Island is not qunite three English
miles in length and it does not average more
than three-quarters of a mile in width. It
contains 769 acres, and is the home of 60
families or over 300 souls. They are all
Catholics and of tbe ancient Celtic race.
Irish 18 the daily language of the people al-
though many of them can talk Epglish. The
curate has not yet mastered the old trngue;
and therefore Father McFadden, in whose
parish Dory Island is included, had come over
to hear the contessions of penitents in their
native apeech.

Tory is a representative Irieh Island—
typical of all these western counties. This
implies that its recorded history stretches
away back back a thousand years before the
Christian era and that its traditions hold, in
their impartial embrace, and with an equal
and loving fervor, Pagan druids and Catholic
gaints. It means that fierce invaders have
been fiercely resisted on its soil, that the old
generations were sometimes slaughtered in
the name of religion, and that recent gene—
raticus have been robbed for a century in tha
name of property. And it suggests that me-
morials of all these religions, these races,
these wars, these persecutions, and these
plunderings, are still to be found on the Is-
land.

And this implied pledge is redeemed.

Here ia a village that tells the story of the
poverty of the peopls, and of their incessant
struggle for the poor privilege of existence
hkore. The houses aro one story in height,
built of stone, and thatched with straw. Straw
ropes are thrown over this roof, and they are
fastened to pegs in the wall beneath the eaves.
But for these ropes, common along the coast,
the houses would be unroofed by the fierce
Atlantic winds. These houses have little
windows, They are better farnished than at
Gweedore. But here as elsewhere the cow
and the pig and the chickens ahare the
kitchen with the family. The calf
is as tenderly tremted as the youngest
baby—for it, I noticed, instend of being
kept behind the door, was tethered near the
fireplace for greater warmth. The cabins,
like all the one-room cabins along the coast,
are smoky, and necesgarily unclean. One
great lack of Tory Island is peat. What
was once here has been burned ysars ago, ex-
cepting a patch on the southern end of the
island that the landlord reserved for his own
use. 'This year the people have cut jt—
thereby destroying a good pasturage, and
spoiling the beauty of the tract, but securing
for one winter.a good supply of fuel. The
fuel now used is turfs of grass—common grass
sods, which are ignited or made Inflammable
by having the oil arising on the water in
which fish is boiled poured over it until the
fire ig ‘well burning.”

«Why don't you go to the mainland for
turf 7' I asked a fisherman, for I had heard
the people accused of laziness, while on every
hand I saw evidences of ceaseleas toll.

« gacause at the time when turf is cut and
dried, we need our boats for fishing ; and then
we must make the kelp. Ifwe went over for
turf we might often be kept out two weeke,
and that would ruin us at this time of the
year.” : -

« Potatoss—and fish.” o

They are better off than the poorest class
on the mainland; for they havé ot the fieh
with their potatoes. When the potatoes give
out (In these parishes they rarely ralse enough
to last longer than from fourto six months),
Indianmeal stirabout takes the place of the
potatoes. July, the month before the new
potatoes are ripe, is known all over the West
of Ireland as ¢ huogry July.”

I saw one Tory Ieland family at breakfaat,
The old woman, the' man of the house and
two boys were squatted on the earth floor near
the smoky fire. There were no chairs in the
cabin. The potatoss and the fish were in a
flat sballow dish, made of wickerwork, that
was lald over a pot in which the potatoss had
been boiled. That was the- bill of fare and
the ¢ dining-room appointments.” E

“poorly clad. Their olothing'is mostly mude

of patohes—and alr-boles. The women of

can tell, Itiseems certain only that the.race
-that built these towers,lived here two thou~
sand years befors the Christian era.

And around -this .round tower there are
ruins of a later date, but.. yet- it is more than
1,300 years since their builders reared them,
This Qeltic cross here was raised by St. Col-
umbkill, the pupil of 8¢, Finian, who was in;
structed in the Christian faith by the imme-
diate disciples of St. Patrick. Here is a great
stone trough—lying in the mud where pigs
could sleep Tn it—and yeot so sacred that
no money could tempt a Tory Islander
to carry it to the mainland—lying
among rubbish and filth, and yet if it
were presented to any Oatholic Cathedral in
Ametica, it would be put on the costliest
pedestal, and have the place of honour—for
it was the baptismal font of one of the Seven
Churches erected here by St. Columbkill and
his immediate successors,

