Twice this measure was prac-
tioally rejscted by that Hnuse, and even when they
yiolded it was from - fear of being swampad by
new oreationa, or by more revol otionary measares,

ROMAN OATHOLIO EMANOIPATION. .
On this subjoot the Liords had been equally obsei
nate. Various attempts which the Commoza made
ta precure relief to onr Oatkolic fellow subjects, were
persistently fruptrated by the Upper House ; and in
1838, they refused to concur in & resolution, to the
effect that it was expedient to consider the lawa afs
focticg Romar Oatholice with & view to a eatisfac-
tory sdjustment. It .was only whep, & year later,
the chnice lay betwesn a rebellion and the removs]
of a just eause of disatfection that they yislded, and
ther only by the private influence of the Duke cf
Welliogton and Mr. Peel,

THR IRWPH CHURCRH.

In 1833 the Liberal Ministry introdnced the Tithes
oommutation Bill the principle that Parliament was
eatitled to appropriate the surplae fanda af the Irish
Church o national parposes., It was the Houge of
Lords which, {o defiance of repeated votes compelied
the witbdrawal of the Anpropriation clauee; and,
although the battle raged Gercely till 1838, the bill
time after time was rejected by the Larde, eud the
Whigs wera finally compelled to pase their measure
minus the priaciple which in Ireland was regarded
us a pledge of juatice.

THE CORPORATION AND TBBT3 ACTS.

The Lords were equally inimical 1o the relief of
Disgenters s wad shown by their rejeoticn of a mra-
sare authoriaing Dissenters to solemaize msrriages
in their own placea of worship, When they passed
Lord John Russell'a bill for the rep:slof the Teat and
Oorporation Acts thev insisted npon the intreduction
of worda whioh excluded Jewa from the benefit,

JEWIER DISAB'LITIRS.

5o long ago 88 1833 Mr, Granta bill for extending
eivil righ's to the Jews was adopted by tha QCom-
mona bat thrown out by the Peers. In 1841, Mr
Divett succeeded in jcarrving through a bill admit-
tiog Jews 10 cozporate « ffices. The Lords rejected it,
and did not give way.till 1845, In 1843 the Com-
mous were willing to admit Jewa to Parliament.
Yesr after vear the bill for removing these disabili-
tiea was pesied by In-reasing majorities, but the
Lorda perplstently withheld this act of juatice. It
was not till after téu yeazs had elipsed that Jewa
were permitted to gt in the Jommons ; bat the Lords
still reserve the right to exclude Jews from their own
Chamber, should ths Orown, dosire o create Jewish
peers,

DIBBENTERS AND TEE DNIVESITIRS,

Tn 1834, & bill remaving the dizqualifications which
barred the Upiversities against Dissentera passed
through the Jomwmone by large majnritien; but the
Lords rejected it by a msjority of 102. If it had
not been for thia “vote the Dissenters would have
enjnyed the full advantages of the universities on
termas of ¢quality more than & generation ego. Simi-
lar bills have more receatly met the same fate.

OHUBOS RATES.

To 1858 the House of Commona pamsed Sir John
Trelawney’s bill for the abolition of Oharch rates.
The same measore was repeatedly carried in the one
Houge, and ar often rejecied by the other, until Mr,
Gladgtone’s comprormise put an end to the strife,

MUNIOIPAL REFORM.

To 1835 the House of Oommons passed a bill purg-
iog the corporations of the kingdom ¢f their worst
abuges, but the Lorde interfered for the protection of
the # freemen” who bad besn the oause of much of
the corruption. .