At a short distance from these pagan and
Christian ruins, a little church has recently
been built by the exertions of Father McFad-
den. At one time, for eighteen yenrs, there
was 1o priest stationed on the igland, and no
Mags was said on it. Zealous efforts were
made to convert the people to Protestantism.
Only one man changed his creed. It is
impossible to make Protestants out of
these Western Irieh, because in lreland
for 300 years Protestantism was the
instrument of religious  persecution.
1t We'll never become Protestants,” said one
peasant to me—«nover!” and then with a
twinkle in his eye, he added, * unless the Kng-
lish become Catholics, and then we’ll become
Protestant just to be furnenst them!”

leaves surmounted by a’crown, displayed on
the British ensign,and which some fondly
imagine constitutes it a Canadian flag,
will not save the ship over whick
it floats from French or American
cruisers, Seeing that the love which once
existed between England and Canada has
grown cold, and that thelr interests are very
often divergent, why should the connection
be perpetuated? Let the politicians prepare
an answer, for most agsuredly it will be asked
of them ere long. -

THERE i3 Do circumstance connected with
the death of President Garfield more affecting
than the profound sympathy expresssd by
England for the dead President's family in
particular, and ifor the bereaved Republic in
general. The English Court has been ordered
into mourning for a whole week (there are
‘seven days in a week), and the Eoglish
press has thrown out thousands of columns
ot grief and regret. It is almost a pity the
two great nations were ever separated; politi-
cally, but then it was all the fault of that old
blockhead, George the Third. And the
gympathy of England has a tinge of Chris-
tianity In it, and of forgiveness. No matier
kow harshly she may sbove opium down the
throats of the unhappy Chinese, who never
did anything to her, she has nothing but love
and affection for America, who has cheated
her in B0 many treaties and extorted such
large indemnities from her. Bat, then, blood
is thicker than water, aye, or than beer.
It is to be regretied that this - beautiful
feeling is not altogether reciprocal. We are
sadly afrald that Brother Jonathan is not
guch a perfect Christian as John Ball, or how
wonld he think of celebrating the Yorktown
anniversary and inviting the descendants of
the Lafayettes and the Stenbens to be pre-
sent. This is an uncousinly act, but John
can forgive anything to a population of fijty
millions, provided they are not mild
Hindoos. But perfect Christian as John is,
he was not always so. Twenty yenrs
ago he was in = doubtful state of
mind and cheered vociferonsly in Parliament
when mnews of Southern victories came,
thinking, it may have been, that if the grest
Republic were burst, he would have three or
four cousins to love instead of merely one.
American cynics say that England prayed and
hoped and believed the great Republica
wounld actually fall to pieces, and that Glad-
stone (the now famons chatterbox) and his
friends would have gone to war in order to
make the thing gure, If it were not for an
island, lying immediately behind old
England, called Ireland, Wwhich would
cortainly rise in rebellion did they
make the attempt. Alabamas were,
howsver, sent out, which was carrying
on the war sgainst the Union in s sneaking
way ; but 'twag of no avail, the Republic
emerged from the titanic struoggle intact,
and England thought it best to pay the Al-
abama indemnity. She is now in a position to
feel that America is mistress of the situation.
The Republie has a population of 50,000,000,
which, in twenty years hence, will have in.
creased to eighty millions or more, with
boundless resources and immense energy to
develepe them, while England is ali the while
losing her trade and living on her capital,
The disparity between the cousins” will
grow wider each year, until America will be
able to shake England as a terrier shakes a
rat. English statesmen know this, and hence
thelr whining affection towards America of
late; bence their profound grief for
the death of President Garfield, a grief
they dld not display when North and
South stood arrayed against each other.
Bat why, atter all, should England fear
America ? Why should she not be proud and
joyful at the strength of the gieat Republic?
Well, it 18 becanse, and there is no use in dis-
guising the matter, she instinctively feels that
the Republic contains an implacable enemy
in the Irish element, which she forced across
the ses with many a jibe amd curse, little
dreaming that it would become such a
potent factor in the politics of the United
Htates. The Irish element has increased to
twelve or fourteen millions, and Irish blood
flows more or less in the veins of half
the white population ot the States.
English statesmen recognize the danger that
exists for their country from the hatred of
those millions, and they work.hard and un.
intermittingly to try and nullify it. All
their cable ‘despatches, movels, newspaper
articles, pamphlets and most of their litera~
ture are written with the view of showing
native Americans what a bad lot the Irish
ate at home and abroad, forgetting that
& good many of those native Americans
to whom they appeal have, or had, Irish
fathers or mothers or both. People will
not-soon forget the mission of Froude. The
Irish element in Americs, numerous and
wealthy as it is, is more dangerous to British
pretensions to-day than the Irish in Ireland,
and Eogland knows it well, English naws-
papers affect to laugh at the gasconnade of
the American Feniang”and Olan-na-Gasl ;