The laws
had deprived of al! their property the clerzy whbo
msiataiped the Catholic fuith, and miniatered to the
gniritual ®=anota of the peaple in Lioecashire and
Westmorelond, The severity of the penal lawa had
overcome the constancy of mapy, and the bheavy
reseugancy fines had impnverished nnmbers of rhose
Catholic fam lies who still rem :ined faithful. Those
of the clergy who had succeessfully escaped thegnares
of the yursurvants, were often overaken by sicknezs
ar tha'infirmity of spe. and were guhjecred to great
privation or want Tbey Jad lost manv an asylum,
in Catkolic bomes, which bad beea open t10 their
predecesserg, at the sems time fhe sourcea of liberal-
ity amongat their fiocka were well nigh drind up ~
The ¢'ergy of the regular communilies bad homes in
their religions bruses on the coatinent, to which
thev might retire in such cages; bat with the hier-
arohy no longerin exiscence, all ecclesiaatical pro-
perty lost, and only one viearapoata'ic for the whrle
nation, there was glmost nooe to wkom, in his sfflic-
tion, the worn down secular prisst could turn with
bore of succonr. His misaion wag to toe ¢ world/
and it was with bim ag with bis Divine Msster, the
t world’ oo longer koew bim. In these siraits this
fund waa established. By it in the gpirit of charitr,
the temporal aid of the laity on the one hand, and
the spiritual help of the clergy in return, wer made
a weans for the relief of thase who, in their sickuess
and icfi-mity, would otherwige have beem brrpe
dowo by pnverty. Thea precise date of its ingtitution

It i3 not enough
to 8ay that the Protegiant clergymes snd the poor
law gnardincs who do it believe the Qatholc faith to
be erroneons, That may 2xcuse them if they be in
good faith, for rejecting it themaselves; bat it is no
excuse for knowiogly avd deliberately datrining in
Pratestant schools Catholic children over whom they
have no right, pareatal or moral, and no power
except that which poverty and misery give to the
rich over the poor ; and for educating them in Protes-
tant gennole ag Protestants, ia violation of the known
will of Catholic parents, sometimes in opponition to
legal demand on their part. Such cnses ars now
before us, Thereare guardinps in Loadoc who b ve
endeavoured to recist the anthority of the poor law
board, the express fetter of the statue Inw, the known
demands of Oatholic parents, and to detnin under
Protastnnt educanion the children of our Catholic
ponr.  Five Catiolic children ware the other day
declared to be Protestants. The Oatholic children
remainiog in such echools bave bheen for years deli-
berataly educared ag Proteatania, Into zomy of them
tiil lately oo Catbolic priest bas entéred. But no
visitonce or twice a week from him caneave the faith
of children who are detained in s Proteatant echool,
tiught by Protestant teachers out of Proteatant booka
heraiog with Protestant children, rnd delioerately
taught the Protestant religion. To pretend that the
admission of a Catholic priest i3 all ths Inw reqnires
i3 n croel evasion and an injustice, Do not suppose
that thia is a rare ¢cage. This cruel injustice ia poing
on all over the counry.

Nothing of any great importance bas traospired
1n Britsh political ewcles during the last week.
Mr. Gladstone has again returned to London
after a short illness brought on, 1t is supposed, by
over-exertion and excitemen! during the recent
debate on Irisb Church matters. He 1s still
very weak, bat will recover his usual health and
activity, no doubt, in a few days.

Political matiers 1w Fracce bave still an uo-
settled appearance. Nothing definite bas been
agreed to by the couteading parties. The maa-
ager and two of the editors of the newspaper
Raphael have been sentenced to pay a large
fine, and to ane montb’s imprisonment, for having
published false news.

There is a great deal of dissatisfaction ex-
pressed 1 Madrid at Napoleon’s lenity towards
the Carlist conspirators on the frontier. The
Carhists uoder Lavangos, in the mountaios near
Toledo, are being botly pursued by the Govern
ment troops- Those who were taken prisoners
at Pampaluna have been tried by Court Martial.
The Judge Advocate urged the enforcement of
the death penalty, but it has not yet been decided
wha} ferm of pumsbment they will be made to suf
fer. Ttis reported that the Government is aliowing
the Carlists to muster in the North, but 1 takiog
measures to prevent therr moving Southward.
The volunteers of Liberty are effericg their ser-
vices to the Government to assist in the sup-
presvion of the Carlist msurrectionsts,

It is rumoured that the Cuban Generals, Gor-
dob and Figuide, with ten thousand men, attack-
ed General Latorre pear Santiago, routed bis
forces, and took bimself prisoner, The report
that Latorre bad since been shot, turos out to
be untrue. The reports from the interior are
favorable for the revolutiomsts, and a Spanish
officer is said to have stated that 100,000 more
Spanish troops will be required to conquer the
islan®s The cholera is raging at Neuvitas, No
less than 200 of the {roops are daily dymg of
that tearful disease.