Some of our most benevolent optimists tell
s that in future times this age we live in
will be called the age of progress and inven-
tions by the historians of tke period, and it
undoubtedly may, but if the historlans take
its most ‘salient points and te'l the truth,
they will be more honest in calling it the
age of cant and humbug. It is quite
trne that steam and electricity have be-
come potent factors in civilization during

( the past half centary, and the blessings they

hav8 brought with them cannot be denied.
Bat those blessings are not unmixed. News-
papers have accompanied them, and although
newspapers also are blessings, snd part and
parcel of the advanced civilization we speak
of, they are too often used as vehicles for the
grossest Hattery and pnffing of the great and
the wenlthy. You cannof keep snobs away
from the press no more than from the pulpit
or the courts, and as a consequence Wwe
have that eternal pufing which does
not nauseate 80 much because it is
go common. When Flood and Fair and
O'Brlen and Mackay were poor men strag-
gling -through life like tho great majority of
thelr fellow mortals the newspapers noticed
them not, but when they became millionaires
how the reporters followed them and observ-
ed their majestic stature and their solid
jaws, their deep, penstrating glance which
would distingnish them among a million;
their gait, their speech, their gestures, every
move they made, and called upon the world
to look on and. admire, If we are
to believe the mnewspapers, those men
poasess as many virtues each as dollars, and
yet they were never discovered unmtil they
were lucky enough tostrike the Big Bonanza.
Bes how rbyal personages are beslavered,
If it is a lady, and she is not absolutely ugly,
she is-the most beautiful woman in Euarope ;
does she play half decently on the harp or
plano or mouth organ she is one of the most
accomplished musicians of the age ; does she
walk abroad, no matter Row disguised, she
cannot preserve her incognito for her msjestic
carriago betrays royalty, and she swigs her
thimbleful of brandy unlike any-other person.
Royalty is there, and it cannot be concealed.
If, on the other hand, it isa male royalty the
newspapers have to write about, they at once
place him among the demi-gods. Who can
mancuvré a fleet like the Duke of Edinburgh,
or handle an army of volunteers like the
Duke of Connaught 7 Xven the Prince of
Wales is a military genios, B0 Wwe
are told, and might be a great General
were he so minded, though to give His Royal
Highness his due if he were asked, he would
trothfolly answer that he cannot distingnish
the reverse from the pivot flank of a battalion.
And newspapers are to blame in other re-
spects, though it may bs we are giving cause
for effect, When those wealthy and illus-
trious persons are given such a valuation by
the press it is mo wonder they arro-
gate to themselves almost sublime
attributes, and look down from the pedestal
upon which the reporters and correspbndents
have placed them with sovereign contempt.
When the Governor-General of Canada makes
a tour through the Provinces what need is
there for such a number of addresses exceptit
be to have the names of the “addressers” ap~
pesr in print. If the newspapers were not so
fond of publishing names the little village
magnates would not be sv hasty in presenting
addresses, and the public would be saved B
great annoyance as well as the Governor-
Greneral. Listen to the rant among our
neighbors at preseut about the heroism of
Mrs. Garfield. Noone doubts that she is a
splendid womsn, and that she has borne her
affliction like a Christlan; she has
the sympathies of the civilized world with
her; but, toread the reports, one would think
that she was the only mnoble womsan
in all Christendom. Yes, indeed,
we are {fast becoming snobs, and
toadies, and flatterers all round, and it is
the newspapers Which are partly to blame,
for, if they did not puff the great and wealthy
go awfully high; we should liave a better
opinion of ouzselves. And yet, it is to pro-
long the existence of such a race that so many
clever physicians study and prescribe, a8 if
seventy years were not enough for itto live,
and too many. R

They exprested implleit {aith in
the future of the conntry, and corrected the
idoa that had gone abroad as to the severityof
the climate, and thought the soil of the Prairie
Province was unrivaled in the world. .Afler
setting forth in detall the agricultural, stock
raising, Jumber and mineral resources af the
country, they expreased to His Grace their de-
sire to have thelr fellow-counirymen comeand
settle amongst them, and all ‘who come pre-
ared to labor honestly will secure comfortable
omes for themselves and thelr children In less
time than it does in the older seltlements.
They stated that during the first ons or two
years hardships of greater or less degree may be
experienced, but these hardsh!ps, if any, wiil be
unworthy of mention in comparison with those
of the early settlers of vther parts of Canada.
Thers it required;the lahor of a lifetime to hew
out p farm from the forests; svhile here the
virgin pralrie can be turped into “ smiling
tlalss of polden grain' intwo or three years.