PROTESTANT SISTERHOODS,; AND CATHOLIC
ConverTs.—The writer prolesses in this book
to give the personal experiences of five years
existence in a Protestant Sisterhood, and of ten
years in a Catholic Conovent. The real names
are of course not given, but the vell that con-
ceals them is very flimsy.

‘We canpot say that the perusal of this book,
of the first part especially, bas unpressed us
favorably, There 13 a little too much bitterness,
a tnfle too much rascor against the lady de-
signated as Miss Jones, the * Lady Mother” of
one of the Protestant Sisterhoods. We may be
permitted to enjoy a joke at the solemn farce
enacted 10 the Anglican sect by well meaning
ladies and geotlemen, who, though Protestants,
will persist in playing at Catholicity. But the
laugh should be good natured, and free from
malice. 'We fear that the writer of the book
before us bas unimtentionally, unconsciously, per-
haps, retained a little personal spite against Miss
Jones — the peccant ¢ Lady Mother” of the
Protestant Sisterhood, :

" For the rest, she says of Protestant Sister-
hoods 1n general, no more than what huadreds of
both Catbolics and Protestants have said before
ber. They are at best but caricatures of the
Catholic convent, bearizg to them the same re.
semblance that a mookey bears to a man, It
must be 80, seeiog that in the former, there 18,
and can be no rule, o order, and that every-
thing is left to individual caprice. The inmates
of the Protestant Sisterhood are, we firmly be-
lieve, almost always excellent persous; pure,
gineere, and actuated by the best of motives—
that of sanctifying themselves, and of serving the
poor. For the individuals, therefore, we have
the greatest respect, and our laughter 1s all for
thesystem, and its glaring inconsistencies. We

do uot beheve that, as a rule, he Protestant
Sisters are luxurious and self indulgent ; but we
do believe that they ace very tgoorant asto

{'how tbewr sellimposed duties sbould be per-

formed, and are, thérefore, doomed to a constant
succession of failures, ridiculous and deplorabie.
The work, bowever, has many attractions, and
i+ best in s appreciation of the Religious Life as
it exists within the Catholic Church ; wherew
alone perfect liberiy can be reconciled, with the
most perlect obedtence to legitimate authority.
To this respect, therefore, we can heartily re-
commend it to the notice of the Catholic readers ;
whilst its perusal will, perhaps, show Protestants
why, 10 spite of so much zeal, and self-sacrifice,
on the part of well meening 1wdividuals, Protest-
ant Sisterhoods have all so lameutably failed.

The opposition of the Lords to the In;h
Ciurch Bill reminds one very forcibly of the
troubles that attended the passing of the Reform
Bil 1o 1831-2. True, we have not had those
violent outbursts of popular wdignation which
render memorable that stormy period ; but it is
not easy 1o say what might have occurred, had
uot the stern necessities of the times, and the
enideot dislike of the British people to be over-
ruled by a class, who, they imagine, thiok of
nothing but therr own aggrandizement, taught
the Lords to reflect, and cousider that where
there 13 nothing to be gained and much to he
hazarded in a struggle ¢ Prudeoce ts the better
part of valour.”

After tte resiguation of the ¢ Iron Duke”
and the defeat of the new Min's'ry, formed undec
Lord Grey,  their attempt to pass the © Ten
Pound Franchise Bill”” at the time above re-
ferred to, a new Parliament was elected, and the
Bl was carried 1z the Commons by a majorily
of 136. To the House of Lords, it wes thrown
out, on tbe second reading, by a majenty of 41.
Then followed those dreadful scenes of riot and
ontrage at Derby, Nottinghaa, and Bastol,
which caused all thiokiog men to tremble for the
safety of the British Thbroue. The attack on
the Dukes of Wellington and Cumberland, who
were rescued mith difficulty from an infuriated
mob ; the stonmg of the Marquis of London-
derry, who was knocked from bis horse, amid
savage cries of ¢ Murder bim! Cut b throat i
the burning of Public Buildings, and the killing
and wounding of bundreds, 1 the suppression of
the riots, all failed to make the Peers submit to
the demands of the people.