Our young men who have been out
west preparing thelr homes need 'wives. and
our wives and mothers here are sadly In need of
assistants in the Louse work. Comfortable
homes and good wages can easily be procured
here, and gacd, well conducted young women
would be sure of steady and remunerative em-
ployment. Catholle schools and settlements
are to be found In ail the old French settlements
of Manitoba and the Northwe<st, and whenever
any number of Indians,traders or hunters were
for any length of lime congregaled, there too,
even in the earliest part of the hisrory of this
country, the goad French misslouaries were to
be found, laboring zealously for no other reward
than the spiritual and ternporal wellare of thelr
fellow men and the grealer honor and glary of
God. These self-denying servants of God dis-
played & zeal for religlon apd for the spliritual
good of their people which we are sure will be
{imitated by tliose devoted priests to whom God
has committed the care of the suflering people
aof that island of salnts and martyrs, from which
we or our forefathers caome. After assurlng His
Grace of thelr desire to hearllly welcoma to this
country any of thelr counlrymen whom he
might advise {o coma, they wished him a pleas-

. /DESPERATE FIGHTING—SEVERAL
... - . PERSONS SHOT.

LiMzRaICK, Sept. 4.

A8 lerrible a riot as ever had to be recorded
occurred in this city to-night bstween the
people and the military and the police, stones
being thrown with terrific violence on the
one side, and the bayonet employed on the
other, tut the latter not being sufficient to
disperse the crowd, firearms were re—
sorted - to, with the result that about
twenty persons were daugerouely wound-
ed, soms fatally. A frightfal scene of blood
shed was enacted, and for fully an hour
and a halfan encounter of a desperate charac-
wag continned, The details of the sanguin-
ary affalr, s0 far as could be ascerfained amid
tha scene of excitement which atill prevails,
are a8 follows :—A number of Hussars ar-
rived here to-day from Cahlr, by tha exour-
gion traln from Waterford. Towards the
evening they quarrelled with some civilians,
and when they were leaving the rowing was
renewed on the platform. Missiles
were thrown at the Husears while get-
ting into the carmiages, and some of the
carriage windows were smashed. The sol-
diers got under theseats, and protected them-
selves as best they could. After some delay,
snd with coneiderable difficulty, the train
was put in motion, and amidst terrific shout-
ing, groaning and glass breaking, it gradually
drew away from the station. A private of
the Scots Greys who happened to have ac—
companisd the Hnssars to the siatiom, re-
mained on the platform, and the ire of the
crowd was directed towards him. He would, no
doubt, have been annihflated but for the
pralseworthy conduct of a number of
civillans, who formed a circle round him,
and by this mesns managed for some time
to save the soldier from the fury of higassail-
ants. Matters were, however, beginning to
lock serious when the few police who hap-
pened to be casually st the terminus rushed