When the Bill came up again in the House of
Lords, the second reading was crrried by a ma-
jority of 9, but, untortunately for the publie
peace, was thrown out 1 committee by an
amendment which was carried against the Gov-
eromept, by a majority of 35.

Tais made the people sull more exasperated,
and the middle classes who had not taken 2 very
active part 1n the preceding riots, began to utter
curses * loud and deep” aganst the aristocratic
authors of so much coofusion, The King, bay-
g refused his consent ta the creation of new
Peers, was followed by an angry and excited
populace, to the very gates of bis Royal abode,
The Minictry resigoed and the whole country
was 1o a state of feverish excitement and uocer-
tainty. People rushed to tbe Baoks to take
out their deposits, and millions of pounds changed
hands in the course of a few day. However,
after all the tumult and bloodshed, the King was
prevailed upon to give Lords Grey and Brougham
® written authority to create as many new Peers
as might be deemed sufficient to carry the Re-
form Bl through the ¢ Upper House.” But
fortunately they never bad occasion to resort to
this manceuvrz ; for the Lords, seeing that they
were about to be coerced mto domng what they
might bave done freely, succumbed with a do-
cility that no cne expected.

There is not the smallest doubt that the Gov-
eroment of the present day would have resorted to
the same means of checkmating the conservative
tendencies of the Loords, which the {Government
of former days had to resort to, in order to make
them endorse a measure that the justice and
good sense of the British people lovdly demand-
ed.

However, the ntention has bad the effect of
dong away with the necessity of resorting to
such an alternative ; and, bapply for all parties
concerved, the first instalment in the great debt
of national retribution has, with the conseat of all
wise, iberal minded men, been paid at Jast to ua-
fortunate down trodden Ireland.— Come.

For a long
time past they bsve exhibit=d a peaceful almost a
submissive apirit, rarely committing any graver of-
fense than pilfering exposed trifles; but suddenly
they have chaaged their conduct, and for months
pnat the conrts bave been borthened with inveatiga
tiops of their crimrs—investigatiops that come to
naught, for these people have no regerd for the sanc-
tity of an oath, aad perjure themselves by wholesale,
They have introduced into our Obrigtian city all the
barbarous practices of their pative laud —they do not
besitate tu bateh cnnspiracies,abduet aod asgsssinate,
and what i3 woree, they employ an organized giog
of bravos to slsy their enemies or rivals, and guage
the reward according to the punishment that may be
ioflicted upon them. . A chipaman can be paid to as-
eagsinate, even with the death penalty etariog bim
in the face and can ocolly stipulate for the price of
his neck to be paid 1o his relatives in case he is
bang,

Although acowardly race, whean pitted man agaiost
wsn in mortal fight, yet do they digplay the mast ex
traordiny stolidity and indifference when execuhon
is about to be dons upon them In their ewn country
a line of 50 crimicals condemned to be decapitsted,
will eiok upon their knees without coercion, bend
their heads forward 8o as to expose their necks,
and stoically await the stroke of the execution:
er'a sword. They besr the dull, heavy thud at
one end of the live, and eee the ghaatly head roll
upon the pavement without a shudder. Sometimea the
exsontioner stgps tidway iu the line to rasharpen his
sword—they lBten. without a .tremer and ag he ap
nroaches them closely and their torn comes mnext,
they adjust their necks more conveniently for the
stroke. There is nething abou® this of the spirlt thax
sometimes actuates 8 Oaucasian criminal *© to die
geme'—it is simply brurishetolidity COreatures like
thesge once roused to the commission of crime, are
eminently dangerons.in a commanity, for the death
that threatens them, . It js said they bave carried their
barbarous practices to such an ex*ent in this city as
to cffer Iarge rewards for the beada of their ensmies.