to the rescue Jf the Scots Grey. Word was
sont to the military barracks, and a picquet
of the 57th Regiment soon arrived for the
purpose of escorting the Scots Grey to bar-
rack, They formed round the soldier, and re-
moved him from the station without much op-
position on the part of the civilians. The
police were by this time reinforzed by ten or
twelve men from the William street and Colo-
oney street barracks, and as the military
guard was passing on throngh Edward street
in the direction of the barrack, the police got
inta thelr rear and beat back the crowd. The
soldlers thus got away quietly; but just at
the moment it was hoped order was
reatored, the dreadfnl scemes which have to
be described re-commenced. Stones were
thrown with much violence at the police, who
charged and partially dispersed the people at
the point of the sword. A few people were
stabbed, bat this only served to enrage the civi«
liang, who renewed the stone throwing. The
police again charged, slashing their swords
right and left, and striking anyone that
happened to come in their way. The
shoutiog of women and children, flying for
their lives was something terrible, and mat-
tors, instead of mending, were looking worse.
The police and a number of the civilians
fought in a ferocious manner, the police using
their swords withoat reserve, and the people
firing stones in returc, A further reinforce-
ment of police, armed with rifles, now ar-
rived, and, joining their comrades, formed
into n solid body opposite the Railway Gate,
They were at this point agsailed from three
points—from Queen street and at either side
from Nelson street aud Edward street.
The police dividing themselves charged in
the thres directions from which the stones
come, The combat was now of the
flercest kind, the shouting and uproar being
almost deafening. The police, who were
armed with the rifes, ran down Queen street,
clearing the way with fixed sworda. The stons
throwlng, however, did not abate and one of
the police shouted, ' We can stand it no lon-
ger, womust fire.,” Severalof thepolice then
ralsed their rifles, but the constable in com.
mand eaid, « Don't fire,” to which the reply
was given,« We will fire”” A shot was then
fired over the heads of the people, but the
crowd still kept up a hail of stomes. The
police then began to fire {freely, and
three or four persons were shot. A general
panic ensued, The crowds of spectators, who
were standing at the cormers of lanes and
streets, fled precipitately so a8 to be out oft
the range of the firing, and several were, in
the fury and excitement, knocked down, and
rather seversly hurt. The combatant civilians
who retired beforas the fire of the police re-
formed in Queen street, in Edward street,
near the People's Park, and in Nelson street,
and poured volleys of stones inte the ranks of
the police. Shots were again heard, but the
stone-throwing ceased not, and for fally ten
minutes about an equal number of civiliana
hold Queen street against about an equal
namber of policemen, although the latter fired
into their very midst. There were at this
time no lese than 20 persons either shot or
wonnded. About fifty members of the Royal
Artillery, armed with muskets, rushed up
Nelson stroet, and charged the crowd towards
the Railway, but they did not uee their swords,
they did not fire, nor did they, indesd, take
any promineunt part in the affray, but shortly
retired, thinking it wiser, no doubt, to leave
the duty of quelling the affray to the
police. The fierceness of the conflict bad
not yeot abated, and the Rev, E. T.
O'Dwyer appearing on the scene raised his
hand, and begged the people to fall back.
The efforts of the rev. gentleruaun bad a tem-
porary effect, but the stone-throwing was re-
newed in other directions. The pslice
spared neither bullet or bayonet, and slashed
forionsly at any one that happened to come
in their way. Matters now began to calm
somewhat, and the sufferers were removed to
the nearest medical establishments. Three
wore taken to Dr. Barry's residence in
Glentworth street. They were suffering
from guo-shot wounds, snd were in o
very dangerous state. Mr. Maurice Lienihan,
J.P., attonded, and took the deposition of two
of the men. James M:Donor, shoemaker, de-
possd that he was doing nothing whatever
when hie was #hot in the shoulder; he did not
know the policeman that fired the shof. Wm.
Moran, a lasboring man, deposed that he was
going home when he was shot from behind;
he was wounded in the back and in the leg.
Dr. Keane, I.P,, took the the depositions ofa

_rallway officlal, named John O'Keeffe, whose

life is despaired of. He stated he was do-
ing nothing when he was stabbed by a
policeman, whose name he did not know,
but whom he could identify. Another man,
namad John O'Donnell, wbo is aleo danger-
ously wounded, hag made a deposition that
he was wantonly assalled by the constabulary.
Several of the police are badly fnjured;:
one of them (Sub.Constable Hanly)
go badly that his life is In im-
minent danger. All the soldiers who were
ont on pass had to fiy for protection into
houses and places of public worship. A
number of them took shelter in tke Wesleyan
Chapel, and were seareted there mutil hali-
past tea o'clock, when two companies of the
9th Regiment, fully armed, came to their re~

lef. The eclilers wara kooted all along the

The
gir!l Joes mnot forget the other words
in the language, perhaps, but she
loses the habit of wusing them, and
worse still, she acquires a habit of loose, in-

o like habit of thought, All this is to be re-

but it is still more a pity that by the growth
of such habits of mind and speech we lose
the large influence of refined women in be-
half of puro epeech. Women are the talkers
of the world, Upon them ialls Luv greatoer
part of the duty of maintaining social rela-
tions by conversation. Every drawing-room
is dependent upon them for its vivacity and
spirit; whenever a man usurps this fanction
he kills conversation with monologue.
When a man talks much he lectures, and
everybody else keeps silent. It is onlya
womsan who can twist and turn it about, and
give varlety to it, and keep shop out of it.