What oen be dous witkr such a people? They ara
8ulegs, conscienceless, devilish. Their vile nassions,
irog kept in regtraint from submiesion to the moral
influence of the white man, are now bresking out in
barbaric fary—they openly defy oor laws. and with
b-sz2n insolence insnlt our civilization. Let ua ex-
haust all the resources of the law to restrain them,
and if they fail, let ug advige them to retarn bome.

From the above 1t does not appear that the
general character of the Chinaman is that which
would be likely to make bim a good citizen, and
wortby to shere in the privileges of the ¢ Ballot
Box,’ and the enjoyments of all ¢ modern improve-
ments,” Tt is not our inteption or desire to draw
invidious comparisons between the habits or char-
actenistics of any race of men; to extol their
virtues,or decry their vices; to flatter their vanity,
or wound their feelhngs, for we are aware that
the descendants of Adam, let them be of the stock
of either Shem, Ham, or Japheth, are not as per
fect as they should be ; and if there be anything
that deserves praise, there is a great deal more
that deserves censure,

However, though much inclined to consider
that all mankied, whether takea as individuals or
nations, might be much better thau they are, we
cannot sit downlﬁqletly and take the dictum of
the editor of theiDaily Witness, or probably
some Cbristianizel "cobbler on his staff. as the
ultima ratio of everything to be learned concern
ing the docility, mechanical ability, &ec., of the
Irish race.

The imperticent boldoess of the attempt to
lecture Irishmen on the fact of their mferioritys
in mechameal skill and ability, to the rat-eatings
child murdering slaves of Pagan idolatry, is only
equalled by the glartng ignorance and prejudice
of the stultified quill diver who presumes so
much.

Among the female institutions, those conducted
by the sisters of the Presentation, hold a distin-
gwshed place. It was our good fortune to assist
a few days ago at the anoual commencement at
the academy here conducted by these sisters,
The examination commenced at nine o’clock
a.m.,ad continned till five ¢’clock p.m., save an
Lour for dinner and recess. The exercises con-
sisted of music on the Piano, togetber. with a
rigid examination in every department, . from
reading up to the highest branches of a fimshed
education, The answermg reflected nuch cre-
dit on teachers and taught, giving evidence that
the past year at the academy of the Presentation,
Henryville, bad been one of labor. A varety
of embroidery in gold, cherille,and various othzr
materials, togetber with such an smount of other
curious combinations, whese names men are gen-
erally ignorant of, were displayed on exhibition to
the admiration and delight of the vast assembly.

It was surprising to hear young ladies of
Canada,after a residence of a few years in this in-
stitution, speak Enplsh with as fine an acrent
and as correct a propunciation as 1f it were their
native tongue, while certamn fortunates from the
United States spoke French with as much fluency
as if they had been newly imported {rom Pans,
aithough they too have been but two or three
years in the Academy. Why do more of the
young ladies 10 the Uhnited Stutes not come to
Canada to learn French from French teachers,n-
stead of going to learn 1t m purely English in-
stitutions, where they seldom or mever acquire
anytbing like a correct koowledge of it,end as
to pronunciation certamnly pever? A dialogue
in French,portraying tke fife of Madame Rivier,

foundress of “the Presentation Congregalion, and
a sketch of whose wonderful iife I would fondly
give if time permitted, tetmmated the exercises
of the examiwarion, after which Rev. Mr. St.
Aubin placed floral wreaths on the heads of the
young ladies whose academsc year had justdrawg
to a close. His reverence complimented ther
on their success 10 tbe past year, after which Le
addressed the andience, thavking them, in the
vame of the Sisters, for their presence, and ip.
viting them to coatinue to patrontze an igstitutiop
wlose benefictal results are becoming more ang
more visible as time affords greater alrantages for
the development of treasures which heretofore lay
dermaunt, as it were, but which, under the benign '
wfluence of the genial smile of religion, must yet
become the pation’s glory and the nation’
crown. The assembly thea dispersed, delighted
with the pieasures of the day, and praising, each
n bis turn, the modest deportmeat, sunplicity of
manaers, aud absence of affectation in the young
ladies, who are 1 the meantime bidding each
otber adieu until the seventh of September shal
see them again reumted aud happy woder the
geotle care of the daughters of the saintly Ma-
dame Ruvier.