It is a pity that women upon whom ro
important a duoty is placed should nafit
themselves for thelr function by acqulring
babits fatal to complete succees in it. It is
an especial pity that our beautiful English
tongue should lose the conservative and de~
veloping influence which a race of educated
women, all talking and all priding them-
selves upon thelr accurate and flexible use
of language, would exercise. The preserva-
tion of a language in its purity, and the sys-
tematic development of ite flexibility, its
fitness for the expression of thought and
emotion, and its power i8 no light or nnim-
portant matter, and the influence which our
educated women might exert in this direc-
tion, if they were sincerely devoted to the
work, would be ms great, perhaps, as that of
all the achools and colieges of the land. If
all our women touk pride in the accuracy of
their use of words, 1n the correctness of their
pronunciation, in the richness ot their enun-
clation, in the modulation of their voices, in
the right of disposition of their accents, in
all matters pertalning to good English
gpeach, they might work a revolution.
Frenchwomen have a pride of this sort in
their ability to use their mother tongue
fluently, flexibly and well, and their influonce
in behalf of pure speech, both as conservators
of the old and promegters of the new, when
the new 18 good, I8, without doubt, far greater
than that of the Academy. Indoed, the
Academy’s part in this matter is 1lit-
tle more than fo record the usages of good
goclety.

JOURNALISM AND JOUBNALISTS IN
LONDON. .

Although it has its hend-quarters in and

around Fleet Street, it is hard to say whete
journalistic London begins and ends., Time
was when the “writer for the press” did not
consider that his cslling made it necessary
for him to #mix in society,” to belong to the
best clubs, aud have an establishment of his
own where the greatest in the land should
not be ashamed fo visit him, but should glad-
ly grace his beard and interchisuge family
courtesios at his wife's receptions. The
Potts of Dickens would be as hard to find in
the country to-day as the Shandon of Thack-
eray in London. As Bohemia bad laid aside
its long pipe and «two of gin,” its sawdust
floors and pewter pots, so has journalistic
London advanced from the tavern corner, the
sponging house, and the gutter to take a
foremost place in the beat society of the time,
combining with literary London to make
an intellectual aristocracy that Ybids
fair to hold in general estimation a
standing equal to that of hereditary
rank and fortune, Liberal Premiers and
Liberal Cabinets ate credited with showing a
more genuine respect for jourmalism than
%heir Conservative opponents, though both
have long since ceased to keep the London
editor where Lord Chesterfield detained Dr.
Johnson, a patient and despleed waiter on
greatness among the lackeys in the hall,
Now and then a London journalist uncon-
sciously reveals the old stste of things
when he scoffs at Eome successful rival
who has ventured to refer familiarly
to & distinguished person just as Mr, Lawson
was attacked for speaking in some past con~
troversy of the Premier as hie ®friend Mr,
Gladstone.” Remembering the proverb that
hawks do uot eat hawks, journalists should
not disparage the socinl distinction of thei
class, A great journal like The Daily Tele.
graph wields a8 powerful an influence a8 Mr,
Gladstone, and to suggest that the director of
such a power hasnotsufficientstandingtomest
Mr. Gladstone on equal terms, especially at a
time when The Telegraph was supporting the
Gladstone policy, is to discount the general
status of the journalists and depreciate the
very power which the press claims for itself
as the fourth estate of the realm. Besides,
who does not remember Lord Palmerston’s
famous rebnke to Mr. Disraeli when the
caustic leader of the Opposition suggested, in
a Parliamentary debate, that thers were Lon-
don editors who were politically Infinenced by
their reception in « the gilded saloons” of the
wives of ministera?

The sueer was aimed at Mr. Delane, who

was constantly invited to Lady Palmerston’s
parties, 'The Bouse of Commons did not ses
this more quickly than Lord.Palmerston did.
The fine old Englishman at once denounced
the slight attempted to be put upon the in-
tergrity of journalism, and amidset the cheers
of the Commons he paid a splendid tribute to
the character of Mr. Delane, the edltor of
The Times, concluding by saylng that it was
a source of pride and gratification to poseess
the personal friendship = and enjoy the
society of & msn of Mr. Delane’s high
honor and varled acquirements. In
press circles the Ilate Lord Beacons-
field in credited with other personal slights
of journalists ; and thie Is etrange, seeing
how intimately his career was at one time
bound ap with literaturs and the press. He
was the # Runnymede” of The Zimes, and he
must have contriboted many a brilliant ar-
ticle to the papers In his early days.
